Miss Charlesworth, an attractive young 
woman of 25, who lived with her parent* 
in Bodera St. Asaph, Wales, had been re­
ported as killed while motoring in the dir­
ection of Penmaenmawr with . her sister 
and a chaufféur on Saturday, Jan. 9th.

The sister and the chauffeur stated that 
the motor came into collision with the re­
taining wall of a road along the edge ot 
a cliff overlooking the sea, and that Miss 
Charlesworth was thrown over the wall J 
into the sea.

The sister and the chauffeur gave the' 
foregoing ccount to the local authorities, 
and since then the members of the f<uwtly 
have declined to see enquirers or Ujrgive

does not touch the real question at issue,

: which is whether the sale of liquor is in­
jurious to a community. Mr. O’Regan as­
serts that pure liquor, rightly used, is not 
injurious. How much liquor is pure, even 
under license, and how many persons usj 

, it rightly? The condition of many homes,
! the records of the police court, and a roll 
1 call of those who die, before their time,
, because of excessive drinking, would be 
■ accepted as reasonable evidence on this 
point. With regard to the statement that 
politics is responsible for the present agita­
tion all over the continent, and that jeal­
ousy also has something to do with it, 
there are many who believe that had not 
temperance been made the football of poli­
tics for so many years, prohibition would 
have been far more general. So far ns 
this province is concerned, it is a fact 

1 that both parties have pursued a middle 
1 course, and that politics had nothing to 
do with the adoption of the Scott Act 
in any constituency. With regard to the 
attitude of the party press, no party has 
ever urged its press to declare for pro* 
hibition.

The statement that prohibition would 
fail now, as it did fifty years ago, takes 
no account of the change in sentiment 
that has taken place in fifty years, and 
in voting for prohibition Mr. O’Regan 
may be helping to prepare a very con­
siderable surprise for himself. We m^y 
assume, of course, 
adopted he and all other law-abiding men 
now in the business will do their level 
best to have the law enforced. The state­
ment that prohibition has been a failure 
in Maine is denied by the people of Maine, 
who ought to know.

What Mr. O’Regan says about the 
quality of liquor sold in Scott Act 
counties is perfectly true, but the same 
kinds of liquor are freely sold in St. John, 
which is under, license. If some dealers 
refuse to handle it, there are others who 
do, and it has been shown that this 
sort of liquor has been manufactured here, 
and falsely labelled" If Montreal houses 
are now reaping a benefit, the law should* 
be set in motion against them.

In the police court this morning Rob­
ert Wills was respondent to information 
preferred against him by the board of 
health through W. A. Barnes, for refus­
ing to provide water for his tenants at 
108-10 St. James street, and thus commit­
ting a breach of the health regulations. 
He asserted that he was not responsible 
for the state of affairs that existed as E. 
T. C. Knowlefe 
added that the water had been turned on 
in the house again on Saturday night.

Col. J. R. Armstrong, who acted for the 
board, ridiculed Wilis* declaration that 
such matters were nbt under his control, 
and intimated that the defendant himself 
authorized the turning on of the water 
in fear of punishment. Mr. Armstrong 
termed Wills’ story a malicious lie and 
censured him for the alleged venting of 
his spleen on Barnes,; an inoffensive ten­
ant, and by turning off the water, de­
prived Barnes of the service for twelve 
days. Owing to the engagement of Hon. 
H. A. McKeown, thè defendant’s counsel 
at the sitting of the railway commission, 

postponement was, requested, but Col. 
Armstrong desired more material assur­
ance than Wills’ verbal agreement, to 
prevent a repetition of the turning off in­
cident, and finally the adjournment was 
granted until Friday afternoon and in the 
meantime Mr. Porter will be responsible 
if the water is turned off.

Judge Ritchie illustrated the inconven­
ience of possessing no water, particularly 
in this weather and being compelled to re­
sort to a pail and convey it from some 
distance. Tp his honor the case present­
ed an unattractive aspect, in fact the 
ugliest for many years, and could be view­
ed from two standpoints, civil and crim­
inal, and a jury would decide instantly in 
favor of Barnes^ and award consiaerble 
damages, as Barnes claims the water es­
caped on Sunday morning flooding his ap­
artments and ruining furniture. After 
turning the water off Wills emphatically 
refused to tujri the force on agrin. Col. 
Armstrong remarked that the board was 
determined to proceed with the prosecu­
tion. Wills, who is in the employ of the 
Canadian Car. Service Bureau, will return 
from a trip of inspection in time to be 
present at the hearing.

Developments. in the arrests of Alexand­
er Porter and William Waugh, two in­
ebriates, elicited caustic comment from 
the judicial citair. One pointed paragraph 
was “all fools, give their money to others, 
who buy automobiles and last horses, ' 
and “.the only persons who make anything 
out of liquor are those who sell it.” Por­
ter, whose appearance belied the 22 years, 
he claims, stated that he had been employ­
ed in a hostelry here for three months, 
and hails from South America. He pur­
chased a bottle of gin on Saturday in a 
saloon, but cquid form only a vague idea 
ofzits situation.

Waugh, who in addition, faced an *»!• 
legation of profanity, was arrested on the 
West side. He said he came to the oast 
side SatiirdÆ^piohiihg in pursuance of 
his custom <$T'imbibing several drinks as 
an appetizerJyefore his noon-day meal, but 
in following inis practice, he overestimated 
his capacityJjwd eatitig slipped his mind, 
until closing 'hour approached, when Jte 
returned to West end. His honor ob­
served . that when liquor dealers sell to 
such weak men as Waugh and Porter, 
fines of $100, 8200 and $400 for first, second 
and third offerees respectively, reduce 
the profits somewhat. In pursuing this 
course, the wives, mothers and children 
of the unfortunates, ,were considered. 
Waugh is a young married man, with one 
child. Both were remanded, attd John 
Murray, a Friday inebriate was given an­
other extension of three days .also. Pat­
rick O’Keefe forfeited an $8 deposit. The 
three men were arrested on Saturday and 
Sunday’s shut displayed nil.

Thursday, the 28th of January, has been 
appointed as the day for “House to 
House visitation” of the city of St. John. 
The general purpose of the visitation is 
to secure as accurately as possible infor­
mation as to where the people of St. John 
individually and as families stand in re­
lation to the several ’ churches of the city. 
Such a census will be of very great value, 
both to the people generally and to the 
church workers. The work has been un­
dertaken jointly by the St. John S. S. As­
sociation and the Evangelical Alliance. It 
is thoroughly interdenominational. All 
the Protestant denominations are co-oper­
ating heartily and His Lordship Bishop 
Casey, of the Roman Catholic chttrch, 
has cordially endorsed the movement. 
>Rev. J. B. Ganong, field secretary of 
the Provincial S. S. Association, has the 
general superintendence of the work. 
There is a general committee in charge, 
with Rev. D. Lang, as - chairman. For 
purposes of visitation, the city has been 
divided according to wards, and. a super­
visor has been appointed for tbe various 
Wards are as follows:—Sydney, E. W. 
Rowley ; Dukes; Andrew Malcolm; Queens, 
Alexander Watson; Kings, E. M. Sip- 
prell; Prince, T. R. Murray; Wellington, 
A. H. Patterson; Victoria, W. J. Parks; 
Dufferin, W. A. Steiper; Lome, Fred Mill­
er; Lanedowne, Percy Steel; Stanley, L. 
H. Thome; Guys, R. Hunter Parsons; 
Brooks, Norman P. McLeod.

Each supervisor will map out his ward 
into districts, making eaoh pair of visitors 
responsible for not more than 50 families. 
The churches and Sunday schools are be­
ing asked to furnish the staff of visitors, 
who shall go out to their work two and 
two.

Cards have been prepared containing the 
questions to be answered in each case. 
When the work is completed, these cards 
with the information they contain, will be 
handed to the pastors of the respective 
churches. About 500 visitors will be re­
quired and the names of these are to be 
handed in to Rev. D. Lang, not later than 
Monday, 18th irait. The pastor and S. S. 
superintendent are a committee in each 
congregation to secure visitors.

The undertaking is a large one, but with 
an efficient staff of supervisors and visit­
ors, it is hoped that a reliable religious 
census of the city will be the immediate 
outcome and that as an ultimate result 
the churches and the people will come in­
to doser touch and more systematic and 
aggressive religious work effected. Cases 
of need, due to sickness, poverty or any 
other cause will be made known, and the 
way opened for sympathy and relief. The 
stranger will be discovered, as well as the

_____ , man who may have been losing interest in
the churches’ and to all it is hoped will 
be brought the warmth and kindly message 
of the Christian church.

The Ottawa Free Press says: “An im­
portant relaxation in the Canadian cat­
tle quarantine regulations has been made 
in favor of horses for export from the 
United States. Under the regulations 
which were made at the time of the out­
break of the foot and mouth disease ill 
Illinois, Michigan. New York and New 
Jersey, it was provided that no steam­
ship carrying live stock from an Americ­
an port could call at a Canadian port to 
thke on cargo. The disease having been 
practically stamped out, it has now been 
decided that steamers may take horses 
from Boston, Portland or any other Am­
erican port and afterwards call at St. 
John or any other Canadian port for cat­
tle or other freight.”
