The London Iniquities.
Certain influential papers and period­

icals are engaging in the work of decry­
ing the efforts of the Pall Mall Gazette 
in exposure of the iniquities practiced 
by Londoners in high life. The people 
at large, led by the most influential 
clergymen and statesmen of the empire 
are in favor of strict investigation and 
measures for lessening the perpetration 
of the crimes which have so disgraced 
a great people. The exposures made

The Lumber Trade.
From Messrs. A. F. & D. Mac- ' 

kay’s Timber Circular of July 4th we 
take the following.—

“The dullness which has so long pre­
vailed in commercial affairs still con­
tinues, and so far there are few indi­
cations of improvement. The course 
of trade has been somewhat interrupt­
ed by recent political events, but now 
that we have passed through the tran­
sition period, there is a general expec­
tation that the change of Ministry will 
bring about a stronger feeling of con­
fidence, impart stability to the national j 

. policy, and lead to a revival of activity 
in general trade. As yet, however, 
these influences have not had time to 
operate, but their effect, as far as they 
have gone, has been beneficial. In the 
timber market there is no animation. 
The dullness still continues, but there 
is one element which points to an im­
provement in the early future. The 
heavy stocks which have depressed the 
market are being steadily reduced by 
the demand for consumption, and this 
fact cannot fail to have an improving 
influence on prices.

“The import of N. B. & N. S. pine 
and spruce deals has been on a limited 
scale for the time of year, being 2,826 
stds. against 11,537 stds. last year and 
8,425 in 1883. Taking this small im- j 
port into consideration the consump­
tion has been a full one, being 5,837 
stds. The stock is now reduced, which 
with the comparatively few clearances 
for this port, shows better prospects for 
ftiture transactions. The stocks now 

‘stand at 12,899 stds., against 16,308 
last year and 11,715 in 1883. Prices 
at our Sales by Auction have been ex 
“Rowland Hill” @ St. John £6 5s. 
and “Guru” @ Halifax £6 6s 3d per 
std. By private a cargo to arrive 
£6 5s per std. ex quay. Prices of 
course are apt to vary, according to 
specifications of the various cargoes.

“There.has been a large import of 
birch, viz;—71,000 cubic feet, against 
52,000 feet last year and 32,000 in 
1883. The consumption has been 
equal to the arrivals, being 71,000 feet, 
against 39,000 feet in 1884, leaving 
the stock at tly same figure as last 
month, viz:—80,000 feet, against 71,- 
000 feet in 1884 and 40,000 feet in 
1883. Prices have, consequent on the 
large import, fallen at our Auctions. 
Sales have been 1079 logs ex “Ger­
manic” @ St. John, 14f inches average 
at 15£ pence per foot average, 805 logs 
ex “R. Hutchison” @ St. John 14£ 
inches average at 15f pence per foot, 
and 798 logs Prime New Bright Birch, 
ex “Rowland Hill” @ St. John 16 
inches average at 18 pence per foot 
average. ”

The Timber Trades Journal of lLth, 
referring to the Liverpool deal market 
says,—

“The short importation of spruce 
deals still continues to be a prominent 
feature in the state of our market, and 
should it continue, of which at present 
there seems little doubt, at any rate for 
the balance of this month, we may see 
an advance upon present rates, especial­
ly as the stock is day by day getting 
worked down into smaller compass.

“There have been no auction jsales of 
these goods during the past week, and 
it is improbable that there will be 
any, in the face of the present position, 
at any rate, for some time to come.

“The continued limitation of import 
of spruce deals is beginning to have 
its effect upon thejnajdcet, and though 
it cannot be said that prices on the 
spot have shown any marked advance, 
the feeling for the moment is that the 
position is decidedly f stronger, and for 
some time to come the probability is 
that prices will be against the buyer 
rather than the seller. Still it weuld 
be imprudent to build too much upon 
such impressions, as the employment of 
steamers, which could be obtained"at a 
slight increase uponj present r*tes of 
freight, would quickly discount any 
material rise in prices, unless brought 
about by an absolute shortage in pro­
duction. Should an advance be obtain­
ed in these goods, the prices of Nor­
wegian flooring will be affected in 
sympathy therewith, and the quotations 
now demanded by shippers, whose 
ideas of value are based upon £7 15s. 
per standard for 1st quality, with cost, 
insurance, and freight to Liverpool, 
would come more nearly within range 
of practical business than is the case 
at present, this price being at present 
unobtainable.”

Railway Subsidies-
In the House of Commons on Friday 

last resolutions were passed granting 
aid to a large number of railways, a 
total sum of $2,261,300 being thus ap­
propriated, §250,000 being for an ex­
tension of the I. C. R. from Stellarton 
to Pictou, and the remainder—$2,011,- 
300 given to Railway Companies in 
different parts of the Dominion. 
Among the items .are the following,— 

To the Northern & Western Rail­
way Company, for a line of Railway 
from the northern end of the forty 
miles subsidized between Fredericton 
and the Miramichi River by 47 Vic. 
Cap.^8 to Boiestotvn, a subsidy not ex­
ceeding §3,200 per mile, nor exceeding 
in the whole §19,200.

Fora line of railway from Indian­
town via the Miramichi Valley to its 
junction with the Northern & Western 
Railway at or near Boiestuwn, a sub­
sidy not exceeding §3,200 per mile, 
nor exceeding, in the whole §140,000.

The first item is self-explanatory,but 
the second seems to be not clearly 
understood by many who are interest­
ed in the railway question un the Mir­
amichi. We have no doubt that the
Government, having been induced to 
undertake the building of the Indian­
town Branch, instead of assisting the 
N. & W. Company to construct its road 
from Chatham via a bridge at Derby 
and thence to Fredericton by way of 
Indiantown, Blackville, Doaktown and 
Boies town, which was opposed at the 
time by Mr. Mitchell and his friends, 
have awakened to the fact that they 
made a great mistake, and are now 
disposed to adopt the most politic plan 
for working themselves and Mr. Mit­
chell out of the difficulty. The subsidy 
voted will apply to the portion of the 
N. & W. line between Blackville and 
Boiostown, while we suppose the Com-

Legislative Council and Assembly as fol­
lows—

1 That all matters relating to the 
trol and management of Highways, Streets 
and Roads within the said District of the 
Town of Chatham, now by law under the 
control and managemnt, or in the adminis­
tration of the Street Commissioner; and, 
all matters relating to the Fire Service in 
■aid District and Town now by law under 
the control and management, or in the 
administration ef the Firewards of said 
Town, shall, as hereinafter provided, be 
under the control and management of one 
Board to be known as the Street and Fire 
Commissioners of the Town of Chatham.

2 The said Board shall, within the said 
Street and Fire District, perform all the 
duties required by law to be performed by 
the Commissioners or Surveyors of Roads 
and Firewards of the said Town) and shall 
have all the power and authority, and 
shall perform all the other duties within 
the said District authorized and required 
by the laws now in force, or that may 
hereinafter be in force relating to the said 
Street and Fire District; and shall be 
liable to all the penalties therein provided 
for the neglect or refusal to perform the 
duties thereby imposed.

3 The said Board shall consist of the 
Councillors for the Parish of Chatham, 
and five residents and Ratepayers of said 
Town And District, who shall be possessed 
of the same qualification as to property, 
as is required of Parish Councillors.

4 The members of the said Board, other 
than the Councillors aforesaid, shall be ap­
pointed annually by the Municipal Coun­
cil of the County of Northumberland it 
its January session, in the same manner 
as County and Parish Officers are appoint­
ed, and shall hold office until the appoint­
ment of their successors, provided, how­
ever, that each of the Wards into which 
said District is hereinafter sub-divided for 
the purpose of this Act shall have, at 
least, one resident member (not a Coun­
cillor) on said Board.

The first Board under this Act shall be 
the Councillors for the Parish of Chatham 
and five others, as above provided, who 
shall be appointed at the next ensuing 
July session of the Municipal Council of 
the County of Northumberland and hold 
office until the January session following.

5. Should a vacancy occur at any time 
by the death, resignation, removal from 
the District or otherwise of a member of 
the Board, .it shall be filled in the same 
manner as provided in the Municipalities 
Act for filling vacant County or Parish 
Offices.

6. The said Board shall organise by ap­
pointing a Chairman, Secretary and Trea­
surer who shall each be elected at the 
annual meeting, which shall take place on 
the Monday first after the close of the 
January session of the Municipal Council 
in each year, provided, however, that the 
first Board under this Act shall organise 
as above on the Monday next after the 
close of next July session of said Council.

7. Tin1 said Fire District shall be sub­
divided to three wards, No 1 to be all 
that p;i .«f the district west of St. John 
Street inі
tendin g 'mi<; і den Ball Corner, so call­
ed, to ame!-ling the Public Slip near 
the Mu i Wharf; No 2 to be from the 
east line uf No 1 to King street, so called, 
and No 3 to be all that part of said dis­
trict, east of No 2.

8 Whenever unused and dilapidated 
buildings, buildings that have been dam­
aged by fire or other sources of danger 
from fire exist within the district, itr shall 
be the duty of the Board to notify the 
owner or owners thereof, or their agents 
to remove or place the same in a safe con­
dition, te the satisfaction of the Board, 
and if such notice (which shall be in writ­
ing and served upon such-owner or agent, 
personally) is not obeyed wi liin ten days 
of service, the Board may cause the re­
moval or improvement to be made at the 
cost of such owner or agent—which cost 
shall be collected from such owner or agent 
in the name of the Chairman of the said 
Board, kind the proceedings shall be regu­
lated as near as may be by і the law now 
or hereafter in force relating to actions 
before Justices of the Peace in civil suits.

9 The said Board shall make By-Laws 
and Regulations for the management of 
its internal affairs and the services under 
its control ;«aid last named By-Laws and 
Regulations to be published in the same 
way as those of the Municipal Council and 
to have the same force and effect there­
after within the District aforesaid, pro­
vided, however, that such by-laws and 
regulations shall be submitted tc and ap­
proved by the Municipal Cuoncil at its 
regular meeting held next after the pass­
ing thereof.

10 The said Board shall lay its Accounts 
before the Municipal Council in the same 
manner as is now done by the Firewards 
of said Town, and the levying, assessing 
and collecting of Rates for the mainte­
nance of the said Street aud Fire services 
shall be ordered by the Municipal Council.

The fust and second sections simply 
place the Street and Fire services under 
the management of one Board.

In order to secure equitable repre­
sentation on the board and make it as 
directly responsible to the ratepayers 
as possible, the town is divided, for 
Street and Fire purposes, into three 
wards (Sec. 7) and it is provided that 
the two Councillors (Sec. 3) and one 
resident, at least, of each of the dis­
tricts so created (Sec 4) shall be on the 
board. This feature of the bill is in­
tended to secure, in its practical work­
ing, two members at least on the Board, 
including the Councillors, as represen­
tatives of each ward with a third for 
one of the wards, who may be chair­
man. The Councillors, being members 
of the Board ex-officio and having 
the nomination from year to year of 
their associates, will, in view of their 
direct responsibility, be careful in the 
selections they make and watchful over 
the Board’s administration.

The details of management ef both 
Street and Fire services are left entirely 
te the Board, for such a body, if left 
free in its action, should be better 
qualified to arrange the matters under 
its control according to the circum­
stances of the town from,time to time, 
than if hampered by legislative provi­
sions which might be found inconve­
nient or inoperative in practical 
agement.

Our object in publishihg the bill at 
the present time is for the purpose of 
informing those of our local readers 
who are interested, of the change that 
is у proposed. In sending it to the 
Legislature next session the Council 
will, no doubt, desire to meet the best 
understood wishes of the ratepayers of 
Chatham, and any practical suggestions 
in the way of improvement upon what 
is proposed will no doubt be gladly 
received by the present Councillors for 
the town and parish and 
guide for those who may, next year, 
be called upon to deal with the sub- 
feet. One thing is quite apparent to 
the people of the town, viz.—the 
satisfactory character of the present 
mode of management. Last year, the 
Councillors of the time endeavored to 
control the Commissioner by having 
him enter into an agreement to sub­
mit any work he proposed to do, for 
their approval. This however, had no 
effect, as he has steadily done about 
as he pleased ever since. It does not 
follow that he would have given more 
satisfaction generally had he kept his 
agreement and consulted the Council­
lors, but as they largely share the 
responsibility of his administration it 
would, perhaps, have been bettor all 
round had he acted more in ac­
cordance with their views. If the 
passage of the above bill, or of one 
similar to it is secured at the next 
session of the Legislature,it will effect 
an improvement on the present system 
of Street management. It will bring 
about a more equitable distribution of
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Fish Stories-
Distinguished Americans and sports­

men from metropolitan centres, gener­
ally manage to have piscatorial experi­
ences in our salmon waters which are 
denied to ordinary local fishermen, 
who, from their more frequent opportu­
nities to be “there” and know all about 
it, are puzzled over the alleged per­
formances which these occasional visit­
ors are privileged to witness or parti­
cipate in.

Not long since,we met a distinguish­
ed lawyer returning from the Big Hole 
of the Northwest Miramichi. Now, 
we are fairly well acquainted with the 
Big Hole and the size and general 
characteristics of salmon that are taken 
there. A twenty lb. salmon is consid­
ered a “whopper ” to bring to gaff in 
that quarter. Yet our city friend, who 
had poor luck himself, declared that 
just as he was leaving he saw another 
sportsman hoek a genuine salmo solar 
and haul about four feet of its length 
out of water, “just to show how well 
hooked it was.”

Here, however, is à more plausible 
story from the St. John Globe,—

“Senator Frye of Maine is a noted fisher­
man. He has a camp at Rangely, where 
he usually spends the season. He is now 
on an excursion in Canada, and recently 
sent a splendid salmon to a friend, with 
the following letter: ‘I am away up in 
the Canada woods, thr^e hundred miles 
north of St. John, on one of the most 
beautiful rivers I ever saw. This noon 
at twelve o’clock a salmon took my fly, 
and in an hoar and three-quarters I had 
the gaff into his side. He fought for life 
like a king, sprung four or five feet out of 
the water nine times; I finally captured 
him two miles from the spot where I 
struck him.’ The salmon when taken 
from the box, three days afterward, weigh­
ed twenty-six and a quarter pounds.”

It is very hard to deal with a story 
like this for the Senator has on his side 
a certain amount of truth which serves 
to float the inventive and imaginative 
circumstances related. We have, on 
the North Shore here, about as game 
fish as are caught, and the Miramichi, 
Nepisiguit, Jacquet and other rivers, 
—in which the average is not above 15 
lbs—cannot be beaten for the fight that 
is in their salmon. The Restigouche, 
Cascapedia and other rivers further 
north are noted for their elephantine 
specimens, but for life and dash game 
and wicked fighting the twelve and 
fifteen pounders of the Gloucester and 
Northumberland waters have an estab­
lished reputation. One of our salmon, 
if in a specially gymnastic and acrobatic 
humor,might manage to clear the water 
three or four feet by a first special ef­
fort ; he might even repeat the per­
formance after his second run, but to 
keep up his gyrations and flip off his 
“ caudal ” nine times and show 
from four to five feet clear of 
the water each time, is a spectacle re­
served only for the exclusive eyes of 
distinguished visitors, who are thus 
specially favored because they travel 
so far and spend enough in the opera­
tion to secure reserved seats. We can 
overlook the two miles and hour and 
three-quarters part of the story be­
cause distances in the “Canada woods” 
are very deceptive and we believe 
that if closely pressed the Senator 
would consent to take off, say one 
mile, and leave the balance subject 
to such curtailment as circumstances 
and further investigation mightsuggest. 
And if the distance were thus reduced 
to a point within the limits of probabil­
ity our American visitor mighrt admit 
that he wasn’t very particular in look­
ing at his chronometer, but ran the 
whole thing by general average and 
dead reckoning, for while we, 
natives, have as delicate tackle as 
they make, and always like to 
take all the fun there is in a salmon 
out of him after we hook him, we never 
can manage to put in much over three 
quarters of an hour between tlie“strike” 
and “gaff” unless we let him enjoy his 
last iqoments afloat with his ventrals 
and pectorals upward, flapping lazily in 
the current, or anchor his drowned re- 
mainMiliile we go to camp for break­
fast.

Chatham Street and Fire Service*.
The condition of rthe streets of Chat­

ham is such as to suggest the need of 
an improved system of management. 
Almost everybody has complaints to 
make concerning them, while few, we 
fear, seriously consider the subject suffi­
ciently to enable them to suggest a 
practical way out of the existing non­
effectiveness of the street service. A 
few streets are in good repair, more are 
but indifferently maintained,and others 
are positively dangerous to pedestrians, 
while others still are absolutely neglect­
ed. Two causes seem to contribute to 
this state of things—1st, the assess­
ment of only about one half the amount 
of money required to maintain the 
streets, and 2nd, the impossibility of 
one individual, as commissioner, with 
tenure of office from year to yeari only, 
being able to properly learn the require­
ments of the service, so as to таке an 
equitable outlay of the money at his 
disposal. The placing of the Street 
and Fire service* uf the town under the 
management of one board has been 
talked of for a few years and at the 
last January session of the Municipal 
Council a resolution, moved by Coun­
cillor Loggie, was passed directing 
the Secretary-Treasurer to prepare a 
legislative bill for the amalgamation of 
the Street and Fire services of Chat-, 
ham. An advertisement stating that 
such a bill would be presented to the 
Legislature was published in the local 
papers, but as the Secretary-Treasurer 
did not know exactly what the provi­
sions of the proposed bill were to be, 
the subject was, at a late day, referred 
to the Councillors for Chatham. After 
consultation with some of the Firewards 
and others who had experience in the 
management of local affairs a bill was 
prepared and sent in printed form to 
Fredericton. It was one of the 
ures, however, which, in the usual 
hurry of the closing days of the session, 
was not considered. It, therefore 
stands to be dealt with next winter 
and is as follows,—

BILL.
An Act relating to Street and Fire 

vices in the Town of Chatham.
Whereas it is expedient for the better 

administration of the Street and Fire 
services in the Fire District of the 
Town of Chatham that said services 
shall be under one control and manage­
ment—

The Morrison anchor is an improvemen 
on the Pettis’ anchor, under a patent 
granted to Capt. Morrison, Jan. 31, 1885. 
The following description will convey an 
idea of its construction and of its special 
merits :—

The shank, which has no stock and 
needs none, ends in a pair of lugs taking 
the form of an inverted U; the lower part 
of each lug has a shoulder fitting into a 
recess in the head, which is of an ellipti­
cal form, and a bolt passes on its shortest 
diameter through both lags. The recesses 
in the head give great [strength in tension 
and relieve the bolt from strain. To this 
bolt is attached a shackle holding to the 
buoy rope used to show the position of the 
anchor.
shackle is that if the flukes strike foul of 
a rock, the buoy rope hauled will lift the 
flukes to the same line as the shank and 
clear the anchor so that it can be immedi­
ately lifted to the bow. This will be bet­
ter understood when we say that the flukes 
are welded on the elliptical head at right 
angles to its circumference and are tra­
versed by the bolt. The advantage of the 
elliptical head is that if the anchor falls 
flat the tension of the chain lifts the head 
on its longest diameter, and so the flukes 
immediately seize bottom, and as these are 
parallel we have two strongly anchored 
flukes instead of only one, as in the com­
mon anchor.

Again, if a ship anchors in shallow 
water there is danger, when swinging over 
the ordinary anchor, that she might prick 
her bottom on the projecting fluke, but i 
here we have no possibility of such a mis­
chief as both flakes are sunk in the Led.

No stock being needed to put the fluke 
in position its absence does away with any 
danger of the chain fouling.

The Watkins anchor, a patent used in 
the navy, loses advantage in comparison 
with the Morrison anchor, from the fact 
that as the fastening of the flukes into the 
bottom depends on a vertical fall of the 
shackle against bottom any failure to fall 
vertically will make a failure to fasten the 
flukes while the Morrison anchor fastens 
the flukes, no matter how it falls, for the 
strain on the chain turns it over on it* 
long diameter and anchors immediately.

For fisheimen this anchor has % great 
advantage as there is no danger of the 
cable fouling around the projecting fluke 
and tripping the anchor so that when a 
change of current in the night happens the 
fisherman finds himself adrift in the morn 
ing. For trawl fishing it is indispensable 
as it lies flat on the bottom of the dory 
and takes less room than an oar.
