I WOODSTOCK COLLEGE
іHistory.

Woodstock College was founded in 1857, principally 
through the exertions of the late R. A. Fyfe, D. I). Under his 
wise presidency, ably assisted for eighteen years by Prof. J. E. 
Wells, M. A., the School constantly increased in efficiency and 
power until from a small beginning it has attained to its present 
large proportions and wide influence.

Its friends have contributed,in all,nearly $100,000for grounds 
and buildings. A portion of this was expended in the erection of 
the first building, which was burned ; the remainder was expended 
in the purchase of the grounds and the erection of the present 
buildings. The buildings now consist of three separate structures ; 
ist, the central or Main Building, containing class and reading 
rooms, dormitories, library, chapel, etc.; 2nd, Ladies’ Building, 
also containing dormitories, reading rooms, parlors, etc.; 3rd, 
Commercial Building.

With the current year the College enters upon a new 
era of its history. Its future policy is settled. The failure.of the 
confederation scheme has thrown upon it the reponsibility of 
providing the fullest possible courses of instruction. The Hon. 
Wm. MacMaster has consented to transfer the funds which he 
had intended fcr an Arts College in Toronto to Woodstock for 
the purpose of strengthening and extending the course of study 
in this institution, the transfer being conditioned on the raising of 
$56,000 for debt, buildings and apparatus. Of this amount, 
upwards of $30,000 are already pledged.

It may therefore reasonably be assumed that the means 
necessary for the extension of the Course for the Degree of 
Bachelor of Arts, in addition to existing Courses, will be secured 
in the not distant future, and that the institution will ere long be 
enabled efficiently to do all the work and exercise all the 
functions properly pertaining to a teaching University.

Situation.

The College is beautifully situated in the Town of Woodstock, 
County of Oxford, and, owing to the intersection of three railways, 
viz : Credit Valley, Great Western and Georgian Bay & Lake 
Erie branches of the Grand Trunk, it is easy of access from any 
point. The surrounding country, one of the most elevated and 
healthful districts in Ontario, is beautifully undulating and the 
scenery diversified and picturesque.
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Character and Aim.

Woodstock College is designed to be above all else a Christ­
ian School of learning. Its high aim is to surround the student 
with Christian. influences ; to guide him sympathetically in his 
pursuit of knowledge, and teach him the Christian way of seeing 
things ; to keep before him Christian ideals, and by word and life 
commend the knowledge of God and Christlike character as the 
highest possible attainment. ,

For this purpose thorough class-room work is essential. The 
scholastic training sought by the students is given and given faith­
fully. If testimony to this were needed it is afforded by the fact 
that of those who have here prepared for examinations in Toronto 
University 96% have passed, 65% have taken honors, and an 
unusually large proportion have won scholarships. This high 
record every effort will be made to maintain. In harmony with 
this two-fold aim of building up Christian character and ensuring 
thorough scholarship are the principles of government and the 
courses of study outlined below.

2. In general, each student is assigned four subjects a day, 
requiring four hours preparation and four hours in the class-room. 
The subjects are arranged ingroups, I, II, III, &c. The student 
is required to take four groups each year, three of which through­
out the Ladies’ Course and in the first two years of the Four 
Years’ Course are prescribed below and indicated by asterisks. 
The fourth group is to be selected by the student, with the 
approval of the Faculty, from the optional grofops, two of which 
are open to the students of the third and fourth years of the 
Gentlemen’s Course. While there are several optional groups in 
the two'Côürses for the College Diploma, the number of such 
groups practically open to any student is quite limited, the options 
in the second, third and fourth years being largely determined by 
the choice made in the first year.

The College Library consists of about 3,500 volumes, nearly 
all selected with special reference to the wants of such an institu­
tion . To this all students have daily access to consult books of 
reference, and all necessary facilities are offered by the Librarian 
at stated times for the withdrawal of other books for private read­
ing. Mrs. Fyfe’s splendid gift to the College of 1,250 volumes, 
from the private library of the late Dr. Fyfe, is highly appreciated 
both by students and teachers.

METEOROLOGICAL OBSERVATIONS.
Observations are made in the following elements : Pressure 

and Relative Humidity of the Atmosphere ; Mean, Maximum and 
Minimum Temperature ; Clouds ; Depth of Rain and Snow ; the 
Rate, Force and Direction of the Wind. First-class apparatus 
furnished by Government, including Robinson’s Anemometer, 
with Electric Registering Apparatus attached, is used ; and students 
who desire it are thus afforded an opportunity of becoming practi­
cally acquainted with the details of Meteorological Observation.

. ASTONOMICAL OBSERVATORY.
Through the liberality of a few friends of the.College, what is 

now one of the most completely fitted Astronomical Observatories 
in Canada, has recently been completed. The following is a list 
of the instruments now in adjustment :

Equatorial Telescope.—This has a focal length of eleven 
feet, and a clear aperture of 8 1-6 inches, a finder of 2 inch aper­
ture, eight eye pieces with powers ranging from 75 to 800, and -is 
equatorially mounted with hour and declination circles and driving 
clock. This is the largest Telescope in Canada.

Transit Instrument, fully mounted and adjusted ; object 
glass 2 \ inches.

Sidereal Clock.—Gravity escapement, mercurially adjusted 
pendulum, electrical attachments, etc.

Micrometer, with position circle, and graduated to measure 
the ten thousandeth part of an inch.
