ST. LAWRENCE BILL
BEFORE SENATE

Operations Confined to District Covered By Public
Notice -— Long Debate on Senator Bellcourt’s
Bill to Bar American Labor Organizers From
Canada--Second Reading of Naval BIil.

Ottawa, April 26.—The St. Lawrence
power transmission bill was reported
to the Senate today with amendments
confining the operations to the district
covered by its public notice which is
from Montreal to Cornwall along the
North Shore of the St. Lawrence and
also striking out the declaration that
the work is for the general advantage
of Canada.

The debate on Senator Belcourt's bill
to prohibit the operations of American
labor organizers in Canada was re-
sumed by Senator Power. He said
he largely sympathized with senator
Belcourt. There was a good example
in his own province of Nova Scotia
of the damage which an outside organ-
ization could do a Canadian industry.
The Nova Scotia miners were pros-
perous and contented and as well off
as any coal miners in the world when
there was a movement for union with
the United Mine Workers of America
which resulted in strikes that drove
miners from employment and from
their homes and caused loss of mil-
lions in wages to men and millions
in sales to the companies, The Nova
Scotia coal strike was most uncalled
for and was most disastrous particu-
larly to the men. However, there was
another side of the case. There were
certain organizations such as that of
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Engin-
eers which naturally extended across
the border and he thought they should
not be interfered with. The matter
was one for further consideration.

Senator Cloran,

Senator Cloran, did not believe in
half way measures such as Senator
Power suggested. The bill presented
by Senator Belcourt was a most dan-
gerous measure directed against the
liberty of workingmen. Senator Clor-
an said that many if not the majority
of the senators had been working men
in their younger days and many of
them had,made a lowly start, How-
ever, they seemed to forget the time
they had wielded pick and shovel or
stood long hours behind a dry goods
counter when confronted by a bill di-
rected against working men.

The proposed bill would destroy
trades unions in Cakada, in the opin-
fon of the labor organizations them-
gelves, such as the locomotive en-
gineers declared by resolution. The
presence of one or two non British
subjects in a trades union of Canada
would make it a criminal institution.

Effect on Naturalization.

Senator Belcourt denied that this
was the effect of the bill.

Senator Clorin insisted that it was.
He said that the bill would prevent
immigrants joining Canadian unions
until they had been in the country
the three years needed for naturaliza-
tion. One never heard of laboring
men seeking legislation requiring that
all the stock holders of Canadian com-
panies should be British subjects.

Senator Choquette said that he was
opposed to the bill because it was a
bad one and wanted to know if it was
to be pressed this session.

Senator Belcourt replied that as he
previously -announced he did not in-
tend to go on with the bill this ses-
sion but had introduced it with the
object of having the question discuss-
ed so that a remedy could be provided
next session.

Senator Lougheed read a letter
from Mr. Harvey Hall on behalf of
the Order of Railway Conductors,
questioning the accuracy of the ob-
servations made by Senator Belcourt
last week. The latter declared that
labor organizations of a foreign coun-
try, and with foreign officers were
controlled by regulations made by the
whole order, It declared that Senator
Belcourt had reflected on the intelli-
gence and loyalty of members of the
order in intimating that one of their
officers should come from a foreign
country and dictate operations which
would tend to embarrass Canadian
trade and commerce with the intent
of benefitting a foreign institution.
It declared that there wds no question
of the loyalty of the Canadian mem-
bers of International trade unions.

Senator Lougheed.

Senator Lougheed said that he had
some years ago introduced a bill
somewhat similar to that of Senator
Belcourt. There had been evidence
taken upon it which had led him to
the conclusion that responsible inter-
national labor organizations were
beneficial, Officers of such com-
panies were frequently called upon by
capitalists to come to Canada and aid
in the settlement of differences with
their men. - He agreed with Senator
Power that the question was such a
large one it should be investigated
and seriously considered by the gov-
ernment and a solution should’ be
sought which would settle the ques-
tion without tending to antagonize
such organizations as he had referred
to. Senater Casgrain adjourned the
debate.

The second reading of the naval ser-
vice bill was moved by Sir Richard
Cartwright, who stated that the ques-
tion resolved in the bill had been 80
extensively discussed elsewhere and
was generally so well understood that
he did not feel the need of making an
elaborate speech in support of his mo-
tion.

Senator Lougheed adjourned the de-
bate.

Senator Cloran gave notice of am-
endments to the race track gambling
bill.

The senate railway committee in
the morning passed with amendments
Hon. Rodolph Lemieux’s bill to place
cable companies under the control of
the railway commission, representa-
tives of the companies being present.
Mr. Lemieux amended the bill by
striking out clause four, which said
that “any province in any special act
inconsistent with this act is repealed.”
This would deprive any cable company
of any special legislation privilege it
might possess. The Commercial Ca-
ble company has now some special
legislation from Canada.

Captain Abraham Kean, master of
the steamer Florizel, commodore of
the sealing fleet. and commander of
the Aurora for eight years, said today
that the Aurora.is one of the best
ghips engaged in the sealing industry.
He entertained no fear for the steam-
er's safety.

Another expert fisherman, who ex-
pressed no alrm for the safety of the
Aurora is Hon. Archibald Piceott,
minister of marine and fisheries in the
Newfoundland cabinet. He consid-
ered that the ice conditions were SO
favorable that no mishap could befall
the ship. He stated that it was not
uncommon for the sealing vessels to
be unreported for three or four weeks.

During the
past week, it was apparent that he

His Life.

Bjornstjerne Bjornson was born at
Kvikne, erdalen, Norway, Decem-
ber 8, 18 His father was a clergy-
man. He completed his education at
the Universities of Christiania and
Copenhagen and first became known
in consequence of some articles and
stories which he contributed to news-
papers. In 1857 he returned from
abroad and was first director of the
Theatre in Bergen and afterwards for
a short time editor of the Journal
Aftenbladet, in Christiani ]
journalist, Bjornson expr
republican opinions which aroused
considerable public excitement. Final-
ly he was condemned to a year's im-
prisonment for treason, but escaped
to Germany and afterwards to Amer-
ica and did not return to Ch i
until 1882, when he once more £
the work of agitation against the
government and the union of the two
Scandinavian kingdoms.

TWO CONVICTS KILLED

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Honor Never Before Accorded
‘Anyone in Berlin Except
Reigning Monarchs---Berlin
Dandys Object to Fuss.

Berlin,” April 26.—All doubt as to
whether the kaiser will really receive
+Theodore Roosevelt as if he were a
ruling sovereign has been dispelled by
the announcement that his majesty
will personally meet the colonel at the
Stettiner Bahnhof in Berlin when he
arrives from Stockholm and conduet
him in a court automobile to the cas-
tle, This is a distinction. hitherto re-
served exclusively for visiting crowns
ed heads. The emperor's intention to
fetch the former American president
from the station indicates decisively
that the full honors of a brother
sovereign will be accorded him during
his stay. Such attention has not
hitherto been bestowed even on royal
princes, grand dukes, or anybody else
less exalted than kings and queens,

For several weeks a note of disap-
probation has been audible in the up-
per strata of Berlin life in connection
with the exalted honors awaiting Mr.
Roosevelt. Signs are not lacking to
warrant that forecost. They can be
detected on all hands. - Nothing daunt-
ed, however, the kaiser is continuing
his arrangements to make the colonel’s
Berlin sojourn stand out in large red
letters when the history of the all-
conquering Roosevelt junket is writ-
ten.

The meeting at the station is now
definitely planned to take place, unless
Mr. Roosevelt himself should “decree”
that his character as “a private gen-
tleman” will not permit the acceptance
of such a highly official courtesy.

From the moment of the imperial
greeting, the kaiser's attentions to the
ex-president will become a veritable
crescendo of honors. Meantime the
detailed programme of the colonel’s
visit I8 hung up. It will not be avail-
able until after Count zu Eulenburg,
the chief marshal of the kaiser's
court, has been to Bad Homburg,
where his majesty is staying, and has
learned the emperor’'s exact wishes.

Count zu Eulenburg expects to re-
turn with the plans of imperial hos-
pitality about May 1. They will then
be submitted to Ambassador Hill, who
will proceed to map out his own
scheme of entertainment for Mr.
Roosevelt during the latter half of
the colonel's stay in Berlin. There is
an amazing demand on all sides to see
hear and meet Mr. Roosevelt, and dis-
appointments will be many and wide-
spread, as the colonel has absolutely
declined to receive entertainment from
organized bodies of any kind. This
shuts out the American Chamber of
Commerce, which had planned to hold
a great handshaking bee, at which
several thousand of Mr. Roosevelt's
compatriots might have a chance to
meet him. 2

As matters are now arranged only
a limited number of them, not over
250 at the outside, will enjoy this priv-
jlege by Invitation to the reception
at the resid of Amt jor Hill.

NEW YORK
STOCK MARKET
IS UNSETTLED

New York, N. Y., April 26.-—A ner-
vous temper in the speculation is in-
ed by the sudden and violent

stocks are undergoing. The severe
declines which occurred on Monday
were almost entirely recovered in a
convulsive “dvance at the opening to-
day, reflecung the unwillingness of
the bears to maintain the position
they had taken by short sales the day
before,

The demand from the bears was,
at first, a simple profit-taking invest-
ment, apparently in the hope of find-
ing increased offerings of stocks as a
result of the alarming reports of dum-
age to the cotton erop by the ccld
wave. The offerings proved much
less than was anticipated and the
violent effect on prices followed from
this cause. Quotations for cotton und
grain negatived the idea of disastrous
damage to the crops, such as had heen
implied, and the covering movement
by the bears was then extended. Az-
gressive buying of United States Steel
and revived reports that the dividead
was to be increased, helped on the|
recovery with the assumption that im
portant inside interests were support-
ing that stock. The bulls also made
the most of the reduction in the price !
paid for American eagles by the Bank
of England and the assumption that
this implied a cessation of the gold ex
port movement,

The addition of $2,000,000 to the en-
gagement of gold for shipment to Lon
don tomorrow brought the total for
the week to $14,5600,000, which con-
tinues a record out-go for one week
with the single exception of the week
ending May 21, 1904, when $15,363,810
was shipped to France in making the
payment for the Panama Canal. The
rate of advance in the foreign ex-
change market today promised to re-
store the profit on exports. Call loan
rates here were but a trifie firmer,
but the gold outflow has reached such
formidable proportions as to prove
portentous to stock market sentiment.
The change from early belief that the
movement was ended to the prospect
of further gold shipments and a final
covering movement by the shorts, re-
sulted in prices ending the day mid-
way between high and low.

The United States Steel dividend ac-
tion and the quarterly statement pub-
lished after the stock market closed
threw no light on its action.

CLOSING STOCK LETTER.

Conservative ad-
vices would indicate that while the
general agricultural prospect has been
seriously impaired, the situation is
still far ‘from hopeless. There has
been relatively little damage to grow-
ing grain, while the cotton areas af-
fected may be replanted with a fair
assurance of a successful harvest.

Hours for Collecting Letters
Give Business Men No Time

to Answer Correspondence

Apparently all has not been told
about the inconveniences the west
side business men are subjected to
because of the new regulations at the
west side post office. To be obliged
to come to the city for the parcel
post of a certain weight, thus plac-
ing the west side people in & more
awkward position than many in the
rural districts, is bad enough, but a
west side business man told The Stan-
dard of a vexatious system in regard
to the letter mail which 1is even
worse,

Three times every day the letters
are brought to the city and the hours
chosen are most inconvenient accord-
ing to The Standard’s informant.

All letters must come across at 9.30
a.m, and 3.30 and 9.30 p.m., and as the
incoming western malls are seldom
ready in the west side office before
3 o'clock, the west side business man
has about half an hour in which to
open and read his mail, and answer
any letters which may require immed-
iate attention.

Unless his letters are mailed by 3.30
pm. he must cross the harbor and
mail them in the main office if they
are to go forward that night. Letters
mailed any time after 9.30 p.m. at
night are not taken across the harbor
until 9.30 the next morning or at least
one hour after the last morning mail
train has gone.

West side business men say they
have no desire to make politics out
of the conditions, but some of them
have a very clear recollection that
during the last campaign Dr. Pugsley
in a public speech pledged himself
that there would be no interference
with the conditions in the west side
office.

SQUATTERS ON FISHING
LOTS 10 BE EJECTED

Harbor Board Decides on Def-
inite Action---Sprinkler Sys-
tem Endorsed --- Courtenay
Bay as Dry Dock Site.

The harbor board met last evening
and discussed dry dock sites, sprink-
ler systems for the West Side sheds,
and disposed of some routine business.

A communication was received from
Clarence DeSola, of Montreal, asking
what was the opinion of the city en-
gineer regarding Courtenay bay as a
suitable site for a dry dock. The ma-
yor was instructed to say that in the
city engineer’s opinion it was suitable
especially in the neighborhood of the
Marsh bridge.

An application was received from
J. 8. Gibbon and Co., to have Union
street slip dredged. The board re
commended that it be dredged at the
northern side, the expenditure to be
limited to $500.

The application of J. W. Mundee for
a lease of Ludlow street slip was
refused,

The board agreed to recommend
that a sprinkler system be placed in
the West Side sheds provided the C.
P. R. would provide similar protection
for their property at Sand Point.

A committee consisting of Ald. Bax
ter, the city engineer and recorder
was appointed to take proceedings to
eject the squatters on the West Side
fishery lots. The Courtenay bay fish-
ery lots will be put up at public auc-
tion.

The application of Major Smith, No.
2 Battery, 3rd Regiment C. A, for
use of No. 6 shed, Sand Point, was
referred to the chalrman and Ald.
Baxter with power to act.

The application of Jas. 8. McGiv-
ern for a lease of the shed now oc-
cupied by Harold Schofield, was re-
ferred to the city engineer and chair-
man with power to act.

It was decided to take no action
at present on the suggestion of the
harbor master to plank the McLeod
wharf for the convenlence of teams.

Doctors Seek Co-operation of
Board of Health---Clean Up
of Back Yards to Begin
May 9.

The Board of Health held a special
meeting yesterday afternoon, at which
it was decided that the officials charg-
ed with the duty of compelling citiz-
ens to clean up their backyards and
alleys should begin work on May 9,
and endeavor to have sufficlent dirt
removed to enable the children to
celebrate Arbor Day by planting
seeds.

A delegation from the St. John
Medical Society, consisting of Dr. W,
W. White, Dr. W. A, Gray, Dr. Murray
MacLaren and Dr, G. G, Corbett, ap-
peared and asked the board to use its
influence to secure the appointment,
under the act recently passed by the
legislature of a medical health officer
for St. John city and county. The
salary of this officlal would be $1500
per year, of which the local govern-
ment has agreed to pay $500; and the
municipality is expected to provide
the remainder.

All the members of the delegation
spoke on the matter, pointing out the
need of a qualified medical man to
enforce the sanitary laws of the prov-
ince, and the rules and regulations of
the local board of health. The board
promised consideration.

The inspectors submitted a report
showing the progress of the move-
ment to compel householders to equip
their premises with proper sanitary
conveniences.

ST, JOAN ADVANGING
ALONG MANY LINES

Records of Last Few Years
Afford Conclusive Proof of
Forward Movement---Busi-
ness in Healthy Condition.

Conclusive proof of the advancement
being made by the city of St. John
may be found in the following state-
ments:

In ten years the bank clearings in-
creased from $32,932,000 to $72,606,000,
an increase of over $40,000,000.

In the same period over $3,000,000
was expended in new buildings, many
of the new structures being among
the handsomest in the city.

The value of goods exported from
this port to the United States was
practically double last year what it
was ten years ago. In 1900 the total
value was $1,751,707, whereas in 1909
it was $3,417,416.

The winter shipping business shows
an increase of $30,000,000 in eleven
years. In the winter of 1897-98 the to-
tal shipments amounted to $4,848768
as compared with $24,564,840 last sea-
son,

The value of grain shipments from
this port to Great Britain has in-
creased from $1,791,133 in the winter
of 1897-98 to $8,345,348 last season.

Within a period of ten years the I
C. R. expended over $2,000,000 in new
terminal facilities and their traffic has
shown a big increase. During the
same time the C. P. R. also expended
a very large amount of money to meet
the growing trade here.

Business between this port and Cu-
ba and Mezico has been developed
within the past three years and now
forms a very important channel of
trade, especlally for the produce ship-
pers and fish dealers. Over 300,000
bushels of potatoes were shipped dur-
ing the present season as well as large
quantities of hay, oats, fish, ete.

The customs receipts for the fis-
cal year ending March 31, showed an
increase of $170,000 over any previous
year.

Lumber shipments to the United
States last year were $1,116,076 ahead
of last year and were the largest In
the history of the port.

The healthy condition of business in
the eity is evident from the fact that
50 many of the mercantile houses are
enlarging their premises or are mov-
ing into larger quarters. The records
show that the number of failures is
much less than ten years ago, indicat-
ing more capable management at the
present time,

There is an optimiskic spirit among
the citizens and it would seem that
the efforts of the advertising commit-
tee of the board of trade is meeting
with some measure of success.
