“I propose to confine myself,” the 
British Foreign Secretary said, “to » 
resume of our diplomatic objects since 
the war. At the outset we desired: 
that the war should not spread and in 
common with our allies we assured 
Turkey that if she remained neutral 
Turkey and Turkey’« territory should 
not suffer. This situation was com­
pletely changed by the entrance of 
Turkey into the war and all obliga­
tions on the part of the allies then 
ceased.

"We and our allies then concentrat­
ed upon securing an agreement among 
the Balkan States and we used all our 
influence to secure an accord. Un­
fortunately the feeling in the Balkans 
is not one of union but of diversion. 
It was clear nothing but a decisive 
preponderating advantage for the al­
lies would have enabled us to secure 
a policy of union.

“We were given to understand in the 
course of the negotiations that except 
with regard to Thrace the Central 
Powers had offered to Bulgaria more 
to secure her neutrality than the al­
lies could in fairness offer. The prom­
ises which induced Bulgaria to declare 
war were given by the Central Pow­
ers at the expense of her neighbors 
and without any corresponding advan­
tage to them.

"We have remained throughout on 
friendly relations wiith Roumania, who 
favored the policy of a Balkan union.

"It is the policy of bringing about a 
Balkan war that the sovereigns and 
governments of Germany, Austria- 
Hungary and Bulgaria—the seover- 
eigns and the governments—have suc­
ceeded in carrying into effect. We 
were given to understand that in order 
to secure a Balkan union there were 
certain concessions Bulgaria would 
require, especially in Thrace and 
Macedonia.

“The allies were ready to do all in 
their power to secure these for Bul­
garia, but to obtain the consent of 
Serbia and Greece it was an essential 
preliminary that Bulgaria take sides 
with the allies against Turkey. In 
other words, if Bulgaria was to real­
ize her hopes and aspirations she 
must co-operate in a common cause in 
which the hopes and aspirations of 
other neighboring states were en­
gaged.
Attack on Serbia Will But Make Allies 

More Determined to Win at 
Any Cost.

“It will he enough to say that these 
reasonable hopes and aspirations were, 
•in the main, founded upon opportunity 
to peoples of the same race, the same 
sentiments and the same religion to 
join thetpselves to a state under a 
■government most akin to them.”

Premier Asquith in the House of 
Commons, declared to grant a day for 
debate on Sir Edward Grey’s state­
ment on the Balkan situation. In the 
House of Lords the Marquis of Crewe 
made a statement simiJer to that of 
the Foreign Secretary and concluded:

"This attack on Serbia will only 
make sterner and fiercer the determin­
ation of the allies to carry the war 
through to a definite victory at what­
ever cost. Nothing has occurred in 
any part of the world to weaken that

Workmen, employers, artisans, peas­
ants, rich and poor men of all parties, 
all religious beliefs, offering to sacri­
fice themselves, all flulfllling their 
duty In defending their territory, as 
in the hour of revolution, in defending 
the liberty of the world. All under­
stood that the most humble Is useful 
to the fatherland: that from the gen- 
eral-in-chief, whose admirable sang­
froid compels the admiration of the 
world, to the very humblest, each has 
an indispensable role. The glory is 
for all; its light illuminates every 
forehead.

After the evacuation of 
the position known as Kleinan Nestor, 
which the French bad retained on the 
heights east of Souchez, 400 prisoners 
remained in our hands.

“In the Champagne the French con- 
tinued their attack on both sides of 
Tahure with the most extreme bitter­
ness. Five attacks to the south and 
two attacks to the north of the Ta- 
hure-Soualn road broke down ^with a 
severe loss to the attackers. At­
tempts at night attacks were quelled 
at the very outset by our artillery fire.

German Press Agent's Version of the 
Raid.

Berlin, Oct, 14—(Via Sayvllle)—An 
official report given out today by the 
German admiralty regarding the Zep­
pelin raid on London says that In ad­
dition to dropping bombs on the Eng­
lish capital the waterworks at Hamp­
ton and the town of Wolwich, where 
there is a great arsenal, were heavily 
bombarded. Great fires are reported 
to have followed the explosion of the 
Zeppelins bombs.

The text of the admiralty’s «state­
ment follows:

"German airships during the night 
of October 13-14 attacked the city of 
London and nearby important estab­
lishments as well as the batteries of 
Ipswich.

"Several attacks were made especi­
ally on the city of London.

"The docks of London, the water­
works at Hampton, near London and 
Woolwich, also was heavily bombard­
ed with incendiary bombe.

“At all the places attacked import­
ant explosions and great fires were 
observed.

“All the airships returned safely al­
though they were vigorously attacked 
on passing over the English coast.’’

It Is feared 
that these might not be sufficiently 
loyal to the Britt* cause, and might 
place the Interests of their native 
lands above those of the land of their 
adoption.

“But It does not appear at first 
glance why men from Serbia, Russia, 
France, Montenegro, Italy and Greece 
are to be discriminated against. One 
would imagine that these people 
would be welcomed In a friendly land.

“The reason is the Canadian belief 
that they should stay home and fight. 
The Canadian Government Is encour­
aging recruiting by every possible 
means, and is sending contingent 
after contingent of young Canadians 
to the European battle fronts. Immi­
grants from any of Great Britain’s al­
lies who are not yet Canadian citizens 
are subject to military service at 
home, as there is compulsory service 
in all these countries. By becoming 
Canadian citizens they relieve them­
selves of the duty, for Great Britain 
is the only belligerent which depends 
wholly upon volunteer service.

“So Canada is extending no glad 
hand to the men from the allied na­
tions. She is not deporting them, but 
she is making it clear that their pres­
ence is not desired. After the war 
Canada will welcome immigration, for 
she will need new citizens to take the 
place of those who have fallen. Only 
-for the present is she inhospitable, 
construing her inhospitablencss as a 
practical manifestation of patriotism 
to the mother country and her allies.”

The Plain Dealer’s view is the cor­
rect one. While the finest of our young 
Canadian manhood is donndng khaki 
and leaving home to fight the battles 
of the Empire there is no reason why 
this country should welcome men from 
the European nations who instead of 
coming to Canada at all should be side 
by side with their brothers in the 
llict against Prussian militarism and 
aggrt ssion.

THE PERIL OF GREECE.
iA

The position which has been adopt­
ed by Greece 
for several reasons not likely to be 
long continued.

During the first Balkan war. Greece, 
side by side with Serbia and Bulgaria 
fought hard against the Turks, and it 
was only the skill and genius of the 
German officers allied with Turkey 
that made their task as difficult as it 

Apparently Bulgaria has forgot­
ten that, but Greece cannot, for mil­
lions of Greeks in western Asia 
Minor have groaned under Turkish 
oppression and misrule. Greece her­
self has sheltered thousands of exiles, 
fleeing from the wrath of the Turk, 
and these have had to be supported 
and cared for while seeking employ­
ment. To hate the Turk should be a 
sort of second nature with every 
Greek, and this hatred might well be 
more than ordinarily active now, for 
there is no doubt that it is Turkey's 
intention, if successful, not only to 
exterminate all Armenians, but all 
Greeks and Jews in the Ottoman 
Empire.

Greece has no desire to take any 
territory from Bulgaria, her thought 
being rather upon western Asia Minor 
and southern Albania. But Bulgaria 
is burning to wrest from Greece all 
that part of Macedonia which became 
hers as the outcome of the second 
Balkan war. At the instance of Ger­
many Bulgaria may refrain from at­
tacking Greece till Germany gets 
through to Constantinople, if she ever 
does, but Greece must know that 
when Germany's own designs are ac­
complished Bulgaria will* be let loose 
upon Greece, with German sympathy, 
if not support.

Austria has for many years coveted 
the port of Salonica, as her outlet on 
the Aegean Sea, similar to Trieste on 
the Adriatic. The enlargement of Ser­
bia has been the greatest impediment 
to her scheme. If Serbia is vanquish­
ed, what is to hinder an advance by 
Austria, with German co-operav.on. to 
Salonica. now* the port of Grecian 
Macedonia? Does King Constantine 
realize the danger he is incurring in 
this respect?

Now, however, comes the report that 
the recent Russian successes were 
largely du<* to the fact that the Czar's 
troops had received additional sup­
plies of munitions and that so over­
whelmingly was the fire they were 
able to pour on the liuns that the 
Kaiser's forces proved unable to stand 
up against it.

With the Russians able to more than 
hold their own for a time at any rate, 
interest once more turns to the wes­
tern front, for no matter what the re­
sult may be in the campaign in the 
Balkans, it is generally recognized 
that the issue of the war will depend 
upon the success or failure of the 
Allied operations on the main battle 
lines, tliose in the East and in France 
and Flanders.

For the past few days reports have 
come to hand to the effect that .pre­
parations w ere being made for a great 
advance in the west similar to that of 
a fortnight ago. when the British and 
French troops found little difficulty in 
driving the Germans out of positions 
which had hitherto been regarded as 
almost impregnable. From the Bel­
gian coast to Arras the Allied armies 
are now locked in desperate encoun­
ters with the en. -v -nd on the result 
of the fighting will ubpend the fate of 
the enemy both in Northern France 
and Belgium. It is already reported 
that tlie German headquarters have 
been moved twenty-five miles to the 
rear and that fast trains are in waiting 
to take the Teuton troops away 
should the battles now in progress re­
sult unfavorably for them.

From Rome comes the information 
that Italy will probably participate 
actively in the campaign in the Bal­
kans and will also declare war on Ger­
many at once. It is a peculiar fact 
that Italy, while fighting against the 
Austrians and Germans for some 
months, has not yet officially declared 
war on the Germans. This anomalous 
position could -not continue. Already 
it has aroused more than a little com­
ment in France where there was a pro­
nounced feeling that the Italians were 
not aiding the cause to the limit of 
their ability. The reported decision 
of the Italian government will restore 
confidence in the bona fides of their 
intentions and will also add a splen­
did force of fighting men to the troops 
available for use against Bulgaria and 
Turkey.

Altogether the war situation today 
is very encouraging, but -still the great 
need la for men, a need which Canada 
can do m-uch towards supplying.

We went along and saw 
the missus and saw also that they had 
four small children, the oldest about 
twelve years of age. We told the 
woman what we wanted and for a time 
she said nothing, but just sat and 
thought Then she said ‘Well, whfCt 
do you think, Bob?’ ‘I think, said Bob, 
‘that It Is my duty to go and do my 
little bit for my country.’ ‘Well, then, 
if you think you ought to go, go,’ re­
plied the. wife. That man is in the 
55th Battalion today. We asked three 
brothers if they would come and they 
told us to see their parents and If 
they were willing they would go. We 
wemt and saw the father and he said 
that if the mother was willing he 
would let them go. So we went to 
the friend's house, about two miles 
away, and saw the mother and when 
we asked her she said ‘Not on your 
life. Wlien the Germans come here, I 
will send the old man the boy out to 
fight them, but not before.’ So the 
boys did not go. But if we were all 
like that mother it would not be long 
before the Germans came over here 
and it would be mere suicide to think 
of fighting them after they had beat­
en our troops in Europe, 
favor of conscription while the men 
come forward, but if they do not come 
then it is time that conscription was 
here to make them come, 
you to go. It is not a square deal 
when men with four or five children 
go while so many young, single men 
are staying at home. If you go and 
die doing your duty the memory of 
your name will last and be honored in 
your city a% long as the city lasts.”

They should not have to be forced to 
go. either, they should be ready and 
anxious to go and do something in 
this fight which nobody can say is 
not for a just and good cause.

Captain Mulcahey was then called 
on to speak. He has devoted the most 
of his time since tihe war begun to the 
interests of the recruiting work.

"I have never had the opportunity 
to swing a gun,” he said. “My work 
has always been to swing a ship, so 
now my sympathies arc with the men 
who are in charge of the ships which 
are guarding the English coast and 
which have kept us safe since the war 
began.” He then called for three 
cheers for Jellicoe and t he navy, which 
were given with great vim by the 
audience. “The German navy now 
seems to be a ithing of the past, all on 
account of the good work cf our navy,” 
said he. “We all ought to remember 
Nelson's last signal, given just before 
the battle began at Trafalgar, ‘England 
expects every man to do his duty to­
day.' AM we men ought to remember 
that England expects all of us to do 
our duty, and we ought to set our­
selves to find out what that duty is, 
and then do it. The duty of all who 
are physical y fit is iplainly to go to 
the front and take a hand in the fight­
ing. I see by the evening papers t-ha; 
Kitchener says that he muat,have meu 
and that they must be got somehow, 
and he knows how to get tihem, if they 
will not come forward themselves. It 
will be hard, after the war is over to 
pull down the Union Jack, and put up 
the striped vulture of Germany, but 
that is what will have to be done if 
the men do not come. I have sailed 
to a good many ports, a lot of them 
pretty unfriendly, too, and I have oft­
en felt the protection of the Union 
Jack that flew at my masthead. That 
flag seems to say wherever it, goes 
'Hands off, this flag stands for lib­
erty, fredom and justice.’ And every 
nation knows that if anything is done 
to any ship that flys that flag there 
will be trouble."

I say mostly, because it is 
partly due to the over ambition of Lite 
Kaiser. Imagine, if you can, that you 
were up in the Imperial Theatre, 
when it was filled to Its utmost and 
a fire broke out. Every one would 
make a dash to the doors, but suppose 
that when they got to the doors they 
found them shut and they could not 
open them. You are all aware that a 
great many .would be trampled to 
death in the crush and struggle to get 
the doors open if indeed the doors 
were opened at all for not unlikely the 
crowd would get so excited that they 
would not know just what they were 
doing and the doors held fast. Then 
almost all would be killed. Now, It is 
just a similar case in Europe. The 
Kaiser had everything planned and a 
regular schedule fixed for the trium­
phal entry to all the capital cities of 
Europe and then he prepared for the 
rush to get to those places.

The fortress has been called the 
Port Arthur of Europe and the Italian 
artillery and Infantry have rivalled 
the energy and spirit of sacrifice of 
the Japanese troops of bringing the 
mighty fortress Into subjection.

The magnitude of the task was rea­
lized from the beginning of the war by orgt 
Count Cadorna, the Italian generalls- pub 
eimo, and the statement was attribut- cay 
pd to him that it would reqvilre five Gai 
months to reduce the fortress. The 
Italian campaign was opened on last 
May 85.

Gorlzia is the key to Trieste and cest 
Jhe Istrian peninsula, the eastern and 
iAglon of the so-called “unredeemed” 
malian provinces. That region com- rec« 
prises one of the most precious ele- Uiet 
ments of the Austro-Hungarian Em­
pire, Its principal seaports, arsenals 
and commercial outlets.

Nature and artifice have made of 
Gorizia a stronghold of extraordinary 
strength. Beyond the Isonzo River, 
which flowes some ten miles distant tan 
from the Italian boundary, is a pre- the 
cipitous mountain wall, at the south 
of which lies Gorizia, located in the 
hollow of an amphitheatre of hills, 
fortified by the Austrians with all the 'por 
art of modern engineering.

It had been considered a practically ed 
impregnable position. Its chief de- 
fences to the south are on the great of 
Carso plateau, whilp to the north the 
mountain wall runs nearly twenty *tu< 
miles to the strongly defended fort­
ress of Tolmlno.

an address before Quoin Club at Del- 
monico’s a few days ago.

“The value of the orange and lem­
on crop shipped through the Califor­
nia Fruit Growers’ Exchange every 
year exceeds the value of all the min­
eral products of the s ate.” declared 
Mr. Powell, “in fact, the total valua­
tion of this fruit is $27,000.000.”

"There is $200,000.000 invested in 
California's citrus industry."

"Thirteen to fifteen thousand fami­
lies are living on land worth $1,000 
an acre, and 150.000 persons are direct 
ly and indirectly supported by the 
industry.

"The problem of the California fruit 
grower was one of distribution,." he 
continued. “With our big marke". New 
York, 2,500 miles away we had to do 
some \ery careful planning to get our 
oranges into the far away markets 
quicklv and in good condition. The in. 
dividual grower found that he could 
not m -et the situa’ion effectively and 
the < alifornia Fruit Growers' Ex­
change finally was formed for the pur. 
pose of economical handling. The 
exchange is entirely a non-profit or­
ganization performing its work of mar­
keting California oranges and lemons 
at cost so that all money received in 
excess of this cost goes hack to the 
grower himself."

According to the speaker, 65 per 
cent, of the growers of oranges, lem­
ons and grape fruit in California 
'members of the exchange. About 30 
per cent, of ;he product is sold at auc. 
tion in the big markets of the East.

“Where does your money go when 
you buy $1 worth of oranges?" Mr. 
Powell asked his hearers. Answering 
the question himself he said, “about 
one-third of the dollar goes to cover 
the cost of getting the fruit to the 
consumer. The wholesaler's cost is 
8.2 per cent., the exchange cost 1.5 
Per cent., and 20 per cent, goes for 
transportation charges."

>•>> Wà mmThe first great objective of the 
Italian campaign Is on the eve of ac­
complishment, according to advices 
received here today from the Italian 
front. The powerful stronghold at 
Oorisia is being bombarded from the 
north, west and south and its fall is 
considered Imminent.

The fortress has been called the 
Port Arthur of Europe and the Italian 
artillery and infantry have rivalled 
the energy and spirit of sacrifice of 
the Japanese troops of bringing the 
mighty fortress into subjection.

The magnitude of the task was rea­
lized from the beginning of the war by 
Count Cadorna, the Italian generalis­
simo, and the statement was attribut­
ed to him that it would reqvflre five 
months to reduce the fortress. The 
Italian campaign was opened on last 
May 85.

Gorlzia is the key to Trieste and 
Jhe Istrian peninsula, the eastern 
iAglon of the so-called "unredeemed” 
median provinces. That region com­
prises one of the most precious ele­
ments of the Austro-Hungarian Em­
pire, its principal seaports, arsenals 
and commercial outlets.

Nature and artifice have made of 
Gorizia a stronghold of extraordinary 
strength.
which flowes some ten miles distant 
from the Italian boundary, is a pre­
cipitous mountain wall, at the south 
of which lies Gorizia, located in the 
hollow of an amphitheatre of hills, 
fortified by the Austrians with all the 
art of modern engineering.

It had been considered a practically 
Impregnable position. Its chief de­
fences to the south are on the great 
Carso plateau, whilp to the north the 
mountain wall runs nearly twenty 
miles to the strongly defended fort­
ress of Tolmlno.

With Gorizina intact Trieste and 
Istrla were safe from the Italian 
forces. The capture of the fortress 
will lay the road open to the immed­
iate occupation of Trieste, twenty-two 
miles to the southeast.

According to a telegram received 
today from Brescia, the Italians have 
'brought up a large number of heavy 
guns and are shelling the towh from 
five different points. At the same 
time other Italian forces are attacking 
the inner defences of Tolmlno, while 
on the Carso the Austrians are said 
to have been forced to abandon several 
miles of trenches.

A despatch from Geneva states that 
f JÉjuavy snows In the Carnio Alps have 
^Mried the Austrian gun positions in 
wreep drifts.

The report of the Minister of Agri­
culture for Canada for the year ending 
March 31st, 1915, is a full and complete 
Story of the operations of the Depart­
ment in all its divisions and branches. 
It is consequently a very informative 
publication. Indeed there is a deal in 
the report of which every municipal 
officer as well as every one interested 
in agriculture and the public health 
might advantageously become posses­
sed. In particular has this reference 
to the regulations relating to tubercu­
losis formulated for the purpose of en 
suring a prue and wholesome milk sup­
ply for cities and town and especially 
to prevent the sale of milk from tuber­
culous cows. In this connection it 
might be mentioned that the depart­
ment undertakes, through the veterin­
ary director-general, to aid any city 
or town acting under the regulations 
to carry them out and to control bo­
vine tuberculosis.

Owners and managers of cold stor­
age plants are reminded that under 
an order in council of 20th June, 1914, 
they must give the public the prefer­
ence In the use of refrigerated space 
and must not contract to give said 
space to one firm to the exclusion of 
the said general public. Particulars 
are given of amendments to the Des­
tructive Insects and Pest Act. Infor­
mation is also conveyed relative to 
trading with the enemy.

Summaries of reports regarding 
dairy operations will be found of value, 
especially as regards arrangements for 
refrigerator car service, for the pro­
per carrying out of which by the rail­
way companies the department holds 
itself responsible.

From May to October the railways 
in Ontario, Quebec and Nova Scotia 
must run refrigerator cars weekly or 
fortnightly for the carriage of butter 

,at, regular rates and without extra 
charge for icing. Comencing from the 
middle of June and for eleven weeks 
hence the department pays icing char­
ges up to $5 per car for the convey­
ance of cheese. Similar arrangements 
are In force for the carriage of fruit 
from August 1st to October 1st. The 
work of the Seed Commissioner's 
Branch, w-hich gains in importance 
yearly, is told in detail, as is that of 
the live stock branch, the activities of 
which are farther reaching than ever 
they were.

A full account of the grading of 
wool is given. Reports from all the 
Dominon experimental farms and sta­
tions indicate the wide scope of the 
work what is being done and the re­
markable variety of tests and experi­
ments that are undertaken. This part 
of the report will be found especially 
enlightening relative to the compre­
hensive nature of the operations at 
tlie farms and stations. Details of 
the proceedings of the Fruit and En­
tomological branches are deserving of 
minute attention, being both instruc-

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Sensational Escape of 
Prisoner From The Jail 

During Last Evening
William Thomas, Convicted of Assault on Girl and 

Waiting to be Transferred to Dorchester to Serve 
Five Years, Made Clean'tireak.

William M. Thomas, aged about 24 
years, found guilty of assault on a four­
teen-year-old girl, and sentenced to a 
terip of five years In the Dorchester 
penitentiary made a sensational es­
cape from the county Jail last night 
and up till a late hour this morning 
was still at large.

The story of Thomas’ escape reads 
very much like one in a story book. 
It was well planned out. He showed 
that he Is an expert at the work of 
picking locks, and from all appearan­
ces has been making a close study of 
the Jail and its surroundings for some 
time. For a prisoner to escape from 
the county jail at an hour when all

easy manner tor the prisoner to slip 
into the office, raise the window, hang 
onto the screen on the outside and 
drop about six feet to the landing in 
front of the morgue doors. Being time 
free, it -was up to him to make him­
self scarce in that vicinity, and either 
kike to the woods or remain in some 
place until such time as he could get 
away without being captured.

William M. Thomas, when arrested 
early In August, gave his native place 
as the United States, and said that 
he came to St. John from the West 
Indies. He enlisted with the Garri­
son Artillery doing duty on Partridge 
Island, where he was soon looked on 
by his fellow soldiers as a bad man. 
He had only been In the King’s uni­
form about three weeks when he was 
arrested on the serious charge against 
a young girl.

The description of Thomas Is as fol­
lows: "From 22 to 26 years of age; 
height, five feet seven inches; light 
curley hair; sandy complected; weight 
150 pounds ; clothing at time of escape 
grey check cap; dark coat with green­
ish stripe; brown trousers and tan 
boots. On his right forearm is tatoes 
clasp hands and an anchor, while on 
the musels of the right arm is tattoed 
an American eagle and roses.

William M. Thomas was arrested 
on Wednesday afternoon, August 4th 
by Officer Gosline, of the Western Di­
vision, and the charge laid against 
him, was that on the night of the 3rd 
of August he did assault a young girl 
named Grey, in a yard off Market 
Place, West St. John. On the night 
in question he was on leave In the 
city. It was about 10.30 o’clock at 
night while he was having a lunch in 
a Water street restaurant that he saw 
the Grey girl walk past towards the 
ferry. He followed her, and accord­
ing to her story, accosted her on the 
ferry boat, and when they reached 
the west side of the harbor he asked 
her to accompany him down one of the 
dark wharves. She refused to go with 
him, and while she was making her 
way towards her Fairvllle home, he 
followed close in the rear. When 
they reached the ally alongside Victor 
Woodrow’s house on Market Place 
the girl claims that he caught hold 
of her, dragged her into the ally and 
there assaulted her. On reaching her 
home she informed her father of what 
had happened, and he in turn notified 
Officer Gosline. As Thomas was in a 
soldier's uniform, the girl gave a good 
description of him to the officer, and 
it was not many hours before Thomas 
was in the clutches of the law. , He 
was taken before the girl who identl- 
fled him, and then he was placed on 
trial, with the result that at the re­
cent sitting of the county court he was 
found guilty and sentenced to a term 
of five years.

The prisoners each received their 
supper about 6.30 o’clock last evening 
and that was the last time that Turn­
key Frank Bowes saw Thomas. After 
the prisoners received their supper 
they were locked in their cell.

About 8.66 o'clock Turnkey Bowes 
sounded the bell which was a warning 
for prisoners to get their clothes off 
and retire as the lights would be all 
turned off at nine o’clock. According, 
ly when that hour arrived the turn­
key turned out the lights .in the cells 
from the switch.

The cell which Thomas and Daigle 
occupied was on the second floor of 
the wing, and after the turnkey switch­
ed these lights off he went down stairs 
to turn off the lights In that section 
of the jail. In the basement at the 
time was Deputy Sheriff Armstrong 
Clifford who was looking over some 
work that was being done to a closet. 
After turning off the lights Turnkey 
Bowes returned to his office which is 
situated facing King Street East, di­
rectly over the morgue, and near the 
junction where the wing of the jail 
branches off from the old main bulld-

The turnkey states that he had not 
been away from the office more than 
five minutes and when he returned he 
was surprised to find one of the win­
dows looking out on King Street East 
slightly open, and the screen which 
Is on the outside was slightly bent out­
wards. He imediately scented some­
thing wrong, and rang the bell for 
Deputy Sheriff Clifford. When the 
latter arrived In the office he was told 
of the window and with the turnkey 
they made a round of the cells. Look­
ing Into the cell which had been oc­
cupied by Thomas and Daigle they saw 
Daigle apparently asleep on his cot, 
and it looked as if Thomas was also 
asleep on his cot, but on making an 
examination they were greatly sur­
prised to find that Instead of Thomas 
in the cot there was nothing more 
than Thomas’ soldier clothes rolled up 
to represent tho form of a man. His 
kit bag was placed on the pillow to 
resemble a man’s head, and over this 
was drawq the prisoner’s blanket. 
When aroused from his sleep Daigle 
pretended to be surprised that Tho­
mas was not In the cell, for when the 
sheriff and turnkey visited it the door 
was shut and locked. He claimed that 
Thomas must have got out while he, 
Daigle, was asleep.

Before retiring the prisoners take 
their clothing off and leave them on a 
stoel near their cots. Daigle was 
therefore left in the cell with mo other 
clothImg but his underwear, as Thomas 
had left his soldier uniform on ibis 
cot and had attired himself before es­
caping with Daigle’s clothing. Thomas 
took Daigle's tan shoes, trousers, hat, 
coat and even his outsjde shirt.

From the present outlook some per­
son will have to supply Daigle with a 
new outfit of clothing, or else he will 
be obliged to keep to his cell as the 
officials cannot give him the soldier's 
clothing left by Thomas and which is 
the property of the government.

To make his escape Thomas was 
obliged to pick the lock of his cell and 
after accomplishing this he was again 
obliged to pick the lock of the steel 
barred door leading from the corridor 
to the wing. There was still another 
steel barred gate to get through be­
fore the prisoner could reach the floor 
on which was the turnkey’s office, but 
the turnkey had left this large open 
when he went to the basement to turn 
off the lights. Near this gate Is a bed 
room.

It is believed by the officials that 
Thomas had from about 6.45 o’clock 
last evening until the time of his es­
cape to pick the locks of the cell and 
corridor gate. Knowing that the best 
time to make his escape would be 
about nine o’clock when the turnkey 
left his office for a few minutes while 
lie went to the basement, Thomas is 
thought to have successfully got out 
of h'je cell'and had then quietly closed 
the door or else Daigle performed 
this action. Then picking the lock of 
the gate he passed through and hid in> 
the bed room, which was unoccupied. 
Being in this room, all he had to do 
mas to await the time when the turn­
key left the office. It was then an
