■London, Jan. 3.—A British official report from Kamerun, 
‘German Equatorial Africà, says that Jaunde, a governmental 
station, was occupied January 1.

The statement reads:
"On January 1, a British forcé under Colonel Gorges oc­

cupied Jaunde in Kamerun. The enemy retreated to (he 
south and southeast. Our troops are in contact with the 
enemy’s near guard. The German government officials fled 
from Jaunde.”

London, Jan. 3.—The latest despatches from the southern extremi­
ty of the Russian front Indicates that heavy fighting la continuing, with 
the Russian army of Qen. Ivan off gaining ground. One correspondent 
reports that these operations began with an offensive movement on the 
part of the Austrians, designed to straighten their lines, and that after 
repulsing this attack the Russians assumed the Initiative. It Is evident 
the Russian advances are now extended a considerable distance beyond 
the Strlpa River.

In other despatches it is asset ted that two great offensive actions 
clashed, the Russians havi ij Advanced as a threat against the Teutons 
In their Balkan operatione, while the Austrians and Gentians felt the 
necessity of improving their positions against the attack expected 
from General Ivanoff early in tne spring.

Whatever may be the case, there Is no doubt the result of these op­
erations will have an Important effect on the Balkan campaign, espec­
ially In their Influence on the future plans of Roumanie.

It is reported with Increasing frequency that the Central Powers 
are planning an attack on Salonlkl, but they are said to be experienc­
ing difficulties with Bulgaria which, according to these reports, does not 
wish to participate In such a campaign, unless It promises something 
more than expulsion of the Allies from Salonjkl. ,

The situation Is regarded 
in official circles as being the most 
serious to confront this government 
since the submarine operations of the 
Central Powers began.

The President probably wfM lay the 
facts thus far established before his 
cabinet tomorrow,

submarine warfare. The subject is 
expeèted to find its way -to the floor 
of the House and Senate tomorrow, 
when congress re-convenes after tho 
holidays.

Officials 
still are trying to view the situation 
with, an open mind, but It is apparent 
that they are disturbed . by the re­
ports received from consular agents 
at Alexandria and Cairo, Egypt. Every 
effort will be made to establish the 
truth of the report that the Persia 
was torpedoed without warning. Sec­
retary of State Lansing contemplates 
taking no step until the complete de­
tails are known.

Officials find one source of gratifi­
cation in assurances given by Baron 
Zwledinek, charge of the Austro-Hun­
garian embassy, to Secretary of State 
Lansing during a conference today at 
the White House. Baron Zwledinek 
Is said to have suggested that judg­
ment be suspended until the facts are 
known and to have expressed the be­
lief that the final explanation of the 
latest Incident would be satisfactory 
He is said to have assured the Secre­
tary of his belief that if an Austrian 
submarine commander violated the 
principles of internationial law and 
rules of humanity his government 
Would be quick to take action which 
would fully satisfy the United States 
Baron Zwledinek also sought informa 
tlon for the benefit of his goveromynt.

Washington, Jan. 3—Possibility of 
a combined attack by two foreign 
powers to break down the new Pan- 
American doctrine evolved from main­
tenance of the United States and* ac­
ceptance by South and Central Ameri­
can republics of the Monroe Doctrine 
Is one of the fundamental bases for 
the national defense plans formulated 
by army and navy strategists.

GREEK GOVERNMENT 
GIVES WELCOME TO 

KING OF SERBIA
;Secretary of State Lansing and other 

officials have considered this view |
with great carefulness. The Secretary 
said today he was nob prepared to an­
nounce the attitude of the United I
States on this point in the future. It 
is understood he will be awaiting an 
opportunity to discuss the matter an* 
its various ramifications with PresP 
dent Wilson.

During a later discussion of the sub­
ject Secretary of State Lansing reveal­
ed that Germany had abandoned its 
contention that the Jvuaitafola was an 
armed merchantman.

Ten Years To Complete Plane
Ten years is the time the Navy Gen­

eral Board believes the Untied! States 
has in which to prepare for a re-ad­
justment of world forces which will 
follow the European war. in setting 
1925, as the time when the.

While the administrative branch of 
the government has submitted to 
Congress a definite plan which con­
templates an increased expenditure of 
more than a billion dollaro on the 
military and naval establishments In 
the next six years, all other agencies 
of the government are acting to unify 
and harmonize the Pan-American 
nations. To students of diplomacy, 
the Pan-American declarations of 
President Wilson In his opening ad­
dress to Congress; the declarations 
for Pan-Amerlcam unity made to the 
Pan-American Scientific Congress here 
by Secretary of State Lansing and the 
general effort for unity of all the 
Americas on a basis of friendship and 
equality, take on added significance 
whem considered in connection with 
the administration’s preparedness 
plans.

Significance also is seen in the dis­
closure that an effort to postpone the 
Pan-American Congress on the ground 
that suffleieht time had not been given 
to prepare an adequate scientific pro­
gram was met by the statement that 
the United States was Insistently de­
sirous of taking prompt steps to fur­
ther the spirit of Pan-American ac­
cord, confidence, sympathy and mutu­
ality. South American capitals uni­
formly report that the congress to re­
garded there as more political than 
scientific and that, approbation of the 
son timed t of Pan-American unity Is 
freely expressed.

The members of Che -mission 
will not be permitted to carry written, 
printed or typewritten papers, 
concealment of -any papers, even of an 
innocent character, will result in com­
plications for the entire party. Other 
things that the party must abandon 
before reaching German territory are 
cameras, postcards, opera glasses and 
gold coin. Most of the baggage of the 
expedition will he shtipped back to the 
Umted States from Copenhagen.

It is announced that the expedition 
will disband at The Hague on January 
12, most of the members returning 
home from Rotterdam on that day.

That the peace expedition' will be 
able to travel through a belligerent 
country, even though its journey is un­
der spedaü guard with the members 
of the party almost æ prisoners, is re­
garded in Europe as the most pictur­
esque feature that this unique project 
has developed. For days the manag­
ers of the party were perplexed as to 
how they could reach The Hague, 
which previously had been selected as 
the (party’s ultimate goal. The United 
States refused to extend the passports 
of the delegates so as to enable them 
to travel through Germany, although 
an appeal had been made to Minister 
Moms at Stockholm and to MinMei 
Egan at Copenhagen to this end.

Definite word came from Washing­
ton, however, it is declared, that the 
peace party must be kept out of war­
ring countries, as its presence in them 
might entail complications.

Kind.

That seemed to make passage 
through Germany out of the question. 
Accordingly, arrang

Each was 
obliged to furnish four extra -photo­
graphs of (himself, two to be sent to 
Berlin and two to remain with the 
consul. Each member of the parti 
waa cautioned against carrying papers 
on the penalty of toeing left in Ger­
many if delayed on this account, as 
the train must proceed on schedule re 
gardless of any side issues. Bach per­
son before departing must personally 
present his passport to the German 
consul as proof that he is an American 
citizen.

CONSERVING SUPPLY Of
RUBBER 11 TOE EMPIRE

Special to The Standard.
Ottawa, Ont., Jan. 3.—The British 

government is still carefully conserv­
ing the supply of rubber in the empire 
because of its use for war purposes. 
The Canadian High Commissioner in 
London has written the minister of 
trade and commerce regarding the ex­
port. of carpet sweepers, typewriters, 
clothes wringers and other articles 
containing a certain proportion of rub­
ber. from Canada to neutral countries.

New York, Jan. 3.-—One man 1b dead 
and eleven others are known to be 
missing as a result of an explosion 
which wrecked the engine room of the 
Norwegian oil tank steamer Aztec at 
a Brooklyn dock today. The dead 
man was a fireman on the vessel, and 
five of the missing were members of 
the crew. The other six were employed 
on the dock. Seven were injured, 
three of them seriously.

Most of the victims were trapped be­
low decks and those who were not in­
stantly killed were drowned in the wa­
ter which flooded the engine room 
through a great hole that was blown 
in the side of the ship.

The ship had Just left a drydock, 
and the cause of the explosion is un­
known. although It is bellevd to have 
been caused by the bursting of a tank 
of 10,000 cubic feet of gas which was 
used In connection with the oil fuel 
for the engines.

For h'ours after thç explosion occur, 
red city firemen worked desperately 
but ifutllely to recover the bodies of 
the victims. As it was certain that 
none of those who were below at the 
time could have escaped with their 
lives it was finally decided to pump 
the ship dry before renewing attempts 
to reach the bodies.

Most of the injured were rescued 
by Captain A. F. Bennett, of the tug 
Dalzeline, which was steaming down 
the river near the dock at the time of 
the explosion. Captain Bennett said 
he saw the body of a man hurled into 
the air, followed by a flame whlcfr shot 
fifty feet high, accompanied by a ter­
rific explosion. The body fell into the 
river and sank immediately. Captain 
Bennett at once steamed under the 
stern of the Aztec, and took off eight 
of the crew, all of whom were badly 
Injured.

The body of another man, a fireman, 
was blown onto the deck of the Rose- 
lands, a steamer which was anchored 
about fifty feet away.

The Aztec was under charter (o the 
Inter-Ocean Transport Company of 
this city. It recently returned from 
France and went Into drydock on d6. 
eember 24th. TJie ship was to have 
sailed for Philadelphia this week to 
take on a cargo for a return trip to

The statement made last evening 
by President J. A. Likely, of the 
Board of Trade, and published In full 
in this morning's issue, is a most re­
markable production coming frpm the 
chief officer of a supposedly non-politi­
cal body.

Despite the insignificant part the 

Cossack is playing in the present war, - 
compared to his past achievements, it ? 
is said that the very name Cossack i 
inspires a salutary terror in every 
Teuton breast. The shrieks with 
which the Austrians Invariably hailed 
pikemen, alarmed even 'the Cossacks 
themselves.

From an Austrian point of view 
such nervousness had many obvious 
disadvantages, and one of the gener­
als operating In Galicia decided he 
would attempt to explode the fiction 
of Cossack invincibility. To this end 
he issued most positive orders that, out. 
at all costs, a Cossack was to be 
taken prisoner and brought to him 
uninjured. The task he thus set Ms 
men was not an easy one, but, some- 
houw or other, it was duly accom­
plished. A genuine, live Cossack was 
one day, produced in his presence.

The general who was on horseback 
at the time, told his men to give their 
prisoner freedom of action, and then, 
without dismounting, him appease his 
hunger and tMrst.

"You see," the general said, in effect 
to Ills soldiers, "a Cossack eats and 
drinks Just as you or I do. There is 
nothing superhuman 
Next, the prisoner was ordered to - 
walk about and talk. The general 
was determined his troops should 
have a thorough object lesson and 
judge with their own eyes that a Cos­
sack was really a man like them­
selves. Finally, to complete the dem­
onstration a sword was put into the 
prisoner’s hands, and he was told to 
show his audience how he used It.

The Cossack appeared to enter 
thoroughly into the spirit of the thing, 
and gave quite an interesting display. 
Everybody was highly entertained.

Meanwhile, the swordsman had rap­
idly evolved a scheme of his own. 
After a time he manoeuvred in such 
a manner as to get behind the general 
and suddenly leaped upon the horse, 
seized the general round the waist, 
gripped the horse’s flanks firmly be­
tween his knees and. In a flash, was 
off like the wind, with the general 
seated in front of him.

The general was too stupefied to 
utter a sound. As for the soldiers, 
their first momentary impression was 
that this was part of the performance.
By the time they had recovered their 
presence of mind, it was too late to 
da anything; the Cossack had hold 
of the reins, and there was no stop­
ping him. To use their rifles was ob­
viously out of the question, as they 
would have risked their own general.

Monthly meeting last evening took no definite action 
on proposal to give 61000 from funds for Patri­
otic objects—Summary of Connell's work.

BukThe enquiry into the cause of Wil­
liam Connell’s death was continued 
before Coroner W. F. Roberts, in the 
Court House, last night, and after

Mrs. Connell gave evidence that 
William was a heavy drinker. On 
the Thursday before bis death he re­
marked to her, “Bessie, I will he a 
dead man by Christmas, and I will 
bet five dollars that I am right."

Mrs. Margaret Connell, mother of 
deceased, gave evidence that her son 
had been a heavy drinker for the past 

Two witnesses, William Nicholson ten years. He was 27 years of age. 
and William Mulcahy, appeared in 
court under the influence of liquor, 
and, on request of the Coroner were 
taken into custody and locked up at 
police headquarters, where they will 
be detained until this evening when 
they will be sober enough to give 
evidence.

At the meeting of the Board of 
Trade last evening there was a good 
attendance, J. A. Likely being in the 
chair. Reports of the work of the 
board were read and generally approv­
ed. Some discussion took place ae to 
the possibility of contributing 61,000 
out of the board's fund# tor patriotic 
purposes, some of those present con­
tending that this could not be done, 
In view of the specific purposes for 
which the fund was provided even bo- 
fore the war began. This matter was 
left over for future consideration.

The following summary of the ac­
tivities of the board was read;

“Since the last meeting of the board 
the council has organised the differ­
ent committees for the year to deal 
with internal affaire covering mem­
bership and finance, rooms and publi­
city; and external affairs including In­
dustrie», civics, traffic and transporta­
tion, harbor and harbor development, 
trade and commerce, legislation, and 
one or two special committees deal­
ing with specific subjects such as Val­
ley Railway and vocational education.

“Following up the matter of pass­
ports on which a resolution was pas­
sed at the last board meeting they 
have received word fnom the Under 
Secretary of State for External Affairs 
that the Governor General is the only 
authority in Canada empowered to is­
sue passport» which will be recogniz­
ed by foreign powers and His Majes­
ty’s representatives abroad, but the 
Dominion Immigration Agent at St. 
John had been authorized to issue cer­
tificates of Identification which will 
be accepted by the British authorities 
for enabling travellers to enter the 
United Kingdom.

“A complaint of one of our shippers 
regarding delay in shipment of freight 
by the steamer John L. Cann was 
investigated and it was found that the 
delay had been caused by bad weath­
er and that the management had after­
wards put on an extra boat to relieve 
the congestion ; also that this line had 
made seven more ripe than required by 
contract
“The Council 1ms been active, through 

our representative, Hon. My. Hazeit, in 
endeavoring to secure & share of the 
remount business for the port of St. 
John. A telegram was sent Mr. Hazen 
asking him to assure General Benson 
that St John has accommodation for 
over 1,300 remounts.

"A letter from the Quebec Board of 
Trade was received enclosing copy of 
communication sent to the Prime Min­
ister asking the Government to equip 
the ports of Quebec, Halifax and St. 
John with ten million bushels eleva­
tor storage, in order that grain traffic 
originating on the Transcontinental 
Railway should find an exit through 
ports of Canada instead of being di­
verted to foreign ports. Our Board 
was requested to endorse this request 
and a committee was appointed to 
draft a suitable resolution expressive 
of the views of the Council on the 
Quebec request, on the reported elim­
ination! of the port of St John from 
any share In Transcontinental grain 
traffic this winter, and upon the Val­
ley Railway and its connections with 
the Transcontinental and with the 
terminals at St. John.

lleve we will have the largest export 
shipments through the port this winter 
that we have ever had. Our harbor 
facilities will be taxed to their fullest 
capacity to provide berths for all the 
ships that are coming here to carry 
away the enormous quantity of farm 
products and other goods that are find­
ing their way here over the Canadian 
Pacific Railway for shipment to the 
old country.

“So far as the Canadian Govern­
ment Railway system Is concerned, 1 
do not look for much export business 
from that line this winter. The Min­
ister of Railways and the General 
Manager of the Government Railways 
seem to have forgotten that there is 
such a place as St John. They act as 
if Halifax was the only terminus of 
the Government railway. St John is 
treated as a way station. A special 
low rate of freight Is given direct 
from Winnipeg to Halifax. St John 
Is put out of the grain business this 
winter altogether, although Mr. Gute 
lius assured a committee of the Board 
of Trade that considerable quantities 
of grain would be shipped here over 
the Government line this winter and 
handled through the Canadian Pacific 
elevator. N

“It Is about eighteen months since 
the government elevator was burned 
down, and no effort has been made to 
rebuild It. Unless a beginning is soon 
made In that direction It will not be 
ready for next winter's business.

“In regard to the Courtenay Bay 
works, on the 30th March, 1912, the 
government entered into a contract 
with the Norton Griffiths Company 
to complete these terminals in five 
years, including dredging, the build­
ing of piers and a breakwater. On 
the 30th March next it wlH be four 
years since the contractors began 
.work. Not more than half the dredg 
lng has been done, and nothing what­
ever has been accomplished so far 
as wharf building is concerned. Judg­
ing by the present rate of progress 
it will take from five to ten years 
more to finish this contract.

considerable evidence had been taken 
an adjournment was made until this 
evening when it Is expected the In­
quest will be concluded.

Mrs. George Buckley testified that 
Connell left her home about 6.40 
o’clock in the evening and was sober. 
When she came home later in the 
night Connell was lying in a bed. 
Her husband dragged him out think­
ing he was drunk, and when he went 
to the room to get a pillow she dis­
covered Connell was dead.

Mrs. Charles Connell, a sister-in-law 
of the deceased, testified that she saw 
William Connell and William Mul- 
cahy on Murray street at 7.16 o’clock 
on the evening in question. Both 
men were drunk.

George Buckley testified to finding 
Connell In bed when he went home 
on Christmas night He thought he 
was drunk, dragged him out into the 
kitchen, and then learned he was 
dead.

The first witness was Bertha Mc- 
Eacheron, who gave evidence that tho 
deceased had been a drinking man. 
He was Intoxicated on December 
24th, but the day following was sober 
when she saw him. Witness was in 
George Buckley’s house on Simonds 
street on the night of the 25th ult, 
and stated that Mrs. Buckley went 
into a room and saw Connell lying 
on a bed, but witness could not say 
whether the man was alive or dead.

Ida May McEacheron, of 52 Murray 
street, said she was in the Buckley 
home on Christmas night when Con­
nell entered. He was staggering 
and laid down on a bed with his 
clothes on.

Dr. Dunlop, who made a post-mor­
tem on the remains, testified that the 
deceased was a well developed man 
about 35 years of age. The post 
mortem developed that death was due 
to smothering brought on, indirectly, 
by the use of alcoholic beverage.

Jennie McEacheron testified to be­
ing In tbe Buckley house and seeing 
Connell lying drunk on the bed. She 
heard him tossing about and breath­
ing hard a half hour after he went 
Into the room. She was afraid to 
waken him.

One of the most thrilling accounts 
yet published of the persecution of 
the Armenians, and of how 4,000 
were besieged on a mountain by the 
Turks for 53 days until they were 
eventually rescued by French and 
British cruisers appears in the cur­
rent number of "Ararat.” It Is by 
Dlkran Andreasian, pastor of the 
Armenian Protestant church of Zel- 
toun, himself one of the 4,000 who 
were saved.

After describing the banishment 
of the 7,000 Armenians from Zeitoun 
and his Journey home to Mousa Dagh 
(Mount Moses), he writes :

Twelve days after I had reached 
home an official order from the Turk­
ish Government at Antioch was serv­
ed upon the six villages of Monsa 
Dagh to prepare for banishment with­
in eight days. You can scarcely 
imagine the consternation and indig­
nation which this order caused. We 
sat up all night debating what it 
would be beet to do. To resist the 
forces of the Turkish Government 
seemed almost hopeless, and yet the 
scattering of the families into a dist­
ant wilderness raided by fanatical and 
lawless Arab tribes seemed such an, 
appalling prospect that the Inclination 
of both men and women was to refuse 
the summons and withstand the anger 
of the 'Government.

Egypt, 
Nov. 1, and addressed to a friend here. 
Dr. Macintosh, who ie with the Royal

eventually rescued by French and 
British cruisers appears in the cur­
rent number of “Ararat.” It Is by 
Dlkran Andreaslan, pastor of the 
Armenian Protestant church of Zel- 
toun, himself one of the 4,000 who 
were saved.

After describing the banishment 
of the 7,000 Armenians from Zeitoun 
and his Journey home to Mouea Dagh 
(Mount Moses), he writes;

Twelve days after I had reached 
home an official order from the Turk­
ish Government at Antioch was serv­
ed upon the six villages of Monsa 
Dagh to prepare for banishment with­
in eight days. You can scarcely 
imagine the consternation and Indig­
nation which this order caused. We 
eat up all night debating what It 
would be beet to do. To resist the 
forces of the Turkish Government 
seemed almost hopeless, and yet the 
scattering of the families Into a dist­
ant wilderness raided by fanatical and 
lawless Arab tribes seemed such an, 
appalling prospect that the Inclination 
of both men and women was to refuse 
the summons and withstand the anger 
of the 'Government.

All the flocks of sheep and goats were 
also driven up the mountain side, 
and every available weapon of defence 
was brought out and furbished up. 
We found that we had 120 modern 
rifles and shot-guns, with perhaps 
three times that number of old* flint­
locks and horse-pistols. That still 
left more than half our men without 
weapons. It was very hard to leave 
our homes. My mother wept as if 
her heart would break. By nightfall 
the first day we had reached the up­
per crags of the mountain.

At dawn next morning all hands 
went to work digging trenches at 
the most stragetlc points in the ascent 
of the mountain. Where there was 
no earth for trench-digging, rocks 
were rolled together, making strong 
barracades belting which groups of 
our sharpshooters were stationed. 
We were hard at It all day strength­
ening our position against the attack 
which we knew was certain to come.

Suddenly one morning our scouts 
brought word to headquarters that 
the enemy was appearing at every 
pass in the mountain, and as th^e af­

ternoon drew on we saw that we were 
completely outnumbered. We saw 
(also that the range of the Turks 
rifles was far superior to that of our 
old-fashioned firearms. By sundown 
the enemy had advanced three com­
panies through the dense underbrush 
and forest to within 400 yards of our 
huts. A deep, damp ravine lay be­
tween, and the Turks decided to bi­
vouac rather than -to push on In the 
darkness.

He 
was unable to walk. On January 2nd, 
1916, he returned to his regiment and 
with them participated tax all the fight­
ing In the vicinity of BL EW, where 
the Prinoeee Patricias and the Irish 
brigades were considerably out up, 
and near Ztliefoeke a few miles from 
Ypree in the actions which culminated 
tax the Hill 60 fight. At that time he 
received wounds in the head but was 
back on duty In a few days.

Mentioned In Despatches.
While wounded he remained on duty 

aid night and for this received mention 
in Sir John French's despatches. Fin­
ally, afteç several weeks of hard fight, 
inç he was gaeed near Y pres and 
again wounded; this time with Shrap­
nel in the lower pant of the stomach. 
He was een-tf to hospital In England 
and was there for three months. Gun­
ner D&lzeU’s regiment wea with the 
Canadians from April 22nd of last year 
until May 4th when he received hie 
last wound.

The young soldier speaks very Mgh- 
fly of (he fighting quality of the Cana­
dian troops and tells many interesting 
and thrilling stories of individual 
deeds of bravery he has witnessed.

After his dtieoharge from hospital to 
England he was appointed as 
géant Instructor In Kitchener's 
and remained in that capacity until a 
few weeka ago when, hie work com­
pleted he returned to Canada, arriving 
on the steamer Pretortan.

For the Past few days he has been 
visiting his relatives at Grand Manan 
and also doing some voluntary .re­
cruiting work in that vicinity. At a 
demonstration in his honor at Grand 
Harbor on Saturday night last he was 
the chief speaker and after relating 
his experiences and urging his 
trymen to join the colors secured sev­
eral recruits who accompanied' him to 
the city yesterday. They are Messrs. 
Walter Cronk. Owen Ingalls, William 
Ingersoll, Craig Cook, Basil Foster, 
Harold Foster and Wesley Newton. 
They will probably Join either the 
115th or 140th regiments.

Grand Manan Does Well
Grand Manan has done well in sup­

plying men to the Empire’s armies. 
Already those who have done their bit 
from that Island including Harry 
Small. Clayton Small. Ronald Flagg, 
Ted Hatt, 'Gene Flagg, Howard Hatt, 
Frank, Griffin, Arnold Griffin, Frank 
Stanley, Benjamin Gaskell, Clive Rich­
ardson, Harry Richardson, Rev. Harry 
Ivors and Charles Lahey with the first 
contingent or the 26th already in 
France, Roy O'Donnell with the Aus­
tralian forces. Ernest In gals. John 
Titus and Ronald Carson with the 
140th In this dlty, Dr. B. F. Johnston, 
medical officer In Halifax and W. K. 
Joy in the 115th.

It Is the hope of Sergeant Dalzell 
that he will be perm 1 ted to engage In 
recruiting work In Grand Manan as 
he believes a platoon can be secured 
there. He will be In the city for some 
days.

Wounded four times In the service 
of the King, discharged from the Bri­
tish army upon completion of his term 
of fourteen years, mentioned in des­
patches for bravery shown In remain­
ing at a dangeroty post all night while 
in a wounded condition, and yet anx­
ious to get back to the front and do 
hi* bit-after he has had a couple of 
months rest, Sergeant George Dalzell, 
a native of North Head, Grand Manan, 
and son of the veteran keeper of the 
Swallow Tall Light, arrived In the 
city yesterday to see If he could be of 
service as a recruiting officer until 
complete physical recovery and com­
parative rest will enable him to re­
turn to duty in the trenches.

Sergeant Dalzell's story reads like 
a romance and not the least Interest­
ing part of it is that he started his 
adventurous career from St. John six­
teen years ago when he left the em­
ploy of Puddlngton and Merritt, well 
known as retail grocers to Charlotte 
street, and went to search of adven­
ture. ,

That he found It is evident from his 
own story which is supported by ample 
proofs.

Wounded In Chilean Revolution.
Leaving St. John in 1900 he made 

his way to New York and from there 
shipped on a steamer for South Ameri­
ca. He eventually reached Chill where 
he joined a body of adventurers en­
gaged In revolutionary warfare. 
Wounded while fighting near Antofa­
gasta. he concluded he had seen 
enough of Chill and revolutions and 
embraced an opportunity to return to 
New York.

Once more the spirit of adventure 
possessed him and he shipped on a 
voyage in a sailing vessel going to In­
dia. thence to Demerara and finally 
to England. HI» desire had been for 
military service so Journeying to Lon­
don he. enlisted in the Royal Field 
Artillery In the splng of 1902. His bat­
tery did twelve months' sendee In 
England and was then sept to Africa, 
where Gunner Dalzell had the oppor­
tunity to see service In a Zulu uprising 
to 1906. FYom Africa the unit went 
to Northern India serving under Lord 
Kitchener and Sir Moore O’Creagh for 
two years.

His period of service with the colors 
having been completed he was trans­
ferred to the reserve and came to 
Canada In 1911. First he located in 
Prince Rupert and later engaged in 
salmon fishing 1n Northern British 
Columbia. When the present war 
broke out he was recalled to the col­
ors and journeyed from Prince Rupert 
to Quebec where he took steamer and 
rejoined his old regiment In Wool- 
wlcb. The regiment being composed 
of trained men they were speedily 
sent to the front.
