Washington, D. C.,, Jan. 7—(By The
Associated Press).—Failing to obtain
a satisfactory relief from the High

Cost of Living, either through further
wage advances by the Railroad Adu
istration, or from the anti-profiteering
campaign of the Department of Jus-
tice, officlals of the four big Raflway
Erotherhoods and the Railway Shop
Crafts, affillated with the American
Federation of Labor, have decided to
seek 4@ solution for themselves through
co-operative buying, production and
distribution. The step was comstrued
in some quarters as indicating that
demands for further wage increases
would not be pressed pending outcome
of the experiment.

Details of the co-operative scheme
have not yet been completed, but
plans have been under congideration
since the Farmer-Labor conferemce at
Chicago. The formation of the all-
American Farmer-Labor co-operative
commission an outgrowth of the con-
ference, was announced tday at its
offices here. Amother conference will
be held in Chicago February 12-15.

Warren S. Stone, Grand Chief of
the Brotherhood of Locomotive Engi-
neers, and one of the orgamizers of
the Chicago meeting, is general treas-
urer of the Co-operative Commission,
and other officials of the railway em-
ployees organization are officersof the
commission.

Indications that pressure from
might be lessened was seen in a state-
ment by Bert M. Jewell, acting presi-
dent of the Railway Employees 'De-
partment of the Federation of Labor,
“an increase in pay will not solve
the problem.”

Search and Threatened to
Shoot—Rough and Tumble
Fight Followed Her Acts.

Philadelphia, Penna., Jan 7—Grover
Cleveland Bergdoll, weailthy son of a
former brewer, and charged with be-
ing a draft dodger and deserter from
the army, was captured today while
hiding in the palatial residence of his
mother on the outskirts of this city.
Tonight he is a prisoner on Governor's
Island, New York, awaiting trial by
eourt martial.

Mother Interferes.

The capture of Bergdoll whose
brother, Erwin, the widely kmown
automobile racer, is still missing, also
charged with draft dodging, was as
sensational as has been his career
in the last five years. More than a
dozen Federal and city officers partici.
patéd in the rald on the Bergdoll
home. Resistance was offered by the
mother, Mrs, Emma Bergdoll, who
threatened to shoot the officers and
was disarmed after a rough and tumble
fight. Later in the day she was held
in $10,000 bail on charges of agsault
and battery with intent to kill, and
conspiracy to prevent the execution
of search and arrest warrants. Bail
was furnished by «her ' gon-inlaw.
When she was compelled to remove
her shoe from her left foot to have
it measured for police records, the
police found $2%,000 in eash in her
stoocking.

Grover Bergdoll disappeared 1in
August, 1917, and search for him as
an alleged draft dodger was made all
over thet United Stetes and Mexico.
Several times Federal agents search-
©d the three residences maintained
by the Bergdoll's in this vicinity,

Bergdoll is widely known in auto-

Cairo, Saturday, Jan. 3—(By the A.

Milner, special British Commissioner,
with the Grand Mufti of Egypt, who is
the religious chiet of the Mohamed-
ans in Egypt, is reported In the news-
paper Elm Misur in which the Grand
Mufti attributed the present troubled
spirit to the country’s disappointed ex-
pectation regarding its independence,
Lord Milner contended that a protec.
torate was necessary to Egypt’s inter-
ests, an dthat a discussion could set-
tle nine of ten disputed points. The
Mufti replied that no Egyptian would
enter into a discussion except on the
basis of independence. Lord Milner
meintained that some Egyptians were
willing to discuss the subject but fear
deterred them. The Grand Mufti re.
pHed: “Every country has its traitors.
But any patriot would refuse to en-
ter into such a discussion.”

The Commissioner sought to con-
vince him that Great Britain was' ac-
tuated by friendship and did not wish
to impose her will forcibly, although
able to do so. To this the Grand Mufti
replied: “As a religfous chief, I can
only say and affirm that it is impos-
sible to convince a nation of the util-
ity of a thing of which I myself am un-

nvinced. The entire nation claims
its independence, and it would, there.
fore, be useless to speak in any other
language. I do not forget your power,
but if Hgyptians bend today befors
ferce they will seize the first occas.

Detroit, Mich., Jan. 7 ~Examination
of the 900 alleged Radicals taken in
raids here was completed tounight,
and more than three hundred prison-
ers were turned over to Immigration
officers.

Were his speeches applanded be-
couse of their eloquence or for the sub-
ject matter that they contained? No
observer could have escaped the con
clusion that the gallant prince was
welcomed with sincerity of heart be-
cause of the attachment which Can
adians feel for the motherland and
because of appreciation of our part as 4
nation in the empire. In these out-
pourings of national feeling the farm
ers did not stand aloof.

All that has occurred so far as the
farmers are concerned is that they
have found it desirable to unite as a
class to further their own interests
and to play a part in the Government
of the country.

Cents An Hour — No Ad-
vance During the War.

An eight hour day, a minimum rate
of §8 cents per hour, recognition of
their union and collective bargaining,
are briefly the salient features of the
request maderby the machinists’ union
to the local employers, according to
official anncuncement made by the
union. The union requests time and
a half for overtime up to 12 midnight
for inside work and double for ove:
time after midnight for that class of
operations, For outside work double
time' is asked for overtime,

Union officials advise that they have
issued no ultimatum, neither have
they made demands. They have made
proposals with a view to having a
joint meeting of union representatives
and the employers to discuss the wage
and time situation,

The present rate of pay for the ma.
chinists range from 35 cents to 50
cents, the workers state, with a few
getting 63 cents.

Union officials say that the employ-
¢rs have signified: willingness to deal
each with their own employes; but the
men ant collective bargaining.

A member of the union stated yes-
terday that in ome case where it be.
came necessary for a machinist to
have a helper to do some work on a
ship, a ‘longshoreman was engaged.
While the machinist worked for 55
cents the ’longshoreman received his
union’s rate of 70 cents an hour.
