DY THE GREAT FLODD OF SUNDAY

Property Damaged, Public Services Crippled, Lives Lost---
Worst Is Now Over.

Cincinnati, 0., April 22.—The stage of
the river here at 6 o’clock tonight was
11 feet and rising at the rate of twe
inches an hour. This will mean 53 - feet
at 6 o’clock tomorrow wlien trains will be
ghut out of the Grand Central station.

All of the railways have also made ar-
rangements for using higher stations, so
there will be no interruption here cither
to passengers or freight traflic. Owing to
the inability of steamers to go under the
bridges, navigation on the river is sus-
pended but it can be resumed Thursday.

The residents of tenement houses along
the Ohio river front were driven from the
first stories when the river reached a
stage of 45 feet last night. Since 1o’clock
today the jobbers, warehouses and manu-
facturers in the lower part of the city
have been suffering but there will not be
a heavy loss except to such manufactories
as must shut down for two or three days.

At Newport and Dayton, Ky., very
mary people have been driven from their
houses,

At Huntington, W. Va., tonight, the
Ohio is rising: A steady rain fell today
throughout the central and southern por-
tion of the state. Most of the tiibutaries
of  the Ohio river are falling slowly.

Pittsburg, Pa., Apiil 22.—The flood is
over. Notwithstanding the fact that carly
in the day there was every evidence of a
renewal of the high water, the announce-
ment can be made authoritatively to night
that there is not the least danger of an-
other rise at this point nor above for the
present, but towns on the Ohio river be-
low here are not yet out of danger, be-
cause of rains in the valley last night and
today. All up river points report the
rain and snow having ceased and the
rivers falling.

A look over the ground after the flood
shows that the losses will be fully ax great
as was e~timated vesterday. In and about
Pittsburg it will probably take 1,000,000
to pay the total cost of the injury to
property. The total loss wiil not fall
far short of the $2,000,000 mark.

London, Ky., April 22.—The snow which
commenced last Friday has not ceased
falling. The waters ave higher than they
have been since 1883. Great damage is
being done by the drowning of live stock.

Marietta ,Ohio, April 22.—Three persons
were drowned in the river here this after-
poon.

At Marysville, Ky., the river reached
50.4 feet at 7 o’clock tonight and rising
»1 inches per hour. The crest of the rise
31 reach here tomorrow morning when

|
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a stage of 52 feet probably will be register-
ed. In the eastern portion of the city
the damage is considerable.

Springtield, Mass., April 22.—A special
to the Union from Middlefield says:

“For three miles down the heautiful
Middlefield valley there is nothing but
destruction and 1uin as the result of the
great flood of Sunday evening.  Where
was formerly the reservoir, a mile and a
half long, and covering nearly 300 acres,
there is now but a diminutive pond from
which flows the rveceding river through
the gorge in the dam that broke away-

The flood carrvied in its wake houses
and barns, bridges and culverts. It made
great gullies in the highways and did
thonsands of dollars damage. But nobody
was drowned and so far as can be learn-
cd not a person was injured.

All the way down the river to the rail-
road there are long stretches where the
visitors would never imagine there had
been one of the finest roadways in this
section. One of the selectmen said today
that in his opinion the damage to the
town would be at least $15,000 and this
is regarded as a vory conservative esti-
mate.

Wheeling, W. Va., April 23.—The river
tonight is falling and danger of further
floodd scems to be over. It is now bhe-
lieved the loss will foot up at least a
quarter of w million and probably more.

Monecton, April 22.—(Special)—A daring
robbery of the mails in the post effice
oceurred this evening and the police and
post oflice officials are completely batied
as to the guilty party.. When Janitor
Hicks went into the building at 9 o'clock
to lock up the lobbey he discovered the
robbery and at once reported the matter.

Upon . investigation it was found that
the robbers had gonme through the mail
which arrived at 8 o’clock from St. John
and Ilalifax, taking the registered letters
and anything of value. The post office is
quite easy of access but the boldness of
the robbers is astonishing.

The delivery window closes at; 7.30, but
the lobbey is left open till 9 o’clock. for
convenience of boxholders. 1t is quite an
easy matter for a man to climb over the
partition dividing the public and private
part of the office and this is how the
robbef got at the mails.

The work was evidently done by some
one well acquainted with the oflice and
movemeants of the officials. The clerks
leave at 7.30 and when things were quict
the robber, or robbers, are supposed to
have scaled the partition, secured the
mail bag keys and then the work, apart
from the risk of being discovered, was

The Ashanti is a vessel
of 2,200 tons net, 3,400 tons gross.

Quebee, April 22—(Spevial)-——The strong
casterly gale which has been sweeping
over land and sea for the past day or
two, was the cause of the wrecking of
the Ashanti. The - vessel was mnearing
Metis, -early this morning when, by force
of the hurricane, she was driven ashore
at a place known as Petite River Blane,
a few miles below Metis.

One of her compartments is already filled
with water, while another, according to
report received, this afternoon, has fast
filling.

T0 KILL THE KAISER

Berlin Officials Reticent as
to Plot.

ARREST IS ORDERED

Of Alleged Anarchist, Whereyer
Caught -- Nest of Conspirators
Said to Be in Paterson, N. J.--
Strict Orders Issued by Emperor
William,

Berlin, April 22—With reference to the
statements cabled from the United States

of a plot, said to have been concocted
against Emperor William and other Euro-
pean rulers by anarchists in Argentina
and New Jersey, extreme reticence is ob-
served in official circles in Berlin.

After careful investigation, however, a
representative of the Associated Press as-
certained in a reliable quarter that the
Berlin police presidency issued an order
April 6, for the arrest, wherever caught,
of the alleged anarchist, Redolph Romag-

noli, alias Romaisco, alias Langkwick
Mueller. The order simultaneously re-

quested all inland and foreign authorities
to assist in apprehending Romagnoli.
Photographs of the alleged anarchist, with
a minute description after the Bertillon
method, were furnishedfor identification.

The information received by the Berlin
authorities was that Romagnoli had been
formally chosen by the alleged nest ot
conspirators in Paterson, N. J., to mur-
der Emperor William. They were further-
more informed that he left Buenocs Ayres
March - 27, on board the North
(German Lloyd steamer Halle, for Bremen.
Whether this information is correct they
have no means of knowing, but since a
portion of it came officially, they are in-
clined to give it. credence.

Emperor William has been advised as
to the situation and has issued striat or-
ders to the president of the Berlin police,
Baron Von Windheim, to keep him in-
formed as to all .similar news, but that
under no condition is the matier to be
brought to the attention of the empress.

It is a fact that for some months the
Berlin police have kept a very close watch
upon known anarchists in the city and an
unusually careful surveillance of arrivals
known or suspected to be of anarchist
afliliastions. Antonio Porporello, who was
here until a few days ago, fled to Ben
theim, where he was arrested.

The Berlin authorities seem to kmow
nothing about alleged plots against Km-
peror Nicholas and King Victor Kmman-
uel.

DISAPPEARANCE
OF FATHER JOLY.

Additional Details from Investigation Being
Held.

e

Montreal, April 22— (Special) —Addition-
al details of the disappearance of the
Rev. Kdmond Joly from St. Emily have
been received from St. Lin, which is the
headquarters of the investigation which
is _now going on through the provineial
police. It seems that the priest disappear-
ed between 10 o'clock at night and 1
o'clock in the morning. At the first men-
tioned hours some friends left him in his
usual state of mind and at the early
morning hour a driver called for him to
drive him to the train as he intended
coming. to Montreal that day. It is a 26
mile drive to the point nearest to the
railway.

When the fact of his disappearance be-
came known, no time was lost by the
police of the village in making a search.
Snow had been [alling and footsteps were
discovered leading to the lake where a
boat was found showing signs that it .had
heen recently used, Some time before his
disappearance Rev. Father Joly made a
will leaving $1,500 to the archbishop for
the benefit of the church, but when Abbe
Proulsx made an investigation of the
priest’s papers, he made the discovery of
o latter document apart from the will
Jeaving an additional $2,000 to the church.
The ice is not yet out of the Black River,
which widens into a lake at St. Emily, so
that no developments are expected until
the river is clear.

STRUCK BY LIGHTNING.

One Man Instantly Killed and a Second

der storm oi the year in this vicinity re-
sulted fatally to two men in the town of

Hughes was struck by lightning and in-
stantly killed, and another man named
Tuttle was fatally injured.

ARRANGEMENTS MADE.

Important Change in D. R, A. Meet-

" ing--Will Mark New Era in Rifle
Matches--Nipissing Election Case
--On Trial on Murder Charge--To
Aid the Ashanti,

Ottawa, April’ 22.—(Special)—Negotia-
tions have been concluded between the
Ottawa government and the Washington
authorities for the purpose of reviewing
and maintaining the boundary line marks
between Canada and the United States.
It is over 40 years since the intc\rnntio‘mll
boundary between the United States and

‘anada, from Lake Superior to the Pa-
cific coast, was definitely fixed, and it is
over 50 years or more since it was mark-
ed- out between Lake Superior and the
Atlantic coast. The urgency for this work
has arisen in respect to commercial claimns
in Southern British Columbia. Work will
therefore be commenced in that regicn
carly this summer. The survey branch
of the department of interior is now ar-
ranging to send men into the field to be-
gin operations. After the western bound-
ary has been laid out; the surveyors will
carry on the work to the Atlantic coast.

The council of the Dominion Rifle As-
sociation has discussed the progremme for
the coming meet. One of the most im-
portant changes will be the introduction
of a match to be known as the Harold l.
Borden Active Service Competition. Con-
ditions will mark a mnew era in rille
matches.

The match will be at 500 yards and all
competitors will be placed on the butts
without rifles. They will then be handed
a strange rifle, and allowed a couple ot
sighting shots previous to firing their
score, which will be seven shots. No ar-
tificial means are to be employed in sight-
ing or firing.

1t is stated that in connection with the
Nipissing election cdse, which the opposi-
tion wish sent to the committee on priv-
ileges and elections, that all the papers
in the case will be laid before the house,
but that the proposal to send’'the matter
to -the committee will not likelv be enter-
tained inasmuch as a decision has already
been given in the courts upon it.

Sir Louis Davies has instructed the
government steamer Aberdeen to go 1O
the assistance of the steamer Ashanty,
which went aground near Matane.

Elery Carisse, the old man charged with
the murder of Joseph Laurencelle, in De-
cember last, was put on-trial today at the
assizes. Carisse, it will be remembered,
was sent back to jail at the January as-
sizes as the jury failed to agree on a ver-
dict. The evidence in every instance was
similar to that given before the coroner’s
jury, and at the last trial.

The alleged murder took place during a
fight in the canteen at the old Rideau
rifle range. Carisse said he struck Laun-
rencelle with a knife in order to save his
own life.

It is the opinion of Mr. Rockhill, the
American special commissioner, that the
foreign troops may mnow commence leav-
ing China with perfect safety; on the
otlher hand the announcement that 10,000 |
French troops are torleave in May, causes |
fear among the French residlents and this
fear is greater among the Irench native
converts to Christimity, who inform the
priests that they are daily threatened
with what will happen to them when the
foveigners leave.

The views of the foreign ministers on
the withdrawal of the troops is notl
shared by the great majority of the for- |
cign residents. The ministers aver that .

some of these latter have business reasons |
and that others would have to vacate the |
fine buildings they are now occupying
rent free when the troops go.

Tung Fuh Siang has frequently dis-
obeyed the orders of the court. When
5,600 troops were withdrawn from his
command last January he should have re-
turned thein, rifles and ammunition. This
he failed to do. Before he left for Kan
Su he obtained an audience with the
Dowager Kmpress of China. Upon this

oceasion Tung Fuh Siang said to the em-
press:

He
will die upon the buttlefield in your ser-
vice. If because of the commands of the
foreigners your servant were committed
to death, he would die unwillingly.”

ing the loose earth from the child in tine
to save its iife. The man and woman ran
away, but McEvoy gave a deseription  of
them to the police and an Italian man
and woman were arrested in Yonkers ¢n
suspicion of being the would-be murder-
ers.

The child had been thrown into a hole
about three feet deep. A little cape worn
by the baby had in some way fallen over
the face. This kept away the earth and
held the air for a moment.

The man arrested said he was Givori
Duttacavolo, of Manhattan. He said he
was married and had three children. The
woman said she was Francisea Stinella,
18 vears old, a dressmaker and unmarried.
She declines to say where she lived, but
Roundsman Brady at police headquarters
in  Yonkers volunteeered the information
that she wis a micee of her companion.
The woman demied that the baby was
her's. She appeaved very little concerned
over her arrest.

To Brighten Carpets.

When a carpet begins to lose its colors, if
warm water and ammonia ate at once ap-
plied, they will restore them. Apply as fol-
lows: Into a pailful of warm water put
about three or four tablespoonfuls of am-
monia, and with a soft flannel cloth dipped
in this" ammonia water go over the entire
carpet, rubbing vigorously. As each portion
of the carpet within your reach is washed.
rub it dry- with another cloth. When the
entire carpet is gone over, open windo\\js
and doors and let the carpet dry and air
thoroughly, says the American Queen.

This treatment will be found to have ef-
fectually renovated the carpet, except it con-
tains certain shades of green which will pot
bear ammonia (it is well to try a small gor-
tion of the carpet), in which case dry salt
well rubbed in and then vigorously swept out
will freshen and help its appearance.

Healthful Skin.

The four essentials to a beautiful and
healthful skin are warmth, sunshine, air and
cleanliness; cach and all play an important
part.

Never neglect to bathe the skin well before
retiring and add to the tepid water a pinch
of borax or a few drops of simple tincture
of benzoine. Use plenty of soap and rub
your skin well with your hands—complexion
brushes are not near so good for the skin.
In washing and drying the face always rub
in an upward direction, and beneath the
eyes from the outer corner toward the nose,
says the American Queen.

Care of Linoleum.

Linoleum makes a serviceable and durable
floor covering if given proper attention and
the use of very little polishing material, ac-
companied by considerable rubbing, will pro-
duce the gloss that is so desirable. In most
cases bad results from its use are due to too
much wax and too little clbow grease. A lin-
oleum maker gives these directions for keep-
ing it in good condition:

‘“Keep a special flannel for washing lino-
leum; never let it be used for any other
purpose and see that it is always clean.
Never use a brush as it wears off the surface.
Wash well with warm soap and water, using
as little liquid as may be, and drying it care-
fully as you go on; you can then brush jt
over with a little skim or sweet milk and
rub it up. This gives a beautiful gloss.

““To polish lineolum with beeswax, ed
onc-half ounce of beeswax into a saucor,
pour on enough turpentine to cover it and
set this in the oven till perfegtly melted; ap-
ply it thinly with a flannel, and polish well
with a soft, clean duster.” 1

Too much moisture should be avoided, as
the linoleum is apt to rot if it becomes soak-
ed and water gets underneath. If rubbed
daily with a soft cloth, waxed every two
weeks or so, according to the traffic, aud
washed once a month, linoleum will always
look well and wear indefinitely,

Household Hints.

Hashed celery and potatoes—Chop fine
enongh cold polatoes (boiled or baked) to
make three cupfuls; add one cupful of
chopped celery (the green stalks as well
as the blanched may be used), and sea-
son with salt and pepper. Put in a sauce-
pan, add enough cream to moisten well,
and stir until well heated through and
smoking hot. Serve at once.

Tomato and Eggs—Place half a can of
tomatoes in a saucepan, add a tablespoon-
ful of butter and salt and pepper to sea-
son, and cook well together. When well
cooked, add a pinch of baking soda, and
as soon as the foam passes off, three
beaten eggs. Stir, take from.the table and
serve as soon as the eggs begin to thicken.

Creamed ILobster—Prepare and cut into
dice sufficient lobster meat to measure one
pint. Into a saucepan put 1% tablespoonfuls
each of butter and flour, and mix over the
fire. Add a dash of cayenne, one-quarter
teaspoonful of paprika, one-half teaspoonful
of salt, aud, gradually, 1% cupfuls of rich
milk. Stir until smooth and ereawny, add the
lobster, cover, and let stand on the stove,
but where it will not boil, for 10 minutes.

Devilled Lobster—Remove the meat from
a lobster and cut into dice. There should
be at least a pint of meat when ready to
use. Prepare 1'% cupfuls of white sauce as
in the preceding recipe, adding one-third
teaspoonfui ¢f dry mustard and a double
sheke of cayenne. Fit two cleamed tail
shells together in the shape of a boat, melt

one tezspoonful of butter and stir it into
one-half cupful of fine bread crumbs. To
the sauce add the lobster meat, and one

teaspoonful of lemon juice, and arrange in
the shell. Individual shells or a baking
dish may be used instead of the lobster shell.
Sprinkle with the crumbs and place in a
very hot oven until the crumbs are a golden
brown. Serve at once.

Lobster Cutlets—For each cupful of prepar-
ed lobster mmeat allow one heaping ‘table-
spoonful of flour, one even tablespoonful
each of butter and choppcd parsley, one-half
cup of milk, the yolk of cne ezg, one tea-
spoonful of lemon juice, salt and pepper to
taste. Scald the milk in a double boiler, and
the butter and flour ruhbed tozether to a
paste, and stir until thick and smooth. Add
the beaten egg yolk and stir a moment, and
take from the fire. Add to the lobster, which

and lemon juice, thin the parsley, mix very
carefully, and set away until cold. Flour
the hands slightly, take up a spoonful of the
lobster mixture, and shape into a small cut-
let. Dip it into beaten egg, and roll in fine
bread crumbs. When all are done immerse
two or three at a time in smoking hot fat.
When a nice golden brown, drain on unp-
glazed paper, and stick one of the small lob-
ster claws in each cutlet.

THE HARNESS.:

At This Season of the Year Repair and 011
It Properly.

At this season do not. neglect the
harness. 'Take out all the strings,
wires, nails and chains that havae
been used in cases of emergency, and
have all the weak or broken places
properly mended. Or if the harness
is an old one, fix it yourself with &
few rivets, Use the No. 8 copper
rivet and burs. They are the strong-
est, and copper does not injure leath«
er as does irom, Have the harnes3
repaired before putting a drop.of oil
on it. Take apart and put in a tub
of warm water. Let it soak until
the dirt starts easily. Use soap or
soap powder. Wash each piece }n}tnl'
clean, then place in such a position
so it will drain, A small stift brush
is'a good thing with which to start
the dirt from the creases. By the
time the last piece is washed, the
first parts are ready to be blacked.
Wipe off all water. Take one strap
at a time on a board and with -a
swab give both sides a going over,
after which wipe thoroughly. A's
soon as each piece is blacked, lay it
in a clean place.

A harness should be blacked and
oiled before it has time to get very
dry, for the water opens the pores <‘1£
the leather and the oil ‘‘dries in’’
much better. As soon as all the har--
ness is blacked, put on the oil, go-
ing over each piece separately. Let
the harness lie over night and the
next day go over it again and \vnr.k
the straps through the hands, as this
makes them more pliable. Good
neatsfoot ofl is best. 1f the straps
are very stiff, add a little kerosene.
Two parts of-oil and one of kerosene
with a little lamp black make a good
oil. But. if the harness has been
blacked as- directed, the lamp black
is not needed. Ten cents’ worth of
blacking will cover two harnesses.
Two days is usually enough to got
{he oil well soaked in, then rub with
old papers. If a finished job is de-
sivred, go over it with castile soap or
Miller’s dressing. 'The patent leath-
er can be brightened up by using tur-
pentine and a soft cloth, them rub
dry with a clean one.

Taming a Wild Grapevine.

A dozen rampant wild vines which
formerly 1nade a useless tangle of
themsclves among the trees
are now harnecssed to the
production of salable Wor-
dens and dainty Delawares.
A vine may be grafted in 10
minutes, will make a tre-
mendous growth the first
season and bear a bigigrop
of the improved variety the
second season. -Slow’ grow-
ing kinds will do very muth
better as grafts than upon
their . own roots. The princi-
ple is the same as for cleft
grafting of fruit treed, but
earth covering is used in
place of wax. 5

Dig away the soil, saw off
the wild stock below the
surface and split the stock
_with a strong knife. The
scion should be taken from
a good vine of the kind de-
sired, and whittled down
smoothly with a sharp knife
just below a bud, as illus-
trated. If the stock is large

g&%r;m enough to give a good grip,

“* two scions many be inserted
to make sure. No tying is needed if
the stock is large enough to grip the
gcion. ~Then hank up carefully above
the surface as shown by the ‘curved,
dotted line. This operation may be
done any time in spring before
growth starts. Several sprouts are
likely to be sent out from the stock,
which must be réemoved so as to

force all the growth into the scions.
Unless the scions can be readily pick-
ed out by a difference in their leaves,

it will be mnecessary to remove the
earth so as to make no mistake
when breaking off the shoots.

As to the Color of Yolks.

When fowls are deprived of green
food the yolks of their eggs are very
pale yellow. These are much valued
for cake baking. Some people have
the notion that ghese pale yolks de-
note inferior quality, but this is not
the case; it simply shows a lack of
green food, a full supply of which

will soon intensify the color of the
same. Again, many think that a
blood spot on the yolk is a sure

sign of a bad egg. But this is not
necessarily so, for at times this sopt
is deposited upon the yolk from a
rupture caused as it passes the ovi-
duct and is present in the egg when
perfectly fresh. This fact shows the
necessity of testing even fresh eggs
by candle prior to packing for mar-
ket; for while these spots do not
really injure the eggs, people dis-
like to use them, and their presence
causes buyers to think that you send
out bad eggs.—RRural New Yorker,

Quite as Good as Horses.

*‘Zebroids’’—that is to say, a hy-
Brid between the zebra and horse —
are the subject of a report by the
United States minister to Brazil,
fays a press report. These animals
are already in use on a small scale
in the ransvaal, and they are suit-
able for Alrica, because the 'Tsetse
fly does not injure them. They have
been tried successfully in Brazil, and

are found very strong, lively and
docile.  The hybrids take after the
female horse, and are black, brown,

gray, ete., in color. The best horses
for strong hybrids are the Clydes-
dale, Suffolks and ‘‘Percherons’ of

France. Arab horses give excellent
zebroids, very swift and active.

sweot, cocl and delicious taste. She

could hardly believe me; but 1 notice
they now have a new ice house. The
good housewiie who has ice and a re-
frigerator has no féar of losing her
becefsteaks, mutton chop or veal cut-
lets. On the ice they are safe for a
week after thie purchase. C'ooked
meats are kept in good condition un-
til they are consumdéd. If the head
of the house could only follow the
daily waste that goes from his table,
his pantry, and his dining-room, for
the lack of ice, as his wife is obliged
to, he would no longer d¢jay the ice
house and the reirigerator. The time
and timber to construct them are
within his reach. 1t requires but lit-
tle mechanical skill to construct
them.

Now, farmers, can you not go to
work and make your wife an ice
house after my plan or some one
clse's? You will consider those few
days you were building the icc house
among those most profitably spent.

An ice housc can be made of any
size required for the holding of ice
for a creamcry, refrigerator, or other
purposes. When packed, fifty pounds
of ice will occupy one cubic foot of

tpace. Therefore, every forty cubic
feet. . of capacity in a building is
nqual to the holding of one ton of
ice. Where the walls of the  ice
house ure not insulated, the ice
should be packed in the building

twelve inches from the inside of the
walls, and that space should be pack-
ed full of thoroughly dry sawdust.
Where that s not convenicent, an
eightecn-inch space may be lefit and
pached with cut hay or straw entire-
lv free from ice chips and snow. The

jllustrations shown are of an ice
house 15 feet 10 inches by 12 feet,
10 iuches and 9 feet high. The
ground plan (Fig. 1) shows the

framework, made of 4 by 2 inch stud

framework, made of 4 by 2 inch
studding, boarded with l-inch stuf

inside and clap-boarded outside. 'T'he
door in front is 3 feet wide by 8 feet
3 inches high. A cross section (Iig.
9) shows the ice.in position and the
appearance of the roof, with ventila-
tor, which is in cach end. The door
is of double matched-stuff, and di-
vided. DPicces of plank fit across the
opeuning incide, being placed in posi-

tion as the house is filled, and re-
moved as emptied. The section
through the sill shows the floor of

stone and sawdust, studding and con-
structicn at caves. The size of-1ma-
terial is shown so plainly that it ex-
plains itsell. We have used an ice
house huilt after this plan for four
yiars, and like it very much.

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"7 POULTRY HOUSES.:
Two Plans Wiich Furoish Some Infer.

mation for Those Who Intend to
Build Hen Structures.

The first thing to be done in es-
tablishing poultry quarters on a
farm is to select a location. A great
deal depends on whether or not the
selection is made judiciously and for
the best interests of the fowls. A
good location would be on the side
of a hill -~ that slopes to the south;
trees on the north and west provids
a good protection. 'There is no best
plan for a poultry house. The best
plan is the plan you prefer. _\Iluch‘
depends on the cost, the location,
the breed, and the number of fowls.

The ground plan of house No. 1
can be extended to any length  de-

sired, with the same interior ar-
rangement. The dimensions of house
No. 1 are 14 x 24 feet. in the

should extend the entire length. I
is the feed trough, being placed in

the alley to prevent the fowls from
getting  into it and for convenience
of feeding; N is the nest boxes,
which are placed on a shelf 18 inches
from the floor, and arranged to open
into ‘the alley, so that the eggs may
be gathered without cntering - the
pens. The  cover over the nests
should be placed at such an angle
that the fowls cannot roeost upon
them. The space under the nest
boxes is lathed up, leaving space en-
ough between the lath for the fowls
to feed thirough. 7The partitions be-
tween the pens and over the nest
boxes may be made of lath or wire
netting. R is for roosts, which are
placed one foot above a tight plat-
form, the platform being placed two
feet  above the floor of the house.
D B is for dust bath. D stands for
each door, and W for each window.
Floor may be either ground or
boards, but good drainage is neces-
sary.

Poultry House No. 2.—The dimen-
sions of ground plan of No. 2 are
14 x 28, with a 6-foot alley running
crosswise between the two ‘depart-
ments, and will accommodate 25 to
35 fowls (according to the size of
them) in each department, and
should be at least 7 feet high. The
building should face with windows
towards the south. It may be built
of double boards with tar paper be-
tween. Roosts are placed at far side

of each department, 10 inches above

from floor. The roosts may be
cleatéd to crossbars lying across the
platform. The crossbars may each
be hinged to the wall, so that both
they and the roosts may be lifted up
and fastened to the wall while the
platform is being cleaned. S is a
small box containing small grit for
the fowls. ' B is feed bin. L W is
large window on the south. D B is
dust box. D D D is doors leading
from the outside into the two de-
partments. N N is for nests, placcd
20 inches above the floor on a plat-
form, and are made to pull out same
as a drawer, to gather the eggs, and
may also be inverted so that setting
hens can come off the nest to eat in
the alley and no others can get on
the nest to disturb her. The space
between the nest platform and the
ground should be lathed up, and
fowls eat from trough that is in the
alley.—Claude Blake, in Lgndon
Farmers’ Advocate.

How to Prevent Black Leg.

The cause of ‘‘black leg’’ in cattle
is the bacillus anthracis, a vegetable
organism. This bacillus establishes
the diseases known as anthrax,
which occurs in various forms, such
as splenic apoplexy, gloss anthrax,
carbuncular erysipelas, etc. The
term ‘‘black leg’’ is used for the dis-
ease occuring = in young, thrifty
cattle, because on skinning the affect-
ec} quarter the flesh is black. Reme-
fhes, as a rule, fail. Your only plan
is to use preventive measures. Us-
ually when one animal is affected
others follow, unless means to pre-
vent further infection are used, and
as the disease is fatal as a rule,
quick action is called for. Remove
all two-year-olds and under from the
pasture  where disease started.—
Rural World.

Eggs in the Early Spring.

Eggs have brought good prices
t‘hls_ winter, and they give more pro-
fit in proportion to the cost of the
materials entering into their ' com-
position than any other animal pro-
duct on farms. TIf the flock is large
and but few eggs are secured, it may
be due either to too much grain, a
lack of animal food or to having too
many hens for the space occupicd. It
1s a mistake to keep more fowls than
can be accommodated, simply to
wait for the warm weather of spring
for them to begin laying. Cut out
all the unprofitable members of the
flock.

NEW YORK STOCK EXCHANGE.

New York, April 22—The extraordinary ac-
tivity' of the speculation on the stock ex-
change is witnessed by the record of the
aggregate sales for the day, which rose to
2,882,500 shares, compared with the previous
high Tecord on Friday of 2,196,400 shares.
The character of the market showed a mark-
ed change from that of the latter part of
last week, when the tendency was distinct-
ly upwards throughout the list. There was
great variety in the speculation and extreme
irregularity in the movement of prices all
day and a recurrence of the feverish tone
which has broken in° on the present extend-
ed advance in prices at vanious times. It
was obvious that very heavy profit taking
was going on in stocks which have showed
the greatesti strength recently. The bulls
had the situation fairly well in hand through
the early part of the day and the process
of shifting the speculation from one set
of stocks to another, which has gone on in
constant succession all through the period
of the rise, seemed to be going on in a nor-
mal manner. The weight of the profit tak-
ing became so formidable, however, and the
violent manipulation of special stocks by
which it was sought to sustain prices be-
came sgo palpable that the bears made a
powerful concentrated attack on the market
in the final hour. They offered prices down
by rapid steps without meeting any effective
support, taking the market away frqm the
bulls, who were eagerly taking their profits.
The relapse from the high point was very
violent in some stocks and the level of the
whole market was carried well under Satur-
day’s close. The violence of the deeline in-
Yited some profit taking by the bears, whose
covering demand ‘caused a few sharp rallies;
but the general tone was weak at the close.

The bond market was active and broad,
but the price changes were irregular. Total
sales, par value, $6,480,000.

UNDER WATER TO THE POLE.

PR

Herr Kampe Expects to Find Open Spaces
in the lce Pack.

| e

At a recent meeting of the Vienna
geographical society Hewr Kampe outlined
his plan to reach the mnorth pole ‘in a
submarine boat now being built at Wil-
helmmshaven.

The boat will be ellipsoid in form, with
a major axis of 70 feet, a breadth of
2% feet and a displacement of 800 tons.
The boat will hold sufficient air to last
five persons 13 hours, the carbonic acid
gas being removed by a combination with
caunstic soda.

She will have both horizontal and verti-
cal screws, the latter, for raising and
depressing the vessel. The motive power
will be petroleum, of which 150 tons will
be carried. This amount is calculated to
be more than five times what is necessary
for a trip from Spitzbergen to the pole
and back.

In the 15 hours during which the boat
will be able to stay under water it can
cover 50 miles. It will be submerged at
the edge of the land of ice surrounding
Spitzbergen and will be steered toward
the nearest open water to the north.

Herr Kampe does not think that the
ice pack is of a greater depth than 20
foet, and the boat can descend 160 feet.
If, after six hours, no opening in the ice
can be discovered the boat will return to
the last opening, but if the pack is thin
attempts will be made to blast and open

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A BETRAYED PARTY.

o

* Few thingé v‘vhich have come to the

Conservative party at large, barring
perhaps the . ".’é:;t reverse of
1896, can lave been more painful
than the enforced conviction that

_their leaders and press have practically
gone to pieces. While the party had some
principle to serve as a rallying'cry, there
was the natural hope that Liberal
control might be overthrown; but that
expeotation must have been succeeded by
the deadening instincts of despair as they
have been seen Conservative traditions
one by one trampled under the feet of
the men who were trusted to uphold
‘them.

This is not mere partisan talk. Every-
one knows that the very basis of the
National Policy was the encouragement
of mnative industry by the exclusion of
foreign made goods. It was said, and
not without force as to the fact, that
Oanada had been made a slaughter mar-
ket for American products. For eighteen
vears the preaching and the practice of
the party were along these lines. Nothing
that could be said on economic grounds

" in favor of lighter taxation and greater
trade dreedom influenced either the Con-
servative leaders or the judgment of the
popular majority. Protection by exclu-
sion remained the rock bottom doctrine
of the party. :

Both the parliamentary representatives
of the Conservative party and their pre=s
geem to have got well away from that
pos'tion. It is true they support ambig-
uous and colorless resolutions in favor of
protection in the abstract; but in prac-
tice they have swung to the other ex-
treme of condemning the encouragement
of Canadian: industry and of commending
the influx of American products. In the
history of dominion politics there has not
been a change of base by any party so
radical and so complete. It is not to be
wondered at that the great body of Con-
servatives, the men who really compose
the party, have been reduced to a state
‘of absolute discouragement.

A case in point makes these observa-
tions clear and unanswerable. The min-
ister of railways gave a contract in Sep-
tember last to the lake Superior Power
Company for the delivery of 25,000 tons
of steel rails annually during a term of
five: years. The ILake Superior Power
Company was a new industry involving
the outlay of enormous capital, and the
government needed the rails. 1f the rails
were nqt purchased in Canada they would
have to be bought abread. The minister
decided to buy in Canada and thereby as-
sist in putting on its feet a great manu-
facturing enterprise affording employment
to thousands of men.

Did the Conesrvatives in parliament sup-
port this policy? Did our staunch and un-

\

e T~

compromi-ing moraipg contemporary ap-
plaud Mr Blair’s action? Not at all. The
oppcsition and ‘their press joined in con-
demning the bargain. They declared that
the government uld buy rails in the
open market, getting them where they
could be had cheapest, instead of engag-
ing to purchase in Canada. It
would be difficult tp imagine a case in-
volving a more complete departure from
principles which have been claimed for
twenty years to be. the inspiration and
kife blood of the Cogiservative party.

But that was not all, nor perhaps the
worst phase of this sudden apostasy. The
contract in question stipulated that the
price to be paid for the rails during four
years of the term should be governed by
the price in the open English market. This
threw the opposition into a paroxysm.
They demanded that American steel manu-
facturers should be given a fair chance
in the Canadian market. In effect, they
wanted the much tta‘lked of slaughter mar-
ket in Canada opened again, regardless
of how it might affect Mr. Clergue’s new
industry. At best . they wanted Mr.
Clergue to get no more than the American
steel combine might dictate.

Then there was the inconsistency sug-
gested by what occurred during the elec-
tion campaign. From one end of the
Dominion to the other the Conservatives
demanded the condemndtion of the gov-
ernment on the ground that Mr. Blair
had purchased locomotives in the United
States to the injury of Canadian indus-
try. Of course, he did nothing of ‘' the
kind. He only ordered locomotives from
the Baldwins when they could not be
had here, and while an f;n-ﬁnished con-
tract was pending with the Kingston Lo-
comotive Works. But the men who, com-
plained about American locomotives.being
brought in are the same men who today
want American rails imported.

The position of the opposition in this
matter of thé steel rails stultifies the
party even more than we have suggested
thus far. They are not willing that a
new industry, just commencing on a colos-
sal and hazardous undertaking, ; should
have the benefit of prices prevhiling in
the open Englich market. They: prefer,
rather, to put it in the power’ of the
American combine to say just how much
Mr. Clergue shall get for his Canadian
made rails, and unless the conscience and
methods of huge combines across the line
have changed it would not be long before

the story of the lion and the lamb would
be exemplified with respect to the 'steel

rail industry in this country. } \‘

All this might be defensible from \the
standpoint of the absolute free’ :
but it cannot be made to fit with the
doctrines and practice of the Conservativé?
party, and we say again that it show'pf‘
how completely the leaders and news!
paper mouthpieces of that party have
dashed to the ground all that they built
up during a generation of administrative
life, In short, the party has been" Be-
trayed. ; !

An Estimate Made by Canadian Writer
of Wide Information.

| entitled “Half a Century’s Progress,” by
John Reade, F. R. 8., Can,, in the April
C(anadian Magizine, will be
data to those who -are endeavoring to
estimate the populaticn of Canada as it
will be revealed by the census now being
taken.

Manitoba's population in 1870, (exclusive
of Indians) was ° 12,228; ‘in 1861° Van-
“conver's Island had a population of 3,024,
of whom 2330 ‘belonged to the town of
Vietoria or its vicinity. In 1870 British
Columbia had a white population of 10.-
588. In 1874 the population was estimated
to be 1500, thus distributed: Whites,
11.500: Chinese, 3,000; blacks, 300; Kaaa-
Lkers (Hawbians), 200. Fer years the popu-
Tatien of British  Columbia  was  like
Sambo’s  dhicken, it moved about =o
much that it conld not be counted. The
figures above given enable us. however,
“to estimate the populaiion of all the
provinces and terrvitovies in 1831, Indians
included, as something less than 2,500,-
000. la 1871 the population was 3.689,257;
in 1881, 4,324810; in 1801, 4.833.239. At
Lithe coming census it will probably range
Jrom 6,125.000 to 6.250,000. It is not like-
lv to exceed the latter figure.

Death of Annie Dalzell.

Chrand Manan, April 22—Annie Dalzeil,
the youngest daughter of William and
Mary Dalzell, was born November 27,
1883, and died of consumption April 17,
1901. She was of very sweet and tender
disposition, winning friends wherever she
went.

She was laid to rest in the cemetery on
the hill in sure and blessed hope of a
glorious immortality, on Sunday, April 21.
The funeral services were conducted by
the Rev. R. (i. I'ulton, assisted by Rev.
L. J Leard.

The case was desperate, and so he took
his life in his hahd and went to the house
in question, hoping to gel some of them to
return to the ship. The room he found
crowded with men of all sorts and condi-
tions; but as soon as he was recognized,
knives were drawn, and his last ‘hour ap-
peared to have arrived. By a heaven-sent
ispiration, however, he made a certain
sign, whereupon three or four men at once
left the crowd and placed themselves on his
side, and they not only got him saiely away,
‘but induced enough men to return with him
to work hig ship home again.”

Even during the present war, the tie of
thé brotherhood has been recognized both by
Boers and Englishmen. A colonel of a
Canadian regiment at Modder River, on a
Sunday morning, strayed too far from his

camp, when he suddenly found himself
coveted by the rifle of a Boer. By a fortu-
nate 1mpulse he made the customary sign,
and cried out, ‘‘Don’t shoot, .’ The
Boer immediately threw down his gun and
hurried to the colonel, informing him that
he belonged to ‘‘De Broederband'’' in Pre--
toria, and was a member of General Cronje’s
staff. He begged him to return at once to
his camp, and made kim accept a valuable
coin as a souvenir of his escape. The Eng-
lish **Rising Sun’” Lodge was allowed to
meet at Bloomfontein throughout the war,
and this as a special exception to the rule
that no civilians were allowed to be out
after 8§ p. m. Of all the members of the
Dutch Lodge *‘Vryheid,” it is said that not
one remains, all having fallen in action. The
same fate befell all the officers of the
Ermolo Lodge. We are told that, although
four lodges -in Natal were taken pcasession
of by the Boers, no damage was done to
any of the buildings. The following inter-
esting extract from {he American Tyler
gives a further proof of this statement: ‘‘The
‘Masons of Dundee, one of the Natal towns
in the possession of the Boers, recently
erected a very handsome Masonic temple,
and the structure was religiously respected
by the Boers, though at one time some
rebels attempted to loot the furniture. The
only ‘Euglishman left in Dundee (allowed to
remain with his wife, who was nursing a
sick -person) learned of the attempted loot-
ing, and, being a Mason, notified a Boer,
whom hg knew to be a Mason. The Boer
f'ommumcated at once with the command-
ant, anq a guard was placed over the build-
1}15. whxc!: has remained intact ever since.

Interpreters After Winter Port
Business.

GOLD CAP PROMINENT.

Theodore Bernard and  Chris.
Nichols Bend Their Energies To-
wards Securing Business for the
C. P. R. and L C. R. Respectively
--A Clash Results.

——

The most interesting incidents in con-
nection with the winter port business, just
at present, are the happenings between
Theodore Bernard and Christopher Nichols
—rival interpreters.

Both were rival candidates for the posi-
tion as. interpretcrs, -in connection with
the landing of foreign passengers on the
west side.

Bernard, however, outrivalled the genial
Chris. and was successful- last season in
securing employment with the Elder-
Dempster line.

Since then Nichols has not heen Joath
to see that Bernard had a slight leaning
of friendship towards the C. I’ R., and
had demonstrated this on several occa-
siona. :

Nichols, ‘on the other hand, has for
some time been friendly disposed towards
the I. C. R. and has for some time ren-
dered his services gratuitously to “the
people's railroad” in cecuring passengers
from sunny Italy, for that road.

Nichols ‘made a rame for himseif in
looking after immigrant passengers and
convinced the I. C. R. that there was
good business to be kad from the winter
port stecamers, if carefully looked after,
and, as a result of a per-onal interview
with 1. Tiffin, 1. C. R. traflic manager,
he has been employed to visit the steam-
ers in the interests of the I. C. R.

Nichols now claims to be on equal foot-
ing with his rival, and matters have
waxed warm between the two on the
arrival of the last two steamers. Nichols
accuses Bernard of misinforming the pass-
engers and also immigration officials as
to the circumstances of the passengers.
Whether this assertion is or is not true, it
is a fact that the daily papers have had

misleading information “concerning the
handling of these passengets. )
On the arrival of the Lusitania 're-

cently, some dozen or more immigrants
were kept on board ship because Tinmi-
gration Agent Lantalum was informed
that they had not sufficient money to buy
their tickets. It was afterwards learned
that the immigrants had money, and when
given an opportunity purchased tickets to
Montreal and Toronto via I. C. R.

Probably one of the most amusing things
which has happened during this guerilla
warfare between the interpreters, occurred
Saturday. Bernard had some dozen Ital-
ians on the west s for some days, wait-
ing for money, and Nichols  telegraphed
a contractor in Montreal on Saturday for
money, which he received. Then he went
into Bernard’s territory, got the passen-
gers and sent them to Montreal via the
1. C .

Not to be out done by Nichols, Bernard
was sharp on time yesterday upon the ar-
rival of the mail steamer Wassau. Nichols
happened along a few moments later and
wallzed on deck, just in time to hear his
rival delivering an oration to the immi-
grants. During the course of his re-
marks, Bernard told his disciples to “be-
ware of Nichols,” and pointing to his of-
ficial cap, he explained that he was there

.to protect them.

As soon as Nichois appeared on deck,
Bernard told who he was, and the Italians
made a race at Nichols, who was forced
to wretreat.

Nichols was of the opinion that Ber-
nard’s official cap and gilt band ere
largely responsible for the implicit confi-
dence the Italians bad placed in him.
So he started back to the ship in the
afternosn wearing a cap with gilt braid,
not exactly like Bernard’s, but it filled
thebill. With his uniform cap he proud-
ly walked into the I. C. R. passenger of-
fice later, with twelve more passengers
for Montreal.

The interpreters’ escapades come as a
sequel to the winter port business and
there is little doubt that there has been
considerable crookedness on the part eof
some one in handling these passengers. It
is a known fact that hundreds of pass-
engers Lefore leaving Italy have been in
possession of cards directing them to travel
by the government railway, after arriving
in Canada and these cards have been
taken from them and others substituted.

As a result of the-harsh words used by
John towards Nichols, during his oration
on the Wassau yesterday, Nichols has
threatened the Greek with an action,
while all that John can say in reply, is
that “Nidhols talks too much with his
hands.”

UNABLE TO GET STEAMERS.

A FLYING ' MACHINE:

e

The Dennys Are Building One
for a Spaniard,

London, April 20—Mr. Archie Denny, in
his speech after the Shamrock launching,
referred to the diversity of the work the
firm were constantly engaged on, and re-
ferred specially to the novelty which they
had just completed for James Gordon
Bennett, and revealed the secret that they
have practically finished a flying machine
for a client.

The flying machine referred to in Mr.
Denny’s speech at the luncheon was de
signed by a young Spaniard named Ver-
gara. Accompanicd by his father, he
came from Spain where, he informed the
correspondent of the Associated Press, he
conducted  successful experiments  with
models of his idca.. The machine now
building will be completed and tried with-
in a fortnight.  Senor Vergara is modest
and reticent regarding his invention, but
it can be judged that it must possess no
little pmctimbility and new ideas to in-
duce a hard headed firm like the Dennys
to take it up.

Senor Vergara said to the correspondent
of the Associated Press:

“My plan is quite simple and my ma-
chine is equally so. It is constructed on
the same principle which enables birds to
fly. There is no balloon or other similar
devices attached. I have always believed
that aerial navigation is only a dynamic
problem and I hope that I have solved 1t
on these lines. Other inventors of the
present day have worked on the principle
that aerial flight is a static or hydrostatic
puzzle. The machine, now building at
Dumbarton, will be propelled by manual
power. 1t will be capable of carrying two
men. We will eventually substitute a
motor for the manual power, but at first
these primitive methods rather help to ex-
plain the principle upon which we are
working. Any scientist will understand
what we are aiming at when he hears
that we have got air ships, or rather an
aerial flying machine that is apparently
workable on purely dynamic lines.”

The Dennys refuse to give out any fur-
ther information than that contained in
the speech of their junior partner, l)qt
they evidently lay much store by this
hitherto carefully concealed experiment in
aerial navigation.

Fisher testified in his own behalf, that
both Cutliffe and McKenzie made at him
‘on the mormning of the shooting; that he
tried to defend himself with his hands,
that he remembered having the revolver
in his pocket, having placed it there two
days before. He did not want to do more
injury than just to defend himself; he
did not known that he had hit Cutliffe
until the afternoon; that the second shot
was occasioned by his fall when Mec-
Kenzie threw him, as he still had his
hand on the revolver.

Dr. McDougall and James McKenzie
both testified, their evidence being the
same as at the preliminary examination.

D. W. Robb, president of the Robb
Engineering Company, testified as to
Fisher's good behaviour.

Mr. Jenks, counsel for the accused,
argued that the shooting was purely in
self-defence, and that it had not caused
grievous bodily harm.

Mr. Pipes also addressed the court,
stating that Fisher had mo right to draw
a 1evolver and that such things should
not be allowed.

Judge Morse reserved his decision until

IN MASSACHUSETTS.

Dam in Middlefield Broke:Letting Loose a

Torrent of Water.

Chester; Mass., April 21.—The Flood
Hollow dam in Middleford, gave way about
6 o’clock tonight, letting loose the water
in the big reservoir, which rushed with
terrific force into the west branch of the
Westfield river, sweeping everything be-
fore it and submerging the greater part of
this town.. No lives were lost, but great
damage has been done, the extent of
which it is impossible now, to estimate.

The dam was poorly constructed of stone
and timber and had been a constant' men-
ace. The heavy rains overflowed  thé ‘ré:
servoir and the dam showed signs of
weakening early this morning.. - Station
Agent Cole, of this town, was sent by
the officials of the Boston & Albany Rail-
road to inspect it- He at once sent word
to the people of Chester to take to the
hills for the dam was almost certain to
go out. Thirty families in the lowlands
got what things they could together and
made for places of safety. They were
none too soon for the dam broke and with
a deafening roar a tomrent of water was
let loose. The huge timbers of the dam
were hurled into the foaming torrent and
went in one great, crashing mass on to-
ward Chester. The quartz mill at Flood
Hollow, barns and ouatbuildings were swept
along in the {orrent. At Bancroft, the
station for Middlefield, the Boston & Al-
bany stone bridge was carried away, to-
gether with 600 feet of tracks. Wreckers
will be sent out from Springfield. and
Pittsfield tomorrcw ‘but it will probably
be two days before trains are runmning.

Chester presents a desolate sight. The
electric light station is submerged and
the town is in total darkness. Houses are
flooded and the streets filled with the
timbetrg from the dam. Mr." Garo’s house
is completely surrounded by water and
there .is no way of reaching it. The in-
mates are safe in the second story. 'The
water is going down mapidly and all dan-
ger has passed. Daylight may show a
worse state ‘of affairs than can be learn-
ed tonight.

The Eastman Murder Case, Which is Strange
in Its Phases.

Boston, April 21—It is seldom that a
capital case has atoused so much interest
as that of the trial, which begins tomor-
row morning in the Supreme Court at
East Cmbridge, of Charles R. Eastman,
an instructor at Harvard University,
charged with the murder of his brother-
in-law, Richard H. Grogan, jr., who was
shot on July 4 last, while engaged in
taty practice with Eastman.

he social, ;s well as educational stani-
ing of the accused; his near relationship
by marriage to the vietim of the unfor-
tunate affair, both having married
daughters of the late Alvin Clark, the
world-renowned maker of large telescopes;
the apparent friendliness of the two men
‘an hour before the tragedy; the target
practice which ended in the shooting of
‘Grogan, accidentally as claimed by Kast-
man; Grogan’s dying denunciation of
Eastman as his murderer; the arrest and
.somewhat remarkable discharge of the in-
structor after a hearing or inquest by a
local judge, and finally, Eastman’s in-
dictment for murder by the grand jury
in spite of the result of the inquest, have
all combined to make the case one of
the -most noteworthy in the legal annals
of the state. .

The
public prosecutor submitted that the mar-
riage was invalid and the tribunal took the
same view, on the ground that the French-
man went to London to marry ‘‘with the
intention of cmnmitting a frand on I'rench
law” and that liis name was mis-speit. His
wife was held ¢to be aware of this, and
therefore not entitled to relicf. The result
i that & respectable woman who supposed
that she was heing married is placed in a
very disagreeable position.—Baltimore Sun.

The departure from this life at his resi-
dence, Newcastle, Saturday, of Mr. James
Murray, one of the oldest and most re-
spected citizens of the town, made a deep
impression in the community-

Mr. Murray was a typical Scotchman,
a lineal descendant of the Muwrays of
Peebles, Scotland, whose ‘‘crest,” a hand
holding @ scroll with the motto “Deum
Time,” distinguished his ancestors from
other clans of the same name.

He was descended from a
long line of shepherds whose free and
open life developed that spirit of self-
reliance and abhorrence of oppression and
wrong, which distinguished the dwellers
among, the hills.

He never took 'his opinions at second
WP, and was never disposed to aban-
don his convictions for the sake of being
in the majority.

Ile neither sought or desired political
preferment. - He did not seek to adorn
his body, but rather his soul, with the
jewels of charity and mode-ty, and above
all he cherished a love of liberty, political
and economic—a democrat in the truest
acceptance of the term.

But he has lived his life. In nature’s
course his time for leaving had come, the
four seasons were complete in him, the
spring could not come again.

At 80 vears of age, after his stalwart
constitution strengthened by his temper-
ate habits had successfully rallied from
an attack of the grippe and pneumonia
he received an accidental injury, which
ultimately ended his days. His familiar
