The Pacific Railway Bill.

Cartier yesterday introduced and explain-
ed the Governments Bill for building the
Pacific Railway. The road will start at Lake
Nipissing and be 2,700 miles long ; it-will
be built by a Company or an amalgamation
of Companies'; the Government will aid it
by a money grant of $30,000,000, and 50,-
000,000 acres of land. The lands will le
taken in alternate blocks to the width
of 20 miles along the Railway, which
would amount to 34,560,000 acres, leaving
15,440,000 ‘¢ to be taken from other parts
of the Dominion.’”’ As the Dominion owns
no land except west of Ontario, it is poss«
ble that it may eventually desire to buy
portions of the lands owned by the Provin-
ces. The attitude of the Opposition in
Parliament will be regarded with a consid-
erable amount of interest. The Telegraph’s
despatch says on this point :—

¢ Mackenzie briefly pointed out some
objections to the scheme, but did not indi-
cate any particular line of oprosition. He
said the pronosed grant would swallow up
all the best lands of the country ; that to
sell lands would keep out immigration,and
besides, a large portion of the land belonged

to Ontario, and the Dominion Parliament
had no control over it.”’

The News’ telegram says :—

Mackenzie opposed the Bill as being
framed in the interests of two rings
organized to share the plunder of building
this road. He condemned the land grant,
contending that it would give to a mono-
poly most, if not all, of the fertile lands in
the Northwest, and retard the settlement
of the country. He believed it should give

free grant to settlers at all hazards,

There appear to be two rival companies
or combinations hard at work endeavoring
to secure the agreement with the Govern-
ment,—one led by Hugh Allan and his
friends, of Montreal, and suppdsed to be
backed up by Sir George Cartier ; the other
is manipulated by Senator Macpherson,
of Toronto, a great friend of the Premier.
Messrs. Galt, Brydges, Pope, and other
leading railway men are mixed up with
one or other of the Companies. It is quite
possible that the rival combinations may
come to an agreement to unite their forces.

The secheme is of the most stupendous
magnitude, involving the weightiest in-
terests, and deserving of the most serious
eonsideration. ;

Correspondence.

‘We surrender a considerable portion of
our space to day to Correspondence on a
variety of topics, including ‘* The Vagaries
of Temperance,”’ ** The Sabbath,”” ¢ Early
Closing,”” and so forth. We should have
been better pleased if the writers who have
been discussing the comparative merits of
dry-goods clerks and grocers clerks, had
kept more closely to the text, which was
supposed to have been the propriety of
closing the dry goods stores at 6 p. m.,
five days in the week all the year round.
Personalities in a discussion of this kind
intended to serve a public purpose ought to
be carefully eschewed, and the proposal
dabated on its merits alone. Several of our
correspondents, taking advantage of the
wide latitude which we have felt disposed
to allow them, have wandered wide of the
subject and indulged in reflections that can
not possibly be of public advantage. Let
us havea return to the original topic and
& cessation of hostilities as between two
important departments of trade. . We sym-
pathize with the Early Closing movement,
and we trast employers will discover that
their interests and buyers’ interests can be
as well served by closing at 6 p. m. asat 7
or 8, as we believe to be capable of as clear

- demonstration in St John as in Glasgow
or London. Many employers, too, believe
this to be a fact ; but the difficulty appears
to be to secure unanimity of sction among
the trade as a body. To ensure this the
efforts of the employees should be directed
towards indueing employe:s to call a meet-
ing of their own and giving the subject due
consideration. A halt hour’s interchange
of sentiment among employers would
satisfy them that - they could not possibly
be lpsers, while their clerks would be gain-
ers in important particulars.

& On Thursday we published a short
editorial asking fair play for Mr. Elder
from the other members of the Press ; and
this morning Mr. Elder responds by pub-
lishing in The Telegraph the following mis-
representation of Tme TrIBUNE from the
Fredericton Ezpress :—

‘“ We are surprised at the manner in
which the claims of Mr. Elder to a seat in
the House of Commons are treated by the
St. Jobn Press. The Globe does not dis-
guise its unfriendliness, Tre TRIBUNE is
more neutral than friendly, and the News
is openly hostile.”

Vagaries of Temperance.

Mg. Eprror :—That this is & free coun-

try most people have been assured at one .

time or another. The generality of the
proposition baffles anything like close eriti-
cism. - Therefore when we hear the time
honored phrase we muse for & moment ap-
parently doubtingly, but. the difficulty of
resisting and proving it is not a free coun-
try appearing insuperable, we are com-
pelled to surrender and acknowledge the
force of the statement. It is remarkable,
bowever, that this freedom of the country
is always thrust in your face at what would
appear the most inopportune time. Let
your freedom be assailed—your privacy in-
vaded—your reputation blackened : if the
aggressor is only adroit to avoid the ex-
tremity of the law, or happens, (which is
quite as good) to be afflicted with the res
angustae domi, (a polite way of putting
“ out at the elbows’’) why then you are
sure to be reminded of the freedom of the
country, which isalways consoling ; and in
fact we might go farther and fare worse
like ' that Bishop of Cloyne of whom all
have heard. We are led to these reflections
by some articles we have happened to see
in The Temperance Journal for the current
month, and as cofiosities of literature, that
is to say temperance literature, perbaps
they are not altogether unworthy of no-
tice. * The License Law’’ and** The Rum
Delegation’’ are the two gems to which we
would particalarly direct attontion. They
bave the true temperance ring. Igoor-
ance, blaspheimny, and fanaticism can go no
farther. Five of our most respected citi-
zens are represented as claiming the
¢‘right to traffic in human souls.”—** mur-
“ der by whelesale, and generally * making
¢ it ’ necessary that there should be laws—
¢ Magistrates—prisons and scoundrels in
¢ the commuuity.’”’ ‘¢ Bat for all this” it
ia said * there is a reckoning, and Messrs.
¢ Jones, Coughlan, Grindon, Furlong,
*¢ Nicholson & Co. may rest assured that

“¢ %W hen Time, having held in trust for
Eternity the bliss and bitterness of earth,
shall render up his dreadful seal; when
invading ruin shall go abroad oo this thea-
tre of crime; when the grave, the sepul-
chre, the sea, the desert, amid the convul-
sions of expiring nature, shall yield up
their dead ; when earth, air, fire, and
ocean shall blend their energies for the
final struggle, and the dash of ruined sys-
tems shall burst on the ear of surrounding
solitudes, as the funeral dirio of a dying
world,”’ then, O then they shall stand be
fore the bar of immaculate purity, and ren-
der an account for the iniquities of a life
time employed in dealing out distilled dam-
pation to creatures made by God himself !

So says the Temperance Journal, and we
are to presume the writer of such fanfar-
onade was sober. 1s it not really tos bad
that the sacred character of temperance
should be so prostituted ? Perhaps we will
again be told it is a free country. If men
who never darkened the doors of a Univer-
sity can sucoessfully establish & communism
of Education, why should tho teacher of
morals study theology, or require a divine
mission? What need of Churches and
Ministers of religion,—for that part of the
matter what need of laws, magistrates,
&c., &c., when the purity of life and high
culture of the temperance body, throws its
halo over society ? Send revelation to the
dogs—nay temperance itself; what need
of temperance when you have no liquor?
The grand point in the temperance theory
isits simg]icity ; indeed its very simplicity
may be the reason it so long escaped dis-
covery. If men sometimes get drunk,
what simpler means of preventing the re-
currence of the misfortune, than by de-
stroying all the liquor? The theory too
may be indefinitely extended until, as far
as plansjand specifications can gu. we might
revel as it were in an imaginary wu:illenium
Thus a Philodemic Society might  be
started having for its object the abatement
ot all injuries to the person and property.

By analogy to the so called temperance
theory all persons but those belonging to
the Society might be exterminated and so
the inducement to commit murder material-
ly diminished. There might be some diffi
oultgoi: always preventing the members of
the Society from killing each other, parti-
cularly if ladies were admitted to the pri-
vileges of membership, but in all events
the grobability of murder, &c., would be
much diminished and so much good be
done. We throw out the hint for what it
is worth. The difficulties of the situation
may as well be fairly acknowledged, but
dificulty with some is an incentive to work.
The difficulties of the so called tempcrance
theory are not few—tor instance, all people
are not so jgnorant and licentious as the
temperance men themgelves. Then there
is a large class who think tho clergy are
more reliable teachers of morals than any
mere volunteer, however pharisaical, and
that self abnegation and religion should
have some relation with temperance. and
that temperance itself ia notakin to hydro-
Phobia but is applicable to every excess.
There is another appalling difficulty in the
way of the so called temperance theory :
the industry of half the civilized world is
in the wine trade. These are but a few of
the difficulties,and we are forced to the con-
clusion the only practical good the so called
temperance societies can accomplish is by
first setting out, as Mr. Houston advises, to
purify themselves, and afterwards by the
influence of their good example.

Early Closing.

Saint Jonw, April 26,
To the Editor of the Tribune.

In looking over your papers for the last
two or three evenings I see considerable
newspaper clashing between several partics
who claim to be dry goods bosses, and
clerks of the higher order, who from their
language and style of writing seem to be
rather below par, in the opinions of many
of the patrons of the Evening TRriBunE,
when they read their composition, and see

the language they use toward the grocers,
and other clerks outside of the Dry Goods
business.

Now, Mr. Editor, the clerks all want to
bring about the one great end, which is to
have all of the stores both dry goods and
grocery and all other places of basiness in
which there are business clerks required,
close up at sixo’clock five evenings in the
week, and the other Saturday night they
are willing to remain till nine or ten
o'clock if the business requires their ser-
vices, daring which time they will of course
endeavour to give all their time and abili-
ties to their employers interests; which if
carried out will not diminish the business
in the least, and will at the same time af
ford the clerks of all cldssesan opportunity
of having out door exercise, and enjoying
themselves as they choose.

As for the individual signing himself J.
M., writing as he does, he only shows ig-
norance, and a desire to impose on the
clerks in his employ, which must certainly
deprive them of the respect for him that
they would have if they were treated like
men. He should also remember that his
change froma clerkship to an employee
has been of but short duration, and when
he, like the present clerks, was in their po-
sition he would bave been better pleased if
he could have got away from business an
hour or two earlier five evenings in the
week ; and now that he i¢ differently situa-
ted he would act wisely in trying to bring
about the desired change.

And if the accusations made against J.
M. by that nimcompoop, ** yardstick’’ and
others be correct, let them seek to bring
about the change they wish, irrespective
of him, and his influence, and leave it with
the public to throw the censure where it
should go, instead of ** Yardstick,”’ if he
is a respectable young maun, stooping so
low, and making use of some very low and
ungentlemanly  language in reference to
clerks in other businesses, whose business
will not allow them to dress just as tastily
as the clerks in the dry goods business are
compel’d to for decency sake, as well as to
keep their soil'd clothes from disfiguring
the different fabrics they are coutinually
handling

Now, if Mr. Yardstick is a gentleman,
let him change his ways and language, for
there are few if any grocer’s clerks in the
city who could make themselves more ridi
calous in the eyes of the public than the
thirty-six-inch stick has; for I can assure
him, some of the smartest and best busi
ness men that have ever stood behind any
counter in this city have been grocer’s
clerks, and are remembered with respect
by the very bosses now carrying on busi
ness in this city ; and if there was not a
weak spot in the yardstick, or a dirty spot
in the web, he would not come to use the
language he has. .

If Mr. Editor, the clerks can obtain from
their employers the privileges they want,
and all work together and show to the pub
lic that all are actuated by honest prioci-
ples, how much better it would be for all
concerned, for we must all remember that
it is impossible for one man to do all, or to
live without his neighbuur.

Trusting I have not trespasscd to much
on your time and space, and that you will
give the abave a corner in your paper for
the information of some of the clerks,

To the Editor of the Daily Tribune.

There was no necessity for ** Grocer’s |

Clerk”’ to pile on the agony in the shape
he attempted to day. There is no deny-
ing that in the present crisis the dry
goods dealers have received but little
sympathy in the Early Closing movement
from grocers and their clerks, and this, I
think, is largely owing to the nature of
their business. Grocers, as a rule, are
slow-moving persons—they are in a heavy
sort of business which requires rather more
of patience and roughness and physical
strength than of ‘¢ brain power.”” They
often are called on to handle dirty goods;
to roll barrels and casks and boxes about :
and to attend to minor and unpleasant
details, from which dry-goods men are
fortunately exempt. The dry-goods busi-
pess has an elevating tendency, as it
brings the heads and the clerks into con-
tact with gentlemen and refined ladies;
whereas in grocers’ shops it is generally
the servants who buy for the family wants.
There is a tendency to be neat in their
person among one class that there is not in
the other—the business requires them to
give special attention to dress; bat it is
not so with the grocer’s clerk who would
destroy a good suit of clothes in 48 hours;
such is the rough character of their occu
pation. It is not, therefore, very sur-
prising that the grocer’s dress so shabby ;
it would indeed be singular if it was
otherwise. However, I hope the grocer
clerks are not going to oppose the Early
Closing movement because they have had
a little plain speaking in the newspapers.
They were not at our meeting, because
ours was particularly a dry-goods meeting ;
but if we succeed in our labors, the grocers
may have their meeting and do as we have
done, and all will yet be well.

They bave
not fine carpets and gas in every room and
hot and cold water carried to the top of
their three and four story houses as I see
described in the papers every day—not by
any means. And as for beinglazy which 1
suppose is the meaning of their laboring
less, than any other person ** in the com-
mupity,”’—I think the man might have
spared that charge at least when he must
know that our working people are only too
glad to get work and willing to work all
day and many of them doing little jobs
after night too. I must say a good deal of
bosh is got off about the laboring class be-
ing so well off, as is known to every me-
chanic.

Dominion Parliament.

(BY TELEGRAPH TO THE EVENING PAPERS.)

OTrawa, April 27.

Langevin submitted report of his visit
to British Columbia, whither he had gone
at desire of Privy Council, with a view of
acquiring knowledge of the new Province,
in relation to Pacific Railway and its
Western terminus, and to study require-
ments of that country.

The report opens with elaborate descrip-
tion of climate and territorial characteris-
tics of the Province; its advantages for
settlement ; extent of its forest lands and
timber, which are described as being very
rich.

The report then geve a description of
the auriferous regions and the causes of
the tardy development.

The first requisite in that regign, he
says, was a geological survey; that the
survey is being made, and gives promise of
the happiest results. In the meantime it
is established that from the United States
frontier to 53 degrees North latitude, and
to the width of one to two hundred miles,
Gold is found nearly everywhere, the ex-
ports in gold-dust, in 1869 being nearly
three and a half million dollars.

The Report, which is interesting all
through, gives valuable information on
almost everty subject connected with the
country.

¢ Esquimault,’’ he says, is the best hare
bor on the Pacific coast north of Sanfran-
cisco ; it is well lighted and may 'be enter-
ed with facility either by day or night, in
fine or sformy weather.
