In re­
ply to Palmer, the Premier said the Gov­
ernment had no intention of applying for 
an amnesty for any person who commit- 
ed the offence in Manitoba.

A committee was appointed to enquire 
into and report upon the railway carry­
ing trade of the Dominion.

The Premier gave notice that he would 
ask that the Government have an addi­
tional day for their measures after next 
week.
