The above report was read at the 
town council meeting and was discus- 
sed at some length. Coun. Belle-Isle 
spoke of a site on the Main river at 
Big Cross Point which at no greater 
expenditure was estimated would give 
much more power. The whole mat- 
ter was left over until Mr. Foss could 
come to Campbellton to discuss it|

While it would be advantageous to 
Campbellton to get as much power as 
possible we feel strongly that no time 
should be lost in getting the Upsal- 
quitch project under way. The fish- 
ing leases on this river expire in March 
1922, and if renewed might prejudice 
the town’s interests.

In regard to the Main river there 
are so many valuable fishing rights 
which are owned by wealthy fishermen 
that it would mean years of delay in 
fighting them to obtain power privil- 
eges." While we think Campbellton’s| 
rights should count more than the 
pleasure of a few Americans, yet with 
the money behind the latter, it would 
be a costly fight. Let us grasp at 
what is offered and not go chasing 
shadows.

WHERE CRERAR STANDS.
One of the possibilities—it might 

be wiser to say one of the probabil- 
ities—of the coming election is a gov-‘ 
ernment in which the Progressive 
party will have a very large say. Be- 
cause of that possibility or probabil- 
ity. every Canadian should know where : 
the Progressives stand on what Prem- 
Vier Meighen says in the all-important 
issue—the tariff. At a great Toronto 
meeting on Friday last Mr. Crerar. 
made his position plain: I

"I have been represented as a free 
trader. I have been represented by 
my friend, the Prime Minister, as one 
who would do away with protection 
overnight. That is not correct. It 
is not so. Any person who would 
consider such a thing would have lost 
his senses. I recognize this: that the 
industries which have grown up under 
this system must be given a fair 
opportunity to readjust themselves to 
the changed conditions. I do not be-’ 
lieve in the principle of protection as 
a final policy. I think we should es- 
tablish our business so that every 
legitimate industry in Canada will 
ultimately be able to get along with- 
out it. I know of nothing which will 
reduce the cost of living like that.
