Two of these 
spurious markings were to the left of 
Mr. McKay’s name—one immediately 
beneath it and a fourth close against 
it on the right side. Strangely enough, 
the flap of the envelope in which the 
ballots were found had not been en­
dorsed. and the deputy had not taken 
the oath as to the correctness of his 
return.

It is interesting to note that in no 
case, either in Lennox or in North 
Grey, where suspicious work has ap- 
peared in connection with a return, 
has the customary affidavit of the 
deputy been sworn to.

It was at once obvious that there 
had been foul play. The ballots in 
question were counted in the presence 
of six men—the deputy, the poll clerk 
and two scrutineers for each side. All 
gave the returns—Boyd 29, McKay 40. 
They could not have been ballots to 
which objection had been taken, be- 
cause there was no endorsement ou 
them to that effect, and no record of 
them as such had been kept. The 
spurious crosses, though apparently 
done hurriedly and in a clandestine 
manner, were such as could not 
escape an entire group of six men.

A long argument ensued, the Judge, 
however, remarking that he did not 
require argument as to the ballots 
themselves, which, in his belief, had 
been tampered with, but as to his 
jurisdiction to count them for Mr. 
Boyd in the state in which they ap- 
speared.

Counsel for the Conservative ar­
gued that the Judge should not re­
verse the decision of the deputy, who 
counted them for Mr. Boyd, inasmuch 
as they bore no endorsement showing 
that objection had been taken to them 
at the count on the clone of the poll. 
The deduction, which it was held had 
been settled by law, was that in the 
absence of such objections they could 
not now be in the same state and 
condition an when originally counted, 
and that they therefore should stand 
for Mr. Boyd.

The most 
bitter vindictiveness and inhuman 
atrocity were displayed by a battalion 
of Yankees who had been living 
Canada before the war, and who en­
listed in the United States’ service, 
under the name of Canadians in or- 
der to create the impression that the 
people of this province were dissatis- 
fied with British rule. No outrage 
was too brutal for these fiends to per- 
petrate, and to them was due much 
of the bitterness that characterized 

the struggle. 451
Would it not be to-day, as1 

in 1812-14, should the occasion arise: 
There is every reason to believe it 
would We want as few alien settlers 
as possible. The inevitable conse- 
quence of filling our unsettled dis- 
tricts with Yankee settlers will be to 
Americanize and republicanize those 
portions of the Dominion. The time 
may come when the votes of these 
people will out weigh the votes of loy­
al settlers and the invasion of Canada 
will have been accomplished quietly, 
but none the less surely. This need 
not be. Canada can be retained for 
Canadians, to work out her own gtor- 
ious destiny as an integral portion of 
the British Empire, instead of be-

Parla your attention la sometimes at­
tracted by the barking of a dog, and, 
on such an occasion one of the queer-1 
est of the outdoor trades of Parla is 
seen. Near the water’a edge, hie black I 
coat flecked thickly with soapsuds, 
stands the dog, and over him, en- 
ergetically shampooing the soap into 
the long, hairy coat, elands one of the 
professional dog washers who haunt 
the banks of the Seine at stated spots 
from the Pont d’Iena to the Pont Neuf. 
These men lather and wash pet dogs 
while their ownera look on from con­
veniently placed chairs. The fees range 
from 5 sous to a franc. When the soap- 
ing operation la completed, the dog is 
dropped into the river and encouraged 
to get rid of the dirt and soap by a 
swim._

Sometimes the pet will swim straight 
out, while the fair owner is in agonies 
of fear lest some swiftly passing 
steamer should strike it and end its 
bathing and swimming days forever. 
On more than one occasion the dog 
washer has been driven to plunge in 
and rescue the bewildered animal lest 
the infuriated owner should claim com­
pensation for his carelessness. With 
some Parisiennes this weekly pet 
washing is a ceremony of importance. 
The dainty lady, alighting from her 
smart Victoria, goes down the steps to 
the washing place chosen, preceded by 
her footman carrying or leading the 
dog, as the case may be, and then, 
seated under a sunshade, she directs 
the toilet of Fill or Nero with tender 
solicitude. The toilet dee chiens at the 
fashionable spots includes warm, fleecy 
towels, a peignoir de bain while the 
dog’s hair is being curled, combed, 
singed or cut, and a length of ribbon of 
a selected color to tie round its neck at 
the finish.

Montreal, June 10,—There were some 
400 head of butchers’ cattle, 100 calves 
300 sheep and lambs and 50 small pigs 
offered for sale at the east end abat­
toir to-day. The butchers turned out 
strong and there was a brisk demand 
and firm prices paid for good cattle, 
but the common stock were rather 
numerous and slightly lower in price. 
Mr. G. Martell bought six of the best 
cattle at 6 1-2c per lb. and the other 
prime animals were sold at about 6c 
per lb., pretty good cattle sold at from 
4 1-2c to near 5 3-4c and the common 
stock at from 3 1-4c to 4c, per lb.

Calves were rather scarce and high­
er in price, but there were not many 
good ones among them ; they sold at 
from $2.50 to $8 each. Shippers paid 
4c per lb for good large sheep, and 
the butchers paid from 3 1-2c to 3 3-4c 
per lb. for the others. Yearlings sold 
at from 4c to 4 1-2c per lb. Lambs 
sold at from $2.50 to $5 each, very 
few bringing over $4. Good lots of fat 
hog’s sold at from 6 1-2c to 7c per hb, 
and the heavy packers at about 6c per 
lb, weighed off the car». The small 
pigs were from 5 to 8 weeks old and 
sold at from $1.50 to $2.50 each.

“Never losing sight of the superior, 
permanent interests of the country, 
our foreign policy will continue the 
alliance of which France and Russia 
equally appreciate the beneficent ac­
tion and in which universal opinion 
sees an essential guaranty of the 
world's equilibrium. We shall culti­
vate relations and friendships which 
have been happily developed or re­
newed, and which are facilitated by 
community of origin, proximity or 
similarity of institutions and history. 
Respectful of others' rights, we shall 
devote ourselves to maintaining intact 
the moral and material patrimony of 
France."

CABLE STEAMERS'. ESCAPE.

Roseau, Dominica, June 11.—There 
was another explosion at Mont Pelee, 
Martinique, on Friday last. The sky 
was obscured for three hours, but 
there was no fall of ashes at Fort de 
France. The sea tell seven feet and 
remained stationary for some time be­
fore the waters flowed back to their 
normal level.

The French cable steamer Pouyer 
Quertier was lying five miles off the 
lower crater when the explosion occur­
red. .A dense black cloud rolled down 
the mountain to the aea.
