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TEACHING.

(BY AN M. A.)

“In treating this subject, we purpose
to refer to the qualifications necessary
for obtaining the various grades of
teachers’ license ; to furnish informa-

tion relating to the number and charac- |

ter of the common, academic, and col-

- Jegiate schools of the Maritime Prov-

jnces, and the number and the attain-
ments of the instructors employed in
them ; to present as correct an exhibit
as possible of the rates of salary
received by these instructors; to show
wherefh the profession of teaching,
owing to inherent peculiarities and ano-
malies, must always differ organically
from the other professidns ; to make a
just and impartial comparison of the
profession with the others, in regard
to the status of its members, in
wealth, in social position, and in the
body politic; to make a brief examina-
tion of the nature,.the importance, and
the interests of the work in which
teachers are engaged,a nd finally to
sum up the inducements, present and
prospective, which present themselves
to young men and young women of edu-
cation, culture, and high toned moral
sentiment, to enrol themselves as mem-
Ders of the teaching profession.

In Nova Scotia there are five grades
of teachers’ license, A, B, C, D, and E,
—ranging fiom the highest to the low-
est. These are for tie following classes
of teachers : —A, classical or head mas-
ters ; B first class male; C, second class
male and first class female; D, third
class male and second class female;
E, third class female.

For grade A license, candidates are
required to pass examination in clas-
sics, including translations from Caesar,
Cicero, Virgil, Horace, Livy, Tacitus,
Xenophon, Homer, and Euripides;
mathematics, including arithmetic, al-
gebra, geometry, trigonometry, survey-
idg and navigation; English grammar,
composition, prosody, geography, his-
tory, chemistry, physiology and school
management, For grade B no classics
are required. For grades C, D, and E,
a fair knowledge of the English
branches is required. Elementary al.
gebra is also required for C and D, and|
one book of geometry for C.

The examinations are held simul-
taneously in every county of the prov-
ince, in July of every year. A candidate
holding a degree in arts from the Uni-
versity of Halifax can obtain grade A
license on passing the examination on
the subject of school management. The
plan of examination, and the classifi-
cation of teachers in New Brunswick
and Prince Edward Island are substan-
tially the same as in Nova Scotia.

The number of teachers at present in
the public school service in Nova Scotia,
may be estimated at two thousand ; in
New Brunswick, at one thousand four
bundred ; and-in Prince Edward Island,
at three hundred aud fifty,

There are seven special academies in
Nova Scotia, employing about thirty
teachers, Some of these teachers have
not a classical education, while others
are college graduates. There are five
colleges in Nova Scotia, employing
twenty-five professors; three in New
Brunswick, employing fifteen profes-

sors, and two in Prince Edward Island,
employing seven professors. All these
piofessors, with very few exceptions,
bave received a university training.

Each of these Provinces has also a
normal school for training teachers.
These schools employ three or four
teachers each.

We may add that Nova Scotia has a
superintendent of education,bis deputy
and eighteen school inspectors; New

runswick, a superintendent, deputy,
and fifteen inspectors ; and Prince Ed.
ward Island, a superintendent, deputy,
aad three inspectors.

There are in the Provinces a number
of privatg, schools for children and
young ladies; and probably not less
than two hundred teachers of drawing,
painting, and vocal and instrumental
music.

In Nova Scotia the average rate of
teachers’ salaries is somewhat lower
than in New Brunswick, The salaries
of the bead masters of the ten county
academies range from six hundred to
nine hundred dollars a year; the prio-
cipals of several of the other advanced
and high sehools cach receive from ten
hundred to twelve hundred dollars, and
in a few cases in the city of Halifax, as
high as twelve or fourteen hundred dol-
lars. According to the statistical re-
turns in the report of the Nova Scotia
education department, the salaries re-
ceived by the professors in the various
co.leges are very low.

The average rates of salary received
by the public school teachers of. New.
Brunswick, in 1876, may be set down
as follows :—Male teachers of the first
class, five hbundred 4nd seventy-one dol-
lars—not including principals of gram-
mar schools, nor the extra government
grant to those teacberzrof the first class
who taught superior schools ; —female
teachers of the first class, three hun-
dred and forty.eight dollars; mwale
teachers of the second class, three hun-
dred and sixty five dollars; female
teachers of the second class two hun-
dred and sixty dollars; male teachers of
the third class, two hundred and fifty-
eight dollars ; female teachers of the
third class, one hundred and ninety-one
dollars. In ten of the fourteen gramwar
Schools the salaries of the principals
range from six bundred and sixty, to
nine hundred and sixty dollars; and in
the remaining four, from ten hundred
to fourteen hundred dollars. The sal-
aries of the teachers in the superior
schools are lower than of those in the
grammar schools.

In Prince Edward Island the rates of
teachers’ salaries are lower than in the
other provinces.

The yearly salaries of the chief su-
perintendents of education are as fol-
lows :—In Nova Scotia the highest
hitherto paid has been fourteen bhun-
dred dollars, and four hundred for travel-
ling expenses ; in New Brunswick
sixteen hundred dollars and four hun-
dred for travelling expenses ; and in
Prince Edward Island, fifteen hundred
dollars and two hundred for travelling
expenses. The salaries of the inspectors
of schools are by no means uniform; in
in some cases not exceeding three hun.
dred dollars a year, and ina very few
others reaching a thousand or twelve
hundred dollars.

NAVAL CHAPEL.

The Cowmumissioners of the Admir-
alty bave been pleased 1o grant us a
site for a Naval Chapel 'in the vicinity of
H. M. Dockyard, Ireland Island. We are
to pay a nominal rental of one shilling
per annum.

The Chapel must be built within five
years from the time the site has becn
granted else we forfeit this grant.

It may be stated tere that we owe Vice
Adwmiral Sir Astley Cooper Key, K.C.B.,
Commanding H. M. Squadron on tbis
Station a debt of gratitude, for it has
been mainly thro’ his kindly influences we
bhave ubtained this favor, and we would
express the earnest hope that His Excel
lency may long be spared to fill an 1m-
portant place 1n the Councils of. our na.
tion. . .

To build this Chapel there will neces-
sarily be an cutlay of not less than £600.
Perbaps £100 of this amount could be
raised in the Dockyard, from the Wesley-
ans among the Marines and Seamen of
the fleet and the civilians who are in Her
Majesty’s employ in the dockyard. The
balance must be raised by outside sources.

The Chapel is a necessity, it must be
built. It would seem that our Mission
Fund should grant money for this object.
It would seem to be a legitimate charge
upon it.

We feel sorry that our time on this
charge is almost up and that we cannot
stay to see this work completed, but com-
fort our heart with the thought that some
one better qualified will take our place.

W hile tbe facts are these, viz.: there are
more white Methodists in Bermvda than
colored ; onefowrth of the missionary
money collected in Bermuda is given By
colored people, while more than three-
Jourths of the congregation engaged n
building the new church are white peopl .
‘No doubt. bat both colored and whit
brethren will do all in their power for the
mew chorch; but let honor be given to
whom it is due. There can be nd reason
why our brethren in the north should not
feel quite as much interest in poor white
people as in “ poor colored people,” while
perbaps some might on the ground of
near consanguinity prefer to heip the for-
mer rather than the latter in their efforts
to erect a grand church edifice. Be this
as it may many of our Bemudian friends do
not see why they, with Saxon blood cours-
ing in their veins and a complexioa fair
and white as the falling snow, should be
called * colured people” simply because
they belong to the Metbodist Uhurch and
contribute to the missionary fund. Ouar
people both white and colored cuntribute
liberally in proportion to their meaus,
Our colored people bave not been able to
do very much in the past, but the circum-
stances are improving. They bave a
heart to give and we may comnfidently ex-
pect greater things from them in the fu.

THE TELEPHONE.

The inventor of the remarkable in-
strument just described is a Scotchman
who came to Canada in 1870.

In his
work on “ visible Speech” he has illus
trated exactly what movements of lips
and tongue accompany the utterance of
the various sounds of the human voice,

| He bas thus originated a science by

which deaf-mutes bave been tsught to
detect by the eye the words spaken to
them and by awakening the dormant
powers of articulation (dormant because
ot deafness), deaf mutes have been
taught to speak. The inventor of the
telephone thus plainly comes by his
genius and success through inheritance
and training. His wife, althou. h born
a deaf-mute, can enter freely into con.
versation through the wonderful science
of bearing with the eyes, taught her by
her husband.

Prof. Bell bas recently exhibited his
inveantion before the British Associatign
at its annual meeting at Plymouth, and
before the Society oi Arts at Loundon,
where much interest has becn eviuccd
and much valuable suggestion given as
to 1ts application and mmprovement.—

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IS THERE A HELL ?

AN ENQUIRY AND AN ANSWER.

—

I.—PRELIMINARY

If you will open your atlas at the
map of Africa, you will observe, at the
westward of the Nile River and Tan-
‘ganyika Lake, an extensive tract of
country marked “Unexplored.” The
map shows no mountains, no rivers, no
lakes, simply because no onme knows
what is there. It is * unexplored.”
But Stanley is on his way back to Ame-
rica. 1f, on his arrival, he should an-
nounce that, in the eentre of that hither-
erto unknown territory, he had dis-
covered a great lake, to which on
account of its dismal surroundings, he
bad given some name of fearful omen,
if such an announcement would be
wmade by bim, two things would cer-
tainly follow.

1. All map-makers would henceforth
indicate a lake in that region.

2. It would beeome known to every
schoolboy by the name which Stanley
gave it. ’

There is another land, to us all ‘ un-
exploced,”—the geography of which
has never been written by mortals,—
the land of the Hereafter. But, eighteen
hundred years ago, there came to earth
One who knew every rood of that terri-
tory, and who declared that somewhere
within its boundaries is a Lake of such
awful characteristics that he named it
“Hell,” and. bade us go not near it.
Now the common-seuse of mankind in-
sists upon two things here.

1. In all our maps of that country,
we must somehow indicate that Lake.

2. It ‘must be known by the name
which Christ gave it-—the Lake of Hell.

We way not be able to give its pre-
cise location, but the failure to give the
exact latitude and longitude of a place
does not prove its non-existence. Jesus .
Christ, and He alone, is able to inform
us whether there be such a Lake ; and
if he affirms it, that must some-time
end all controversy as to its existence.
By general consent the Theological
World is to-day asking this question :
What does the Bible teach us about
Hell? It is a question freighted with
the eternal iuterests of all souls. With
solemnized minds, and hearts uplifted
for divine illumination, let us seek for
an answer.

Webster's unabridged Dictionary
gives the foliowing definition of the
word ‘¢ Hell.”

1. ‘The place of the dead, or of souls”
after death; the lower regions, or the
grave; called in Hebrew Sheol, and by
the Greecks Hades.”

2. “ Tue place of punishment for the
wicked after death ; the abode of evil
spirits.”

Cominonly we employ the word in
this secondary sense, but both meanings
are allowable, and frequent in English,
Are the Hebrew and Greek words, for
which ¢ hell” stands as equivalent, em-
ployed in the same way in the Scrip-
tures? * Search and lovk.” There are
three words rendered into English by
the word * hell,” which we purpose to
examine very carefully.

These are (1) Sheol—pure Hebrew—
found only in the Old Testament ; (2)
Hadsé—pure Greek—found in the New
Téstament ; (8) Gee-Hinnom—a com-
pound word—fouad in this form in the
Old Testament, and occurring in the
New Testament, in the proper Grecized
form, Gehenna.* ’

In examining these words, if any-
where, we shal get light; for this
problem as to the existence of hell is
first and last a question of philology—
a study of the meaning of words.

* We omit all discussion of the word
Tartarosas, rendered in 2 Pet. ii. 4, * cast
down to hell,” as it occurs nowhere -else,
and when taken in connection with the
context presents no difficulties. Tiae mean-
ing of the term * Tartarus” will be ex-
plained ik the discussion of Hades.

II.—S8HEOL.

This word occurs sixty-four times in
the Old Testament. Thirty times it is
translated by the English word
“grave ;” three times by the word
“ pit,” mecmivg the same as the grave ;
and thirty-one times by the word
“heil.” e

Au example of the first rendering is
t@:n in Gen. xxxvii. 35, where Jacob
said, concerning th: supposed death of
Joseph, “ I will go down into the grave

unto my son w. urning.”  Aan example

of the second is found in Nam. avi. 82,

wher: it is <aid of Korah and his com.

pany, “ They, and all that appertained
to them, went down alive into the pif,
and the earth closed over them, and
they perished from among the congre-
gation.” An instance of the third ren-
dering is seen in Ps. xvi. 10, wl?ere
David represents Christ as saying,
« Thou wilt not leave my soul in hell ;
neither wilt thou suffer thine Holy One
to see corruption;” i.e., say all com-
mentators, thou wilt not leave me in
the grave, nor suffer thy consecrated
Messiab to consume, or to be turned to
corruption there. In other words thou
wilt raise me from the dead, before the
grave exercises the power of cor-uption
over me. So Peter construes the pas-
sage in Acts, and applies it to the re-
surrection of Christ from the grave.

Observe, in the first example “the
grave represcents Shkeol; in the second
example “ the pit” stands for Skeol ; in
the third example “hell” is put for
Sheol. Of course *“ the grave,” “ the
pit,” and “bell,” means one and the
same thing here. And this is true of
all the sixty-four instances in which
Shkeol oceurs. It never means “ hell”
in the semnse in which we commonly use
that word ; i.e., to designate a place of
future misery. Professor Moses Stuart,
of Andover, speaking of the word Sheol,
says it means commonly, (in fi fty-nine
cases out of sixty-four) “the under.
world, the region of the dead, the grave
the sepulchre, the region of ghosts or
departed spirits.” And though Mr. {.
thinks there are five passages® in which
the word may hint at something beyond
the grave, still he says that to assert
this as more than “ probable,” would be
“ somewhat hazardoas.”” (Future Pun.
ishment.)

Against the supposition that the Old
Testament writers ever meant by using
the word Sheol to designate a place of
futare retribution, stands this incontro-
vertible fact; vis., they had no clear
knowledge of rewards or punishments
in a future life. Their motives to obe-
dience were all drawn from this world.
The rewards and punishments of the
Mosaic law were all temporal. Obedi-
ence was to be followed by prosperity ;
disobedience by adversity. The bless.
ing of obedience to law were long life,
fruitful fields, success in battle, the pos-
session of a land flowing with milk and
honey. The curses for disobedience
were premature death, weakness and
terror in the presence of their enemies,

blighting, mildew and famine. Un-

doubtedly they believed in a futurelife

but their notions respecting it were of

the vaguest sort. They conceived of

Sheol as a place deep, (Jo b. xi. 8.), and

dark, (Job xi. 21, 22)) baving within it
depths on depths (Prov. ix. 18), and

it only means the place or region of the

dead.
We conclude, then, that the Orthodox

dootrine concerning a place of fnﬁgre
retribution for the wicked does notrest
upon the word Sheol, nor upon the word
“ hell,” employed by the translators—to
represent it. It is more than probable
that by Sheol the Hebrews understood
simply the realm of the dead, without
any reference to their happiness or
misery; and it is eminently probable
that the translators meact by using the
word * hell” to represent the same idea.
Had the doctrine of future retribution
no firmer support than the word Sheol,
we should discard it 1nstantly and for

ever.

* We are far from saying the Hebrews
bad no hopes or fears of the future. Such
passages as Ps. xi. 5, 6; Isa. iii. 11, xxxiii.
14; Ps. xxvi. 9; Isa. lxvi. 24; Ps. )xxiii.
24-26, and others. indicate that they bad
vague gotions concerning it, but no clear
views ; ‘especially they bad no clear con-
ception o?aplace of retribution. So Juhn,
Milman, and most scholars.

1t Sheol were to be taken to represent
any but a general idea of the future, we
should agree with Poole, that it “far
more often signifieth the place of the
blessed, whbither the saints and patriarchs
went when they died, than the place
whither sinners went.”

+ Job xxi. 13. Ps. ix. 17. Prov. v. §;
ix. 18; xxiii. 14. The reader will bear in
mind that it requires some ingenuity to
discover the probability above alluded to
in these passages.

{ We are eware that some have tried to
make out that Christ did really descend to
bell, the place of torment. But the ab-
surd idea is based upon an utterly absurd
interpretation of 1 Pet. iii. 19, 20, or on
an exploded and generally abandoned
theory of the Atonement.

I1I. —HADES.

This Greek word, translated “bell”
in the New Testament, next claims our
attention. It is universally allowed
among critics and theologians that this
word is the exact equivalent of the He-
brew Sheol, of which we have just
treated. Of course, then, it does not
mean ‘“‘ hell” in the sense of a place of
retribution. It occurs in the New Tes-
tament only eleven times, It is ten
times translated “hell,” and is once
rendered “ grave,”’—in the expression,

6),—precisely such thoughts |
as we commouly associate with the
grave,—but it bad no reference to the
happiness or misery of the dead, t
Against the supposition that the
translators of the Old Testament meant
by using the word “hell” to indicate a
place of future retribution, stands this
fact; viz., the word ‘““hell” did not
then (A.D. 1611) have the exclusive
meaning which we commonly attach to
it. The proef of this is seen in the
so-called Apostle’s Creed, where it is
said that Christ, after his crucifixion,
‘“descended into Rell.” Of course it
does not mean that our Lord went to
a place of torment, but rather that he
cutered the realm of death.; Webster
says the word “hell” is derived from
the Anglo Saxon kelas, to cover or con-
ceal. To cover a thing was at first
called “ helling”’ it. Even now in Corn-
wall this ancient meaning is retained,
and the slafing cf a house is there
termed “kelling.”” In Lancashire the
covers of books are still called the “hell-
ing.” This netion of eovering or con-
cealment, then, was the more common
one expi@ssed Ly the word * hell” in the
time of James L., and when put by our
translators to represent the Hebrew
Sheel it did r present it accurately, and
meant simply the grave, or the realm of
the dead, as eovered, hid, concealed
from mortal eyes. But two centuries
are sufficient for amy word to acquire a
different mialirg from what it had
first; and so it came to pass that we,
importing eur mod«rn sense of the word
into the Old Testament, think we recal
of J* bell” as a place of torment, when

The term Hades was borrowel from
the old Grecian mythology, and was the
name of one of its gods. It was there
taught that the three sous of Saturn
were Hades, Jupiter and Neptune.
Saturn bad formerly ruled over all
things ; but in tbe division of the king-
dom among his sons, Jupiter was ma e
ruler of the air, and Neptune ruler of
the sea, while to Hades was given do-
the place of the dead, the realm of de- :
parted spirits.*

Naturally the name of the mgythical |
god Hades came in time to represent
also the place over which he was sup- |
posed to rule, and when the myth died
out from men’s minds, th: name Hades
remained to indicate the abrde of the
dead.

But tbis realm of death had its div-
islons, or compartments, into one or
other of which according to their fit-
ness, all souls went. The part assign-
ed tothe wicked was called Tartirus;
(2 Pet. ii. 4.) that of the righteous was
named Elysium ; while Hades was the
general term for the realm including
both Elysium and Tartartus. When |
the Jews came to use the Greek lan- |
guage, as they had done before, and |
continued to after, the birth of our
Saviour, they naturally employel, to
express their ideas of the spirit world,
the terms which the Greeks had us:d

Hence Hades meant to the Jews

the Greeks (and just what Sheol mcant
to the Hebrews in the Old Testament
times)—the world of the dead, the
abode of departed s>ule. And as the
Greeks divided Hades into two parts so
did the Jews.t Professor Townsend
in substance quoting Josephus, says:
“The ancient Greeks ani the Jews di-
vided Hades into two parts, one divis-
ion being the temporary abode of the
righteous, the other that of the wicked ;
the first or upper part, was a place of
bappiness, though not necessarily of
judicial rewards ; the other a place of
suffering, though not of judicial pun-

isbment.” (Lost forever.)

This is all in the intermediate state
prior to the resurrection and the judg-
ment. (Josephus.) After the judg-

| mgns, that part of Hades known as Pa-

radise, (so called after the exile)
where Christ promised to meet the
ponitent thief, and where Abrabam and
Lazarus are consciously existing, will
be merged in what is known as the New
Jerusalem,—or Heaven proper,—which
shall descend from God, and into which
the righteous will be welcomed ; (Rev.
xxi. 1.7. Mat. xxv. 34) while that part
of Hades where the wicked are now
confined, will be merged into the ul-
| timate place of judicial punishment,—
into Gehenna, or hell proper,—amid
the closing scenes of the judgment.}
We are are now prepared to look at
some of the passages in which Hades is
found rendered into English by the
word “ hell.” |
In Matt. avi. 18 we read, “ Upon this
rock I will build my church; and the
gates of hell shall not prevail against
it.”” Hades is the word rendered “hell,”
and the obvious meaning is that the
church shall never see death, shall never
cease to exist. In Matt. xi. 23, Christ
declares that Caperoaum, which, on ac-
count of his residence there, had been
exalted to heaven in poiat of privilege,
should also be brought down to “ hell,”
where evidently the word mseans de-
struction ; for certainly the city had not,
been lifted to heaven, nor did it ever
after come down to hell, in the sense in
which we use those terms- Rev. vi. 8
has the words: “ And I looked, and be-
hold, a pale horse: and bis name that
sat on him was Death, and Hell follow-
ed with him.” ¢ Hell” here is simply
Hades, the realm of the dead, and the
imagery employed is that of a terrible
warrior going forth to kill, and send
men to the spirit world. And so of all
the eleven instances in which the word
Hades occurs, it invariably means the
region of the dead, or the abode of de-

parted spirits, without any refer:nce to
their happiness or misery. It is pre-
cisely equivaleat to Shoel among the
Hebrews, and never means “hell” in

the sense of a place of final retribution.
The Orthodox doctrine concerning
future retribution does not rest upon |
this word Hades, nor upon the term
“hell” which represents it in Engligh.§
If it bad no firmer base than this, we
should discard the doctrine at once and
forever, and cry anathemas upon the
men who teach it.

He has his own
theological views, in general well harmo-
nized with orthodox evangelism ; but still
tinged with bis own. peculiarity of-
thought. He has read widely, has a mar-
vellous mewory and a wonderful dramatic
and magnetic power. He has accomplish-
ed a great work for truth. He is not,
probably, the commissioned prophet to
reconcile all our contending theologies
and philosophies; but he does stand
bravely forth, and contends witha force
that is felt, for thbe harmony of revealed
truth with the ‘““nature of things.” Itis
easier to criticise him than t> point out
another man who could, with such sa au-
dience, for such -a period, accomplish so
much,—Zion’s Her.

REPLY TO “ONE INTERESTED.”

MR. EpITOR,—My attention has recent-
ly been directed to a communication in
the WESLEYAN of February 9th, over the
signature “ One Interested,” which at
| the time escaped my notice. If I judge
rightly, the strigtures contained in said
communicatiprf are intended to apply to
the Sussex”Vale Circuit, the Superinten-
dent of which, the President of the Con-
ference, is now absent in the United
States collecting mouey for the augmen-
tation of the fund for rebuilding the
Methodist Churches of St. John and
Portland. It would appear, according to
the statement of *“ One Interested,” that
M:. Prince received an amount last year
to which be was not entitled. It is, per-
haps, my duty, in his absence, to give the
figures and state the facts in reference
thereto, firmly believing that our worthy
President’s long and honourable career in
the service of Christ and of Methodism
places his integrity beyond the shadow of
doubt. The amount of circuit receipts
raised by the Sussex Vale Circuit last
year, was $712.79. The amount of grant
was—House rent, $150; removal, $47 ;
circuit, $80—total, £277. The circuit was
taxed $90 for the Children’s Fund, leav-
ing the sum of $10 on the wrong side of
the balance sheet. All will see at a glance
that instead of the Superintendent re-
ceiving $839.79, as ‘““One Interested”
seems to insinuate, that he did not re-
ceive his allowance of $750 by the amount
of $47.21. As it regards removal expenses,
they were regulated by the local Mission.-
ary Committee, and no individual member
of that Committce is regponsible for what
was done.

TO BOIL BEEF.

| To get the most nourishment from
| meat, the juices must be kept in during
' the cooking process.. If every stove

'had arrangements for roasting, that

would be perhaps the better method, |
but baking meats in the ovens of our |
| ordinary cooking stoves is not roasting |

by any means. Besides, there are
countless pieces in the beef which are
not adapted to roasting. These must
be boiled. If soup is desired, the meat
must be slowly boiled a long time, and
the water should be cold when the beef
is put on the stove, but if the meat is
for the table this must be the method :
Have the piece in good shape for cut-
ting up when cold; roll it and tie firm-

ly, or fasten with wooden pins; put in- |

to well-salted boiling water, turn once |
or twice that the whole outside may |
become seared, thus keeping in the |
vourishing juices; boil rapidly for |
twenty minutes, afterward keep over a |
slow fire for at least two hours. Allow |
the meat to cool perfectly before at- |
tempting to slice for the table. ;
