Moreover, they have since 1896 spent a sum of $800,000 for
maintenance and operating purposes and interest. They have also
guaranteed $300 000 at 2 p. c. to ensure the constructL of th^
(ireat Northern Elevator.

On the other hand, the Government has built the Breakwater
extension representing $2,500,000, two thirds of which are com-
