and structure of the plant or animal
would become developed, or inereas-
| ed in size and formy, and this devel-
{ opment being passed on to a future
generation, in the course of ages a
new plant or a new animal would be

| Dr. Colvin answered these claims

| by asserting that Darwinism, or in-
| deed any theory of evolution, is
| only a theory and not an established
| scientific fact; that Darwinism makes |
no attempt to explain the origin of
life; that towards the end of his life
(August_ 28, 1881) Darwin wrote
to a friend: “It is implied that my |
views explain the universe, but this |
is a most monstrous uxaggcnnion.‘
The more one thinks, the more one
feels the helpless immensity of man’s
universe, the mind refuses to look
ignorance. If we consider the whole
at it as the outcome of chance. The |
whole question seems to me insolu-
ble.”” Hence Darwin never held the |
views of some of his followers—that |
the origin of the universe and the |
origin of life could be explained on
mechanical grounds alone.
