Pecci was named governor of the Papal

The young ecclesiastic, in
1845 was called to exercise his talents
in a more important post, being con-
secrated Bishop of Damietta in parti-
bus, and sent to Brussels as Papal
Nuncio. It was as representative of

Although it was the
month of January, and although her
friend thought that illness had affected
her mind, yet cariosity brought her
to the garden, and there she beheld a
beautiful rose in full bloom, the other
trees being covered with frost. She
hastened back to Rita, swho was full of
joy and gratitude. Asked if she had
any other commission, Rita replied
that she would like her friend to go
again into the garden and bring her
two ripe figs. The ladynever hesitated
this time, and, going straight to the
garden, found two ripe figs, which, with
great joy, she instantly took to Rita.
The day before her death Rita had a
vision of Our Lord and His Blessed
Mother, who announced that within
three days her sufferings in this world
would be over and that she would enjoy
the glories of Paradise.
