and especially to the disgusting atten-
tion of dogs. Your correspondent has
repeatedly seen baskets of fruit on the
sidewalks share such treatment. It is
not to be presumed that fruit dealers
witness these proceedings with a staid
complaceney  engendered by reflections
on the fact that ““dogs will be dogs,”
or that as long as a basket of fruit
does not remain unsold. it is a matter
of little  concern whether or not the
flavor is slightly impaired. No ! it is
hoped  that the business instinet does
not operate to the exelusion of the pri-
mary notions of human decency But
it is nevertheless the ease that these
disgusting habits of dogs are carried on
from dav to dav, and must come with-
in the knowledge of the fruit vendors.
Still the fruit is piled on the sidewalks
week after week and while the owners
of dogs are looking over goods the
canines are allowed to run about
wherever theyv please.

It is to bLe supposed that dog-life in
cities is bound up with our existence
not in most cases because of a, mani-
fested desire for their proximity, but
mainly  because it is thrust upon us
by our neighbors. Therefore Mr. fellow
grocer, keep vour fruit and vegetables
ont of reach of these four-footed
prowlers.

SHORT PEPPERMINT CROP.

Growers of peppermint throughout
Michigan and Indiana have started dis-
tilling the oil. The world’s supply of
peppermint is said to be grown to a
large extent within a radins of about
100 miles in northern Indiana and south-
ern Michizan. The biggest grower is A
M. Todd, of Kalamazoo, Mich.., who
has larze peppermint farms at Mentha
and Pearl, Mieh. The second largest
crowers are Alberi Beebee & Sons. who
have big farms at Mendon, Niles and
Baroda, Mieh.

The Niles farm, which is under
Beebee, ('Hmpl'i,\t:\ upwards of 900 acres.
I

ast season the average yield per aere
on this farm was 50 pounds, which was
the biggest yield reported by any grow-
ers. Mr. Beebee stated the crop is from
25 to 50 per cent. short this season. The
present price is $1.50 a pound, but in
view of the prospective short erop. the
market is expected to advance. The
price last year ranged from $1.25 ta
$1.40 a pound.

Coneerning the vagaries of the mar-
ket, Mr. Beebee said he has sold pepper-
mint oil for as high as $5.25 a pound,
and as low as 60 ecents a pound, but
that the low water mark was reached
during the panie of '93, when labor was
very cheap, men being ¢lad to get work
at 75 cents a day.

Peppermint oil is used principally for
medicinal purposes and for confections.

One of the features of the market this
week is the high price of eggs. In To-
ronto retailers are payving 26 cents by
the case, which is 5 cents higher than
at this time last year.

This is a remarkable situation inas-

much as never before in the hListory of
the Toronto market have eggs been as
high at this season of the year.
The immediate cause, of course, is
the scarcity. Provision merchants have
difliculty in getting them from country
dealers because the latter are not gett
ing them from the farmers.

There may bhe several reasons for
this. It is possible that with the high
prices that grains have been holding at
recently, the farmers are not raising so
many hens. It is a fact that at the
present time they are holding back
eges until they can obtain the price of
fresh laid autumn eggs. This eondition
of affairs has been observed all sum-

Althouch the percentage of bad
is decreasing from what it was

during the summer season, considerable
quantities of stale eggs vet come to the
provision dealer's hands. This has na-
turally a tendency to keep up prices.

Thousands of dozens have this vear
been put away into cold storage for
winter and early spring use, and the in-
creased facilities for keeping them has
been another strong factor towards ele
vating the cost to the consumer.

When all these reasons are consider
ed, it is no wonder that eggs are high,
and it is apparent that they will only
decline when the farmers either sell
their eggs when fresh or keep more
hens.

MARKET FOR WINTER APPLES.

Here in Canada the earlier varieties are
rather poor, while winter apples have
helped by recent rains,
and the crop will be large and of good
quality.

This story carries with it a world of
thought of what this great west means
to Canada’'s future, to the manufactur-
ing, financial and mercantile interests
throughout the Dominion. The peonie
pouring into the west from vario.s
countries must he of great importance
to the western merchant who is plann-
ing to take care of the trade.

The high prices of wheat seem to
puzzle the trade. North America pro
duces by far the greatest amount of
wheat in the world—about a third of
the full supply. This vear the vield is
some 882 000,000 hHushels, 80,000 000
bushels more than last vear, or 50,000 -
000 bushels more than the erop of 1906,
when the T'nited States production was
exceeptionally large. Manv speculators
are at present onlookers, waiting for
the mists to clear away. They hope
that by the end of September complica-
tions will have been cleared awav and
that they will be in a better position
to grasp the situation accurately.

The pleasing feature of
the export business of late has heen the
large quantity of fish shipped from here
for Naples, three thousand easks having
been shipped during the last two weeks.
This business eould be doubled, or even
trhled, if fishermen would only cure the
fish in the proper way. They are gradu-
ally realizing now that it pays to slack
salt their fish and wash and eure them
'»l'up(‘l‘l)’.

There has been considerable herring
arriving of late, August eure, large size
fish, but the priee of this grade is gradu-
ally tending downward. the grocery de-
mand being small, due, doubtless to the
warm weather.

It is now known, however,
that it is a sugar vrefinery that Mr.
Durant has in view. He has heen in £on-
sultation with the board of trade and
with a committee from the eommon
council and if the eoncessions asked for
are granted, St. John will have, aceord-
ing to Mr. Durant the largest sugar re-
fining plant in Canada. Tt has been
learned that Mr. Durant is the repre-
sentative of a company of United States
and Canadian ecapitalisis, who wish to
establish an immense sugar refinery
somewhere on Canadian soil. The com-
pany will operate under a Dominion
charter and will he capitalized at $2.500,-
000. The plant it is stated would em-
ploy about 300 hands and would have
an output of about 400 tons of sucar
per day.  Mr. Durant looked over sites
at Halifax and in Western Ontario as
well as St. John, but is impressed with
the splendid opportunity afforded here
for water and rail transportation. He is
asking the city to provide 2 free site and
to grant l‘Xl‘Hl]'li"Il from taxes and water
rates for a term of vears. The proposi-

It should attraet attention either by
< entirely original desien or by ““stand-
out'” eompletely different in its ar-
meement from every other competifor’s
mdow in town or ('il}'.
It should afford information in havine
ach pile or pyramid neatly ticketed with
formation regarding the quality, puri-
flavor, ete., and price of the artiele
isplayed.  Above all, the price shonld
w shown, as a much larger proportion of
<ales than might be expected are made

dircet from the window display, henece
the necessity of having it well priced.
Fan shapes for window trims, says an
experieneed window dresser, will often
be found desirable for a change. To
make them most attractive due regard
must be given to the principle of har-
money between the two sides of the dis-
play. That prineiple ought never to be
negleeted, any more than should per-
speetive and proportion in a picture,
Here is a sugeestion for a fan-shaped
trim: Run lines in chalk or peneil from
a central point in the inside line of the
window ledee to the outer edges.  The
two eentral lines should start at the
central point, but should be, at the outer
line, ten inches to two feet apart, aceord-
ing to the size of the window. This

We—the
merchants of this eity—ot course, agreed
upon this ‘system among ourselves, and
zot cards printed 1o this effect.” We had
them placed in prominent places in our
stores, and we never have had auy trou-
ble whatever.

CHICORY QUALITIES VARY.

Authority ou Coffee Blending Says it is
Necessary to Get the Right Quality.

The faet that chicory is placed in
coffee for those who desire it, does not,
according to one blender, always mean
that it improves the coffee to the best
advantage so far as those who request
it is concerned. He says.— .

**We presume that you are anxious to
hold your old coffee trade as well as in-
erease it.  This appears to yvou as rather
a difficult proposition, for although you
are eareful in the seleetion and blendin z
of vour coffee it sometimes fails to give
full satisfaction. You try one ecombina-
tion after another., but without suecess,
and the task seems almost hopeless. 1In
many cases a customer when purehasing
a pound of eoffee requests yvoun to grind it
and put a little ehicory to it,

‘“*Have you ever tasted this chicory
vou add to vour coffee as earefully as
vou would your teas and coffees? Pos-
<ibly you have not, and this may be just
the reason why vour coffee does not give
satisfaction.  Unknowingly., you have
thought that “*Chicory is Chicory.”” and
this may be the cause of vour trouble,
There is a great difference in the quality
of ¢hicory. If vou will test and pay as
mueh attention to the eup qualities of
vour 1‘!:i4'nl‘)' as yvou do to vour coffees
vou will not only satisfy your old ecus-
tomers, but gain new ones,

is an improvement to your ecoffee, for

genuine chicory will furnish body and
flavor, which it is impossible-to obtain
with straight coffee.”’

Cleaner Goods in Demand.

Fruit Spoiled by Handling.

The fingering of fruit by enstomers

this careless habit is only known by the
merchant.  How often the retailer al-
most bites his lips in anger when he
sees a customer poke her thumb in al-

A large quantity of fruit was handled
<o far this summer with good judement,

and less fruit was wasted than ever
before.  The foolish spirit of trying to
buy the largest quantity of fruit was
not in evidence this year in most places,
Merchants were careful to buy only
what they felt sure that they eould sell
and the result is that they almost all
made money on it.

It is a fact proven by daily experience
that competition is no longer a matter
of price, but a matter of good service.
