CHAP. I.

AN A C T to repeal part of, amend and rcduce to one Act of Parliament
the several Laws now in force in this Province, for the recovery of Snall
Debts ; and to extend the Jurisdiction of the Court of Requests within
the same.

[Passed 13th Feb. 1833.]

YHEREAS it is found necessary to repeal part of, and amend and
redace to one Act of Parliament, the several Laws now in force in this Pml.

Province for the recovery of small debts; and also to extend the Juris-
diction of the Court of Requests within the same.-Be it therefore enac-
ted by the King's Most Excellent Majesty, by and with the advice and
consent of the Legislative Council and Assembly of the Province of
Upper Canada, constituted and assembled by virtue of and under the
authority of an Act passed in the Parliament of Great Britain, entitled

of lis Majesty's Reign, entitled ' An Act for rnaking more effectual pro-
vision for the Government of the Province of Quebec, in North America,
and to make further provision for the Government of the said Province,'"

[Passed 13th February, 1833.]

WHEREAS it is fit that it should be plainly declared in the Statutes
of this Province, for what crimes offenders shall be liable to be punished
with death : And whereas it does not seem to be indispensible, for the
security aud well being of society, that the punishment of'death should
he inflicted in any other cases than those hereinafter mentioned.-Be it.
therefore enacted by the King's Most Excellent Majesty, by and with
the advice and consent of the Legislative Council and Assembly of the

W1E REAS it is highly important to the A gricultural and Commercial
interests of this Province that the Navigation oftthe River Saint Lawrence
should be improved ; and whereas it is expedient to raise a sum of Money
by way of loan for that purpose:-Be it therefore enacted, by the King's Preamile.
