Austrian Believed to be Caught
Red Handed in Devilish Act at
Florence Early Yesterday Morn-

ing

Perhaps the-first deliberate attempt
to destroy one aqf the chain of col-
leries operated by the. Nova Scotia
Steel and Coal Company, was thwart-
ad in the nick of time by night
watchman ‘John Harvey,
ploved at the famous coal producer
at Florence, better known as the Np.
3 colliery of the Scotia Company.

That enemy employeés of the var-
ious coal companies of Cape Breton
are known to exist in the important
sections of our industrial concerns,
scems to be an admitted fact, and
for some time it was an open secret
that the coal companies on both
cides of the harbor were on the
qui vive. However, the climax was
reached in the early hours of yester-
dav morning when night watchman
Harvey caught red-handed an Aus-
trian lighting a fire in close prox-
imity to the large powder house of
the Florence colliery.

One hundred and fifty yards dis-
tant from the mouth of the mine,
where day and night are employed
many hundreds of men, this alert
servant of the big Company noticed
a brilliant illumination. Stealthily
he approached the place, and before
the stranger was able to make a
move he was thrown to the ground
and secured.

Around the Austrian was sufficient
paper and combustibles to cause the
destruction of the entire colliery, to-
gether with the many lives working
below. The fellow seemed complete-
ly stunned by the sudden . appear-
ance of -the: watehman, and before
he could recover from his “surprise
the  watchmap had summoned Offi-
cer Charles MeNeil, of the Scotia
force, who gquickly conveyed the
prisoner to the jail at Sydney Mines.

\When searched the prisoner had
papers on his person showing  that
he had previously been interned in
onc of the Provincial prisoners’
camps; but-  he steadfastly .refused
and stil] refuses to talk, although he
cats anything and everything offered
him by Jailor McNeil.

The priesoner is about 23 years of
age., and no person has yet come
forward who Wwill say they ever saw
him before. Judging by his appear-
ance and his sullen mood at all
times, the authorities believe they
have a dangerous enemy in their
nossession. At present the civic
hody of Sydney Mines are corres-
ponding with the military authori-
ties with a view to disposing of the

case.

Germany’s action in driving into
virtual slavery between 200,000
and 300,000 Belgians, who have been
sent to work in Germany, has excited
interest in all parts of
the world and may vyet cause
President Wilson to take per in hand
once mbre Yet horrible as is this

present war that Germany has en-
slaved enemy populations.’' Last April
the Freneh civilians of Lille, which is
in German hands, were ordered to
present themselves before the military
authorities and then without warn-
ing were shipped back to ‘Germany.
Families were broken up;*' husbands
and wives, mothers and children ruth-
lessly separated. Young girls by the
bundreds were torn from the arms o{
their natural protectors and sent to
unknown destinations with no better
protection than that afforded by Ger-
man soldiers. What was their fate
can only be guessed from the occa-
sional letters that have since reached
France. One girl wrote to her brother,
“We ask you only one thing, to be
strong and avenge us.” Another wrote
to her betrothed. “You may show this
letter to your comrades in order that
all the soldiers may avenge us.”

The Deportations at Lille.

So secretly was the work at Lille
carried out that it was three months
before the news reached the French
Government. Then when there was
a formal protest the German Govern-
ment tried to justify itself by point-

- Germany to-day is a nation possess-
ed of a demon. As the French editor
says, savagery in the force back of the
German arms whether manifested in
the sinking of the Lusitania, the use
of poisonous gas, or the rape of Bel-
gium.

the proposed sale of a limited amoungt
of - short-term British and  French
treasury bills at the request of the
allied ‘governments, announced here
to-day, came as a surprise to the
financial community. The announce-
ment, i8sued from the Morgan offices,
stated that the action of the British
and French governments wag taken
out of regard for the attitude ‘adopt-
ed against the sale by the federal
reserve” board. The surprise was
heightened by the fact that all ar-
rangements for the offering had been
perfected.

Arrange Other (‘redits.

Other plans to finance .the pressing
needs of the British and French gov-
ernments are already under way, it is
understood, but shey hsave not yet
reached a definite stage. A member
of the Morgan firm informally stated
that po other plans had been for-
mulated, but it was learned from re-
liable sources that the denial had
been made as a matter of policy. The
plans under contemplation it is in-
timated, will involve a large amount
of “dollar credits” available to Great
Britain, if not to her chief ally.

British institutions and private in-
vestors still retain large amounts of
American securities, although they
have been largely mobilized by the
British treasury. There have been
no cancellations of orders for war
supplies or any other materials to the

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The Terms of Peace

ERMANY'’S action in offering
' peace on Germany's terms is
probably intended as a feeler, and
the Kaiser hopes thereby to ascer-
tain what the Allies expect to at-
tain, and how much Germany is to
lose.

“to Avoid S_urpnse
 Attacks by Greeks

The cables would ihdicate that there
iS a possibility of trouble in Greece
between the reservists, or royalists,
and the Allied forces. The Allied com-
manders fear a sudden coup ahd mea-
‘sures are being taken to prevent sur-
prise attacks.

But it would seem that the Greek
element most anvious to avoid the
risks of war was the reservist. The
Greeks are really not so miuch pro-
,German as neutralist. If we accept
this as correct we must admit that
their motive is either self interest or
fear. In an age where people seem
obsessed with the desire to fight we
are not justified in accusing any na-
tion or people of fear in the physical
sense. The matter would appear to
resolve itself into one of self interest,
and this may rightfilly include a re-
luctance to see the nation involved in
a war that, end as it may, must exact
an appalling toll from all engaged in
it. 3

The Greeks are no doubt also con-
vinced that the dispute between Veni-
zelos and the party led by him, and
‘the royalist element which has de-
‘Uraded the constitution in order to
baulk Venizelos in his :political am-
bitions, is a domestc one. In that they
are right. And experience has shown
that it is dangerous .to interfere in
such disputes. Both sides are likely
to resent it. It is therefore altogether
lll\elw that a Greek revolt against the
demands of the Allies would have the
effect of rallying to the side of the
king many of the supporters of Veni-
zelos as well as the great or consid-
erable party which has hitherto taken
neither side in the affair. It is this
aspect of the. situation which lends
color tp the suspicion that any Greek
revolution will be Teutonic in origin
and instigation. The reservists do not
want to fight; if they did, they would
be Venizelists. And if they want to
fight-only the Allies they are obvious-
ly inspired by German\ because the
surrender of arms which a people
have no intention of using is not a
hardship in the present circumstan-

ity. But such a surrender would de
prive the royalist party of the means’
of threatening Venizelos who has
declared war on Germany. Germany
evidently considers that if she can

stir up trouble for the latter at home, \

words “cold storage” 'in letters
one-eighth of an inch high went
into effect. It produced a variety
of scrambled emotions, most of
them turbulent, in the egg trade.

The order gave many whole-
salers and retailers the fidgets
when it was issued on Friday last.
Some of.the - interested = parties
said said they did not please it
was legal; and a few complained
to Mr. Dillon that the extra labor
of stamping each egg would add
considerably to the cost per dozen
by the time the consumer got
them. Yet Mr. Dillor was inex-
orable, and he says that this labor
should not cost more than a small
fraction of a cent per dozen to the
holder of cold storage produce.
It is estimated that fully 2,500,
000 eggs were stamped.

The Commissioner says that the
stamping of the cold storage eggs
will eventuate in credating a larger
demand for the strictly fresh
variety. He says further that in
future the cold storage egg will
be sold as such. He adds that
cold storage eggs are perfectly re-
liable articles; but he insists that
the people should get what they
are paying for.

This presumably Should be a
good thing for your Food Com-
missioner to adopt in the City of
St. John's if such an official is on
your pay-roll. It will protect your
{housewives from being imposed
upon.

The immediate consequence of
the banning of the .cold storage
products was a drop in the price
lof eggs. This was helped doubt-
less by the State-wide boycott of

the egg dealers, now in progress.;

It is quite possxble that organisa-

tion will be directed along other

lines of food supplies, and we be-
lieve that the cold storage man,
will in future be made to sit up
and take notice. As an
tion of the imposition practiced
by these worthies, one egg dealer,
says he made a clean million of
eggs alene in the last two years.

up to $14 and even $16 was real-
ized for fancy goods. There is a
feeling abroad here that this sea-
son’s catch will be small. The
failure of the herring fishery’ in
Nova Scotia and the poor results
in Maine are given as a criterion.
New Yerk operators are prepared
to handle large quantities of New-
foundland herring, so we are
credibly informed, and packers
shipping direct to handlers will
likely fare better than formerly
At present the market is at its
lowest point. The aggregate sup-
ply on the spot, so we are inform-
ed, is less than 4,000 barrels of all
kinds. With the clearing up of
foreign herring in New York and
elsewhere throughout the country
there is certain to be a - big de-
mand for Newfoundland herring,
and it is not improbable, so a re-
putable dealer assures me, that
your herring may touch a level of
$18 to $19 within the next couple
of months.

I strongly advise your fish edit-
or to get after the packers and
make it plain to them that they
must put up the best possible
quality of goods and the packages
must be strong, pickle-tight, and
made as attractive as possible.

AUSTRIA’S NEW RULER:
o Pt HAT WILL HE DO?
"HE death of the Emperor Fran-
cis Joseph is without doubt
going to have far-reaching influ-

ence in the world of diplomacy; |

and already Speculations - regard-
ing the policy of his successor are
finding  their way into publicity.
A well-informed student of Euro-
pean politics, Cunliffe-Owen, asks
in a recent number of The: New,
York Times: ‘“What will the new
Emperor do?”

Briefly," he sums up the situa-
tion as follows: “Charles Francis,
Austria’s new ruler, is not likely
to be influenced by the Kaiser of

| Germany as was his grand-uncle,

Francis Joseph. The latter was
without doubt hypnotized by Wil-
helm; and frequently within the
pagt few years. many of the Aus-
trian Ministers endeavored to ar-
rest the unintentional subordina-
tion of the views of the aged Em-
peror to these of his friend from
Berlin.”

The new Emperor has managed
to keep ‘aloof from .the influence
of the Potsdam Butcher; for it is
well. known that Charles Francis
views the endeavors of the Kaiser
to play a preponderant role in
Austria-Hungary with resentmem
and his usurpations of authority
in' the Dual Empire with indigna-
tion. ‘

“Perhaps the most striking indi
cation given by Emperor Charles
Francis of his feelings with regard
to Wilhelm II. and to Germany
was when last summer he invited'
‘Count Leopold Berchtold to be
come the Grand Master of his
household; for it was an unpre
cedented thing to offer a states
man with the rank of Count, whc
had been Minister of Foreign Af
fairs, and virtual Chancellor o
the Dual Empire such a: position
This act’on was construed to mearn
that the heir-presumptive to the |
throne (as .he then was) desirec
to have Count Berchtold by his
side, not so much as Grand Mas
ter.of his household, but rather a:

All Austrians and Hungarian<
would hail with relief and satisfac-
tion a separate peace to-day, np
matter at what cost.
