WEST LAND REGULATIONS 

A NY PERSON who Is the sole head of a 
£*> family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homestead a quarter section of avail­
able Dominion land In Manitoba, Saskat­
chewan or Alberta. The applicant must 
appear In person at the Dominion Land 
Agency or Sub-Agency for the District. 
Entry by proxy may be made at any 
agency on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of 
Intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land In each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
sins miles of his. homestead on a farm of 1 
at least 80 acres, solely owned and occu­
pied by him or by his father, mother, eon, 
danghter, brother or sister.

in certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside upon 
the homestead or pre-emption six months 
In each of six years from date of home­
stead entry (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent), and cultivate 
50 acres extra.

THE TIDE OF IMMIGRATION
A highly satisfactory state of af­

fairs is to be observed in the report 
of the department of immigration, of 
immigrants coming to Canada from 
the United States, according to the 
statement of J. Bruce Walker, com­
missioner for immigration at Winni­
peg! Fewer arc coming but they are 
bringing more with them, in the 
way ot weajth to the country.

“The immigration, from the United 
sair Mr Walker, “through 

the western boundary points shows a 
considerable decrease for the 
months of October and November, 
so far as number of immigrants are 
concerned, but a most gratifying in­
crease in the wealth of the settlers 
in stock, effects and the number ot 
carloads of goods which they have 
with them.

“For instance, the actual1 number of 
immigrants through the western 
boundary points, for the month ol 
October was 2,040 less when com­
pare! with the numbers for the cor­
responding period of 1912. The in­
crease, however, during that period 
of the wealth of the new settlers, as 
compared with the former period, is 
in cash $398,000 and in effects $196,- 
000,while there was an increase c-f 
no less than 94 carloads of effects 
during the period.

“For the month of November the 
figures were 1,012 less in actugl set­
tlers, and $125,009 increase in cash 
with .865,734 in valued effects.”

In ihe GoWbergfcase jt.was .shqryq 
that an Indian named Powlis, had 
been served with liquor, and his hon­
or held that in this case there was 
a deliberate breach of the act, in that 
there was nothing to suggest that 
Powlis was anything other than an 
Indian. He assessed a fine of $ioo 
and < frSts.

In ti e Carpenter and Gray bases, T 
Reg. Sloan, counsel for Inspector 
Sturdy, said there was no other con­
struction that could be placed on the 
word of the act relating to Indians. 
Either the man was an Indian or he 
was not.

Smith made a rather signifi­
cant charge on the stand, when he 
saiid he was given to understand that 
Martin and Powlis, the two Indians, 
were the men who had been sup­
plying the Indians on the reserve with 
liquot tor the past two ye airs.
