reported that the British forces captured over 9,000 pris­
oners and more than forty guns, in yesterday’s opera­
tions.

London, April 10.—The British offensive between 

Lens and St. Quentin with which the spring operations 
have been opened and which is still in progress has proved 
even more successful than the earlier accounts indicated.

Canadians Active
General Sir Douglas Haig to-day reports that yester­

day’s captures exceeded 9,000 men, while forty guns fell 
into the hands of his troops.

The Canadians, who had one of the hardest bits of 
the front to contend with, are now in complete occupation 
of the famous Vi my ridge, even the eastern slopes of the 
ridge having been cleared of Germans. The Canadians 
also have repulsed German counter-attacks.

These reactions by the Germans indicate the import- 
.ance they attach to this position, where the conquerors 
look down over the plain of Douai.

’ " German Line Shattered
With Vimy ridge gone the whole German line cover­

ing the French towns and industrial districts to the north 
becomes a wavering one and any leisurely retreat the 
Germans may have planned is made uncertain and pre­
carious.

NEW CHAPTER IN GREAT

Delay Inevitable.
“Hastily formed untrained levies 

are useless. Our new armies in 1914 
took nine months in forming before 
the first division arrived in France 
and this division took three months 
more to harden in trench warfare 
before it could safely engage in a 
great attack. America may be able 
to curtail these periods and send ov­
er a few divisions this autumn, but 
it will hardly be this year that Am­
erica is adequately represented on 
the battlefield. Germany certainly 
reckoned on this delay when she de­
liberately preferred the hostility of 
the United States to abandonment 
of ruthless submarine warfare.”

Training Essential.
The writer emphasizes the neces­

sity of systematic training of officers 
and points out that the experience 
of the allies has been that this is 
best done at the seat of war. He 
continues:

“Every facility will certainly be 
accorded by the allies if America 
takes this hint from our experience 
and sends batch after batch of offi­
cers and non-coms to be trained in 
our schools or similar schools to be 
established by the American army.

What­
ever else has been allowed to go he 
held Vimy ridge with grim resolve 
and lavished upon it all the arts in 
fortifications and defensive skill that 
the war has taught him.

Vimy firmly held he can swing his 
line farther south slowly back, until 
each part of it reaches the position 
where he has a mind to stand and 
he can cover the French industrial 
districts upon which he depends so 
much for supplies. But with Vimy 
gone the defense of these districts 
can hardly be maintained, the pivot 
of the whole retreat shifts and gives 
backward and is in instant risk of 
fracture.”

London, April 10.—The news of 
the successful opening of the new 
British offensive has stirred intense 
interest and high hope among the 
people throughout the country. 
Whatever the enemy may have 
claimed as to the retreat in the 
Somme sector having been pre-ar­
ranged and strategical, it is con­
tended that their recoil before the 
blow delivered in the Arras-Lens re­
gion cannot be explained away in 
any such manner. It is urged that 
there is no possible voluntary ele­
ment in this retirement and that 
there can be no dispute as to who 
took the initiative.

New Chapter Begun.
A new chapter in the conflict on 

the western front has begun and 
whether or not it is to prove the be­
ginning of a decisive battle it is 
bound, according to the prevalent 
opinion here to lead to results of 
the highest importance. The main 
feature of the battle thus far. on 
which attention has been focussed 
is the capture of Vimy ridge. The 
immense value of this series of 
heights, which dominate the plain 
front an elevation of 400 to 500 ft. 
has been, recognized throughout the 
war and great sacrifices have been 
regarded as justifiable if they re­
sulted in its possession.

Vimy Important.
Tlie French and Germans fought 

fiercely for control of the ridge in 
the summer of 1915, both sides suf­
fering heavy losses, but in the end 
the Germans held the main portion 
of the position. Later the British 
took over the French line and were 
ousted by the Germans from the

fore immense. At the moment there 
is nothing to suggest a doubt that 
the ridge will be held, but the battle 
is still fiercely continuing and there 
is little disposition here to indulge 
in confident predictions. Neverthe­
less the opinion is expressed that if 
the Germans are definitely driven 
from the ridge, without hope of re­
attacking, they are likely enough to 
be compelled to acknowledge defeat 
and retire to what is called the 
Meuse line, running from Verdun 
through Mezieres, Maubeuge and 
Lille.

Minister Kerensky in the 
course of a speech delivered on Mon­
day before the military delegates, 
declared that while Russia wished 
no more territory, she would defend 
to the end the liberty which she had 
won.

Advance is Now in Full Swing, and Huns Flee Before

With the British Armies in France 
via London, April 10.—The war on 
the western front, which has been 
moving more rapidly in the past five 
weeks, broke into full swing yester­
day.
they have been directing against the 
retreating Germans in the sector of 
the Somme, the British struck still 
further north, and in a series of as­
saults on a broad front, with Arras 
more or less the pivotai point, they 
drove the Germans from scores of 
important positions, penetrated far 
into the German lines and inflicted 
heavy casualties.

Above 3,000 Prisoners 
A visit to corps headquarters yes­

terday indicated that the number of 
prisoners taken in the past 12 hours 
will exceed five thousand. The. barb­
ed wire “cages” or compounds, built 
to receive prisoners which were ex­
pected to be taken, were overcrowd­
ed long before noon, although the 
principal attack did not begin until 
shortly after dawn.

Approaching the battlefield well 

belore dawn the reflection of the 
gun flashes against the low-hanging 
clouds gave the inevitable impres­
sion of a continuous play of sheet 
lightning along the horizon.

In Case Government Hesi­

2. The sending or carrying of 
any such liquors into, and the de­
livering or receiving of any such 
liquors in, any province or area in 
which the sale ol such liquors for 
beverage purposes is prohibited.

If Parliament thinks it desirable 
to submit such an Act to the elect­
ors before putting it into force, this 
action would be quite satisfactory to 
the association, providing it was 
voted on in the early summer of 
this year.

LIMITEDTHE FOOD SHORTAGE.
There is no man better posted up­

on food supplies than G. C. Creel- 
man, for many years head of the 
Ontario Agricultural College and 
now Provincial Commissioner of Ag­
riculture.

During a recent interview he 
pointed out that because of the war 
the peoples of ten countries are on 
short rations and six other nations 
are on the verge of starvation.

The taking of so much man power 
for fighting purposes has rendered 
that much less aid on the land, and 
in countries like the States and Can­
ada (apart altogether in the case 
of the Dominion from those who 
have gone to the front) there is the 
circumstance that many farm work­
ers have flocked to munition plants. 
Three, four and five dollars a day 
naturally looks a good deal better to 
them than the lower agricultural 
wage and it is human nature to gel 
the most possible for services. Now 
that our neighbors are in the con­
flict they also will have added to the 
munition call the lessening of farm 
help by enlistment.

As far as Canada is concerned, it 
is certainly up to her people to do 
everything they can in the matter of 
production. Russian wheat for ex­
ample, is inaccessible, 
tine has a short crop. India is 7,000 
miles away from Great Britain and 
Australia 12,000.

At this time and under these cir­
cumstances all available help is not 
only paramount from 
point of necessity but also as a pat­
riotic duty.

In this regard United States 
papers are featuring a letter written 
by C. Kotzenabe, a German resident 
ot Chicago. The communication was 
first sent to the Tribune of that 
city and it seems to be regarded as 
in the main typifying Teuton feel­
ing across the border. Here are 
some extracts: —

The Editor, Tribune: My emo­
tions tell me one thing at this awful 
time, but my reason tells me other 
things. As a German by birth it is 
a horrible calamity that I may 
have to fight Germans. That is na­
tural, is it not so? But as an Am­
erican by preference I can see no 
other course open.

We are urged by sincere pacifists 
like Mr. Pinchot to adopt “a vigor­
ous policy of defense and protect­
ion, but no war." But attack is 
sometimes the best protection.

For 25 years Germany has shown 
dislike for the United States—the 
Samoan affair, the Hongkong con­
tretemps, the Manila Bay incident, 
the unguarded words of the Kaiser 
himself, and, lastly the Haitian con­
troversy in 1914.

Whether it is right or not, pleas­
ant or hot, the fact remains that the

Pa., April 10.—An explo­
sion occurred in the Aetna plant of 
the munition works at Eddystone, 
near here. Many persons are report­
ed to have been injured and doctors 
were rushed from this city and sur­
rounding towns to the scene of the 
accident.

At noon it was said that from 50 
to 150 persons had been'kiiled'and 
about 200 injured.

The fire, which was confined to 
the shrapnel, loading building, in 
which it originated, had been sub­
dued. In this building about 400 
men, women, boys and girls were 
employed as loaders.

There were two explosions shortly 
after ten o’clock and in about ten 
minutes a third explosion occurred 
heavier than either of the two pre­
ceding blasts, 
the Deleware River front of the 
plant, caught fire and was still burn­
ing at 11.15 a.m.

the trenches in the vicinity, a tre­
mendous barrage was turned on by 
our heavy guns, the range being too 
great for field artillery.

Probably for the first time in the 
war twelve-inch weapons were used 
for this purpose at very long range.
The splendid co-operation of the 
artillery arm in preventing this 
counter attack did much to lessen 
our casualties on a difficult part of 
the front, On the southern end of the 
Canadian front the OerTtians yield­
ed ground more readily than in the 
north. Many prisoners were taken, 
and as for Thelus, which had been 
strongly held before, our guns ham­
mered it to pieces, it did pot long 
hold out. By 12.30 o’clock, 7 hours 
after the battle began, no organized 
body of the enemy remained on Vimy 
ridge, save the nest of concealed ma­
chine gun sections on Hill 145.

Even Up Old Scores 
Of the casualties it can only be 

said this moment that they are sur­
prisingly light, especially in view of 
the importance ot the ground won.
The prisoners taken on the Canadian 
part of the front probably total 
close to two thousand. The British 
troops on the adjacent part of the 
front captured over three thousand.
Our men were splendid, and proud 
that they have been counted worthy 
to furnish a striking force in so im­
portant an operation as the recap­
ture of Viny ridge.

No ground in all France is more 
dear to the heart of the French 
people than the front from which 
the Canadians set out to drive the 
enemy from his positions on the 
ridge of Vimy, the Chapel of Notre 
Dame de Lorette, Souchez, and the 
sugar refinery there, to conquer the 
tumbling ruins in which men died 
during the war in thousands. The 
Cabaret, Rouge, Nouvlle St. Vaast, 
the Labyrinth, are names that will 
be forever glorious there.

In the spring of 1915, before the 
tremendous dramas of Verdun and 
the Somme had been conceived, the 
army of France made the first great 
attempt to drive the entrenched foe 
from his positions. The progress 
made, reckoned in miles, was most 
negligible, but the French learned 
on the ridges and in the long shel­
terless slopes of this difficult terrain 
the lessons that enabled them and 
their allies to win at Verdun ana 
the Somme.

“bleux." Since the war the word

mon soldiers, irrespective of length 
of service, and it has almost super­
seded “pioupiou," which means “foot 
soldier" or infantryman. The name, 
“Tommy Atkins,” given to the pri­
vates of the British army, is said to 
have originated in the custom of 
making out blanks for military ac­
counts with the name, “I, Tommy 
Atkins,” etc. It remained for Kip­
ling to immortalize “Tommy Atkins” 
in verse, and give the name a general 
vogue.
