SIR LEONARD'S INTEGRITY 
VINDICATED.

TUB DARTMOUTH BREWERY.

When Sir Leonard 'Jiiley was in 
Haliiax the Herald published an 
account of his tour among the indus­
tries. Oi| part of bis rounds be was 
accompanied by a Herald representa­
tive, who accurately told all lie said, 
and on part of his round he was un­
attended; and as is usual with news­
paper men the Herald rcperselitalive 
had lo till iho break in his notes by 
information from others. Sir Leon­
ard among other places, went to 
Ola-.id’s Brewery in Dartmouth. The 
Herald repersentalive was not with 
him, but somebody who was by, 
furnished information in certain 
WOTC.S to the reporter. Sir Leonard 
was reporsonted as saying lie hoped 
Mr. Gland’s Brewery would continue 
to grow, and that lie would have to 
extend his room. Sir Leonard never 
8aid quch words, though he did go in 
to the brewery, as it was a legal 
industry iike every other, and en­
quired ot the proprietor how lie wtts 
doing. But the Grits charged him 
with infidelity to his temperance 
principles, and unprincipled news­
papers all over Canada, have since 
been mocking him about it. From 
bis own inner consciousness, he did 
not deem it necessary to refute the 
slanders, till the Halifax Alliance 
Journal asked him if it were true; 
—then be did. Referring to the 
matter the Alliance says :—

“ We have received from Sir Leon­
ard Tilley a thoroughly satisfactory 
letter, positively denying the state­
ments made in the Halifax papers 
concerning his late visit to the Dart­
mouth Brewery.

“ We also learn from the letter that 
no reporter was present during the 
conversation with the proprietor, 
theretoro only a garbled report was 
received by him.”—Alliance Journal 
(Halifax) Oct. 2.

But even this denial was not 
necessary. It booted little what Sir 
Leonard’s slanderers said of his 
private nt eranccs, for publicly on the 
tempérance question he lias never 
made any uncertain sound. Even 
before his last election, when 
a man of his foresight, judging from 
the signs, knew just what every vote 
was worth, ho did' not shrink from 
presiding and making tolling speeches 
at temperance meetings held in the 
Cily Hall at. Fredericton. There was 
no tremor in his voice in denouncing 
the trade ; thaïe was no faltering when 
ho said lie had always opposetl the 
traffic, and that lie always would op­
pose it. And since that lime he Itas 
addressed lempprcnco bodies in On­
tario, and addressed them in St Joint ; 
and while lie has disapproved of ranch 
his predecessors did in office,he always 
approved of their Permissive Act. 
Wherever and whenever public occa­
sion lia^$ffc8entcd itself, Sir Leonard 
has come out the fcuricss champion of 
Temperance—lie has never offered a 
word of compromise—his cry has been 
No quarter to the trade. And wonid 
lie then, who talked this way in his 
own constituency, where there are so

CAPE BRETON-
I bout three miles to the North 

ami East of ns in the interior, arose 
another abrupt hill more thaiflOOO 
feet high ; this was called Rainy : it 
was well named, for clouds were 
always enveloping its aged, time 
worn head with their damp and 
shadowy mantle. QnMr. McLeod's 
table I noticed the Manitoba 
pamphlets, which one sees every­
where in jiiic Maritime Provinces. 
The bible and a few religions hooks 
made up tho whole of the rest of the 
reading matter of the household. 
Two days were spent here, one in 
looking Ini- a small copper vein, 
which my guide failed to find. Bu t 
we found a pretty settlement on the 
shores ot a brook which emptied 
into the North Ingonish bay, it was 
in a deep valley e river intervales, 
being hounded on cither side by 
high and wooded hills. After 
entering the valley, we clambered 
up a brook which ran down a cleft 
in the rocks, and after searching for 
this desired vein for an hour, had 
to leave in a heavy shower and got 
home, drencliod to tho skin. The 
next morning finding a fishing 
schooner about to leave for the Bay 
of Saint Ann. wo look passage in 
her. The wind was ahead and we 
had some trouble in beating up. 
Our little vessel which was hut 
lightly ballasted ran most of the 
time with the gunwale under water. 
As wc neared the entrance to the 
hay we" ran close under the Bird, 
formerly called “ CJliiboti,” Islands. 
There arc two of them; their 
summits arc flat; their distance from 
Cape Dauphin the entrance to 
Brus d'or Lane is about 3 miles; 
they are a quarter of a mile apart; 
the Eastern one is about [hree 
quarters of a mile long, the Western 
one about one half a mile, on this 
is a light house. The Western 
sides ot these Islands rise abruptly 
from ttie sea. The rock is the grey 
sandstone of the coal measures and 
it is quite probable that by sinking a 
shaft, coal could be had here in large 
quantity. In the spring the larger 
Island is frequented by clouds of 
sea fowls who hatch their young on 
the edge of these cliffs which are 
60 feet or more from the water. It 
is said that quantities of these birds 
arc shot during the hatching season 
for their feathers. Seen at several 
miles distance a large p$rt Of these 
gray rocks look white from tho 
roosting of the fowls upon them,

SAINT ANN’S BAT.

From Cape Dauphin at the 
entrance to Bias d’or Laite to the 
mouth of the harbor of Saint Anns, 
the distance is .about 8 miles. 
This sheet of water constitutes the 
present bay of Saint Ann which 
averages 3 or 4 miles iu width con­
tracting at its head to one. This 
hay for its whole distance is landed 
on cither side by high hills. Those 
on the East, rising generally nearly 
abruptly from llie water, arc covered 
by a small growth of woods. 
Where the rock is exposed,it appears 
to be generally red granite, its 
colour presenting a pleasing contrast 
to the green of the shrubbery. The 
boatmen, as wc beat up this bay, 
pointed out to us the Fairy Hole 
which some imagine to extend across 
the peninsula to Bras d'or, but 
which a friend who ha> examined it, 
reports to consist of Jjut a cavity 
formed where the freestone and 
limestone meet. He had followed 
it through a scries Of narrow 
passages and chambers for a 
distance of twenty rods, when lie 
was met by the solid rock in front 
of him. The hills on the West side 
of the bay often slope gradually to 
the waters’ edge, and the shores are 
occupied by numerous small houses 
around which are cultivated fields, 
the Ian.I seeming to be generally 
good. The mountain sides look 
fresh, and as green bn the first day 
of August as if it were but tho 
morning of spring : the air here is 
always delightfully cool and in­
vigorating in the very hottest 
weather.

Twenly-fivti or thirty years ago, 
codfish were caught abundantly in’ 
the bay, and it frequently occurred 
that two men could land six quintals 
of fish in a day. Now no fishing 
can be done to any extent in it. » 
The nearest ground is a mile out­
side, and from three to four quintals 
is considered a good day’s work for 
two men.

In former years mackerel were 
also plentiful in Sai.it Ann’s bay: 
hundreds of barrels have been 
caught at one time iu seines, but 
this fish now appears to have nearly 
deserted Saint Ann's.

8ENATOR MUIRHEAD'S MILL
It will be joyful intelligence to 

thousands ot people over tills Province 
and especially at the North, to learn 
that Senator Muii-hoad has concluded 
to commence at once the construction 
of a new mill to stand on the site of 
the old one. The dimensions will be 
about as follows : 146 feet long, 46 
feet wide, with 27-foot posts ; and 
built of the best of spruce and pine. 
The machinery will consist of 2 gang 
saws, 2 double edgers and necessary 
trimmers; also lath and paling 
machines. It will be the largest 2- 
gang mill in the Province, and ils 
sawing capacity will do about 120,000 
feet per day of i0 hours. The engine 
an Incline to he used will bo of Geo. 
Fleming & Son’s build," St. John ; 
there will he 2 cylinders 22 inches di­
ameter, and 2 foot stroke. There will 
be 9 boilers, 40 feet long and 3 feet 
diameter—and the mill will probably 
be finished by the end of the year.

Most of the iron work is ready, 
forges having been at work all the 
summer preparing the same; gangs 
are at work now getting out the 
frame. The chimney of the other 
mill will be used.

We are glad to hear that the Sen­
ator has hit upon a safer method of 
mill construction than we have heard 
of being adopted in the Dominion 
before. The engine room, furnace 
and boilers will be detached from the 
main building, a space of about 10 
feet being kept between botli as a 
fire-break. This will be of more 
account than 10 engines about the 
mill, and will keep down the insur­
ance rates on it. We think the plan 
is well worthy the attention of anyone 
who may think of building mills.

The construction of the mill will go 
on rapidly and is in good hands. Mr. 
George Dick one of oar most intelli­
gent engineers and who will be engi­
neer of the mill, will oversee the 
work; Mr. George Cassidy our en­
terprising town architect will be 
foreman. There will be about 35 men 
eM^loyed at the construction.

It is a long time since we have 
chronicled any item with more plea, 
sure than the above, and it is a long 
time since the reading pnbiic have 
read a more pleasing paragraph. 
Buoyant as the times have been with 
ns the past season the lose of Muii- 
lieads mill has been felt from one end 
of the River to the other. It was 
known as one of the great institutions 
of tho country, and we well remem. 
her the day when the news of its des­
truction *reached Fredericton, how 
men gathered in knots about the 
streets aud, lamenting its loss,said the 
whole Province would feel it. Bui 
this is all over now, and emboldened 
as much by the hopeful signs of 
coming prosperity as by that intre- 
pedity and far seeing business ability 
which have made Senator Muir- 
heads operations on the Miramichi 
historical, lie has resolved 10 replace 
the great industry which the people 
so widely have regretted. May the 
success ot the past still continue to 
accompany the Senator’s future.

HIS LORDSHIP’S INSURANCE 
SUIT.

Everyone thought that when the 
jury brought in its verdict for IIis 
Lordship that tho case was settled 
for all time: butas will be seen in 
another column, tho defendants are 
determined to try further conclusions 
before the full bench of Judges in 
Fredericton. Mr. Jack, who is no 
doubt very anxious for another fee, 
shows a distressingly long" list of 
points upon which he will ask for a 
non-suit, or an arrest of judgment; 
but Mr. Jack knows just as well as 
any other lawyer, that the grounds 
he sets forth are trivial and do not

touch the essence of tho contract—a 
contract valid in meaning "’and in 
word, and conformable ex'en to the 
strict etiquette of good law. Tho 
company took unstable and unworthy 
ground against His Lordship’s suit: 
they fell upon that ground, and a 
graceful submission would undcrAhc 
circumstances he the very best, thing 
they could now do. To submit, to 
the cncvitablo of law and justice for 
a company like the Western Assur­
ance, which depends upon its 
popularity tor its success, 
would be a much more 
judicious step, than even tho gaining 
of the seven thousand and odd at 
Fredericton. Wo think we can be 
safe in saying that'this company has 
lost caste among thousands of people 
in this part of the Province for the 
length to which it has already carried 
its work of unjustifiable repudiation: 
We arc quite satisfied that tho ulti­
mate triumph of the company in its 
suit, would mean tho utter ruin of its 
business among these same people, 
and indeed as far as the newspapers 
of the northern country arc read. 
We think the coompany would do 
wisely and well to reject Mr. Jack’s 
advice, and let him take his distress­
ing brief home and file it as a remnant 
of a lost liôpe.

ABOUT OUR M. P.

An enterprising correspondent 
writing to us from Alnwick says:

Let our M. P. come down to ask the 
electors of this parish for their votes 
now, and see what lie would get,— 
now at a lime when they are paying 
the unjust debt of Messrs Anderson 
and Loggie. They have not forgot­
ten^ nor when the proper day arrives, 
will they forget how Mr. J^.B. Snow­
ball and his employees reduced the 
survey bills just ns they pleased. 
They have read in your paper of the 
suit ot Lohan & Dickon v.s. Snow­
ball in the last Circuit Court, and 
only they are poor, and this is why 
the man of so many fair promises is 
not afraid, they would proceed as 
Dickon & Lobcn did. Between op­
pressions of tho poor, the same 
oppression that I learn lie exercised 
among his own mill hands this sum­
mer when lie had everything to 
himself, aud his broken promises, 
Mr. Snowball has earned a nice re­
ception for the next time he comes 
here.”

If wlint our correspondent states 
and insinuates be true, Mr. Snowball 
ought to be ashamed of himself. It 
has been too long tho fashion with 
tyrants to crush those who were 
powerless to resist: and if our mem­
ber has been aggrievin' the poor 
people of Alnwick in this way, it 
will indeed bo little use in his asking 
them ever again for their votes. The 
reduction of the survey hills under 
the circumstances was a piece of op­
pression resorted to by a man who 
for the time did not want the votes ot 
Alnwick, but who blindly disregarded 
what he was drawing on himself tor 
the future, As to our members op­
pressiveness on his own mill hands 
here this summer, we do not know 
whether the statement is true or not, 
and wo would not like to wrong Mr. 
Snowball, by saying that it is; though 
we have been told that, finding he 
had everything his own way this 
summer, Mr. Snowball cut down 
wages, though trade was better than 
for many years, and drove his men to 
the utmost. The men know best if 
this statement is true or not.

THE REMAINS OP FRANK­
LIN.

No ship within tho last thirty 
years has returned from the dismal 
Arctic regions without the ques­
tion being put “Have you heard any 
tidings of Franklin.” With the story 
of that brave explorer, and the 
grief and heroism, of his noble wife, 
xve arc nil familiar from our cradles, 
aud xvitli the lines of the song as 
composed by her and sung yet on 
hoard of every whaler.
It was from old England my love set sail 
For the Frozen Ooean in the month of May. 
Three hearty ohe.rs bade the ships adieu, 
For noble Franklin and his brave crew.
and
I dreamt a dream: I lay on the deep,
Swung in my hamraook, and fast asleep.
And then she tells of the terrors of 
that dreadful region as she saw 
them in her dreams : of monster ice­
bergs bearing down upon her “ dar­
ling husband’s ships’’—and then the 
Spirit of her dreams saw this, and 
only this—
In Bantling Bay where the whale fish blows 
The fate of Franklin nobody knows.
and then—
All my fortune would I freely give 
To know on earth if my Franklin live.

From time to time 
xve have been told by Arctic ex­
plorers of nautical instruments, and 
chests being discovered in the 
dreary North, bearing marks of their 
having belonged to Franklin. The 
latest story is told by Lieutenant 
Schwatka who has returned from a 
polar expedition recently to New 
York. He has brought additional 
information about the fate of the 
luckless Erebus aud Terror.

The most terrifying legends are 
told, he says, among the young 
Esquimaux he met, and some of the 
old people tell of a part}' of officers 
black about the mouth with no flesh 
on their bones, dragging a boat 
across the ice. Nothing more was 
seen of them until the skeletons

were found under their boat and in 
a tent, a prey to wild boasts and 
xvitli evidences that they had been 
driven to feed on their weaker com­
panions, before yielding to starva­
tion and cold.

HIS LORDSHIP’S INSURANCE 
CASE.

The following is a copy of the Brief 
Mr Jack has made out of his appeal to be 
tried before the full Bench in Fredericton. 
Our readers will see it is as unsound ns it 
is plausible :— .
In the Supreme Court, Between

the Roman Catholic Bishop of
Chatham, Plaintiff, and the
Western Assurance Company,
Defendant.
Tried before His Honor Mr. Juslice 

Duff, at the Northumberland Circuit 
Court, September, A. D. 1880.

Verdict for plaintiff, $5,750.
The defendant will, on Michaelmas 

Term next, move to enter a nonsuit, 
pursuant to leave reserved, on the fol­
lowing grounds:—

1. That tho application of the plain­
tiff for insurance, embodied in ‘his letter 
to Francis E. Winslow, dated the 7th 
day of Febiuary, A. D. 1878, was an 
app'ication for insurance in The North 
British and Mercantile Insurance Com­
pany only.

2. That as' Francis E. Winslow 
derived his authority solely from the 
last mentioned letter, he w is not au­
thorized to apply for insurance by the 
defendant.

3. That the telegram from Henry 
Jack to Francis E. Winslow, dated the 
8th day of February, A. D. 1878 : 
"Street and I take ten thousand each,’" 
was simply an intimation that the said 
Street and Jack, on behalf of the 
companies which they represented, xvero 
willing to take insurance upon the 
amounts being distributed.

4. That it was not competent for 
Warwick W. Street, the agent for the 
defendant to delegate his potver to 
Henry Jack to accept the risk alleged 
to be offered to the defendant by the 
plaintiff.

6. That if the defendant is bound by 
any contract, it is solely for the delivery 
of a policy, and would embody the 
terms and condition of a policy in ordin­
ary and common use by the defendant

6. That the alleged contract is com­
prised in letters and telegrams between 
the parties or their alleged agents, and 
that the plaintiff improperly wi.held, on 
the trial, a portion of such sorrespon • 
dence, and thereby disclosed only a por­
tion of the alleged contract, and made it 
appear to be other than it really was.

7. That even though the telegram 
of the 8th day of February, A. D. 1878, 
from.Henry Jack to Francis E. Winslow, 
appeared to make a completed contract, 
if circumstances subsequently occur, as 
they did occur, which make it appear to 
the parties or either of them that it was 
intended to form a complete contract, it 
would, from the time of such knowledge 
and in the absence of damage from 
breach, cease to be a contract or contain 
any of the elements of a contract.

8. That it is evident from the letter 
from Henry Jack to Francis E. Winslow, 
dated the 9th day of February, A. D. 
1878, the reply of Francis E. Winslow 
thereto,-dated the 12th day of February. 
A. D. 1878, the letter of the plaintiff to 
Francies E. Winslow, of the last men­
tioned date, and the letter of Henry 
Jack to Francis E. Winslow, dated the 
13th day of February, A. D. 1878, that 
the plaintiff and the parties interested or 
to be bound thereby treated the alleged 
contract as incohate, and that their 
minds were Tlever ad idem.

8. That the plaintiff by his letter to 
Francis E. Winslow, dated the 12th day 
of February,, A, D. 1878, which was 
forwarded to and received by Henry

15. That an action on a contract to 
insure cannot bo brought against the 
defendant, beii g an incorporated Com­
pany, except upon an instrument under 
seal.

16. That the remedy of the plaintiff, 
if any, is not at law, but in equity, for 
specific performance of an alleged con­
tract.

The defendant will also at the same 
time move ‘.o set aside tfie verdict, and 
for a new trial, to be granted in case- a 
non-suit is refused, on the following 
grounds : —

IMPROPER ADMISSION OF EVIDENCE.

10. That the alleged contract is 
indefinite, aud is susceptible of being 
construed either as a contract by Henry 
Jack to insure and to procure insurance 
by Warwick W. Street, a like contract 
by The North British and MercAtile 
Insurance Company to insure and procure 
insurance by the defendant, or as a 
contact- by The North British and 
Mercantile Insurance Company to insure, 
based upon a contract to ie-insure the 
last mentioned Company by the defend­
ant.

11. That there is no privity of con­
tract between the plaintiiT and defendant.

12. That no specific amounts were 
placed upon the various portions ot the 
premises alleged to be insured, and that 
it cannot be alleged what portions there­
of xvere insured by the defendant, or for 
what amounts, or that the buildings 
destroyed were insured by the defend­
ant.

13. That the plaintiff never accepted 
any insurance from the defendant, or 
agreed to any contract proposed on be­
half of the defendant.

14. That no premium was paid or 
promised to be paid for the alleged in 
snrance by the defendant.

11. Improper admission of evidence 
of Richard F. Quigley of his conversa­
tion with Warwick W. Street, with a 
view to prove that the latter dissuaded 
the former from putting this claim in 
suit within six months from the loss.

HR. ROBERTS’ PAPER.

We g‘ve a digest of Mr. Roberts’ excel­
lent paper : It was obvious to attain a 
nonnested realisation of the course and 
progress of events, we should have method 
in our arrangements, for where there was 
eonfueion in the mode of presenting the 
subjects to onr mind, there would be confu­
sion in the mind on receiving it. There 
should he a thread in history, while partieu - 
tar epochs, and particular events should 
have particular place. One khig threw his 
weight in with progress, another against it 
some exerted a beneficent, others a baneful 
influence; then to measure our periods in 
history by the duration, and connect them 
by the succession of monarch», seemed much 
like making a string of beads, no one bead 
being better adapted for its position than 
its neighbor, and no one of the beads being 
necessary to the string, no more than the 
latter was necessary to the beads. Such a 
mechanical and arbitrary method helps to 
defeat an acquisition of knowledge in 
logical order. Instead of taking the actors 
in the great play we should take the play 
itself: dividing into periods the differ ent 
phases and stages of some particular line 
of mental,- moral, political or scientific 
development.

He contended strongly that we had no 
right to set up kings as the thread or land­
marks of history, unless these monarch»" 
assoeiatod with themselves the germs 
of the advancement of their times. 
If we speak of the progress and vast steps 
in philosophy in England, did we think 
of James I.. or Franois Baeon ? In science, 
of Charles II., or Isaac Newton T If we 
investigated the growth of political thought 
did we think most of the grave, sweet maj­
esty of Charles II., or the eant of the 
regicide hypocrite Cromwell ? In pursu­
ing the advance of literature, did we think of 
Henry or of Chancer 7 of Elisabeth _ or of 
Shakespeare ? of Anne or or Addison ? It 
was eminetly true, therefore, that History 
should be the biography of the greatest men- 
All progress towards relative perfection was 
made by stages We saw this in reading 
the history of the growth of material life 
as -written in the strata of the Earth’s erust 
—the perfection arrived at throughout was 
the highest type of creation, Man. And then 
after pointing briefly to the onward and 
upward tendency of material devalopement 
from the time when Mollusc a swarmed in 
Silurian waters on through the Devonian 
period, and down toiwhen the the crowning 
work Man, was manifested of God, 
he applied the same principle of 
progress through periods to greater perfec­
tion to literature, and lo history espeeiallv. 

M r Roberts continued—
Now having gone all round about the 

subject, I- will make a bold plunge, and en­
deavour to penetrate to some degree into 
the subject. We teachers are required 
to instil into the brains of "young Canada a 
certain amount of information on Canadian 
history, through the medium of “Archer’s 
History of Canada.” In the way of doing 
this successfully bitter experience has 
taught us there are well nigh insurperable 
obstacles. Some of as are conseions of those 
.difficulties indeed but -vaguely, for when 
our long suffering indignation is at la-t 
aroused, a few reckless ones indulge 
merely a cursory examination. Others 
have a very clear appreciation of there* 
rather after the manner of the worthy 
Seotish Division, who, when brought face to 
face suddenly with a tough passage would 
say : “ Brothern, this is one of the difficulties 
which commentations eanna agree on, WV 
the grace of God let ns look it boldly in the 
face—and pass on.” Indeed, it will require 
such radical change to enable us to over 
eome these difficulties, that, for aught that 
my crude suggestions oan avail to clear for 
you the thorn/;path of teaching with the 
text-book, wo might as well pass on. So 
I will endeavo ur to distinguish between the 
merits and defeo s of this work, and to 
gathe^ an idea of the sort of book we want, 
to put in the hands of children.

First look at the book as a li terary effort. 
In this light I consider it a great success. 
It is full to brimming over with most im­
aginative eloquenee. with felicities of ex­
pression,end graceful and skilful inversions. 
Prejudiced by this vexation and toil of try­
ing to adopt food for mature minds to the 
undeveloping intellects of children, many of 
ns lose sight of the great literary ability dis­
played in the work. Here is made manifest 
a wide and solid culture, the most careful 
study of the subject and the fullest infor­
mation, and a mind so comprehensive in its 
grasp as sometimes to be followed with diffi­
culty even by mature readers, and notât all 
by children. From very fulness of material 
aid a desire to cover all points, the subject 
is worked out on several lines instead of one 
central one, which makes the difficulty of 
grasping apd retaining it the greater; though 
these lines all converge and eventually unite 
when confederation in consummated. There 
is nothing threadbare about the production; 
there is nothing like padding, it is pregnant 
with fact throughout. Herein lies another 
difficulty. Children eannot understand all 
this. It is absurd to expect them to. There 
is almost as much solid substanoe requiring 
to be assimilated condensed into this little 
volume as is contained in three books of 
Gibbon’s Rome. When I hear teachers rail 
against this text book I incline to think 
that they are mistaking the object of their 
censure. Were Gibbon to be placed in the 
children's hands, and were we required to

a certain
time, having known it before, we should still 
perceive its greatness,and we wouldn’t grum­
ble at or deride the author because his book 
was not level to a child’s comprehension, but 
we would be quite sure that sometime some­
one had acted unadvisedly, or it would " not 
be expected of us to do the impracticable. 
This book with its comprehensiveness- 
eloquenee aud Latinized diction, is about as 
well adapted for children's study as Gib­
bon’s masterpiece, In the preface the only 
aim mentioned by Dr. Archer is to place in 
the teachers hands a “pretty comprehensive 
text-hook;” and I think we may conclude 
that he has saerified the excellence of his 
work as a childs History to the achievement 
of a noble literary sueeess. Then let us not

depreciate the book, but let ns complain, 
with reason on our sick, because it is de 
manded of us to teach a large amount of 
Canadian History with this as our only aid.
A few words as to how the required know­
ledge might be instilled, if the time and 
energy of the teacher were at all adequate. 
It would have to be taught orally, a method 
by whieh knowledge must be very slowly 
imparted and often reiterated in its variety. 
The end is not gained at all fully by ex­
plaining and translating the allotted time 
to the children and then telling them to 
earn it for next day ; for they cannot bear 
in mind all your ^explanations, and their 
brains will be occupied and bewildered with 
the inverted eonstruetions, and the, to 
them, novel and incomprehensible words. 
Then if a chain of leading events be taken, 
such as Mr Creeds very uselul digest con­
tained in the last Educational circular, 
avoiding the digressions of tho text-book 
and you group the related event around this , 
giving them to the pupils in simple direet, 
and somewhat picturesque language, you 
will probably succeed in instilling a‘'com­
paratively thorough knowledge of the sub­
ject into their minds. But who can do all 
this? In the multitude of studies, what 
teacher can find time or energy for this 
laborious and elaborate work? There is a 
tendency now to require too much oral 
teaching. This method however thorough 
is necessarily very slow. To pr.iotieo it 
demands such an intimate familiarity as 
very few oan attain to when occupied with so 
many wholly differing branches. Under the 
present pressure we must, in justice, have 
sueh books to put into the pupils hand» as 
they oan themselves, under judicious 
guidance, extract their knowledge 
from, without the necessity for all this 
continued feeding, this administering by 
band with a teaspoon. Stilt I do not wish 
to be found ungraciously earping at our au­
thorities. I believe that they themselves 
now perceive some of the difficulties which 
all praetioal teachers are experiencing- 
They are having prepared a simple and eom- 
paet history based on this text book. It is 
natural that at first there should be some 
errors in the construction of so eomprehen ■ 
sire and yet so particular a thing -as a 
course of instruction: and it is natural to 
suppose that those actually teaching should 
be the first to perceive the weak points. 
Nothing oan be produced at once perfect 
from man’s brains, and a course of Instruc­
tion ein be only perfected by degrees. It 
was from a God’s head that the Minerva 
eame forth fully armed and of magnificent 
stature • A wonderful thing, sueh as has 
now in tradition been ascribed man or hero. 
But when the Board proclaim the need of 
improvement they endeavor to effect it in 
the beet way ; and I hope that soon we may 
be enabled to place in the children's hands 
sneh a text book, from the able hands of 
the-author of the present one, as will make 
Canadian History no longer a bag bear, but 
the intensely interesting subject which it 
should be to us, the fruitful mother of loyal 
love towards this our country, and praotioe 
seal for her future welfare.

Mr. Duke said he thought the text-book 
too comprehensive. Besides it was dis­
connected. It skipped from Halifax to 
Quebec at a bound, and went back again on 
as short notice. There should be- some 
connection between the results of the his­
tory ; and every event should be traced up 
to its spring. He was delighted with Mr. 
Robert’s paper, and thought it struck the 
proper chord.

Mr. Sivewright concurred in Mr. Duke’s 
views, and heartily endorsed Mr. Robert’s 
paper. Some found one fault with Archers 
History, some another. Sbme complained 
there were- too many dates and too many 
names : he embodied his objections in one 
fault—the book was too thick. A history 
should give us the doings of great and good 
men who left their imprint upon the world ; 
and we should try to emulate their works.

Mr, Duke thought that history’n great 
object shotfld be to point out by records, 
that in the long run, truth is mighty, and 
will prevail

Several other teachers gave oritioqgms on 
Archers History of Canada, the most con­
cluding that as a text-book for our schools 
*t waa a failure, but that as a literary .work 
it was a success. The admission being 
paradoxical, [because if even a theme be 
jumbled it oannot be said to be a literary 
suceesa, though we do not say by any means 
that Mr. Archers book is jumbled), a few 
dissented from it. It was the general 
opinion Mr* Archer should recast hie book 
in a smaller mould : so change hi» matter 
as to give connection to his period», and 
keep each historical theatre in it» proper 
place. [We thick Mr. Robert’s paper is a 
very admirable one, and we are sorry we 
had to cut short, and spoil the introduction. 
The direet portion of it however is verbatim. 
We fully agree with Mr. Robert’s that as it 
is not Kings who make history always, 
monarch» should not he made the landmarks 
of history. It is the progress of the human 
family from the period where history first 
touches it that we want to know, arid that 
progress is through religion, letters, science 
and art. Where a nation inclines to phil­
osophy, the people are advanced. As the 
great benefactor of moral philosophy we 
would commence with Thomas1 Aquinas : 
as the great benefactor of inductive phil- 
eaiphy we would set "down the name of 
Bacon—

The wisest, weakest, meanest of mankind:
and so on. These are the landmarks we 
want, and not a row of kings who stand from 
the time of Egbert to Victoria like a row of 
pickets. The record of a battle is insignifi­
cant compared with the results of the 
victory, and it matters little how heavy was 
Bruce’s sword compared with tho fruits of 
Bannockburn. We care little for John’s 
cowering on the field of Rnnnymeade, but we 
do for the offspring of that usurpation of 
the “divine right of kings,” the glorious 
Magna Charta. A few will not agree with* 
Mr. Roberts in the portrait he draws of 
Charles I. no more than they will with all 
the dark coloring he has put on Cromwell's 
picture, With this we have nothing to do > 
we leave the nearest heirs of Oliver, to settle 
the matter with Mr Roberts,

As to History, we may say a novel pro -
sition has lately been made with regard to 

the teaching of the subjeot. Many contend 
we should begin to study History from our 
own time, and trace it upward, proceeding 
from the Known to the Unknown. This

seems correct in theory, for when the travel - 
1er goes to explore the Nile, he seldom goes 
to the Source, but begins at the month, 
and goes np. We leave the matter 
for the present with Educationists 
In next issue we shall conclude our report 
of the Institute meeting.—Ed. Stab.]
