NEW YORK, Jan. 23.—There is no 
gulf between Heaven and earth. Love 
bridges the apparent chasm. The 
other life is screened from us, but it 
is all around us. The saints and pro­
phets spoke truly. The peak from 
which things beyond the veil may be 
seen has been reached. We must be­
lieve that the youths who lost their 
lives in the war live on. We must 
think of them as being with us still.

This was the burden of Sir Oliver 
Lodge’s message to a huge audience 
In Carnegie Hall yesterday after­
noon. He Said at the outset that he 
did not wish to be dogmatic; that he 
was not ready yet to arouse contro­
versy; and that he did not believe his 
theories to be infallable. He put them 
forward as- the result oZ a lifetime 
of experiment and study.

Half a dozen times he referred to 
the doubt that befogs men's minds 
on the issues which are now occupy­
ing his attention. He indicated plain­
ly that the time had come when he 
and men who had spent their 
trying to get behind the veil were 
ready to construct a pathway for the

stumbling, the doubting and the skep­
tical. He explained that his lecturf 
on “The Reality of the Unseen”’was 
introductory to a series, iii which he 
proposed t otreat of the evidence of 
survival and the destiny of man.

Sir Oliver was- matter-of-fact, and 
logical in his first public address 
since landing in America this time. 
He might have been delivering- *n 
after-dinner address, so calm and in­
formal was his manner.

“I believe the ether of space is a 
substantial reality,” he said, “with 
extraordinarily perfect properties, 
with enormous energy, a constitution 
which we must discover and a sub­
stantiality more impressive than that 
of matter. It is the most important 
thing in the material universe. Màt- 
ter is made of ether. In these days 
of the Einstein theory, it .is légitimité 
to doubt the reality at ether. But it 
is always easy to doubt. And the fact 
that ether does not make a direct ap­
peal to our senses makes some of us 
skeptical.

Cows of All Ages Are Sometimes 
, Affected — Remedies Suggested 

Where Veterinary Cannot Be 
Had—Grape Pruning For the

ôws, Its cause ts not understood, 
lie it* is probably more frequently 

met with In cows In low condition 
fund unsanitary surroundings, no 
care, food, attention or surroundings 
act as preventives. It is noticed in 

.cows of all age», all breeds, cows in 
all conditions and at all seasons. We 
cannot understand why it occurs, or 
why it caühot be prevented, but ex­
perience teaches us that such is the 

;#hct. Good care, comfortable sur­
roundings, avoidance of cold and 
dampness, especially In cold weather, 
and giving a warm mash for a day 
or/two after calving tend to aid-ex­
pulsion of the membranes, but even 
all precautions frequently fail, The 
administration of medicines is in­
effective. In ordinary cases the mem­
branes are expelled shortly or in a 
few hours after parturition, while in 

, other cases they are retained for 24 
hours or longer and then spontan­
eously expelled. In other cases spon­
taneous expulsion does not take place 
until after decomposition, when they 

r&re- expelled in pus and small pieces.
» The symptoms Are usually evident 
*%y the protrusion through the vulva 
of a portion of the membranes, but 
fin rare cases this symptom is not 
present, the membranes being wholly 

'contained within the uterus. In such 
cases, provided the cow has been un­
tied it is hard to know whether- they 
-are retained or have been eaten by 
the cow. Cows have the objection­
able habit of eating the afterbirth. 
We cannot account for this taste, and 
when possible it should be prevented. 
In some cases the consumption of the 
membranes does not appear to affect 
the health or general condition of the 
animal; in others it causes trouble, 
and In some cases death from various 
conditions,, ,

Treatment.—When the membranes 
have been retained for 24 hours or 

• oveç in warm weather or for forty- 
eiffht, hours in cold weather they 
should be-carefully removed by hand. 
Where--a veterinarian can readily be 
procured it iâ probably wise for the 
ordinary stock owner to employ him, 
but a stockman who understands the 
anatomy of the parts, and is not 
afraid of a dirty and sometimes ted­
ious job can operate himself. The 
lining membrane of the womb is cov­
ered with many Utt|e,lumps (called 
cotyledons) which are attached by 
constricted necks, with surfaces vary­
ing from one inch or less to three or 
four inches in dlampter, to which the 
membranes are attached.

on a trellis made of two narrow 
strips of board nailed to posts.

One thing never to be overlooked 
is all fruit is produced on last year’s 
wood. Most neglected vines have too 
much old wood. Try to get one or 
two upright canes of two-year-old 
wood or older • with four arms or 
younger canes equally distributed on 
She two wires. These arms should 
not be over six feet long, giving four 
arms of this length. This is suffi­
cient bearing wood for any vine. Sup-- 
priée the upright part is satisfactory 
and there are four arms on it, from 
these arms laterals or side shoots 
will grow, on which the fruit is pro­
duced. A vine should be pruned af­
ter it freezes before winter and be­
fore it thaws in the spring. Pruning 
in mild weather causes bleeding from 
the cuts. The laterals that bore fruit 

jshould be cpt back, only leaving one 
mud to sprout the following season 
and - the fruit,: will grow on that 
sprout. It Is q^lte easy to occasion­
ally renew one or more arms by train­
ing a young branch to take the older 
one’s place.

BERLIN, Jan. 23—Several promin­
ent Germans are already being men­
tioned as possible candidates for the 
next Presidential term.

Bank of Nova Scotia ST. THOMAS, Jan, 23—The em­
bargo placed by the United States 
Railroad Board on all freight moving 
east from Canada to the United 
States through the Niagara frontier 
is not disturbing local railway offi- 
cials to any extent, according to re­
ports heard today.

The embargo is regarded as the re­
sult of the severe disruption of ser­
vice on the railroads east of Buffalo, 
and especially onLthe New York Cen­
tral Lines through the Mohawk Val­
ley, where traffic has been badly tied 
up for several days on account of 
snow blockades.

The petition, as is usual with all 
petitions, is receiving a fair number 
of Signers.

The petition asks that the Govern­
ment submit the question io the peo­
ple in the form of a plebescite. The 
Government can take no action in re­
gard to prohibiting the ' movement of 
booze from Quebec to Ontario, or 
from one province to another, with­
out first submitting the question to 
the people in the form of a referen­
dum, owing tq the constitution in re­
spect to the movement of traffic from 
one part of the province zo another.

The'Govemmenf has as yet made 
no announcement as to whether or not 
it is planning to submit a plebescite. 
That is probably the object of the 
petition.
