It was a night in February. The 
air was dank and chill. I waa ins 
vited to a reception at one of the old 
Roman houses in the neighborhood 
of the Capitol, and I walked to it by 
way of the Corso. The streets 
were datÿ and desolate. On 
doorstep near the Condotti a woman 
sat selling newspapers. Two little 
children were with her. One 
them lay asleep in her arms, the 
other played by her side. At the 
corner of the street going to S. SiL 
yesiro a boy ol (j or ^ was selling 
matches. His lit'le face was very 
pale and be onngbed frequently in 
the damp air. Going by the end of 
the Via Mingbetti I saw that a

supplies thkt were handed to them, 
and fled back into the streets. In 
a couple of minutes twenty or thirty 
of them were flying down into th i 
Corso, crying “‘Tribune”’ and 
fighting for tbe first sales. Within 
half an hour they would be all over 
Rome, sweating, panting, still rnn- 
niig and shouting. I buttoned np 
the collar of my overcoat. In that 
chill air it made me shiver to think 
of the price they paid for their bread,

It was a beautiful reception. In­
side the dark atone walls of the 
prison-like palace ol old Rome, with 
its barred windows and guarded 
portal, there was warmth and odor. 
Beautiful women in lovely gdwns, 
and men with magnificent decora­
tions, The brilliant apartments, 
the more bril'iant company, the 
troops of liveried servants, the bright 
talk. I stayed late and returned, as 
I had come, on foot.

The narrow, silent streets with­
out seemed very dark after the blaze 
of many lights within. I waa pick­
ing my way in the darkness when I 
heard the low, tired, hungry cry of 
a child. It was a boy, apparently 
of 4 years, who at midnight was 
dragging hie weary little feet home 
by the hand of hie father. The man 
was evidently a seller of news­
papers. Two or three unsold “Tri­
bunas,” carefully folded, were pro­
truding from the side pocket of his 
acket. He was carrying a younger 

child in his arms, asleep.
A tall, thjn, scraggy, underfed 

man of perhaps five and ihirty. A 
few paces behind him there was a 
woman, also carrying a child, and 
whom I thought I recognized as tbe 
woman with the children in the 
Ooreo by the Via Condotti. She 
overtook the man, laid bold of the 
other hand of the little boy, who 
was crying, and between them the 
child dragged, still crying in his 
low, brqben, tired way all up the 
street.

I followed them and spoke to 
them and tried to comfort the little 
fellow with some ecldi, but be took 
no notice ; the soldi dropped out of 
his cold fingers and he continued 
to ory.

“ Poor little man ; he‘e very 
-leepy,’’ I said to the parents, who 
smiled and were pleased, said yes, 
be was very sleepy, but they were 
taking him homo and they would 
put him to bed.

The poor souls had their arma 
full Why ûid’nt I carry the little

boy myself? Heaven knows I 
wanted to, but I did not. I appeas­
ed my conscience for the moment 
by giving a trifle to buy milk for 
the little fellow, and then turned 
away. As I went off I hea-d all the 
way down the silent street the seme 
low, weary, sickly, bnngry ory of 
the child, God knows how far they 
had still to go.

A long lino of carriages stcod 
waiting in a street near to one of 
the great embassies. Spletodid 
horses in beautiful harness end 
ooechmen and footmen in liveries of 
buff and brown and blue with cooades 
ard fur tippets 'and gold bra:d. 
There was a great ball in Rome that 
night.

Going back by the Corso I came 
again on my little matoheeller. He 
was propped up in a recess of a 
doorway, leaning his bead on tbe 
plinth of a great pilaster. His eyes 
were closed, *is pretty delicate face 
waa very pâle and his tray of matches 
was almost slipping out of his fin- 
gers. He was fast asleep.

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The Pineau Affair

As will be seen by reference to 
the revelations elsewhere printed, 
the Pineau affair absorbed no in­
considerable amount of time and 
attention in the Legislature, dur­
ing last week.

This is a most extraordinary 

condition of affairs, and it is no 
wonder the announcement created 

sensation in the House. But'it 
must create a "greater sensation 
throughout the Province. This 
sinking fund, of which we have 
heard so much is a myth, and the 
public debt is increased by the 
amount supposed to have been in­
vested therein. The Government 
have no money in the Bank “ on 
call.”

Bnt managed 
to drive off the enemy from their strong 
positions, they successively held with very 
little loss, and is now holding the place 
which I directed him to do, north of 
Johannesburg Casualties : two officers 
wounded ; two men killed and 27 wound­
ed.

A cable received at Ottawa announces 
that the Canadian Artillery lost heavily 
in a night attack at Faber’s Farm. W. L. 
Latimer, Sheffield Field battery, was kill­
ed . The wounded are ; Corp. H. W. 
Brown, Bom. J McCaskill, Driver K.

Jackson, Pictou.

Lord Lansdowne has received the fol­
lowing from Lord Roberts dated Orange 
Grove, Saturday : Johannesburg quiet. 
Burghers surrendering arms and ponies. 
Only three Boer guns were left in the fort. 
The Queen’s Own artillery captured Creu­
set with eleven wagons of stores and 
ammunition. Commandant Botha, of 
Zontpansbnrg, hie field cornet and one 
hundred prisoners taken in fighting around 
Johannesburg, some belong to foreign 
contingent arid Irish brigade.

The following despatch from Lord Rob­
erts was received by the War Office 
yesterday :—

Pretoria, June 5th, 11.40 
a.m.—We are now in posses­
sion of Pretoria. The offi­
cial entry will be made this 
afternoon at 2 o'clock.

A London despatch dated yesterday | 
adds :—Roberts entered Pretoria at 2 ; 
o’clock this afternoon and England is cele­
brating with wild enthusiasm. Flags were 
flung to the bteeze everywhere..

Despite of the Boer reports that they 
will carry on a gqerilL warfare the war 
is believed be pradtioajly at an end. In­
formation is scarce but apparently the 
British encountered but little oppoeition 
and did not have any serions loss of life. 
Gen. French got north of the city practi­
cally surrounding it on Monday. Lord 
Roberta had quite a severe engagement 
fjix Mile tjprujt from congealed batteries 
but the Boers were worsted sud apparently 
made good their escape. The British 
oasualities were light.

President Kruger is somewhere to the 
eastward, but is in constant wire com­
munication with the leaders near Pretoria. 
There is, however, a deep feeding of anger 
against him on account of' what is now 
called hie unnecessary flight, and because 
he and the officials took all the gold and 
left their subordinates unpaid.

Colonel Otter reports by cable that 
seven meiTof the Royal Canadian Regi­
ment were wound May 28th.

The Cardinal and the Children— 
Sunday, 29 h April, being Good 
Shepherd Sunday, one of the moat 
interesting gatherings that have 
taken place lor some time was wit­
nessed in the afternoon, when close 
on the twelve hundred children, re­
presenting their respective schools, 
from all parts of the archdiocese of 
Westminster, pa d homage to the 
august head of the Catholic Church 
in this cocntryTAud presented to the 
Cardinal the amounts collected by 
them iu aid of the g-eat work o* 
rescue inaugurated a year ago. His 
Eminence said : My dear children, 
I am very tony that you cannot all 
Bit down comfortably, but that you 
are obliged to stand. I promise 
that next year I will assemble you 
in a better room ihan this, and that 
each one of you will have a chair to 
Bit upon, to that if you are a little 
tired to day, a year her ce, when you 
come, you will be a little more com­
fortable. I am very much pleased 
to see such a Urge and reprisent» 
tive gathering of our dear children 
scattered as they are throughout this 
populous diocese. I fed that in hav 
ing you here the thirty or forty 
thousand of our school children are 
represented by you here to-day 
(Applause.) This is to me a very 
great honor, indeed ; for you repre 
sent in your own persons so large a 
number of good Catholic children 
who are not able to be present to­
day. Ton have come in their name, 
and in order not to protrset the pro 
ceedings unnecessarily, I will call 
upon yon to sing the hymn, com 
posed by Father Kent (applause), 
and which has been set to music by 
Father Foyer (applause) I mean, 
of course, the hymn of “The Good 
Shepherd.” The children then com­
plied, and were loudly applauded. 
Proceeding, Hie Eminence said 
Last year you came in honor of the 
Good Shepherd ; this year you have 
come in His honor ; you have come 
with a hymn, and you have sung it 
very sweetly and very beautifully. 
(Applause.) Now, you are the 
sheep, the lambs of this Good Sbep 
herd, our Blessed Lord, who bas the 
greatest love for little childreo.

But the scene where Maty meets the 
procession on the way to Calvary 
and recognizes her son as the cross- 
bearer and cries : “ It is my son 1" 
is lull of pathos.—S. H. Review.

The Passion Play at Oberam- 
mergan is one of those remarkable

The 
strange vow has so wrought upon 
the people of the place who keep it, 
the Passion Play bas so moulded and 
permeated their lives and customs 
that Oberammergau has become, 
because of it, a marked place in 
modern days ; a sacred spot where 
Christ and Hia redeeming Sacrifice 
are absolutely the central though 
and governing idea, not only in the 
hearts of its inhabitants, but in their 
outward 'occupation, modes of life, 
and influence upon the world out 
side. May the world outside long 
be kept from invading the holy spot 
with its own mundane opinions and 
sordid ways 1 It is only too easy to 
bruise the delicate petals of the rose.

We subjoin an account of the 
opening performance of the present 
year. “ The first performance of 
the “ Passion Play” since 1890 was 
given May 20. Hundreds of per- 
eors arrived to witness the pro­
duction. Among the English speak 
ing visitors Americans predominate. 
Contrai y lo expectation, the weather 
was bright aid sunny. By eight 
o’clock the theatre, which bilds 
4 000 pei sons, was almost filled, the 
few empty seat» being the more ex­
pensive ones. Tbe rest of the house 
was crowded with peasants from the 
surrounding villages, who were 
easily distinguishable by their short 
hair, the residents of Oberammergau 
let'it g their hair grow long with the 
view to taking part in the play.
