Une of the cases argued before 
the Judges of the Supreme Court 
now in session is that of Isaac L. 
Lane vs. Hon. J. F. Whear. F. L. 
Haszard, K. C., appeared for Mr. 
Lane and the Attorney General 
fir Mr. Whear, These names 
would convey the idea that the 
case is quite within the family 
circle of the Liberal political 
party. All who have read Dick­
ens’ “ Bleak House,” will remem­
ber the famous chancery suit of 
“ Jarndice vs. .Jarndice,” and in 
view of the steps leading up to 
the bringing before the court of 
the case above mentioned it might 
not perhaps be inappropriately 
styled the case of “ Whear vs. 
Whear.” It will be remembered 
that an action on the same grounds 
as that of the one in question was 
brought against Mr. Whear by 
someone else at a previous term 
of the court. It was then said 
that the action of Lane had been 
arranged for by Mr. Whear him­
self to save him from the conse­
quences that might follow the ac­
tion brought by Mr. McEachern. 
The last mentioned case was dis­
posed of at the last term of the 
court, and now the case of Lane 
vs. Whear has been heard. It is 
for the recovery of a penalty for 
which Mr. Whear is alleged to be 
liable under the act respecting the 
Legislature in as much as he re­
ceived public money for conduct­
ing certain crown cases before the 
court, while a member of the 
Legislature. The defendant ar 
gues that he had not entered into 
a contract with the crown in this 
matter ; that he could not do so 
according to the law. Further, 
the defendant contends that if the 
court should decide he had con 
traded as alleged,-it had not been 
while he sat and voted in the 
Legislature, and also that he is not 
liable to the penalty that such a 
contract involves unless he had 
been proved guilty of sitting and 
voting illegally before the action 
was taken. The decision of the 
court has not yet been given.

Railway Station At 
Pictou.

As we pointed out in our last 
issue, the Federal Government 
are very slow about making any 
move in the direction of giving 
Charlottetown a new passenger 
station. The need of such accom­
modation is patent to all and no 
further argument is required to 
convince the public of the fact 
It has also been shown that a 
suitable site can be had at reason 
able cost All this being granted 
why do the Government delay ?

Charlottetown is not the only 
place that is suffering for the 
want of improved accommodation 
in the matter of a passenger sta­
tion. Pictou is also a sufferer in 
consequence of the Government’s 
procrastination. In as much as 
Pictou is the point of connection 
of the steamer from Charlotte­
town with the Intercolonial rail- 
way, the people of this Province 
are interested in the matter of 
accommodation afforded the travel­
ling public in the railway passen­
ger station of that town. Passen­
gers from here by the steamer 
Princess, going beyond Pictou by 
rail, as well as those coming this 
way by rail to Pictou sometimes 
have to wait there a considerable 
length of time. Consequently 
the travelling public to and from 
the Island cannot but be interest­
ed in the maimer of accomodation 
afforded to passengers at that 
terminal of the Government rail­
way. That a new passenger 
station is needed at Pictou, as 
well as at Charlottetown, is ad­
mitted by all. But in the matter 
of providing this much needed 
public work the Government seem 
to be dominated by the same 
spirit of procrastenation that has 
kept us without our new station, 
and quite possibly for the same 
reason. In the session of 1902 
$70,000 was voted by the Govern­
ment for this purpose ; but noth­
ing was done towards starting 
the work. Another session and 
another vote have since gone by j 
but no new station has yet been 
started.

We referred to this matter 
about a year ago. At that time 
or shortly before then, a strong

New Brunswick Lum­
ber.

W. H. Murray, the well known St- 
John lumberman, in an interview at 
Fredericton Saturday, expressed the 
opinion that the lumber cut on the 
upper St. John and tributaries daring 
the coming winter would fall short of 
that of last season by about ten 
million. The cot last year totalled 
about 130,000.000 feet, and aboot 80,- 
000,000 came through the booms, 
the remainder having been hung up 
above Grand Falls. Many of the large 
operators are enrtailing their operaitons 
this seasor, and the cut is not likely 
to exceed more than 120,000,000 feet. 
John Kilbnrn will get ont about 5,000,- 
000 for Murray & Gregory on the 
Northwest branch ; Cnnliffe will cat 
12,000,000 for them on the Allelgash 
and Choinard 3,000,000 on Black River, 
making the firm's total about 20,000, - 
000.

The Scott Lumber Company of Fred- 
eiicton who are operating upon the up­
per St. John this season for the first 
time will cut about 5,000,000 on the 
Wild Cat stream, a tributary of the 
8t. Francis.

No effort will be made this season to 
get ont the 34,000,000 feet or eo of logs 
stranded in the main river above Grand 
Falls. There was some talk awhile ago 
of booming them at Van-Bnren, bat as 
the scheme was not approved of by all 
the owners, it had to be abandoned. 
The logs will remain jnst aa they are, 
unless a big rise of water cornea from 
the head of the river, and there is no 
telling what will happen to them. The 
loge have been ont of the water since 
early last summer, and are very dry, 
and therefore it will take less water to 
float them than would be the case with 
the green lnmber. Should a big rise of 
water occur in the near future they are 
certain to run down the river and be 
caught in the ice at gome point where 
it would be difficult to save them in the 
spring. If there ie no big rise of water 
this fall it is thought that there will be 
little difficulty in saving the lomber in 
the spring, as the ice above the falls is 
usually a week or so later in starting 
than the ice below that point. Thir 
gives a chance to get the booms ready. 
Ae already stated, there ie about 34 - 
009,000 feet of the past season’s cot 
stranded above the falls. It is owned 
by the following parties in the profcor 
lion named.

WHY CENSUS COST SO MUCH

The erstwhile Liberal economists 
at the head of the government by a 
solid party vote declared that the 
census of 1901, which cost $1,198, 
268 to date, while the census of 1881 
cost only $511,550, and that of 1891 
cost 549,991, was conducted on 
money saving basis. The public 
naturally feel interested in the 
causes which led up to an increase 
in expenditure in 1901 of $648,277 
as compared with 1891.

MR. PREFONTAINE’S CHANGE 
OF FRONT.

Less than twelve months ago Hon. 
Raymond P refontaine, minister of 
marine and fisheries, rças preaching 
the gospel of protection to the elect­
ors of Maisonneuve. He pledged 
himself to secure for the cotton and 
other industries an increase in duties, 
which would prevent their goods 
from being swamped by slaughter 
products from the United States. 
He assured his constituents that he 
was about to enter the cabinet to 
take the place of Hon. J. Israel 
Tarte, as the advocate of the protec­
tionist wing of the Liberal party. A 
week ago Mr. P refontaine addressed 

political gathering at Longueiul, 
and there he endorsed the present 
so-called policy of protection for 
revenue only. By doing so Mr. 
Prefpntaine lived up to the forecasts 
of those who knew him. He has 
been forced by his confreres to aban­
don every pledge he ever made in 
regard to our fiscal policy. Hon. 
J. Israel Tarte reeigned bis portfolio 
rather than turn Mr. Prefontaine’s 
somersault. The latter, ell through 
the last session, proved himself to 
be an incapable, and had it not been 
for the aaaistanoe lent him by fellow 
ministers, he could not possibly 
have put through the business of 
his department. It is Mr, Prefon- 
taine who is leading the attack on 
Mr. Tarte. The people, knowing 
the source of the mud-slinging, will 
take it at its fall value.

LAURIER ALONE TO BLAME.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and bis fol­

lowers are playing a small part in 
trying to fix responsibility for the 
Alaskan boundary decision on Mr. 
Chamberlain. As far back as May 
29tb, 1899, Sir Wilfrid refused to 
consent to the appointment of a 
commission such as 'he accepted on 
January 21st, 1903. Moreover, on 
February 22od, 1901, Lord Lana- 
downe, who was responsible for the 
Alaskan boundary treaty from first 
to last, in negotiating with the 
United States for the abrogation of 
the Clayton-Bnlwer treaty, declared 
that until the Alaskan boundary and 
other matters in dispute between 
Canada and the .United States were 
Battled, Great Britain would concede 
nothing.

But how did Sir Wilfrid view this 
strong stand in Canada’s behalf? In 
Parliament, on March 5tb, 1902, he 
said—“ Canada had no direct inter­
est in the Clayton-Bnlwer treaty ; 
Canada bad no direct interest in the 
Nioarangna Canal.” By snob treat­
ment was Lord Lansdowne reward­
ed for his interest in onr affairs.

Had Sir Wilfrid been an astute

Jj 4i)rdo#uV» uni aide gave him. Had 
he boo.i firm, last January when the 
Alankan Boundary Commission was 
proposed, he would have refused it, 
aubjeot to the action of Parliament 
which met only eaven weeks later. 
That Sir Wilfrid would then have 
the unanimous support of both 
houses is evidenced by the feeling 
which exists today in respect ot 
the acceptance of the appointees of 
the United States. Instead of de­
lating for a few weeks in a question 
which bad been in dispute for years, 
Sir Wilfrid chose to rely on his own 
judgment. In this decision he erred 
sadly, bat it is unworthy of a man 
holding the highest position in the 
gift of Canadians, that he should so 
far forget himself as to blame those 
who would have willingly stood by 
him, had he been open to advice 
from Lord Lansdowne nearly two 
years ago. Sir Wilfrid is to blame 
for tno muddle, and he will find it 
hard to escape from the censure he 
and his government deserve.

BOOMING A MINISTER’S 
^ ORGAN.

Hon. Sydney Fisher’s organ, the 
Montreal Herald, will never be satis 
fled until it gels the earth. Since 
Mr. Fiaher became minister of agri 
culture, it has been subsidized by 
the government at the average rate 
of $20,000 per annum. The min 
iater also chipped in a,few thousands 
as a per.-onal contribution to the 
paper, and donated a brother to act 
as a director of tbs concern. Lately 
the management has been using 
Liberal members of Parliament as 
circulation agents. It is a money 
saving device and has the advantage 
of enlisting the influence of public 
men in a manner heretofore unheard 
of in Canada. The Parliamentarians 
simply franked Montreal Herald 
circulars to their constituents and 
personally advised them to become 
subscribers for that great political 
organ. The net results of thin sort 
of thing from the standpoint of Mr, 
Fisher’s newspaper, which sings his 
praises in season and out of season 
are not known. But this much is 
certain, that it is high time that » 
paper in which a minister of the 
crown is so deeply interested should 
be debarred from making tools of 
the poeteffloe department and public 
men elected and paid to tranaaoi 
public business. Such transactions 
will not serve to raise Parliament 
in the eyes of the electors. Neither 
will they tend to bring to Mr 
Fisher that respect which should be 
the due of the man in his responsible 
position.

Chronicle’s outburst was due to the 
bungling of the Canadian ministers in 
the matter of the British preference.

GET READY FOR THE FIGHT.

There has been an exodus of min 
liters from Oitawa.

John Morley, in his “Life of Glad 
stone," just published by Macmillan, 
quotes Gladstone himself as sayiie 
that it was in entering St. Peter’s in 
Rome, at the age of twenty-three that 
he experienced his “ first conception of 
the unity of the Church.” “ I had 
previously,” wrote Gladstone, “ taken 
a great deal of teaching direct from the 
Bible as best I could ; but now the 
figure of the Church rose before me as 
a teacher, too and I gradually found in 
how incomplete and fragmentary a 
manner I had drawn divine truth from 
the sacred volume, as, indeed, I had 
also missed, in the Thirty Nine Articl­
es, something which ought to 
have taught me better. Such, for I 
beleive that I have given the fact as it 
occurred, in its silence and its solitude, 
was my first introduction to the august 
conception of the Church of Christ. 
It presented to me Christianity under 
an aspect in which I had not yet known 
it ; its ministry of symbols, its channels 
of grace, Its unending line of teachers 
joining from the Head ; a sublime con 
struction based throughout upon his­
toric fact, uplifting the idea of the com 
munlty in which we live, and of the 
access which it enjoys through the new 
and living way to the presence of the 
Most High. From this time I began 
to feel my way by degrees into or 
toward a true notion of the Church.”

Here is another interesting item 
from the same source. Queen Vic 
toria was opposed to the Gladstone 
measure for the disestablishment of the 
Church in Ireland. She told Glad 
stone that if the measure must pass, 
“ the endowment posterior to the 
Reformation should go to the (Pro­
testant) church, and those preceding 
it to the Roman Catholics.”

The Queen in this case bad a better 
sense of justice than Gladstone or the 
people of England. She evidently 
had no sympathy with the modern 
“ continuity ” idea, which holds that 
the present Protestant Establishment 
is identical with the pre-Reformation 
Church.—S. H. Review.

—According 
to the Paris correspondent of the 
London “Monitor and New Era, 
the nuns, whom Combes and his 
Government have so needlessly and 
cruelly persecuted are taking their 
revenge, in some cases, by returning 
good for evil. On the occasion 
the outbreak of the bubonic plague at 
Marseilles, some weeks ago, sanitary 
measures of the greatest severity had 
to be taken. Toe Ste, Margurite 
Hospital was transformed into a 
special plague hospital, and a num 
her of nurses were ordered for ser­
vice there. All the nurses of Mar­
seilles refused to obey the order, 
and the authorities were in the end 
compelled to apply to the Bishop of 
Marseilles, Mgr. Andrieu, for nuns 
for service in the plague hospital. 
Mgr. Andrieu selected eighteen 
among a large number who volun­
teered, and placed themselves at 
the desposal of the Prefect and of 
the Municipal Hospital’s committee. 
In order to appreciate the signifi­
cance of the incident one should 
know that a fortnight before the same 
municipal hospital’s committee had 
voted the expulsion of nuns from all 
the city , It will also be remember­
ed, that Mgr. Andrieu is one of those 
whose stipend the Government has 
lately seen fit to confiscate.

but they are not obliged to incur al­
most certain death. On the other 
hand, the nuns do not nurse for gain, 
nor for a living, nor for any material 
or earthly reward They moreover, 
have the law of obedience that sends 
them and they simply go They 
braved all such risks the day they 
made their life sacrifice and pronounc­
ed their vows. Hence the difference ; 
and it is one that only accentuates 
the more the blindness and the invet 
erate hatred that characterize tb : 
Government, i s Premier and all auc i 
enemies of God.
