The way Domestic Animals Collect 
their Food.—The horse, when feeding on ; 
natural beibage, grasps the blades with his j 
lips, by which it is conducted between the 
incisors, or front teeth. These ho employs 
for the double purpose of holding and de­
taching the grass, the latter action being 
assisted by a twitch of the head. The ox 
uses the tongue tOcollcct his food. That 
organ being so directed as to encircle a 
small bundle of grass, which is placed by it 
between tho incisor teeth» and an elastic pad 
opposite to them in the uppper jaw—be­
tween these, tho herbage is pressed and 
partly cut, its complete severance being af­
fected by tearing. The sheep gathers his 
food in a similar manner as tho horse, but 
is enabled to bring his cutting teeth much 
nearer to the roots of tho plants, in 
consequence of the upper lip being partially 
cleft. For his upper lip is thin, and is 
susceptible of considerable mobility ; "while 
that of the ox ie thick, hairless, with a 
very limited action . „

Mohr Vitims.—On Saturday night last, 
a man named James Hill was murdered by 
a person of tho name of Wilson, both living 
within a few miles of tins town, on the 
Swamp Road. Both wore drunk, as was 
also Wilson’s wife, the only pdtson in tho 
house when the murder was committed.— 
They had procured three bottles of whiskey 
in the evening, and the crime woe discovered 
on Sunday morning. An Inquest was held 
by Dr. Raymond, and tho verdict of tIn­
jury was, “ that the said James Hill camv 
to his death by a blow or blows inflicted

by the Lands of llpbert Wilson.” The 
latter was, therefore, committed to jail, by 
the Coroner, to stand his trial for the awful 
deed.

This is one of tho many cases in which 
life "is sacrificed at the shrine of whiskey.—
It seems the three individuals were habitu 
al drunkards. However, the law makes no 
allowance in suchecasos. The life God 
has given us, is not to be exposed to the 
violence of the drunkard, nor he, with im­
punity, be permitted to trifle with so im­
portant a boon.—St. Catharines Journal.

MONTREAL CORRESPONDENCE OF 
THE ALBION.

Montreal, 9Ik March, 1849.
The correspondence between Lord Elgin 

and Earl Grey on the subject of the contem­
plated Postal arrangement has been printed. 
The Colonial Secretary, speaking of the 
Report of the C-»mmissroner« appointed by 
the several Colonial Governments on this 
question, says that the recommendations of 
the Commissioners meet the concurrence 
of tho metropolitan authorities ; but that 
an act of the Imperial Parliament is ncces 
nary to divest the postmaster General of 
his responsibilities as respects Colonial 
Postages. Such an act will be immediate­
ly passed, and tho control of the colonial 
poet offices, and every thing thereunto 
appertaining, handed over to the respective 
colonies. The commissioners, inter alia, 
recommended a uniform postage of 3J. on 
each lei 1er—for which rate a letter would 
be carried from Halifax in Nova Scotia, to 
Sandwich in U. Canada, and tho postage to 
be pre-paid or not, as tho sender may 
choose. I believe there is nothing said 
about newspapers. As far as I can gather, 
from a has’y perusal of the report, tho plan 
of the commissioners is rather crude and 
undigested, and would be found difficult to 
be put in operation. For instance, the 
number of letters that now pass through 
the Canadian Post Offices amount to 1,873,- 
335 per annum ; 1,873,336 letters at 34. 
each will give a gross revenue of £23,417,- 
6s 01. Now tho present expenditure, with­
in the Province, is £66.525 6s tid,' which 
would leave a loss of £33,101, 19s 0d.—A 
Merely to pay existing expenses it would 
bo necessary to charge a uniform rate of 
7d 14 per letter. I am inclined to think 
that to meet this difficulty rcsourse must be 
had to insisting on pre-payment in all cases, 
a sytem which persons conversant with 
this milter insist would lessen the expense 
«if our Post office establishment by a( least 
one half.

A good deal of interest has been caused 
by a letter published, and which was writ­
ten in December last, by the Inspector 
General, Mr. Hincks, to Messrs. Baring, 
Brothers of London. Mr. Hincks after pro­
posing to the house ol Messrs. Baring to 
become the solo Agent of the Province in 
England for the payment of dividends and 
tho management of money matters general­
ly, entera into an able defence of Canadian 
credit, and proves that tho people of this 
Province have both tho will and the power 
to meet all their engagements. I am so 
much pleased with this letter of Mr. 
Ilincke, an I he has treated his subject so

Mr. Morrison moved that the petition of 

John Holmes and others, praying the 
House to employ every constitutional 
means to obtain the repeal of tho Imperial 
Act, which disposed of the Clergy Reserves, 
in order to invest them in the Crown for 
general purposes, should bo referred to a 
pccial committee. From what ho had 

heard during the present session, he was 
apprehensive that the Clergy Reserve ques­
tion would bo dropped, or at least that no 
action would bo taken on it. Still he 
thought it wae his duty to himself and his 
constituents to take some steps to press it 

tho attentiontion of the Government 
and the House; and his purpose in moving 
for this committee was, to make a report so 
as to bring this subject under the attention 
of the English Government, and to call to it 
the attentiop of the pegple of Upper Cana­
da. It was well known that it had been 
the cause of discontent and dissatisfaction 
for many years past. The principal source 
of that discontent was the manner in which 
those Clergy Reserves were managed.— 
The people could not see why those lands 
should be taken from the public, and ap­
plied to the support of three or four reli­
gious sects, and they naturally expected 
that when a liberal administration is in 
power, many of whom have protected for 
years against the application of the Re­
serves to their present purposes, they 
would take some steps in the matter. It 
might, and no doubt would, be eaid t bat this 
question had been already settled, but he 
denied this. It was true, that Lord Syden­
ham had got a majority to pass the Act 
which is now in operation; bat according to 
his statement, in his despatches, it would 
bo seen that he only obtained it by a small 
majority, and with tho greatest difficulty, 
and that if some of the members had not 
set out for their homes, the bill would never 
have been carried. Farther back, in Sir 
John Colborne’e time, a majority of the 
House protested against the application of 
the Reserves to tho support of a dominant 
Church, and he intended ’o base his report 
on the resolutions passed during that Par­
liament. The reason for h's doing so 
would be to calm the minds of the people of 
Upper Canada, who have for years looked 
upon these Reserves as the meaj)s of cor­
rupting the ministers of religion, by induc­
ing them through interested motives to 
support tho Government. It would 
doubt bo a difficult matter to induce tho 
Imperial Parliament to make any change, 
as he knew that there was a strong feeling 
in tho House of Lords against such 
change; but if hon. members would "refer to 
tho debates in the House of Commons, they 
would there find that Lord John Russell, 
and several other members of the House of 
Commons, in the discussion of ilie Imperial 
Act, expressed their fears of its stability, 
and that a good deal of stress was laid on 
the fact, that but one Canadian Parliament 
had reported in favor of this appropriation, 
and that only by n majority of one. That 
being the case, und looking at the fact that 
during the o'ectione for tho last thirty 
years, tho people of Upper Canada had al­
ways been desirous of withholding from the 
Government, tho power of corrupting par 
ticuler religious sects, he was most desirous 
of having this petition referred; not because 
he thought any great consequence would 
ensure, but as an evidence to the people 
that their representatives were determined 
to have it settled on satisfactory grounds.

to do so. He [Mr. Price] held it to be the 
duty of the government to settle thie ques­
tion, but surely the hon, member knew it 
could not be setiled by the House; all that 
could be done xvas to negotiate the question 
with the English Government. For his 
own part .he held, that preference to one re­
ligion was persecution to the rest, and on 
that account ho always had been and should 
be opposed to.the present arrangement.— 
He could not help making an observation 
on the remarks made by the hon. °gentle- 
mnn relative to the apportionment of lands 
for school purpose. It had been said that 
that apportionment waj merely intended to 
Mind this great question—that it being car­
ried would be an an argument for not set­
tling the Clergy Reserves. But should he 
now be told that he ought to stand still in 
the plan fur giving the means of education 
to tho people of Canada, merely because 
a question which had agitated the jcountry 
for year» was still unsettled ? Was he to 
be told tl:»t ho would not act against those 
principles v-'hich he had always professed ? 
The man w ho could say eo knew nothing 
of civil and rciVjT’pus liberty. The Govern­
ment had detern-'iced to make that appro­
priation, because ti'.ey feared that unless it 
wae done the land vyoi.lt* b® wasted and the 
property destroyed.' PotfUTity would thank 
i he Gjvernment for the aro'p'v provision it 
had made for the education o! the people, 
and the insinuation made relative to this 
subject could not be thrown out hy man 
whose mind was peculiarly regulated or un' 
dor the influence of tho principles of tfr® 
gospel. The hon. gentleman knew thaï j' 
it he got his committee, he could learn 
nothing; he had already told the house the 
who|p history of the clergy reserves—how 
they were settled—how unfair the settle­
ment was—how that settlement was un­
just and impolitic—and how‘it ought to be 
settled in a satisfactory manner. The report 
of the committee must be that the ques­
tion was settled for the benefit of some 
churches to the prejudice of all the rest.— 
Now, would it be better to lot the Govern­
ment deal with the question when it was 
found tr.oet convenient, by ending one of 
the most harrasaing subjects that ever 
agitated a community ? The hon. gentle­
man knew he could not go past him (Mr. 
Price) in these principles, and no man 
coüld accuse him of changing his opinions, 
whatever might bo tbe risk. The Govern­
ment would take every means in its power 
to settle this question; but if a Government 
possessing the confidence of tho country 
cannot settle a question like thie, tho pro­
per way would be for hon. members who 
thought so to withdraw their confidence.— 
But the hon. gentleman, he knew, had con­
fidence in the Government, and believed 
that it would1 take the earliest means to 
adopt those views, which from time im 
memorial had been expressed by tho people 
of the country.

Mr. Morrison thought the Government 
would do what they could to carry out the 
wishes of the people of this Province, but 
the question was, whether tho people of 
Upper Canada were convinced of this. If 
the committee were granted, they would 
have this confidence: but, at present, they 
doubted a little, because the question had 
been constantly mooted at each election 
without any thing being done. Tho re­
marks of the lion. Commissioner of Crowh 
Lands, however, would do much to satisfy 
the people, and he would have done good to 
the people if he had only elicited those re­
marks. The whole business of the reserves, 
their management, nnd tho disposition of 
the money, were all complained of. In 
some counties, a a in Waterloo, there were 
many townships that consisted entirely of 
Clergy Reserves and there were great diffi­
culties there about the settlement of the 
country; but there was a still stronger feel­
ing in tho minds of reflecting men arising 
out uf tho religious question. lie was a 
friend of civil and religious liberty, and did 
not choose to support two or three State 
Churches to corrupt tbe clergy and make 
them lazy, instead of depending on the 
people. Dissatisfaction would never cease 
till tho Clergy Reserves were settled.— 
Every year added to tho difficulty, for vested 
rights were constantly swinging up, till it 
would be impossible to meet them. Tak 
ing the words of tho Crown Lands Com 
iniesioncr to express the views of the Cabi­
net, ho was willing now to withdraw hie 
motion, in confidence that during the recess 
means would be taken to put this question 
on a proper footing.

“LIBERTY OF THE PRESS,” AS UN­
DERSTOOD IN LOWER CANADA. 
REMARKABLE ILLUSTRATION 
THEREOF !

The great libel suit, of wMch the public 
have heard so much, agsinst Messrs, Hig- 
man fo Denoghue, proprietors of this paper, 
for tho publication of certain articles, origi­
nal and copied from other journals, brought 
by the notorious Colonel Barthoi»mrw 
Conrad Augustus Guot, M« P.,,,?- for 
the town of Serbrooke, cx-adjntant'-Gene 
ral, and Grand Reigneur ofGrandpre, Gios 
bois, and Dumontier, was tried yesterday in 
the Court of Queen’s Bench, in this city, 
before Mr. Justice Smith and a Special Jury. 
The cape occupier! tho whole day. The 
Grand Seigneur appeared for himself, assis 
ted bv Mr. Carter. Tho Defendants were 
ably end eloquently represented by the 
learned Solicitor General and Mr. Loran- 
gcr. The case was argued simply on its. 
merits. No evidence was adduced on eith­
er Fide. Mr. Justice Smith charged the 
Jury—who after half an hour’s absence, 
returned with a verdict for yiir Plaintiff; 
Damage», FVE HUNDRED POUNDS! ! ! ! 
The foreman announced that the Jury were 
unanimous in giving a verdict for the Plain­
tiff, and that nine amongst them were in 
favour of the amount of damiges. We 
undcrptind that eight of the Jurors were for 
giving ONE THOUSAND POUNDS dam­
ages ! ! ! ! !

We will not attempt this morning to 
comment on this most extraordinary and 
atrocious verdict ; but we take the very 
earliest opportunity of making it known to

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HISTORY OK the DISTRICT PRINTING.
Ocr readers hare already been informed, that 

oo the 5th of March, the District Clerk received 
lenders for ihe District Printing for tbe present 
year, and that oar frifod Mr. Giles, being twenty 
and a half per cent, below oar offer, was ac­
knowledged rs the District Printer!! We always 
entertain some kind of an opinion of every human 
being with whonyre come into contact. We 
hare been in the habit of doing so from our very 
boyhood ; and we suppose that long practice has, 
in this, as in many other instances, produced » 
sort of perfection. At ell events, our estimate of 
hemsn character, that is, of what a roan will do, 
nnd whst he will not do, is, in nineteen cases eul 
of twenty, correct. Add. from this kind of in­
tuitive knowledge, on the 5ib of Msrch, before 
leaving the Clerk's office, we ventured to declsre 
in the presence of the Très sorer, the District 
Surveyor, and Mr. Doe himself, that our friend 
Mr. Giles would not do the District Piintneg!-— 
Mr. Giles either believed, or wished lo make oA- 
er people belieri, that he had get in exceedingly 
good bargain of the thing, and we have beta in­
formed that • standing press, a book binder's 
press and plough, and a new chase, (machinery 
which would cost at least twice as much is all 
the District Printing for the year), were i mme- 
distely ordered, end again a “ smashing busi­
ness " was to be done at the Gazette office ! — 
This “ doing a smashiag business ** is a great 
curse in the world—it has nearly smashed socie­
ty. If yoa are s rogne and can persuade the 
poblic that you ere doing a smashing besinese, 
your roguery may be reodere^aere profitable then 
if yea applied it in the way ef pocket-picking. 
We do not, by any means, impute a dishonest 
intention to Mr. Giles. It is true, he published 
So his paper that he had got the District Printing 
•I foil thirty-two per cent, above oar lest yen’» 
contract! but we sre willing to suppose that he 
btli*xtd so. We, however, deemed it expedient 
to bring the arithmetics! feets of our last year*» 
printing before the public—and, as there is no 
contendinj against arithmetical facts, the public 
were compelled to the conclusion that Mr. Gilee 
had taken the District printing a considerable 
number of per cents lower then that what we had 
actually received for it last year! To be_brief, 
the smashing business terminated ee lollews 
Mr. Don on entering his office one morning leel 
week," found the Manuscript Copy ef the Ministei, 
which had beep in Mr. Giles’ possession for shout 
three weeks, ekfely lodged on hie own Desk, 
wiihout either note or comment ! ! And on the 
Iset day of March, we received a letter from Mr.

er any other printing must certainly be 
laboring under a aerious infatuation.

The evil of this trifling, in the present in­

The Colonist 
recently asserted that the Inhabitants of Upper 
Canada were looking with the utmost intensity, 
to see whether or not His Excellency would set 
his seal to the payment of the .rebellion losses. 
Now this is al\ fustian. We know not how the 
idler* and interested of Tortfnto were looking or

Mr. Lspeno- 
tiere of the Brock District, in hie cifAcity of 
District Oerk, has advertised for tenders for 
printing the proceedings of the District Council, 
Arc., but as Clerk of the Peace, he is not at 
liberty at present to put op the printing belong­
ing to that office 1» competition, simply because 
there is only one neweowpnr ia the Crock Dis­
trict, and all CWk* of the Peace arc bound by 
statute 16 -publish the Schedules of Fines and 
Convictions, and the Lists of Licenses in the 
papers of their own respective Districts. Nov 
if Mr. Giles had enly prudence enough to follow 
<he friendly advice which we have offered him 
frequently, he would escape a greet deal of the 
ridicule and contempt which his present silly 
conduct procures for him. We advised him 
that, so long ae he is foolish enough to endeavor 
to conduct a newspaper, he Should confine his 
ediiaeials to subjects’which he understands. We 
have no desire to dispute his claims to “ immor­
tal fame,” in what he calls hie “ capacity of a 
political Journalist ! ! !” but he should never pre­
sume to write or speak on any subject of suffi­
cient importance to demand the thoughts of other 
people. But all this noise about the District 
Printing, and Mr. Lizsr’s Printing, is merely an

ment of the rebellion losses.
But the people are looking with some intensity 

for the passing of the Municipal, the Assessment 
and the Election Lb we—they know that these 
are matters of importance, not only to themselves 
but also 4o their children. They know that 
thesq Acte embody a sure and perpetual deliver­
ance of the country from the paralyzing influence 
of Toryism, and therefore they do feel an intense 
desire to see them in operation. And these 
measures will pass—nay, we can even entertain 
a hope that some of these are passed now. Ia 
the Parliamentary proceedings in to-day’s paper, 
it will be seen that tbe Honorable James H. 
Price has introduced a measure for facilitating 
the disposal of Public Lands, and fixing a period 
to tbe Free-grant system,—this ia another sub­
ject of greet importance, on which there is much 
room for Legislation, and which may be produc­
tive of immense benefit to the country. From 
tbe speeches of Mr. Morrison and Mr. Price, 
which wiil be found on our second page, it will 
be seen that there fa now a strong probability 
that the curse of Canada’s prosperity will be re­
moved, and that ere the close of the present Par­
liament the atrocity of tbe fifty-seven Rectories, 
and the Clergy Reserves will be “numbered 
with things that were !”

The Bill for increasing the Representation was 
lost because, in the first place, it was a measure 
which in accordance with certain relics of bar­
barism embodied in the Constitution, can be de­
feated by a minority—the Ministry had fifty-five 
votes for the Bill—the Tories had twenty votes
