Last year a 
considerable portion of the Khanati was 
formally annexed to Russia under the name 
ot the Province of Turkestan. Recently the 
Russian payers inform us of tbe formal an­
nexation of Taabkend, one of the moot im­
portant cities ot the country, which already 
numbers 100,000 inhabitant», and i* rapidly 
becoming the greatest commercial city of 
Cebtral Asia. The general expectation ie 
that the ismainder of Turkestan will be an­
nexed in the course of a few years, nod that 
thus Roema and England will be brought 
face to face iqjodis. Tie growing power of 
Ruuia ii one of tbs most important features 
in the political history of ottr century. There 
is this important difference between the an­
nexed territories of Rumia and the colonies, 
of the other Great Powers of Eoreoe, that 
most of the latter are sure in the course of 
time to resume their autonomy, while Russia 
will, without doubt, thoroughly adsorb all 
the tribeeof the annexed territory, and thus 
constitute one nationality, which, it can' 
hardly be doubled, will be and remain the 
moat powerful of the world.
