Sie Propounds and Anawers Five Questiony
to Prove that Dancing s Wrong.

There was a large attendance st the
North street Methodist church on Thurs:
day evening of 1ast week, to hear Rav,
H. T. Crossley preach on the subject of
“‘Dancing.” "The text was Ecclesiastes
3:4, —‘““A time to dance.”* Some
people say the Bible tells us that there is
a time to dance, and they quote those
words in support of their chil:. In that
same connection, however, you will read
there is & ‘‘time to kill.” ‘on may as
well say that that means there is a time
when 1t is right to commit murder. The

. ‘wise man meant thatthere is atime when
such things are done. Let me say hero,
and I say it nct with any vanity, I used
t> dance, and so I know what I am
talking about. I danced when I was
80 young that the Jadies used to often
lift me off my feet ; I was so little my
feet would hardly touch the ground as
we whirled around. But I gave up
dancing at the same time that I gave up
‘‘kissing plays,” because I came to the
conclusion that there were liberties taken
at suck times which I &id not wish an
man to take with my swster, and that
should not take wit "’i of the opposite
sex. Some will say, ‘I do abominate
those ridiowlous kissing plays.” Unly
the most illiterate will hold to that form
of amusement. But still the dance is
kept up.

expect that every one present will
agree with me .in every particular when
I give my views on the question of danc-
ing. I think that those enamored of the
danoce, as well as those npposed to it,
will endorse my position on the question.
I have never yet had minister, man,
woman or chily express disagreement
with my views on dancing. If any ome
does, I will be glad if you will tell me
wherein you disagree with me. The
subject is mot ‘‘Balls.”
