Thousands of Citizens Line Route 
of Procession to Thistle 

Rink

Never in the history of the City of 
Edmonton has a more impressive 
sight been witnessed than that pre­
sented by the vast assembly that 
gathered in the 'Thistle Sink yester­
day afternoon, to do honor to the me­
mory of the King, whose death has 
cast the world’s greatest empire into 
deepest mourning. Though capable 
oi seating about three thousand peo-" 
pie the rink was unequal to the ac­
commodation of the crowds that fol­
lowed in the rear of the procession 
as it passed through the doors, and 
many were therefore excluded.

In an enclosed space before the 
platform, draped in purple and black, 
seats were provided for His Honor 
Lieutenant Governor Bulyea, his 
aide de camp, Major Thibaudeau, his 
private secretary. Mr. G. H. Babbitt, 
and Justices Scott and Harvey.

The various organizations that made 
up the procession filled nearly half 
the body of the hall, the seats on the 
east and west side being reserved for 
the chUdreen of the city schools, 
whose conduct during the service was 
characterised by the closest and most 
reverent attention.

The Service Proper- 
Within a few minutes of the hour 

for which the opening of the service 
had been announced, the seats upon 
the platform were taken by the 
Mayor and council and representa­
tive ministers of the city churches.

Ensign Habkirk announced the 
opening hymn, “Days and Moments
Quickly Flying,” th# singing of which ^holding out the olive branch of peace

. -. King Edward’s Task.
When Edward the Seventh ascended 

V.i j throne of his ancestors there were 
roa»y who predicted that the decline 
of the British empire had begun. The 
Prôries of the Victorian era had dat 
tied the eyes of the world and it was 
thought that the prestige of the em­
pira had reached its zenith. We were 
;nst emerging from a cruel colonial 
war in South Africa, which had tested 
the resources of the empire and the 
fidelity of its citizens. Some of the 
nations of Europe were anxious to find 
a cause for forming a league against 
us, believing that the time was ripe 
to deal us a deadly blow. What a 
change has been wrought ! In the nine 
short years of his reign not only has 
British power and prestige increased 
beyond that of any former period in 
cur history, but there never was a 
time when the empire was so trusted 
tv the nations of the earth as today. 
These changes were brought about to 
a large extent by the personal efforts 
of Edward VII. He had not been 
long upon the throne when men recog­
nizee. in him a force for peace and 
goodwill. He set himself to show the 
world the true attitude of the British 
people. *

As a Peacemaker.
His method was not that of the 

jingo, shouting threats and singing 
war songs ; neither was it that of a 
ruler fearful for the position of his 
nation, cringing for favor and friend­
ship. He went forth, the manly, 
tactful, peace-loving King, though 
conscious that behind him was the 
might and strength of a nation

CANADA’S TRIBUTE 
TO KING’S MEMORY

In Every City, Town and Village 
Solemn Services Were^Held at 

Funeral Hour

Ottawa, May 20.—Beneath a bright 
summer’s sun, Canada’s capital today 
observed in fitting fashion the lay­
ing to rest of King Edward. At half 
past one o’clock the whistles of the 
city sounded, and for three minutes 
the business pulse of the city ceased 
to throb- Not a wheel turned and no

was led in a most commendable man 
ner by the united choirs, accompani­
ed by the Citizens’ Band and the 
band of the 101st Fusiliers, the 
whole being under the direction of 
Mr. Vernon Barford.

At the conclusion oi the hymn two 
most impressive prayers were offered, 
the first by the Rev. F. W. Patterson, 
the second by the Rev. Canon Webb, 
after which the familiar hymn 
"Rock of Ages" was sung.

The Rev.'Dr. McQueen then read a 
brief lesson from St. Paul’s first 
epistle to the Thessalonians, at the 
close of which the whole gathering 
joined heartily in the singing of the 
hymn, ' Nesyer my God to Thee.”

---- Hiv WJhftflfr Maytff Lee *ien de­
livered a brief address.

“It is 1 title more than nine years, 
said Hie Worship, “since the nation 
was in mourning • for the sainted 
mother of our Recently departed Sove­
reign. And we are here. today to 
pay our respects to the memory of our 
beloved King Edward the Seventh. 
Although our late ruler lived almost 
the allotted span of life, yet we had 
hoped that he might have been spar­
ed to reign over us, his people, for 
many years to come,’’

Having dwelt upon the uncertainty 
of life, His Worship made fitting re 
ference to the whole-hearted devotion 
to duty which had characterized the 
reign of the late King.

‘What nobler epitaph could any 
man wish,” he asked, “than that ex­
pressed in the last words that fell 
from his dying lips : T think I’ve done 
my duty.’

The Great British Empire.
“The British Empire is the greatest 

that the world has ever seen. It 
comprises aibout one quarter of the 
land surface of the -globe and one 
quarter of the world’s population. 
We are justly proud of the fact that 
wherever the British flag flies, there 
freedom and security is guaranteed 
to those who, as citizens of the Em­
pire, are privileged to claim its pro 
tection. We owe. a debt of gratitude 
to him who has so ably maintained 
the traditions of the Empire, the 
Sovereign whose loss we mourn this 
afternoon.”

among all the nations of the earth for 
bis wisdom and kindliness and for 
the influence of those high qualities in 
behalf of all that is best.”

Roosevelts Tribute.
Mr. Roosevelt, speaking for himself 

says :—
“I have a personal feeling about the 

King’s death. I know from having 
been president that he had an earnest 
desire to keep the relations between 
Great Britain and the United States 
on the closest and most friendly terms 
King Edward’s death removes one in­
fluence that tended strongly for peace 
and justice in international relations. 
His own people and other lands must 
feel that loss.”

President Failieres, speaking for the 
French government, telegraphed King 
George as follows:—

T learn with emotion of the death 
of your beloved father. The French 
government and the French people will 
regret profoundly the demise of the 
august sovereign who upon so many 
occasions has given them evidence of 
his sincere friendship ; and associate 
themselves fully in this great grief 
which his unexpected loss brings to 
you, the Royal family, and the entire 
British empire. It is with a heart 
full of sadness that I ask your Royal 
Highness to accept my personal con­
dolence, those of the French govern 
ment, and of all Prince.”

French Journal's Comment.
One of the leading French papers 

says: England has Jpst a great king, 
the world a great figure, and France a 
great friend.”

Similar statements setting forth 
sorrow and appreciation comes from 
the heads of the civilized governments 
of the world.

Perhaps the greatest tribute, all 
things considered, comes from the lips 
of Mr. Wm.

On the conclusion of 
the tribute to King Edward the crepe 
was torn from the drums and colors 
and “God Save the King” was struck 
up. Thereafter the troops marched 
away to lively tunes and the ceremony 
was over. The dignitaries returned to 
the parliament buildings.

During the proceedings five of the 
soldiers were overcome by heat, in 
the early evening a royal salute of 68 
guns was fired from Pepean point and 
when the last cannon boomed forth 
the flags which had flown at half mast 
were hoisted again and King Edward 
became a personage in history. Dur­
ing the day pontifical mass was cele­
brated at Basilica, which was attend 
ed by Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Hon. L. P.

whll? large number of sections in 
the Wetaskiwln district to the west was 
withdrawn from the market without a 
bidder.

The highfs price secured was $58 per 
acre for the quarter adjoining Camrose 
townsite, in township 47, range 20, west 
of the fourth meridian. The other quar­
ters in that section brought over $30 per 
acre

The quarter, one half mile from the 
option townsite, sold at $30 per acre, 
and the quarter adjoining the .New 
Norway townsite sold at $25. All land 
adjoining railway surveys brought in ex­
ceptionally high figures.

Wm. Ingram, superintendent of school 
lands, conducted the sale, with George 
Watson of Winnipeg as auctioneer.

London, May 20.—Edward the 
Peacemaker was buried today in the 
tomb of his forefathers at Windsor, 
while the world gave homage to his 
memory. Nine kings, with bent 
heads, followed the casket afoot 
through a lane of 35,000 troops bowed 
through a lone of 35,000 troops bowed 
upon their arms. Following the 
kings were princes of the Royal 
•blood from all parts of the world and 
special envoys appointed by the great 
republics to participate in the most 
splendid and imposing funeral cere^ 
mony the world has ever seen. Along 
the route of the funeral procession 
from Westminster to Paddington Sta­
tion, whither the ibody was borne on 
q gun carriage, fully 5,000,000 people 
we$p banked behind the troops. Sor­
row lay over them and yet, rising 
dominantly, was the quite -human 
spirit that hailed the new ruler, 
George V„ son of the monarch they 
mourned.

The Sun Shone Brightly.
A bright sun shone down upon the 

splendid procession. The thunder­
storm and heavy rain that u#hered 
in "the day gave way before the bright 
rays and from a spectacular stand­
point the conditions were the best 
that could be desired for the cere­
mony.

Amid the sweep of the troops and 
the march of the potentates, there 
was one whose appearance set the 
heart of every spectator throbbing 
with sympathy. It was Queen Alex­
andra, brave under the blow that al­
most felled her. As the good Queen, 
no whit the less reyerred than her 
consort, was drawn through the hu­
man lines, men and women wept. 
The most pathetic figure of tile whole 
day, the Queen Mother preserved an 
outward calm, heroically, though 
the pageant of Royalty could have 
been nothing other than cruelty to 
the women in her. At' her side was 
the daughter dearest to her, Princess 
Victoria.^ In the same glass-panelled 
coach ro3e Alexandra’s sister, the 
Dowager Czarina, and the Princess 
Louise.

They were the sons of King 
George, Prince Albert, a lad of 15, who 
some day will govern Great Britain, 
and his 11-year-old brother, Prince 
Henry.

COMET IS SEEN 
IN CALIFORNIA

With Passing of Twilight It Be­
comes Visible in the Western 

Heavens

Carnegie Observatory, Mount Wilson, 
Cal., May 20—At 11.36 tonight the comet 
was seen in the western heavens. With 
the passing of twilight itbecame plainly 
visible. A bright nucleus was located in 
the center of a haze which extended 
from a shape radiating at angle of forty 
degrees to the rear. The haze could be 
determined 15 degrees from the nucleus.

Dr. George Ellery Hall gave out this 
evening a short statement that the 
comet had passed the earth and that this 
did not necessarily mean that the earth 
had completed its transit. Profies tan, the 
noted French scientist and astronomer, 
now here, on the other hand held that at 
some time today the earth had passed 
out of the tail. At 8.37-the comet’s head 
was visible just above the horizon. The 
color of the nucleus was white and that 
of the tail was a yellowish tint. The 
moon’s light prevented complote obser­
vation.

At 9.10 tjie Royal procession started 

from Buckingham Palace, where the 
visiting monarchs have been guests. 
Through the throngs hastening to 
the funeral route, they -were driven to 
Westminster Hall. There the cortege 
formed. There was no delay. At 
the appointed minute, 9.45, the guard 
of honor stepped aside. The Royal 
Insignia, crown, orb and sceptre were 
removed. The oaken casket was 
stripped of its simple pall, the same 
which lay on the coffin of Victoria, 
nine years ago. Eight giant non­
commissioner officers fell into posi­
tion beside the coffin, and it was 
borne through the silent throng of 
royalty within the hall to the gun car­
riage. At the time muffled drums 
of the Royal Guards’ bands broke 
into a long roll. The deep rumble 
echoed through the silent streets and 
the expectant crowds shivered.

The Order of the Procession.
Immediately behind the gun car­

riage Prince Louis of Battenburg took 
his place. Then came Edward’s 
charger. Behind the war-horse came 
King George V., with the Kaiser on 
his right and the Duke of -Connaught 
on his left, in the same relative posi­
tion they occupied on February 2. 
1901, when they followed Victoria’s 
opffin at the sides of the monarch 
whose -body led them today. Then

Within sight was the Frog- 
more mausleum, where lies the bodie 
of Victoria and her consort, parents 
of the dead King. Amid an impre.s 
sive hush Edward’s coffin was carried 
into the chapel so closely associated 
with his life. It was at St. George’: 
he was christened ; there he took part 
in many stately ceremonies, and 
there he wedded Queen Alexandra.

10,009 Chief Mourners.
In tiie nave were gathered 10,009 

mourners; 800 more were in Braye 
Chapel, so great was the crush of the 
Royal householdse, the great officers 
of state, the chiefs of the army and 
navy, and envoys, including repre­
sentatives of Canada, that some could 
not gain admittance. Throughout 
the ceremony the troops, lining the 
way from the station to the chapel, 
maintained the rigidity of attitude 
proper to military mourning. The 
service was brief. As the last pray­
er was said, while ttte music still 
echoed through the chapel, the mem­
bers of the military gathered about 
te coffin.

The central figure of the group 
was Alexandra, and half supporting 
her was Princess Victoria. On the 
other side, at reach of her hand, stood 
King George. As the last solemn 
words were said, the Qdeen Mother 
spasmodically clutched Princess Vic­
toria’s arm. Then the body was 

. lowered into the vault, and the obse 
quies came to an end with the soar;

Six Men May Have Beer* Drowned 
Lake Nipegon.

Port Arthur, Ont., May 19.—The 
finding of an up-turned canoe with 
a small amount of personal effects, 
leads to the benêt that,six men were 
drowned on Lake Nipegon, though the 
facts cannot be clearly established 
until the conclusion of an investiga­
tion being made by a search party 
which left Nipegon this afternoon on 
receipt of news brought in by an In­
dian who found the canoe.

Those reported drowned are, Roy 
McGillvray, George Grant, fire rang­
ers in the employ of the Ontario gov­
ernment, and four woodsmen, of whom 
only one name so far obtainable is 
that of Johnson.

The two fire rangers, who were at 
work on the shores of Lake Nipegon 
of late, are -said to have consented to 
use their canoe to transport four 
woodsmen across the lake from a 
point a distance of twelve miles, so 
they could come out. The finding of 
the cànoe is the only evidence of what 
may have happened on the trip. 
McGillivray is said to have been sub­
ject to epileptic fits and he may have 
been overcome by one thus causing 
the canoe to overturn. He was 19 
years of age, and his home was in 
Port Arthur, where he has one married 
sister. George Grant lived two years 
in Port Arthur coming here from 
Sault Ste Marie, where his family 
lives. He was twenty-one years and 
for two years was a member of the 
Port Arthur hockey team.

“One of the first things noted at the 
incinerator was that there was noth­
ing disagreeable or offensive from the 
exterior. Though the incinerator was 
in full operation no odor could be de­
tected from any side of it. The con­
taining building is neat and attrac­
tive, the feature distinguishing it from 
other buildings being the high brick 
smokestack. The entire building is 
of reinforced concrete so there is no 
dangeh of fire in Sny way. In West- 
mount, just adjacent to the inciner­
ator house, is the electric power house 
in which is used the power developed 
by the operation of the incinerator. 
Not only is no fuel required to operate 
the incinerator but there is a large 
surplus of heat from the burning gar­
bage which can be converted into 
power. In the incinerators inspected 
eight tons of ordinary mixed garbage 
are claimed to give off as much heat 
as one ton of coal and this is used 
to heat a boiler and generate steam.”

From this Montreal seems to have 
accomplished three' desirable ends in 
the selection or management of a 
destroyer. The plant produces no 
odor, it uses no fuel, and the heat 
from the burning refuse is used to 
generate electric power. Edmonton’s 
incinerator is now on suspended sent­
ence, as it were, in the matter of cre­
ating an odor. It has never been got 
down to the point where it would de­
stroy garbage without fuel; it is un­
derstood that more fuel is being used 
now than ever before in the effort to

CALGARY STRIKE SETTLED.

AFTER THREE MONTHS' SEARCH.

No Trace Found of .Missing Liner 
Waratah.

. Calgary, May 20.—The , painters’ 
strike was settled yesterday at noon, 
and by five o’clock a yearly agree­
ment had been signed up by both the 
Master Painters’ Association and the 
union.

The settlement results in a partial 
victory for the union. The men de­
manded a minimum of 50 cents an 
hour and received 45 cents. They 
were previously getting 40 cents. 
They also won out on the point oi a 
half holiday every Saturday afternoon 
with time and a half tor any work 
after 12 o’clock on that day.

The association won a victory of the 
hour per day proposition. The union 
demanded an , eight hour day, _but 
they will work nine hours.

On the matter of union men taking 
contracts and competing against the 
Master Painters’ Association,' there i.s 
a clause inserted in the agreement, 
that the constitution of the union on 
this point shall be adhered to in re­
gard to members taking contracts, 
which means that they shall become, 
honorary members of the union only 
while they contract, not having a vote 
in the union affairs.

The men will go back to work on 
Monday, May 23, on the understand­
ing that if the .union wish to alter 
the agreement or should the associa­
tion do so, they- are compelled to give 
notice by February prior to the "ex­
piration of the yearly agreement.

The master painters are satisfied 
with the terms of the settlement, as 
are the members' of the union, -and 
the painting trade will’ be conducted 
in Calgary for a year -at least without 
any interruption.

OTTAWA, ONT.—An increase of $100,- 
000,000 in the value of Canadian crops is 
shown in the final estimates of the 1909 
production just issued by the Dominion 
Census Department. An area of 30,065,556 
acres of field crops has yielded a harvest 
which computed at local market prices, has 
a value of $532,992,100, as compared with 
$432,534,000 from 27,505,663 acres last year.

Canada’s principle grain crops are wheat, 
oats and barley. This year they aggregate in 
area 18,617,000 acres, and in value $263,710,- 
000, against 16,297,100 acres and $209,070,000 
in 1908. Bay and clover fromS,210,000acres 
have a value of $132,287,700, against 8,210,900 
acres and $121,884,000 in 1908.

Kept Court's Standard High.
As the head of society and of the 

-icial life of the nation the King had 
an important function to perform.

My wife and I stood by the 
barricade from eight o’clock in the 
morning until three in the afternoon t< 
watch him go by,” was the reply. “And 
when I saw him I burst into tears and 
so did ray wife. We love the King, sir.’ 
That day one hundred thousand prop!'

paid their respect and homage.

That he so completely gained the af­
fection and love of all classes in such 
diversified social conditions as are found 
in the British Empire, itself declares him 
to have been an extraordinary man.

The Ideal of the Race.

A fitting form of service, specially 
arranged for the occasion, was read 
by the Rev. Canon Webb, who was 
assisted by others of the Anglican 
clergy.

The anthem, “Blest are,the Depart­
ed,” from Spohr’s Last Judgment, 
was beautifully rendered by the 
choir.

“For nine brief years,” said the 
Ven .Archdeacon Gray, in the course 
of a brief but most impressive ad­
dress, “King Edward ruled and made 
his influence felt throughout the 
whole empire and beyond its bounds. 
Those of us living at a distance from 
the motherland, can know him only 
by the greater acts of his reign. Yet 
from our knowledge of events we do 
most sincerely respond to the senti­
ment so universally expressed in the 
title of “Peacemaker,” by which he 
will henceforth be known."

“Seven of England’s kings have 
borne the name of Edward, but I ven­
ture to say that the last Edward, the 
Peacemaker, was the greatest of them 
all.”

The Archdeacon went on to speak 
jf the difficulties of the task of gov­
ernment in a country where the trap­
pings of office were not in themselves 
sufficient to command respect. He 
lrew attention to the fact that with 
toe growth of democratic ideals among 
he people of the British Empire no in­
stitution can be so entrenched as to 
be exempt from criticism.

“We know not what transpired at 
the many visits King Edward paid to 
foreign courts,” said the Archdeacon, 
‘but we do know that each visit de­
veloped a warmer and sincerer regard 
and dispelled suspicion, not only as 
between ruler and ruler, but between 
lation and nation.
“His dying words were T think 

I’ve done my duty’; the most con 
spicuous jewel in a great man’s 
crown.

“For the work of King Edward the 
nation owes a debt of gratitude to Al­
mighty God, a debt which may be 
best acknowledged by earnest peti­
tions for the guidance of his succès 
sor.

“A solemn sight it must have been 
today to see the earthly remains of 
our late Sovereign borne to their last 
resting place. There let them rest, 
in the peaceful seclusion of that 
historic chapel of St- George, until 
tlie resurrection day, to await the 
summons of the King of Kings. And

Royal Standard on Coffin.
Just after the anthem, “His Body 

is Buried in Peari and His Name 
Liveth Forever,” King George left the 
side of the Queen Mother, and placed 
small royal stano ard a minute of that 
of the King’s con.pany of Grenadiers, 
upon the coffin. Then at the end of 
the prayers the coffin was slowly low­
ered into the ground and earth cast 
upon it. Queen Alexandra, who 
throughout the service had remained 
standing at her royal son’s side, now 
joined in the collect, which was said 
by the Archbishop of York. The 
benediction was pronounced by the 
Archbishop of Canterbury.

The grief of the Empire was ex­
pressed by the bands in a manner be­
yond comparison. From the first deep 
roll of Westminster to the last stave, 
the day was magnificent to ear as well 
as eye. The overture for the drums, 
composed by Lieutenant Rogan, espec­
ially for the obsequeies, came like 
the wail of the nation over its dead. 
Starting, now increasing in volume, 
now beat by beat, it rose till with a 
roar like a cannon, it broke into a 
shrill cry of trumpets. Four hundred 
men of the Royal Guards’ band, 
First and Second Fife Guards Cold­
stream, Scottish, Irish Grenadiers and 
Royal Horse, were led by Lieutenant 
Morgan, senior band master of the 
King’s Horses. Their metal -instru­
ments were crossed with crepe. Chop, 
in’s “Marche Funebie," “Beethoven’s 
Funeral March” and the Dead March 
from Handel’s “Saul” were the fun 
eral airs. But a weird note of wailing 
w&s added by the bag pipes playing 
the Scottish “Lament” and Edward’s 
favorite ballad “Flowers of the For­
est.”

Double Line of Troops.
Along the three mile route from 

Westminster Hall to Paddington dou­
ble lines of troops guarded the way. 
In Hyde Park, under the bright sum­
mer green of the trees, the lines o: 
scarlet stood out brilliantly. Yet not 
a man on that duty saw the cortegi 
for as it passed company by company 
of men and officers bowed their heads, 
officers resting the points of their swords 
on the ground. At Paddington station 
the ranks fell into procession. It had 
taken the gun carriage one hour and 
fifty-two minutes to cover the three 
miles, the route bqing St. James street, 
Piccadilly, Hyde Park, corner Hyde 
Park (A) gate, Marble Arch, where the 
greatest number of detectives were gath­
ered to prevent any demonstration, 
Edgemore road, Oxford and Cambridge 
Terrace, and London Street, Paddington 
Station wae banked with flowers, lilacs, 
narcisses, calta lilliee and hyacinths, pre­
dominating.

SHOULD KEEP BOYS 
OUT OF POOL ROOMS

Law Should Prohibit Boys From Fre­
quenting These Places, Says His 
Honor Judge Taylor in Sentencing 
Strathcona Bank Clerk to .Two 
Years in Reformatory at Portage 
La Prairie.

Bum ten ce was passed Thursday 
in the District Court by His Hon-ir 
Judge Taylor on Aiden Holden, the 
clerk of the Strathcona branch of the 
Canadian Bank of Commerce who stole 
3225 from a registered letter which he 
received for the bank from the post 
office. In view of the extreme youth 
of the offender Judge Taylor sentenced 
him to two years in the Reformatory 
at Portage La Prairie. Holden is but 
sixteen years old.

A plea on his behalf was entered be 
fore sentence was passed by N. C. 
Willson, who defended him. The al­
leged confession Mr. Willson stated 
had nothing to do with the charge 
made against him. It had been claim­
ed that facts had been misrepresent­
ed in the statement that the boy had 
but $37.50 a week for all living ex­
penses. The allowance of $200 per 
year spoken of by Mr. Mariott in his 
letter had been taken out of the 
$37.50 per month. The boy had been 
paying $26 a month for his board 
which left him but .$11 a month for all 
other expenses.

A note for $30 payable on demand

bank deposits had not been taken n- 
to account by him. “No bank,” said 
his honor, “wants employees who 
have to be watched day and night to 
see that they do not misappropri­
ate."

Keep Boys From Pool Rooms.
According to the evidence the accus­

ed had been gambling over games of 
pool.

“If I had my way,” said Judge Tay­
lor, “I would see that a law was pass­
ed preventing any boy under 21 from 
frequenting pool rooms where they 
might squander their money. This is 
not the first or second case that has 
come before me where boys have got 
into trouble through frequenting pool 
rooms.

“It is a baneful duty to sentence any 
person. More especially when that 
person is a young man just starting 
into life. It seems to me that the 
bank gave you money sufficient that 
you might live and even save .vome.

“You were entering on the profes­
sion of a banker. In many other pro­
fessions students have received no 
remuneration whatever and must 
spend a number of years in prepara­
tion. Had you conducted yourself as 
you should, you would not now be in 
the position in which you find your­
self. I am not taking into considera­
tion the missing savings bank depos­
its, but something even more serious, 
that you took an accepted stamp of 
the bank and marked a cheque which 
you actually passed.

Ltd., which lies adja­
cent to the main line of the Grand Trunk 
Pacific midway in Jasper National Park.

This company, which is controlled by 
Messrs. Robinson and Dyke, of Montreal, 
and Andrew Laidlaw, a Spokane mil­
lionaire, recently took up an option, ob­
tained by Mr. Laidlaw, on 17,000 acres of 
coal lands, on which Carruthers, Round 
and Co., of this city, held the surface 
rights. The company did not purchase 
for speculation, but for developing pur­
poses, and Mr. Smith has been authoriz­
ed to spend a large sum of money in the 
preliminary developing work. He now 
has twenty men at work, and when he 
returns in the course of ,a few weeks he 
will increase the force.

Mr. Smith was accompanied on his 
trip of inspection by W. R. Wilson, min­
ing engineer, of Toronto. Mr. Wilson is 
of the same opinion as Mr. Smith, name-

At ten o’clock 
Professor Vaughn left the church 
after he had informed one of his 
friends that he had some work to do 
at home and could not stay in church 
any longer. Half an hour later a 
message was received at the church 
.that Professor Vaughn was in convul­
sions and fifteen minutes later the 
news was brought that he was dead. 
Although the circumstances surround­
ing the professor’s sudden death were 
peculiar, only a few persons consid­
ered the case suspicious and these 
were inclined to believe that Profes­
sor Vaughn had accidentally taken 
poison.

The body of Professor Vaughn was 
buried at Monroe City, the home of 
his widow, who did not display much 
grief over her bereavement. Ten 
days after Vaughn’s death Mrs. John 
R. Mirk, wife of the president of the 
State Normal, whose guest Mrs. Vau­
ghn was after the fungal of her 
husband, heard her guest play Men­
delssohn's Wedding March on the 
piano in her parlor. She was greatly 
shocked and considered Mrs. Vaug­
hn’s action suspicious enough to 
speak to her husband about it. Pre­
sident Mirk communicated with Pro­
fessor Vaughn’s brothers and they 
began a quiet investigation.

His Royal Highness Arthur Wil­
liam Patrick Albert, Duke of Con­
naught, is the third son and the 
seventh child of Queen Victoria and 
the Prince Consort, and wafe born at 
Buckingham Palace on May 1st, 
1850. He is essentially the most 
military member of the Royal family, 
for from his very earliest years he 

i was destined for the army. In 1886 
he joined the military college at 
Woolwich and two years afterwards 
he received a commission in the 
Royal Engineers. He did not re­
main long in this corps, as in Novem­
ber of the. following year h® was 
transferred to the Royal Horse artil­
lery, and on «the third of August, 
1869, he transferred once more, this 
time to the Rifle brigade. While 
serving with this brigade he obtained 
his captaincy, and changed for the 
last time to the 7th Hussars in 1874. 
Promotion came to him quickly, as is 
generally the case where persons of 
Royal blood are concerned, and in 
1880 we find him obtaining promotion 
to the ranks of full colonel and 
major-general. Shortly after nis ap­
pointment as major-general he saw 
active service for the first time in 
Egypt in 1882, where he commanded 
the brigade of guards.

Present at Tel El Kebir.
After the bombardment of Alexan­

dria in 1882, Great Britain decided 
that the time had come when military 
intervention was imperatively de­
manded, and the House of Commons 
passed a vote of two million three 
hupfired thousand pounds for this 
purpose on the 27th of July of the 
same year. The French government 
were willing and anxious to assist in 
the work, but the vote for supplies 
did not pass, and Great Britain! was 
left to act .by herself in the ' matter, 
and General Sir Garnet Wolseley 
(now Lord Wolseley) was appointed 
as commander-in-chief- After some

As is customary in the cases of 
Royal princes, the Duke of Con­
naught received an allowance from 
the state when he attained the age 
of twenty-one, apd‘ in his case the al­
lowance amounted to fifteen thou­
sand pounds a year. Three years 
after he had received this provision 
he was created Duke of Connaught 
and Strathearn and! Earl oi Sussex.

His marriage, which took place on 
Mareh 13th, 1879, to Princess Louise 
Marguerite of Prussia, was one of 
the most magnificent marriages which 
took place in Royal circles during 
the last century, and on this occa­
sion he was awarded a further allow­
ance by the government of ten thou­
sand pounds pfer annum. After re­
presenting Queen Victoria at the cor­
onation of Czar Nicholas of Russia, 
he returned for the Diamond Jubilee, 
on which occasion he rode at the left 
of the Queen.

Washington, May 17.—Another up- 
m rising at Chang Sha, China, is very 

much feared. The commander of the 
United States gunboat Helena has 
telegraphed the state department from 
Hankow to the effect that the condit­
ions at Chang Sha are most Serious 
and that all foreigners were notified 
officially on the 11th inst. to seek re­
fuge on the ships that were available. 
The war vessels in the river are be­
lieved to be sufficiently strong to con­
trol the situation. Although the state 
department has not been officially ad­
vised as to the nature or cause of the 
present threatened uprising, it is be­
lieved that it is directed principally 
against the Mancha government. It 
was pointed out that revolutionary up­
risings are of frequent occurrence 
throughout China but that in most 
cases the scenes of the disturbances 
are so remote from the news centres 
that many of them pass without the 
facts ever becoming known.

■ The present movement, however, ;n 
Honan province, is of more than ordi­
nary significance, inasmuch as the 
province is one of the most wealthy 
and important in all China. During 
the last century the troops from 
Honan have borne the brunt of many 
conflicts and credit is given them for 
suppressing thg Taiping rebellion, in 
which the contest lasted from 18>5 to 
1864.

TO BUILD, KOOTENAY CENTRAL.

Vancouver, B.C., May, 17.—An early 
start on the construction of the Koot­
enay Central Railway is indicated by 
the decision of the C.P.R. to immedi­
ately call for tenders for the work. 
It is reported that bids will be re­
quested to be in the hands of officials 
of the company in Vancouver by the 
end of six months. This means the 
starting of the work this summer. At 
the outset, but 25 or 30 miles of work 
will be awarded, and, contrary to the 
general expectation, construction will 
be started at’ the south end of the 
line, instead of in the vicinity of 
Golden, at the northern end.

Several years ago ten miles of grad­
ing was done south from Golden, on 
the main line of the C.P.R., but steel 
was never laid on that section. The 
Kootenay Central, following the val­
ley of the Upper Columbia and Koot­
enay rivers, will link the main line, of 
the C.P.R. with the Crow’s Nest 
branch, traversing a country said to 
be rich in mineral and agricultural 
resources. At its southern end the 
railway will join the Crow’s Nest 
branch at a point some miles to the 
east of Cranbrook, near Galloway.

MORE PROOF OF CORRUPTION
EMBARASSING IMMIGRANTS

Statement to Manitoba Free Press Special Correspondent .of .J. A. Ward, 
Who Suffered By It In South Portal—Alleges. Collusion Between Ameri­
can Veterinary and a Livery Stab le or Quarantine Keeper—Extortion­
ate Charges and Settlers in Absolute Want .

North Portal, May 16.—Dyring the 
second day I spent here studying the 
immigration conditions and the opera­
tions of the horse traffickers at work 
among the settlers en route to Canada, 
I was able to secure what would seem 

[ to be proof positive of collusion be- 
,wten an American veterinarian in­
spector and the gang. A brief recital 
of the circumstances is sufficient to 
give an idea of how pernicious this 
scheme is, and how disastrous it may 
be ti a settler.

Tee victim of the gang in this case 
w -s J. A. Ward, of Rankin county, 
in -souri, a very wealthy rancher and 
stockbreeder of that state and also ol 
Nebraska. Ward is now located 
Mouse Creek, 11 miles northeast of 
Portai and a few miles out from Este­
rai;. and he will endorse fully what is 
relat 'd hereafter.

Word arrived at Portal, his two car­
loads of stock and effects were hauled 
directly through into the Canadian 
yard i whereas they should have been 
left cn the south side of the line. In-, 
eluded in his shipment were $2,700 
worth of horses and mules all of which 
had been inspected by a veterinarian 
who was not recognized by the Can­
adian officers. Upon learning this, 
Ward, who had previously been told 
of the venality of Canadian inspectors, 
derided that he would not give them a 
chance at his horses, -but would take 
them back across the line and have 
them inspected by a properly qualified 
vet rinarian and then re-enter Canada. 
At that time he was inclined to be­
lieve that what he had been told re­
garding the Canadians was fully justi­
fied ; out, unfortunately for him, his 
action threw him right into the hands 
and the power of the gang.

Employees Grafted on Him.

Thinks There Was an Understanding.
Ward argues there could be only 

one reason for this, and that is collus­
ion between the veterinarian and the 
livery stable or quarantine stable 
owners. The latter wanted the 75 
cents per head per day which he 
would otherwise not have got, and 
Ward believes the gang wanted his 
valuable mare and mule. With true 
Missouri, direct and emphatic lan­
guage he taxed them with this, but 
they only laughed at him; and he 
thereupon declared that they would 
never get those animals neither would 
they shoot them, as he would take 
them back to Missouri first. Ward is 

on very wealthy and is in a position to 
make good his threat, therefore it is 
beyond the power of the gang to em­
barrass him financially as they are 
doing scores of others less fortunately 
situated. He owned seven and a half 
sections of land in Central Missouri, 
besides a town residence in Gt. Jos­
eph, and is probably worth a quarter 
of a million dollars.

He had originally intended to locate 
in Southern Aloerta where he has 
purchased considerable land, but when 
he found himself indefinitely delayed 
at Portal he went out and bought 
three-quarters of a section on Mouse 
Creek in order to find work for his 
eight horses admitted to Canada. 
Such a policy of course is beyond the 
means of an ordinary settler.

This is Coarse Work.
Through the agency of Mr. Ward it 

was also possible to obtain further evi­
dence of the corrupt collusion of of­
ficials with the gang. His hired man 
was engaged with a farmer near Portal 
for a few days with a team and they 
began to discuss conditions, and the 
operations of the horse-buying ring.

They had come in 
with a car and were not prepared for 
any delays and heavy expenses such 
as are incidental to quarantine, and 
were reduced to a point of absolute 
want. They were sleeping in their 
cars, of course, but were taking their 
meals at a little restaurant near the 
American customs house. They could 
afford to 4at one meal a day, however, 
and had been in that unhappy posi­
tion for several days. Yet they were 
bearing their discomfort and hunger 
in silence, for they had none to whom 
they could turn in their moments of 
distress. I mentioned the case to the 
head of the veterinarian inspection on 
the Canadian side, and he at once 
took action to assist them, and pro­
cured a job for them at the Canadian 
quarantine barns to assist in the sani­
tary regulations of disinfecting the 
stalls and yards.

Disgraceful Quarantine Conditions.
Upon this unsavory subject little 

more need be said. These incidents 
surely establish the case as well as a 
dozen which could be quoted. But a 
word might be added to what has been 
said about the quarantine stables on 
the American side. There are two of 
them, one being a new barn, which 
was erected during tfip past few 
months and the other being simply a 
wing or lean-to in connection with the 
regular livery barn of Mr. Moyer. 
There were 22 head of horses confined 
there on the day I visited it, there 
being but one vacant stall so far as I 
could see. The manure was heaped 
around the doorway and apparently 
there was no attempt made at sanita­
tion or to keep the horses from con­
tact beyond a partition at the head of 
each stall to prevent the animals from 
rubbing noses together. They were 
tied so long that their bodies were in 
constant contact. Such a condition of 
affairs is nothing short of disgraceful 
especially in view of the fact that the 
manager of the barn was responsible 
for the statement that at least three 
of the animals had been ordered to be 
shot on the following day, or as soon 
as the owner of one of them could be 
communicated with. The place be­
lied the name of quarantine. It was 
both unsanitary and obnoxious, and 
how an animal could be confined 
there for any length of time and not 
contract glanders would be surpris­
ing rather than otherwise. It is cruel 
to the unfortunate settlers who are 
forced to put animals in there which 
may not have glanders, but are only 
suspects.

A Final Grab.
Even after a horse has been con­

demned to be shot, this same little 
coterie of choice spirits have a hand 
out for a final grab on a really exten­
sive scale. They have fixed the charge 
for shooting and burying a horse at 
$7, as a prevailing price, though some 
have secured reduced prices. In view 
of the fact that the equine cemetery 
is only about half a mile from the 
quarantine barns a man can make rea­
sonable wagés at that scale of prices.

Quarantine Is Costly.
All these things combine, however, 

to make it decidedly expensive for a 
settler to be detained at the boundary 
for a quarantine, for in addition to the 
loss of one or more animals which he 
is likely to incur, he must pay the fol­
lowing fixed charges per animal :

Very often, be­
fore an answer is received, either the 
fixe has made great headway, or else 
it has been put opt by settlers and 
homesteaders.

All the fire rangers from the sur­
rounding country have been called 
in to Edmonton, and will meet Mr. 
Campbell, when the system of fire 
ranging will be discussed and im­
provements in prompt and efficient 
service suggested.

Where an efficient and up-to-date 
system of fire ranging is in vogue, 
hundreds of thousands of dollars are 
saved to the country every year, and 
too much importance cannot be plac­
ed on it.

Montreal, May 16.—The expectation 
js that the two new Allan liners for 
which tenders have been called will 
eut eft at least 24 hours from the pit- 
sent time ef passage between Great 
Britain and Canada. They will 
the run from Liverpool to Quebec 
in between 6 àn(l 5 1-2 days, and pas­
sengers will be able to go from Liver­
pool ,to Chicago within a week, -this 
is as fast as the two fliers on the .New 
York service can do. Although the 
new boats called for by the Allan line 
will not be so fast by several, knots 
per hour as the Mauretania or her. 
sister boat, the shorter route to the 
Canadian ports will make up the dif­
ference, so that they will he just 
as speedy, as anything afloat for all 
practical purposes, and add to the ele­
ment of speed the attractions of the 
St. Lawrence route.

It is expected that the two new 
Allan liners will not come to Mont­
real, but will only run to Quebec.

Cables announcing this move byi the 
Allan line were received yesterday, 
and were last night confirmed by Mr. 
George Hannah, general passenger 
agent of the line. Mr. Hannah stat­
ed that this order had been under 
consideration for some time past, and 
that yesterday Mr- Hugh A. Allan, 
chairman of the company, who has 
for some time past been in England 
had invited tenders for the construct- 

Mon of the two boats.
Speed 21 Knots.

According to the notices sent out oy 
Mr. Hugh A. Allan the new liners are 
to be of 20,000 tons or upwards, with 

speed of at least 21 knots an hour. 
This will probably mean that they 
will develop 22 knots. If they make 
21 knots they will cut off exactly .22 
hours from the time between Liver­
pool and Quebec, while if they are 
able to make the 22 knot speed they 
will reduce the time by nearly half a 
day more on the 2.800 mile run.

The new vessels will be about 700 
feet long, as compared with 560 feet, 
which is the length of the bigger boat 
now on the Canadian service, and will 
draw about 30 feet.

It- is not yet known what horse­
power they will develop, or their other 
dimensions, nor whether they will be 
of the reciprocating or turbine, or 
combination type, these details being 
left for the contractors to figure ouL 
The Allans simply state that they re­
quire two steamships of 20,000 tons 
or more, with a speed of 21 knots or 
more and a capacity for 2,300 passen­
gers. It is for the contractors to 
figure out how these requirements are 
to be met. But the provision is made 
in the notice sent out by Mr. Allan 
that the vessels must oe in all re­
spects of the highest type furnished 
by British workmanship, both as to 
safety and luxuriousness of fittings.

The new ships will be designed to 
carry 400 first-class, 400 second-class 
and 1,500 steerage passengers, making 
a total of 2,300- This compares with 
1,800 as the largest passenger list yet 
carried from Great Britain to Can­
ada, which was brought over by the 
Corsican on her last trip, so that the 
new vessels will carry 500 more pas­
sengers than any vessel now plying 
between Great Britain and Canada. 

Canadian- Mauretanias.
.“The whole scheme,” said Mr. Han­

nah, "is to build two steamers of the 
Mauretania and Lusitania type for 
the Canadian route. Of course, the' 
two New York boats are 25 knots and 
33.000 tons, while the new Allan liners 
will be 21 or 22 knots and between 
20,000 and 22,000 tons. But, apart from 
actual size, the speed of the new ships 
will enable them to compete with the 
New York boats on the shorter run 
to Quebee. And, as to their comfort, 
it is provided that they must be as 
fine as British workmanship can pro­
duce, which will mean that their fit­
tings will be at least equal to- those 
of the crack New York liners.”

There are only four or five firms 
in Great Britain capable of building 
such ships as the Allan line are call­
ing for, so that it is not unlikely that 
the same people who built the Maure­
tania and Lusitania may produce the1 
new liners for the Canadian route. 
That, however, will oe a matter that 
can only be decided when the tenders 
are opened. It was stated last night 
by Mr. Hannah that it would take at 
least 18 months to build such vessels, 
so that it will probably be two years 
yet before they are actually in com­
mission to do for the Canadian route 
what the crack Cunarders are now do­
ing for the New York service.

It was stated by jtfie Allans that the 
building of the new * fast liners would 
depend a good deal upon the mail 
subsidies, the idea being that the Ca­
nadian Government would make a re­
adjustment of these subsidies so as to 
make it worth while for the Canadian 
line to put bn these fast vessels, to 
carry the mails as well as passenger 
and freight.

Moose Jaw, Sask., May 18—After a

Thus each wit­
ness declared for the retention of the 
loading platform. As one witness 
humorously put it, “When the Grits 
are in power the Tories can use the 
loading platforms, and when the Tor­
ies are in control why the Grits can 
use the shovel.” The value of a gov­
ernment system of elevators was that 
it made possible an ideal sampling 
market. Such market would put dif­
ferent classes of buyers in compel! 
tion with each other for different 
qualities of grades. Not alone was 
there need for the remedy of abuses 
due , to private ownership of storage 
facilities, but as one witness put it, 
the establishment of a public-owned 
system would be the thin edge of the 
wedge of public ownership and opera­
tion of transportation facilities and 
the creation of a system of internal 
storage elevators operated under an 
independent commission.

8. K. Rath we 11, one of the wit­
nesses heard, who at present is in­
terested in several farmers’ elevators 
was not in favor of abolishing the 
farmers’ elevators in existence, with 
the introduction of the government 
system.

LOST ELKHORN CHILD 
MAY BE WITH INDIANS

After a Search Extending Over Ten 
Days Word is Received That Child 
Answering Description is With 
Indians at Welwyn, Sask.

Elkhorn, Man., May 18.—After a 
search, which has lasted night and 
day since a week ago last Sunday, the 
mystery of the disappearance of Nor­
man France fft expected to be clear­
ed up within the next few hours. To­
day a telephone message was received 
from Welwyn, Sask., to the effect that 
a white child had been seen with a 
band of Indians near that place, and 
later advices say the descriptions of 
the child tally exactly with that of 
the France child, and detectives are 
now close on the trial of the Indians.

After the small army of searchers 
had failed to find any trace of the 
ho<Lz the belief grew that the child 

been kidnappée, but why the In­
dians stole the child cannot even; 
be guessed at, as they have not claim­
ed the reward of $1,200 which has 
been offered.

Rumors Confirmed.
Elkhorn, May 18—Rumors from Wel­

wyn, Sask., to the effect that a child has 
been seen there in company with Indians 
was received here today and were con­
firmed by a despatch irom the telegraph 
operator, who wired Detective Brownlee 
that he had himself positively seen such 
a child with a band of Indians and half 
breeds last night. It is understood the 
Indians have eintto divided. Detective 
Brownlee immediately wired the opera­
tor to have a watch set on Indians and 
started on the forty mile drive northwest 
to Welÿwn.

Welwyn, May 18—Parties here state 
they saw a two-year-old white child with 
a band of Indians last night and today 
scouting parties are following the trail 
of the Indians who have divided, one 
band going north.

Elkhorn, May 18—A constable of the 
Mounted Police at Carlyle, Sask., 
southwest of here, wires that he has 
heard rumors of a white child being with 
a band of Indians, and is going to in­
vestigate.

Vancouver, B.C., May 18-^At Victoria 
last Saturday, MacKenzie, Mann & Co., 
through the negotiations of their solici­
tor# B. T, Elliott, made a payment < f 
$2,750,000, representing one-quarter of 
the .purchase price of the Dunamuir col­
lieries and coal lands on Vancouver 
Island. James Dunsmuir is taking in 
part payment two million dollars of the 
stock in the new company recently float­
ed in London and in which the owner­
ship of the properties «ill be vested. An 
important stipulation in the option is 
that the purchasers would not be given 
possession until the last payment shall 
have been made.

The mines in the meantime will be op­
erated by Messrs. R. Dunsmuir and Sons, 
but once the deal is finally closed, the 
back profits will go to the new corpora­
tion. It is expected that possession will 
be secured by the new owners long be­
fore the dates mentioned in the bond 
have -been reached, as all the deferred 
payments bar interest at th rate of six 
per cent, per annum. The principal 
mines included in the deal are the Ex­
tension near Ladysmith, and the Union 
at Cumberland with shipping facilities 
at Union Bay. Their joint output in re­
cent yea re has varied from 750,000 to 
1,000,000 tons annually.

Showers in Manitoba.
Winnipeg, May 16—Rain was gen­

eral throughout Manitoba today, fal­
ling steadily, but, not heavily through­
out the afternoon, except in the east­
ern part çf the province, where it did 
not fall until eveni-g. Further west, 
Central Saskatche an had heavy 
rains followed by ii considerable snow 
fall-, which was w elcomed as insuring 
•the growth of crops.

One Year for Bigamy.

Ottawa, May 18—The department of 
Marine and Fisheries has issued order 
that the rules imposed by the Canada 
Shipping Act in respect to motor and 
other small power boats must be strictly 
enforced. Hitherto there has been 
good deal of license allowed and as a re­
sult of this license navigation on canals 
and rivers, especially, has become 
dangerous enterprise. Very few motor 
boats display any lights after sundown. 
Henceforth they must display regulation 
lights on bow, port and starboard. The 
penalty for not .doing this is a fine not 
exceeding $200 and not less than $20.

Another reference in the order of the 
marine department is as to the speed of 
motor ’boats. The owners of some of 
these craft on canals and rivers by their 
speeding made canoeing and small boat 
sailing not only Unsafe but absolutely 
dangerous. To ensure the carrying out 
of the law, the officials of departments 
responsible have been notified to be on 
the watch. The customs department is 
being depended upon to give information 
regarding navigable waters outside of 
Canals proper, while the canals will be 
looked after by the department of rail, 
ways and canals which is interested 
in saving the banks of the canals from 
damage by the wash from speed boats. 
The mdrine department will do the pro­
secuting of those against who minforma- 
tion is laid .

Calgary, May 17.—That Calgary and 
Edmonton are not in need of elabor­
ate systems of sewage disposal, and 
that the sewage of Calgary may be 
emptied in the Bow or Elbow Rivers 
without fear of pollution, is the opin­
ion of Alexander Potter, an expert con­
sulting engineer, especially employed 
to determine this knotty problem for 
Edmonton.

Mr. Potter was in Calgary yester­
day on his way home from the Cap­
ital, and expressed this opinion to 
City Engineer Child regarding sew­
age disposal in Calgary.

The provincial health department 
have been worrying Calgary for some 
time past with the object of making 
the .pity corporation instal an up-to- 
date system of septic tanks, and stop 
dumping sewage in the Bow River. 
City- Engineer Child has previously 
expressed the Opinion that the prac- 

8 tice of emptying sewage in the Bow 
River was not harmful, and that there 
was really no necessity for installing 
a very costly system for the disposal 
of sewage.

This opinion has now been con­
firmed by -Mr. Potter, the expert 
consulting engineer from New York 
specially engaged by the provincial 
health department to determine the 
question for Edmonton.

Mr. Potter points out that there 
are no cities or towns located along 
the Bow River for many miles away 
from Calgary, and that any- sewage 
emptied in the river here, providing 
large quantities of very badly decom 
posed matter are not dumped in the 
stream, will not do any harm or 
prove a menace to the public health. 
The water of the B»w River, he says, 
would purify itself of any impurities 
such as night soil or anything not 
petrified from decay, and that is 
about the only kind of sewage emptied 
into the river from the Calgary sewer 
system.

Mr. Potter drove around the city 
yesterday with the city engineer, and 
in the course of his tour of inspec­
tion noticed the concrete sewers in 
course of construction in Calgary, 
and remarked that it was as good a 
piece of work, and in fact better, 
than he had seen for many years.

Not Lose it Without a 
Struggle.

Ottawa, Grit., May 18.—To induce 
the federal .government to prohibit 
exportation of water power to the 
American side at Fort Francis is the 
mission of Mayor Herbert Wildams, 
of that town, who is in the city today. 
A corporation known as The Minne­
sota and Ontario Power company is 
seeking authority from both the Fed­
eral and Provincial governments to 
export power from the Canadian to 
the American side of Rainy River at 
Fort Francis.

The people of that town are up in 
arms against the project, and say taht 
if carried out, it would jeopardize 
their town’s- very existence. Mayor 
Wildams’ efforts are being seconded by 
Mr. James Conmee, M.P. The matter 
will be dealt with by the cabinet coun­
cil, it is expected, in the course of 
next week or ten days.
