The threads will pull 
more easily if the line to be drawn is 
Tubbed wiftv soap after being moisten­
ed.

To prepare caramel sweet potatoes, 
boil and slice the potatoes and dip 
[them first in melted butter and 'then 
In granulated sugar. Put into a hot 
.oven until a coating of brown caramel 
is formed.

A bottle that has contained catsup 
is difficult to clean. If cold water is 
poured into it and allowed to stand 
the work will be greatly simplified. 
Hot water has a tendency to harden 
the catsup.

Lavender should be gathered before 
frost touches it, dried in the house, 
then cut into small pieces, stalks as 
well as flowers, and packed tightly in­
to small bags to be put away among 
the clothing.

For delicious cheese balls, buy some 
cottage cheese, work it smooth with 
butter and season well'with parmesi- 
an cheese. Season with salt and pap­
rika, make into small bails and 
serve with salad course.

To iron embroidery, the iron should 
be applied to the wrong side and a 
thick ironing blanket should be used. 
In this way the embroidery will stand 
out well instead of being flattened and 
looks its very best.

Orange or grape fruit salad is 
qttKkly made and will help out many 
a hurry-up meal. Peel the fruit, slice 
thick and cut into squares. Lay the 
pieces on lettuce and pour rich French 
dressing over them.

If buttermilk is used in place of 
sweet or sour milk in making biscuit 
the pastry will be delicious. Butter­
milk makes a lighter batter and few­
er eggs are needed in a batter made 
with buttermilk for cakes.

Wiping over the top of a loaf of 
bread with a little butter before it is 
baked and again as soon as it comes 
from the oven will help to brown the 
crust and at the samq time keep the 
crust from hardening.

When giving castor oil take a small 
tumbler and squeeze into it a table­
spoonful of orange juice ; next pour in 
the oil and add more juice. The juice 
will inclose the oil and it can be swal­
lowed without tasting.

He was able to supplement the view 
reported in the Express of Dr. T. B. 
Hyslop. until recently superintend­
ent of the Royal Bethiem Hospital 
for the Insane, that many crimes are 
Committed In a state analagous to 
somnambulism. Some interesting ex­
amples were given by Dr. Forbes 
Winslow from his own personal ex­
perience.

Killed His Wife.
“There was the case,” he said, “of 

a man who suddenly awoke at mid­
night. At the mbment of waking he 
imagined he sawr a fearful spectre. 
He called out: Who is that?’ and 
receiving no answer, imagined thgt 
the phantom was advancing on him, 
and having altogether lost his self- 
possession, he raised a hatchet and 
attacked the spectre. He found later 
he had murdered his wife.

“Another case was that of a pedlar 
who was in the habit • of walking 
about the' country with an armed 
stick. He was awakened one even­
ing while lying on the high road 
asleep, by a man, who suddenly seiz­
ed him by the shoulders. This was 
done for a joke.

“The pedlar suddenly awoke anti 
stabbed the man, who died. He wat 
tried for manslaughter, and his ir­
responsibility was urged by counse 
on the ground that in his semi 
wakening condition he could not hi 
held responsible. Medical witnesse: 
were called to prove this, but the ped 
Iar was found guilty, and, in my opin 
ion, very unjustly punished.

Suicide In Sleep.
“Numerous cases of suicide are re­

ported* under similar circumstances 
Many a person who has retired t< 
bed in comparative sanity, withoul 
manifesting any symptoms of mental 
disorder, on Being aroused from : 
frightful dream, has destroyed him 
self.

“I have known many cases of som­
nambulism in which the people hav< 
walked about apparently conscioti: 
ay- the time in this state, but really 
u#t r®jl£51S!,l3le fer their actions.

“The,^divisions of sleep and som 
nambuBfetii may be divided as follows 

Profound sleep associated wit! 
unconsciousness.

T2. Dreaming. Conscious memory 
fancy and imagination.

“3. Acted dreams.
“4. True somnambulism, duriu; 

which the individual knows nothin! 
of any act committed by him whip 
in this state. Neither can he in ttu 
waking state recall any act of his.

"It is a curious, but significant fact 
perhaps contrary to the belief o 
some persons, that insensibility pro 
duced by direct hypnotism is not fol 
lowed by any criminal instinct. Thi: 
does not, however, apply to those wht 
have never exhibited any criminal in 
tent. r

All Danger Avoided.
“One curions thing connected will 

sleep-walking is the fact that all dan 
ger is usually avoided. The slee» 
walker will go to the edge of the cl if 
and then stop and retrace his steps 
This is due to the power of the sub 
jective mind.

“No doubt, as in the case of Lad; 
Macbeth, a guilty and uneasy mine 
acts as an exciting cause in producing 
general insomnia and restlessness 
and often somnambulism. An actual

i*inal throne. The Provinces north of 
the Yang Tse River are now declar­
ing for a republic. The only force 
of 'Manchu troops large enough to 
cope with the local situation are at 
Pekin, but there are indications that 
the capital will be surrounded before 
many days by Chinese soldiers. 
Where the Court will take refuge is 

?a question. The Government yester­
day proposed to cut the Pekin and 

fTien Tsin railway beyond Fen Tai to 
-prevent additional troops' arriving. It 
.is understood that the British Minister 
protested on the ground that Britain 
is entitled to operate the railway, in 
the event of a suspension of service, 
in accordance with an old agreement. 
As a consequence, the line is still 
open. The Chinese report that the 
Kalgan railway is in the hands of the 
revolutionaries, while the rebel force 
is proceeding apparently in the di­
rection of Pekin, at a point on the 
railway 70 miles tan» the Capital. All 
railway connections with the Capital 
are threatened.

CONSTANTINOPLE, To-day.

The War Office does not claim that 
Turkish - troops have re-occupied 
Derna, Tripoli. An official telegram 
from there reports that the Turks 
won a big victory over the Italians, 
500 of the latter being killed. 18 guns 
and quantities of ammunition and 
provisions being captured. The Porte 
has despatched a protest to the Powr 
ers against Italy's claim that she has 
annexed Tripoli and Cyrenaica. and 
setting forth Turkey’s determination 
to resist. An Italian cruiser bom­
barded the town of Akabah, Arabia, 
on Sunday, sinking the Turkish gun­
boat Italidy, lying in port.

The minister explained that 
neither the Ambassador nor McKenna 
hadN^een guilty of the alleged indis­
cretions, but before this was known 
in Germany, the incidents had been 
construed as a direct public Interna­
tional affront, Yrhlch had been the 
cause of great resentment and called 
forth the request for explanations 
from the German government. The 
Minister continued that there was a 
tendency on the part of the newspa­
pers of Britain and Germany to put 
improper constructions upon the ac­
tions of the British and German gov­
ernments respectively.

The World’s
Longest Chimney.

Wales Has One Two Miles Higli, and 
a Brook Through It.

Wales has probably the longest 
chimney in the world. It is two miles 
high, and has a brook running through 
it The chimney is connected with the 
copper works at Cwmavon, near Aber- 
avon. This is how it came to be 
built. About 60 years ago the copper 
smoke from these works was the 
plague of the neighboring country­
side. It settled upon and destroyed 
the grass for 20 miles round, while the 
sulphur and arsenic in the fumes af­
fected the hoofs of cattle, causing 
gangrene. The company tried all

sorts of devices to remedy the trouble 
but iu vain.

Finally, Mr. Robert Bren ton, who 
was later engineer of the Sind Rail­
way in India, solved the problem. 
The copper works are at the foot of a 
high steep mountain. Mr. Brent on 
constructed a flue or chimney running 
continuously from the base to about 
100 feet above the summit, following 
the natural slope of the ground.
