A Murderous
Police Force

It is seldom that a civilized white
government has given active and con-
stant support to a system of police,
the main tenet of which was indis-
criminate and totally irresponsible
butcbery in the name of law and or-
der.

ing Gazette about bait and ice con-
cessions to foreigners made by the
Government to the Booth Fisheries
("o. The Fishing Gazette considered
the Company had obtained terms ex-
traordinary favurable to them — the
tirst of the kind ever granted by New-
foundland. Here is a paragraph of
the report:—

“The Newfoundland Government
has never sold an ounce of bait or
ice to foreigners, and the satisfactory
terms of the contracts made with the
Booth Fisheries Co. gave that Com-
pany the exclusive concession for fif-
teen years for these vital materials.”

Now that the
sayvs that the Company *will agree
that no bait fishes placed in cold stor-
age will be sold except to Newfound-
land fishermen.”

This means apparently that the
(‘ompany has not agreed as yet, but
t the Government hope that they

ree to this limitation, which is
:ct contradiction to what the
rican papers were congratulating
the Company on having had already
conceded to them. It looks as if our
exposure has done its work and that
the Government is backing downy Sir
Zdbward Morris says under this new
clause the Booth Company will be
more limited in its sale of bait than
Trefethen and Lord were under their
agreement. That being so, it follows
that the Trefethen and lord agree-
ment permitted. them to sell bait to
persons who were not Newfoundland-
ers It will be remembered how
strenuously the - Government denied
this allegation at ‘the time. Now the
truth is out.

Further, people are not going to be
satisfied with any such professions as
are appearing in the Government
They want to see the text of
the agreement and see for themselves
what bait concessions are being giv-
en away, and particularly so in view
of the practical abandonment this year
of Dbait protection during the first
baiting of the bankers.

quently the codfish do not have to
come to land to find food. Some one
will say, “Do codfish eat whale bait?"
The person who doubts the fact that
codfish eat whale bait has never cut
open a codfish. I would advise him to
do so.

Again, if codfish eat whale bait, so
whales eat caplin. If they eat them
of course they must chase them and
consequently drive them to land. 1
do not say that caplin would not
come to land but for the whales, but
I do say that the caplin would come
to land sooner than they do and in
greater quantities. Now as there are
no whales to devour the whale bait
and to drive in the caplin, it is evi-
dent that the codfish have no need to
come to land for food, and if they do
happen to come to land they have al-
ready been glutted with food so that
it is impossible to catch them with
hook and line. A few, perhaps, may
be jigged, but as far as the hand line
and trawl are concerned, nothing can
be caught with them.

Just at this time of the season there
are myriads of caplin and whale bait
on the grounds; also there is lots of
codfish off on the grounds, but
can be' got either by hook or twine.
By the first because the fish is glut-
ted, and by the second because the
fish do not come to land.

How is it that herring are not more
plentiful in Placentia Bay? It is be-
cause there are no whales to drive in
the herring bait. 1 have asked d-z2us
of old fishermen for their
concerning this, and they
sounded the mournful cry: No
whales!
