CHURCHILL IS RETICENT.
LONDON, Feb. 8.

Winston Churchill, First Lord of 
the Admiralty, refused in the Com­
mons to-day to disclose the result of 
the investigation made by the Admir­
alty into a réport mentioned in the 
Commons last week by Mr. Stewart, 
that a German submarine operating 
in British waters, had received fresh 
supplies of fuel oil firom a vessel di­
rect from a British port. He said it 
would not be in the public interest to 
make' this known. The export of 
fuel oil from this, country was pro­
hibited, the speaker declared. He de­
clined also to discuss the sinking of 
the British battleship Formidable, ex­
cept to say that the Admiralty had 
considered the circumstances of the 
loss of this vessel. She went down 
in the English Channel on the first of 
January, with the loss of six hundred 
men, having been struc.k by a mine or 
a German submarine, and it did not 
propose to hold any inquiry or court 
martial. Other questions relating to 
the war asked in the House to-day, 
revealed the fact that 30 out of 36 In­
terned German steamers had been 
placed in the British coasting trade 
with the result that freight rates had 
been reduced.

According to recent messages, the 

British Parliament is being asked to 
provide for Three million soldiers 
and a quarter of a million sailors. 
Even for the Navy this is an addition 
of 100,000 men to the 150,000 standard 
before the war. But in the case of 
the Army the increase is almost four­
fold what was considered the war­
footing of the Army before the War. 
The fact that Germany and Austria 
has been kept busy by France, Rus­
sia, Belgium and Servia and the Brit­
ish Expeditionary force, and that the 
British Navy has maintained a su­
premacy at sea has given time for ex­
tensive recruiting, training and or­
ganizing, so that within six months of 
the commencement of the war, quite a 
formidable British army even on the 
continental scale has been brought 
into being. Apparently the voluntary 
system has been highly successful for 
little is heard now in the Press of the 
need of conscription. Indeed, a mil­
lion men outside of military age, have 
voluntarily organized themselves, 
paid their own way, equipped them­
selves at their own expense, and forc­
ed a reluctant recognition from the 
War Office, which in giving recogni-' 
tion to them, insisted that they should 
make no calls on the War Office for 
money for any purposes. These men 
are training themselves for Home De­
fence. It i‘3 a splendid tribute to the 
spirit of voluntaryism. We are glad 
to find that Mr. Rowell, K.C., in his 
address at Halifax advocated that 
Canada should respond man for man 
with the Old Country. His estimate 
was that it would call for an enrol­
ment and training of 300,000. His es- 
estimate is however much below the 
mark. If Canada is to provide for 
men for the army at the rate Britain 
is providing, it will call for a Canad­
ian Army of at least 500,000 men, and 
even this would leave out of account 
any response for the Navy, and not 
reckoning any voluntary organization, 
like the Home Defence Army, for 
which there is no call in Canada. It 
is, however, pleasing to note the 
strong advocacy by Mr. Rowell of a 
man for man response by Canada to 
put itself nearer on a part with the 
Home Country.

A BLANK CHEQUE FOR THE ARMY.

LONDON, To-day

LONDON, To-Day.

Tennant paid a warm tribute to the 
Territorial troops, whose value and 
efficiency, he declared, had been prov­
ed by recent events to be unquestion­
ed.

SILENCE AT DANZIG.
LONDON, To-day. 

The Mail’s Copenhagen corres­
pondent considers it a significant fact 
that since Sunday ail telegraphic com­
munication with Danzig, near the 
mouth of the Vistula River, bordering 
on the Baltic Sea ceased.

FOUGHT GERMANS TO A STAND- 
STILL.

LONDON, To-Day.
The Daily Mail’s correspondent at 

Petrograd telegraphs : The Russians 
have fought the Germans to a stand­
still, but their force which crossed the 
Bzura has a difficult task before it. 
The German second line of trenches 
in this quarter are of immense 
strength. The Kaiser’s arrival in Pol­
and suggests that the Germans intend 
to make a final attempt to capture 
Warsaw in his honor. The corres­
pondent of the Times at Petrograd 
says it is thought in authoritative cir­
cles that a fresh lull on the Bzura 
may be due to the withdrawal of part 
of the German troops from the Bzura 
and the Rawka in order to reinforce 
the armies in Eastern Russia and the 
Carpathians. The retirement of Rus­
sian sections in Bukowina is not re­
garded here as an indication of fail­
ure, but rather as a manoeuvre di­
rected by a desire to occupy a more 
advantageous position ; for insatnee, 
to fall back to the plains in order to 
facilitate the deployment of Russians 
during the operations in the moun­
tain regions. It often happens that 
positions adapted for artillery are un­
suitable for the assumption of an ac­
tive movement.

Volunteer Meets
With Accident.

At noon to-day a young man named 
Stephen King, belonging to No. 2 Com­
pany of the Second Contingent, met 
with a painful accident that will in­
capacitate him for, at least, a few 
weeks. He was passing along Water 
Srteet when a horse, with a long cart 
attached, suddenly came out of a 
waterfront archway. In trying to 
avoid being run over by the horse, 
King got his leg caught beneath one 
of the wheels, which passed over the 
leg, breaking it between the knee and 
ankle. Passersby hurried to the young* 
man’s aid, after which Sergeant Fur­
long put him in a carriage and drove 
him to the police station. No doctor 
could be had there and the injured 
volunteer was conveyed to the Gener­
al Hospital for treatment.

ALLIES HAVE FIVE MILLION 
FRESH TROOPS.

London, Jan. 28.—The French and 
British armies, reinforced by nearly 
five million fresh troops, are prepar­
ing to launch a terrific offensive 
against the Germans in the western 
theatre of war.

British is Lightest.
It’s Heavy, But Not as Burdensome as 

Otlier Soldiers Carry.
When the British soldier goes on 

active service his outfit is very dif­
ferent from that which he wears in 
times of peace. A war outfit is 
severely practical. Everything orna 
mental ruthlessly goes by the board.

While wagons are provided1 for spare 
kite, in the (field the soldier has to 
carry nearly all his wardrobe. Al­
though the men. may “grouch” at the 
weight of their1 arms and equipment, 
it is nothing compared with the loads 
carried by Continental troops. The 
French, Belgian, and Russian soldiers 
are not only burdened with heavy 
knapsacks, but they also have to flgtit 
in their greatcoats.

Every member of the British Ex 
peditionary Force wears an “identifi­
cation disc.” This is a small .circu­
lar piece of aluminum, suspended 
round the neck by a cord.

Other items of active service kit 
which the soldier always has on his 
preson are a field dressing packet arid 
an emergency ration. The field dres­
sing packet consists of a cotton band­
age, a pad of gauze, and a safety-pin ; 
and the emergency ration contains a 
small quantity of compressed meat 
and vegetables.

War equipment is officially divided 
into two classes—“personal” and “re­
gimental.” Under the former heading 
come the belts, arms, ammunition and 
accoutrements that the soldier car­
ries with him in the field. Regimen­
tal equipment means additional cloth­
ing, blankets, tents, saddlery, rations, 
forage, etc., and the necessary trans­
port wagons to convey such stores. 
Until actually wanted, regimental 
equipment is kept in camp.

Tents, blankets and spare kits are 
also carried in baggage wagons.

An officer’s field-service kit is a 
good deal larger than a private sol­
dier's. The principal items are the 
following: Service jacket, trousers, 
breeches, greatcoat, drab shirt, put­
tees, “Sam Browne” belt, haversack, 
water-bottle, lanyard and whistle. 
Most officers who know what cam­
paigning means will add certain ex­
tras. Among such are a knitted jer­
sey or sweater, a money belt, spare 
shirts, socks and handkerchiefs, a tin 
of dubbin, a sleeping cap, a small 
medicine case, and a “housewife.” 
This last item is very necessary, as 
socks and shirts wear out very quick­
ly on the march and have to be con­
stantly repaired.

An officer also wants a certain 
amount of camp equipment in the 
field. These varioiis items afë di­
vided into “war-kit” and “field-kit.”, 
The former consists of a sleeping-bag, 
cork mattress, blanket-bag, pillow 
and bucket, and costs about $32.50. A 
flask, aluminum cup, brush and comb 
and shaving tackle, etc., are other 
desirable adjuncts. The "war-kit” is 
rather more elaborate, as it includes 
such articles as a mirror, basin, bath, 
bedstead, sheets, lantern, canteen, 
hold-all, and small tent. The two kits 
together cost from $60 to $75.

$500,600,000 Drop
In Russian Revenue in Abolishing Li­

quor.—Plan to Keep Finances of 
Various Countries Running Smooth­
ly-
Petrograd, Jan. 28.—The official re­

port made by the ways and means 
Committee of the Duma last night, in­
dicated that despite the war the Gov­
ernment estimates of its ordinary in­
come from direct taxes during the 
coming year will exceed that of last 
year by 55,457,000 rubles ($33,228,500). 
The direct taxes will be approximately 
342,365,000 rubles ($171,232,500.)

This is the first budget in which the 
income from alcoholic drinks will be 
eliminated. From nearly a billion 
rubles ($500,000,000) from this source 
the Government revenue will drop to 
a few million rubles, which will ac­
crue from the sale of industrial spirits.

The Government anticipates no dif­
ficulty in raising by indirect taxes a 
sufficient amount to cover the diflei- 
ency due to lack of revenue from the 
sale of liquor.

Notwithstanding the great percent­
age of laborers in the ranks of the ar­
my it is pointed out that the efficiency 
of those remaining owing to the en­
forced sobriety, has been increased 
from fifty to one' hundred percent.

Unofficially it is learned that at a 
meeting in Paris between David Lloyd 
George, the British Chancellor; Alex­
andre Rebot, the French Minister of 
Finance, and Pierre L. Bark, the Rub 
sian Minister of Finance, there will be 
elaborated a plan to-create a means of 
continuing the war, keep the finances 
of the respective countries running 
smoothly, and maintain the currency 
of the countries at near par.

Banker Thtaks 
Germany

CAN FIGHT A YEAR LONGER.
London, Feb. 3.—Sir Edward Hop- 

kinson Holden, chairman of the Lon­
don City and Midland Bank, Ltd., in a 
review of Germany’s war finances at a 
meeting of the ban.k, expressed his 
opinion that there would be no ces­
sation of the war within twelve 
months owing to the gold position of 
Germany. The war, he said, might 
last even longer, but it might come to 
a close for other reasons.

Sir Edward estimated that Germany 
had already made financial provisions 
until June, when the Reichsbank, he 
thought, would doubtless be again 
called upon to provide funds. The 
question was, how often could this 
operation be repeated. The war was 
costing Germany £2,000,000 ($10,000.- 
000) a day.

Sir Edward expressed the hope that 
if the question of exporting gold 
should come up English bankers 
would be of as much assistance to 
their country as American bankers 
had been to theirs and would place 
their gold at the disposal of the Bank 
of England. He continued :

“Germany’s exports undoubtedly 
will fall off to a much greater extent 
than her imports, and the adverse 
balance will have to be paid in gold. 
Superhuman efforts are being made to 
increase the gold reserve in the 
Reichsbank, which now amounts to 
$30,000,000.

’ “Plans for the financial mobiliza­
tion of Germany were worked out 
long before the war. When hostilities 
began war banks were created in all 
the important towns and war bank 
notes were issued for the purpose of 
driving gold from circulation. There 
was one defect, however—the Reichs­
bank note which replaced the gold be­
came inconvertible into gold and the 
note thereupon fell to a discount.”

Sir Edward said he expected the 
first weak spot would show itself in 
Austria-Hungary and that the war 
would begin to break down there. 
Even if -Austria-Hungary pledged its 
properties and securities as Germany 
has done, and found 'enough gold to 
pay the balance of imports, it is diffi­
cult to believe that the country would 
be able to continue the war for any 
great length of time, unless Germany 
helped her financially.

Faultlessly Correct.
An American paper, the “Rochester 

Post Express,” says that Japan is all 
right, and says it in this wise:

The Japan Times points out that the 
Japanese freeholders in America have 
less than twenty thousand acres, and 
that the land in Japan held under per­
petual lease by American missions, 
missionaries, hospitals, churches and 
schools is of about equal" area, while 
the leaseholders have a security of 
property and en equality of opportu­
nity which no Japanese land owners 
in our Western States possess.

The entrance of Japan into the war 
at the nequest of her ally and in ful­
filment of her treaty obligations is so 
deeply resented by the Teutonic al­
liance and Americans in sympathy 
with it that no pains are spared to find 
any fault or failing which can be 
charged to the Mikado’s government. 
But Japan has thus far been impec­
cable and correct beyond criticism, 
as if resolved to show the world that 
she was as honourable and scrupulous 
as any Western power could be. When 
Japan suggested the German retire­
ment from Tsing Tau in precisely the 
same language in which Germany had 
requested her withdrawal from Port 
Arthur, Japan had one million dollars 
in gold in German banks. Germany 
seized this at once and in addition ar­
rested every Japanese who was so­
journing in the empire. But German 
money in Tokio banks was not touch­
ed, German teachers and tutors were 
not discharged, German business men 
were in no way- interfered with, and 
Germans in the islands were free to 
go and come as they chose, politely 
treated, unboycotted, uninsulted, and 
were permitted to sail for home on 
Japanese ships in order to do military 
duty. On top of this Japan paid, a 
fortnight ago when it was due, her 
annual interest on obligations held by 
German citizens or banks. 4

In all her relations with Western 
peoples or powers Japan’s course has 
been exemplary, her courtesy perfect, 
her consideration complete. No na­
tion, as far as known, has found Ja­
pan amiss in anything which the high­
est standard of ethics is held to re­
quire of civilized Christianized States.

A German Official
“War Manual.”

As showing to what extent the en­
emy are prepared to go, a German 
official “War Manual” has lately been 
translated into English, the work be­
ing a sort of Catechism bn military 
ethics. It speaks with contempt about 
“humanitarian considerations which 
not infrequently degenerate into sen­
timentality and flabby emotion.” An­
other statement throws light on the 
“baby murdering” expedition against 
Hartlepool:—“A war conducted with 
energy cannot be directed merely 
against the combatants of the enemy, 
their State and the positions they oc­
cupy, but it will and must in like man­
ner seek to destroy the total intellec­
tual and material resources of the 
latter.”

Some other questions and answers 
run as follows:

"Should peaceful inhabitants of an 
invaded country be exposed to the fire 
of the invading troops?”

“Yes, it may be indispensable, but 
its main justification is that it is 
‘successful.’ ”

“Should women and children and 
the old and feeble be allowed to de­
part before a bombardment begins?”

“On the contrary, their presence is 
greatly to be desired. It makes bom­
bardment all the more effective.”

Another paragraph from this dev­
il’s catechism seems to explain Ger­
man doings in Belgium and else­
where, church burning, the spy sys­
tem and a thousand other things :

“Bribery of the enemy’s subjects 
.with the object of obtaining military 
advantage, acceptance of offers of 
treachery, reception of deserters, uti­
lization of discontented elements in 
the population, support of pretenders 
and the like are permissible; indeed, 
international law is no way opposed 
to the exploitation of crimes of the 
third parties—assassination, incendi­
arism, robbery and the like—to the 
prejudice of the enemy. The ugly and 
inherently immoral aspect of such 
methods cannot affect the recognition 
of their lawfulness. The necessary 
aim of war gives the belligerent the 
right and imposes upon him according 
to circumstances the duty not to let 
slip the important, it may be the de 
cisive, advantages to be gained by 
such means.”

To this have German civilization 
and German religion come.

Mongolian’s Damages.
diver continues examination

—CARGO BEING LANDED.
Owing to the forward part of the 

ship resting in the mud, the work of 
taking the cargo out of No. 1 hold of 
he s.s. Mongolian, began yesterday to 
mable Diver Squires to make a thor­
ough examination of the ship below 
the water line and find out the ex­
tent of the damage. This forenoon 
Diver Squires went down and discov­
ered the exact places where the ship 
was injured. On thé starboard side, 
near the bow, a couple of plates are 
3tove in. This will likely necessitate 
he dry-docking of the ship before the 
voyage can be resumed. The work of 
removing the cargo from the forward 
hold was continued to-day. A fortun 
ate matter is that the hold contained 
three thousand casks of Indian oil 
which is not damaged. Water is con­
stantly pouring in through the dam­
aged parts and there are now between 
12 to 15 feet of water in the forward 
hold of the ship, the pumps being 
continually kept going to try and cope 
with the inrush. About six tiers of 
the casks are in the water in the 
hold, making the work of handling 
them difficult for the workmen.

Sir John French
ON SECRET VISIT TO LONDON 

AGAIN.
London, January 20.—Again un­

known to the British public, Sir John 
French, commander-in-chief of the 
British forces in France and Belgium, 
has paid another flying visit to Lon­
don, conferred with the King and the 
War Council, and returned to the front 
without a word of his trip appearing1 
in the newspapers.

Contrary to precedent, the King 
called on Sir John at his residence, 
94 'Lancaster Gate W„ instead of Sir 
John going to Buckingham Palace.

Sir John crossed the Channel and 
reached London on Tuesday morning, 
January 12. Dressed in a dark suit 
and a Derby, no one recognized him 
either on the train from the coast or 
when he stepped from a motor car in 
front of his house.

His first caller was Premier As­
quith, who remained about an hour. 
The Premier was followed by Win­
ston Churchill, First Lord of the Ad­
miralty, and he by Lloyd George.

It was evening and dark when the 
King arrived by motor. No one knew 
of his coming, and there was no crowd 
to greet him. It is doubtul even whe­
ther Sir John’s butler for the moment 
recognized the distinguished visitor.

For more than an hour the King 
remained with Sir John in a confer­
ence in which they alone participated. 
What they discussed it will remain 
for some future chronicler of the war 
to disclose.

London’s dim street lamps were 
lighted when the King left. His de­
parture was as unostentatious as his 
coming.

Next day Sir John, dressed in the 
same brown suit and wearing the 
same Derby, took train from Charing 
Cross station for Dover.

There he boarded a cruiser for Cal­
ais. To guard against mines or sud­
den attack a destroyer preceded the 
cruiser and at each side of her steam­
ed a battleship.

Be Extradited

FROM THE UNITED STATES.
New York, Feb. 3.—The World this 

morning says editorially:
“No international complications can 

possibly result from the attempt of a 
German to blow up the Canadian Pa 
cific railway bridge which spans the 
3t. Croix River. The man is a for 
eign subject who went from the U. S 
into Canada and committed a crime, 
then he returned to the United States 
where he was arrested. The Canad­
ian authorities demand his extradi 
tion and the United States govern 
ment will naturally grant the request. 
He will be taken back to Canada, 
which has jurisdiction over his crime, 
and be tried for the offense that he 
has committed. The fact that he C(tlls 
himself a German officer and pre 
tends that his criminal exploit was 
political act is no concern of the 
United States. He might have gone 
over to Canada and robbed a bank or 
forged a check or killed a policeman 
and call it a political act, but the 
United States government would be 
unlikely to agree with him.

“If one German subject in the U. 
S„ having crossed the Canadian bor 
der and committed a crime, could un­
lawfully demand the protection of the 
American ^government, 200,000 German 
subjects in the U. S. could cross the 
frontier, commit 200,000 crimes against 
Canada and pretend they had been en­
gaged in political exploits not subject 
to the penal code. The time has not 
yet come when aliens temporarily in 
the United States have rights and 
privileges superior to the rights and 
privileges of American citizens. Blow­
ing up bridges is not commonly in­
terpreted in this country as a political 
act. Several noted labor leaders are 
serving terms in the penitentiary for 
similar offences, and even they did 
not pretend that dynamite was merely 
political in its effect. Germans who 
wish to cross from the U. S. into Can­
ada and commit crimes of violence 
will have to take their chances with 
the Canadian courts. Canada is no 
refuge for aliens who commit crimes 
against the United States and the 
United States is no refuge for aliens 
who commit crimes against Canada.”

Hundred Thousand 
British in Egypt.

Cairo, Egypt, Jan. 17 (Correspond­
ence)—Great Britain has at the pre­
sent time more than one hundred 
thousand troops in Egypt to repel 
Turkish attacks. Cairo has assumed 
the aspect of a garrison town. The big 
hotels have become the quarters of the 
higher officers, while the Australian 
soldiers, with much spare time and 
plenty of money, have monopolized 
every bar, music hall, picture palace 
and dancing hall, almost wholly re­
placing the civilian element.

Instead of the misery that the out 
break of the war seemed to presage 
Cairo has acquired a military-tourist 
population with some $25,000 a day 
to spend. In the last six weeks some 
fifty new bars and taverns have been 
opened.

At. the foot of the Pyramids lies the 
camp af the Australians, stretching 
out against the gently sloping hills 
the tents from the distance seeming 
like giant white birds on the red 
brown sands. On the border of the 
cultivated land, as near as possible to 
the water, is the cavalry, and more to 
the west lie the bell-shaped tents of 
the infantry. •

The famous road to the Pyramids 
has been entirely altered in appear­
ance. What was once a week ago the 
show ground of the aristocracy of 
Cairo in its carriages and automo­
biles, has now become the great ar­
tery for an army of thousands, carry­
ing an unending stream of hay, meat 
and flour to the small military town 
on the edge of the wilderness.

GERMANS PROJE C-USING NEW 
TILES.

London, Jan. 29.—A recital of re­
cent developments in the war by the 
official observer attached to British 
military headquarters, given out here 
to-day, includes a description of new 
projectiles employed by the Germans.

“In some parts of our front the 
Germans are firing a new type of high 
explosive shell, detonating with a 
cloud of thick white smoke,” the re­
port says. “The mine thrower also 
occasionally throws a very large grey 
bomb or aerial torpedo, three feet 
nine inches long, and nearly ten inch­
es wide. It weighs more than 200 
pounds.”

He Made Statement

Requesting United States to Aid Ger­
many in Attempt to Control Seas.

Minneapolis, Feb. 1.—That any idei 
of involving the United States in thé 
present European war would be “quite 
criminal, and every well wisher of 
this country should be entirely for­
eign to that idea,” -was the assertion 
made to-night by Dr. Dernburg, for­
mer Colonial Secretary of the Ger­
man Empire, who was a guest of hon­
or at a banquet given by the Ger­
manic Society of Minnesota.

This statement was brought forth 
by published reports, quoting ,fron) 
Dr. Dernburg’s address before thé 
Civic Association here to-day to the 
effect that the combined fleets of the 
United States and Germany could curb 
Great Britain in her “arrogant pol­
icy” of controlling the seas. In re­
ference to this, Dr. Dernburg issued 
the following statement:

“There is no truth in the statement 
purporting to come from me that I 
had asked the United States aid fo* 
freeing ocean traffic through the com­
bining of the fleets of the United 
States and Germany. What I said 
was that Germany was engaged in a 
fight over Great Britain’s control ol 
the seven seas; a topic in which the 
United States also is interested. But 
I never suggested, nor hinted, 
the United States should be 
into the war.”

flow To Read Character
FROM THE EYES.

Character reacting from the features 
is an interesting study in which most 
people indulge, though perhaps un­
consciously. A man is heard fre­
quently to remark that he never jud­
ges a person by external appearances; 
but let a person apply to this same 
man for a position, and the first thing 
he will do will be to make a mental 
estimate of the character, ability, and 
general condition of the applicant. 
And he does this from outward ap­
pearances entirely.

When a man applies for a job, look 
at his eyes. More signs of character 
are expressed through the eyes than 
any other feature. The eye is the 
window to the brain, and through it 
an expert character reader can often 
see a tale that would be lost to the 
average person. A guilty eye has sent 
more than one criminal to meet -his 
fate, and a steady, unflinching one has 
helped many a man through a serious 
difficulty.

No two pairs of eyes are exactly 
alike, and It would be impossible to 
give any fixed set of rules for reading 
character from the eyes. A person 
must rely upon his own keen judg­
ment 'for that. However, here are a 
few general hints on the character­
istics that usually accompany differ­
ent types of eyes.

Large, clear, blue eyes usually de­
note sensibility of character, and a 
capacity and willingness for work. 
Their owner is also likely to be fond 
of enjoyment, jealous, and often in­
quisitive.

Deep-set eyes receive impressions 
accurately and definitely.

Great thinkers usually have had 
cold gray eyps, for gray is the color 
of shrewdness and talent. Eyes of 
this description generally denote bet­
ter heads than hearts.

Green eyes are rare, and are seen 
more frequently in women than In 
men. They denote courage, energy 
and pride. Occasionally they accom­
pany a jealous, vengeful disposition.

Black eyes are difficult to read. 
They often show a quick disposition, 
and sometimes are treacherous.

Round-eyed persons are not great 
thinkers. They are open hearted, ob­
servant and often sensual.

People with harrow eyes see less, 
think more, and feel with greater in­
tensity.

Brown eyes denote,a loving though 
judicious temperament.

Cutting Get Frills
KHAKI SUITS AND CONVICT HAIR-

CUTS THE PROPER THING IN
LONDON.
That armies during war times set 

the fashions not only for women, but 
for their husbands, sons and lovers, 
scoff as they may at the very Idea 
that the word “fashion” enters into 
their scheme of life, is being demon­
strated abroad very forcibly. For in­
stance, patent leather boots and gait­
ers, to which the London man of af­
fairs for years has been proverbially 
devoted, have given way to heavy un­
compromising, soldierly footgear, 
much to the anguish of the manufac­
turers of “high-class" boots. Khaki 
is the “thing” in business suits and, 
though barbers moan and gnash their 
teeth, men no longer look upon their 
locks as adjuncts to beauty, to be nice 
ly trimmed, and effectively arranged. 
They simply have their hair cut as 
short as it is possible without drawing 
blood and let it go at that. The tend­
ency of the British army to-day is to­
ward serviceableness rather than 
showiness in dress and in every Eng­
lish community of any size it is very 
évident that this idea is having its ef­
fect on the people.

We do not usually associate trousers 
exclusively with warriors, and yet we 
owe both their introduction and re- 
introduction to military fashions. 
Originally worn by the ancient Brit­
ons, they were for a long time looked 
upon in polite Roman circles as a 
badge of barbarism. Indeed, Cicero 
is said to have once taunted a man 
with having sprung from “trusered” 
ancestors.

In A. D. 69, however, we read of a 
Roman general creating a great scan­
dal by going to war in trousers, and 
shortly after they became part of the 
recognized military costume. Thence 
the fashion spread to the civil com­
munity, and we find the fact recorded 
that Alexander Severus made an in­
novation by affecting white trousers, 
previous emperors having all worn 
crimson ones.

Exactly when trousers disappeared 
from the legs of the male community 
is not known, but there is no doubt 
that their revival was once more due 
to military fashions. Introduced in­
to the army by the Duke of Welling­
ton during the peninsular war, and

at first known as “Wellington’s trous­
ers,” their general adoption excited 
general opposition. The clergy and 
the fashionable world combined to op­
pose the innovation. An original trust 
deed, executed in 1820, of a Noncon­
formist chapel contains a clause of 
providing that "under no circumstan­
ces shall a preacher be allowed to oc­
cupy the pulpit who wears trousers.”

The universities were equally firm 
in their opposition. In 1812 the au­
thorities of Trinity and St. John’s Col­
leges, Cambridge, decreed that “stud­
ents appearing in hall or chapel in 
pantaloons or trousers should be con­
sidered absent,” while Almack’s, the 
most fashionable of the London clubs, 
refused to admit anyone so attired. 
On one occasion the duke himself was 
denied admission because he was 
wearing his favourite trousers, and 
the victor on a hundred fields found 
himself compelled to beat a retreat 
before the onslaughts of a fashionable 
clique. •

But the reverse was only a tem­
porary one. Trousers had come to 
stay, and the duke before long had 
the satisfaction of seeing this innova­
tion forced on the legs of the fash­
ionable world—surely his most strik­
ing triumph. It may be, however, 
that as knee breeches, acting under 
military orders, gave way to trousers, 
so trousers may in their turn give 
place to puttees or some other cover­
ing for male legs. “Our legs, as well 
as our lives,” comments a facetious 
Londoner, “are in the hands of the 
army.”

Steam Trawlers
in Sea Warfare.

Yarmouth, Eng., Feb. 2.—The nick­
name of “Mosquito Fleet” applied to 
the navy’s torpedo flotillas, should 
properly be given to the steam fishing 
trawlers of which the Government is 
gathering together a swarm for the 
three-fold purpose of mine sweeping, 
protecting battleships from submar­
ines, and operating In the shallow wa­
ters of the Belgian coast against the 
Germans.

Over 500 of these boats were re­
quisitioned the past week, and thous-' 
ands are already out. They are found 
so useful that the Government evi­
dently thinks that it cannot have too 
many.

Trawlers still continue their orig­
inal duty of seining for menaces to 
shipping, as enormous quantities of 
mines are still strewed at sea.

Following the German raid on Scar­
borough and the Hartlepools, in De­
cember, as many as 1,500 mines were 
picked up in one week. Many boats 
have been lost in this work, more 
than has been officially announced.

These German mines, with their 
bristling contact points, often explode 
in the nets. They have enough weight 
attached to their cables to sink them 
about four feet under the surface, so 
they run with the tide to the shallow­
er water, where the weight strikes 
bottom and anchors.

Nothing is so effective against sub­
marines as a cordon of trawlers 
around a fleet. The submarine must 
come close to be effective, and they 
are easily detected by the trawlers 
on rising to the surface to use the 
periscope. There is also the chance 
of getting in a shot at what the navy 
calls "tin whales.”

A large fleet of trawlers will soon 
take part in the Belgian coast opera­
tions, and some already are there. 
They carry one gun forward, another 
aft. and two abeam. The weapons are 
quick-firers, of comparatively small 
calibre, but the boats, sailing In close 
to the lee of the sand dunes, and in­
creasing the general volume of fire, 
help prevent enemy guns from taking 
a base along the shore and making a 
direct target of the monitors and 
cruisers.

Very few fishing boats are now left 
in Yarmouth, out of its once great

fleet and these are allowed to fish on­
ly off a small strip of coast. More­
over, it is difficult to man these, since 
practically every able-bodied fisher is 
in the navy, to which he belonged as 
a reservist.

The Government pays a liberal 
rental for the boats. If It were not 
for this and the pay of the men now 
In the navy, there would be great 
want in Yarmouth and all the coast 
towns at this time.

MILLION BELGIANS HAVE LEFT 
COUNTRY.

Amsterdam, Jan. 29.—More than a 
million of the population of Belgium 
are now absent from within its bor­
ders, according to estimates here.

Refugees have fled into France, 
across the Channel to England, and 
across the border into Holland.

SMALLPOX SWEEPING VIENNA.
London, Feb. 4.—A terrible epi­

demic of smallpox is sweeping Vienna, 
the Amsterdam correspondent of the 
Exchange Telegraph Co., wired this 
afternoon.
