“Scotty” Allen 
Makes Good.

Signs of Great Things
There are signs that, 
great things will be doing 
in Mesopotamia during 
the next few months. To- 

1 day the news comes of a 
force of Russian cavalry joining Sen. 
Lake, British Commander-in-Chief, to 
the South of the river Tigris. The 
form of the message seems to carry 
with it the information that this force 
of Russians came either from Persia 
or that portion of Asiatic Turkey to 
the North-east of Mosul. The mess­
age says that the official communica­
tion issued on Saturday night brings 
the welcome but astonishing intelli­
gence that the party of Russian cav­
alry had succeeded in joining Gor- 
ringe's force on the South bank of the 
Tigris. These words appear to ex­
clude the possibility of the Russian 
cavalry having been transported by 
the Siberian Railway and sea to the 
mouth of the Tigris just as the Rus­
sian forces were sent to France. As 
no information has come of the Rus­
sians arriving at Mosul or its vicinity, i 
it may be that this force crossed to 
the West of Mosul and marched 
through the midst of Mesopotamia, 
passed Bagdad, and then got in touch 
with the British forces, but the jour­
ney is so long and perilous that it is 
difficult to imagine that such a feat 
has been accomplished. It seems 
more probable that it is part of the 
mobile force which had been operat­
ing in Persia to the East of Bagdad. 
The difficulties of getting thence to 
the South of the Tigris would also be 
considerable as there would be diffi­
cult mountain passes to cross on the 
borders between Persia and the pro­
vince of Bagdad. Later news brings 
the intelligence that a very consid­
erable number of Austrian troops, 
12,000 is the number mentioned, have 
arrived at Bagdad, and that 4,009 Ger­
man troops are being sent to aid the 
Turks in Asia Minor. There is also 
mention of a concentration of forces 
ne*r Alexandrette with a view of 
frustrating the landing of Entente 
troops by the Navy. Alexandrette is 
to the North-east of Cyprus in the 
North-east corner of the Levant just 
where the North Syrian coast line 
turns sharply to the West and forms 
almost to the right angle. The rail­
way to Bagdad crosses close to the 
coast here, and tfiere is also the junc­
tion of the Syria railway which runs 
towards the Egyptian frontier.

Gains Rapid Promotion — Is Now a 
Sergeant.

His many friends in the city, par­
ticularly in the East End, will no 
dgubt, be glad to know that Ben Al­
len, popularly known as “Scotty,” has 
won rapid promotion through the 
ranks of the Army.

When previously heard of some few 
months ago he was a Corporal in thé 
R. F. A. Regiment, since then he 
graduated from Barracks at Aider- 
shot, having passed a highly credit­
able examination and for which he 
was given an extra stripe.

On three different occasions during 
the early part of the war Sergt. Al­
ien tried to enlist with Our Regiment 
but was turned down b'y the doctor. 
He was anxious to see the front and 
then he visited Bonnie Scotland his 
birthplace and enlisfed.

perience and science, I attach vou to 
my personal staff.”

General Brusiloff has done notable 
work since the outbreak of the war. 
His troops in September, 1914, cap­
tured the town of Halicz in Galicia, 
and his victory enabled the Russians 
to defeat the Teutons at Sukhodoyle. 
For his achievements General Brusil­
off was decorated by Emperor Nich­
olas. He is 63 years old.

Famous “Crucifixion.” from Morgan

Collection, Bought by Philadelphia
Collector.
Mr. Joseph E. Widener, of Phila­

delphia, who recently acquired the fa­
mous Mazarin tapestry from the J. 
Pierpont Morgan collection for a prize 
reputed to have been $600,000, has 
just purchased another of the famous 
examples in the same collection from 
the art firm of P. W. French & Co.. 
No. 6 East Fifty-sixth Street. His 
newest acquisition is “The Crucifix­
ion." by Van Orley. This makes Mr. 
Widener tlie possessor of the two 
tapestries which cpnnoisseups hold to 
be the most important of the Morgan 
collection and which are declared to 
be unsurpassed in America.

Mr. Mitchell Samuels, of tha firm of 
P. W. French &, Co., yesterday Con­
firmed the sale of the tapestry to 'Mr. 
Widener, but deeijrfed to state the 
price received.. It is known from 
ofiier sources, however, that Mr. 
Widener paid about $200,000.

There were forty tapestries in the 
Morgan collection, which was acquir­
ed about two months ago from Mr. J, 
P. Morgan by the art firm for a price 
said to have been $2,000,000. The 
tapestries are still at the Metropolitan 
Museum of Art, to which institution, 
they were lent by the late Mr. Mor­
gan, but will be removed about June 
1st.

The tapestry which Mr. Widener 
has just bought is generally Icnowy, 
among collectors as the Dollfus Cruci­
fixion. It ts wonderfully rich with 
gold. It once belonged to the magni­
ficent Berwick and Alba collection, 
which was spoken of so reverently by 
William Morris at the time of the sale. 
It is a few-years later in date than 
the Mazarin tapestry, having been 
woven about 1625, and is in the style, 
of the early Renaissafice. The design 
was the work of the Fleming who 
originated more tapestries than the 
other designer, Bernard Van Orley.— 
N.Y. Herald, May 10.

While on the Western Egyptian 
front last week, I heard full details 
of the armoured car fleet’s dash to 
the rescue of the Tara prisoners from 
four officers engaged in that daring 
enterprise,,in an absolutely unknown ! 
country, to succour nearly lOfl starv­
ing Britons. It will stand as a classic 
in motoring annals. In many ways 
fortune favored us, but it was,only by 
a complete disregard of tremendous 
difficulties and a display of high qual­
ities of courage and resource that the 
expedition w-as successful.

The discovery of the place of con­
cealment was one of the romantic fea­
tures. When General Lukin re­
occupied Solium he found that the 
enemy had burnt the camp, ind the 
German-owned munition factory at 
Bir Waer, six miles south of’the port. 
Ten armoured cars, following up the 
enemy’s tracks, came upon a remark­
able road, which, starting in the des­
ert, runs to Tobruk, ninety miles away 
in Tripoli. According to English no­
tions the road surface was execrable,1 
hut the armoured car enthusiasts de­
clare it to be splendid. Over it the 
motors had a speed of thirty-five miles 
an hour.

At Aziza, nineteen miles from Bir 
Waer, the cars suddenly came upon 
the enemy, and dashed into a Turkish 
mountain-gun and two machine-guns, 
killing every gunner by maxim fire. 
Then, without a halt* they charged in 
line over the boulders, stiff scrub, - 
sandy patches, and all the other traps ; 
among the widely-scattering foe, who < 
were taking to their heels at the ap-

area, and as the captives’ strength 
diminished they made painful jour­
neys with small results. They think 
that in five days their resources would 
have ended. Some of them took free­
ly of the bread, milk, jam and bully 
beef carried in the ambulances, and 
the cars were slowed down on the 
homeward journey, Solium being 
reached on the following day.

The cars travelled 240 miles. With 
the rescued prisoners were two mas­
cots of the Armoured Car Division, 
one being a parrot brought away from 
Ypres, which cannot speak, but be­
trays it former home by making a 
quaint noise like the flight of a shell. 
A shop’s officer and a Greek interpre­
ter missing from the prisoners were 
found safe. They went under escort 
to Tobruk for food, the guards telling 
the Italian authorities, that the prison­
ers were starving and that the Eng­
lish would pay. While food was be­
ing procured the Italians received a 
wireless message announcing the res­
cue, and the two were immediately re­
leased.

AUSTRIAN CROWN PRINCE AT 
TRENT.

NEW YORK, May 21.
A Rome despatch received here late 

to-day says, that ^he Austrian Crown 
Prince has arrived at Trent, and is di­
recting the campaign against Vicen­
za, on the northern Italian front. 
Field Marshal Conrad Von Holtzen- 
dorff, Chief of the Austrian General 
Staff, has joined the array of gener­
als. It is reported here that General 
Cadorna, the Italian Chief Command­
er, will move Jiis headquarters to the 
Trentino front. Though last night’s 
statement front the Italian war office 
admits further retirements, there is 
every confidence here that the Aust 
trian offensive is about to come to a 
halt. Despite the heavy sacrifices of 
jnen and ammunition, the Austrians, 
thus far, have crossed the Italian 
frontier at but one point, in Astico 
Valley. At no place do their lines 
approach nearer than twenty-two 
miles. The important strategic posi­
tion of Vincenza is reported to he the 
goal of the present offensive. Be­
tween 200,000 and 250.000 Austrian 
troops are engaged on the front lead­
ing eastward from the Adinge Valley. 
It is admitted that losses on both 
sides have been heavy' though no 
figures arc available at the present 
time. The reason for the offensive is 
believed to be that the Austrians hop­
ed to catch the Italians off guard, 
while important Italian troop move­
ments were under way. After hold­
ing this region since the war began 
the Italians were forced to relinquish ; 
advanced positions on the first two 
days of fighting. Oil the third day 
counter, attacks recovered part of thp 
lost ground. The Austrians returned 
their attacks in great force on the 
following day. Rather than sacrifice 
men uselessly on exposed positions, 
the Italian Commander ordered fur-- 
ther retirements to a better protected 
position. The greatest aerial activity 
on the Tyrolese front since the begin­
ning of the war accompanied the Al­
pine battle.

WHAT ROME SAYS.
HOME, May 21.

The great offensive of the Austrian 
forces has so far found such well- 
placed resistance that all efforts re­
sulted, according to official communi­
cations, in heavy losses and disper­
sion of their troops. Several thous­
and prisoners, arms, ammunition and 
provisions, abandoned by the retreat­
ing Austrians, have been raptured. 
Some of the fiercest fighting occurred 
in Ahe mountain heights far above 
those in which any previous_ combat-s 
have taken place.

An official communication issued 
to-night, concerning the situation 
along -the Tigris, follows: General 
Lake reports that on the 19th the 
enemy vacated Betharissa, ,an advan­
ced position on the right bank of the 
Tigris. General Gorring followed up 
the enemy, attacked, and carried 
Dujailam redoubt. The enemy are 
still holding the Sannayyatt position, 
on the left bank of the river, in force. 
Russian cavalry have joined General 
Gorring after a bold and adventurous 
ride. This first news of operations 

ton the Tigris since the fall of Kut-el- 
Amarà, was sent’ to-day by General 
Lake, Commander of the British for­
ces in Mesopotamia. Although it 
shows that the Turks still hold San­
nayyatt positions on the left bank ot 
the Tigris, where the British check 
made it impossible to carry out the 
relief of General Townshend, it brings 
the welcome but astonishing intelli­
gence that a body of Russian cavalry 
has succeeded in joining General Gor- 
ring’s forces on the south bank of the 
Tigris. How this important junction 
was effected is still unknown, and the 
story js awaited with intense interest. 
The supposition is that this detach­
ment came from the Russian army 
which is threatening Khankan, but it 
still remains a puzzle where and how 
the Russians succeeded in crossing 
the river. Their sudden appearance 
has raised the question whether the 
Russians- ljave already cut the Bagdad 
railway at Mosul. In any case the 
unexpected appearance of this body 
of cavalry is as great a surprise as 
was the first landing of Russian 
troops in Marseilles. It is another 
instance of the swift, stealthy move­
ment of the Russian forces in Asia 
Minor.

BRITAIN’S DAYLIGHT SCHEME.
. LONDON, May 21.

Britain lost an hour this morning 
between. 2 and 3 o’clock through in­
auguration of the Daylight Saving Ex­
periment. Two o’clock on Sunday 
morning was chosen as the time for 
the change on the representation of 
the Railway Companies, as fewer 
trains were then running. At that 
hour the clocks in the stations, sig­
nal boxes and telegraph offices 
throughout the country were changed 
by the men in charge. The change is 
welcomed generally, though there 
were some minor inconveniences in 
London yesterday, when the altera­
tions of thousands of public clocks 
began and continued throughout the 
night. The only opposition to the 
change comes from farmers in North­
amptonshire, who at à meeting yester­
day, recommended that the new sys­
tem be ignored as far as possible in 
working farms, but not to the extent 
of defying the railroad time tables.

TOWN WIPED OUT BT TORNADO.
MUSKOGEN, Okla, May 21.

Kemp, Oklahoma, has been wiped 
out by a tornado, according to rail­
road advices received here to-niglit. 
Between 15 and 20 persons are re­
ported killed and everyone in the 
town injured. No building escaped 
serious damage.

BRITISH AVIATORS.
LONDON, May 21.

British aviators fought thirteen 
combats yesterday, bringing down 
two German machines.

Large Number of People of St. John’s
Accompanied Remains To Railway 

- Station—C. L. B. Band Flayed Dead
March. t .
The funeral of the late Private Max­

well Reeves, ot St. Lawrence, who 
died of meningitis last Friday morn­
ing at the General Hospital, took place 
yesterday afternoon from the resi­
dence of Mr. W. J. Clouston, Queen’s 
Road, where the remains lay since the 
previous evening. Robed in the uni­
form of the Newfoundland Regiment 
the remains rested in a beautiful 
casket* in the front room of Mr. 
(Houston's home. The casket was cov­
ered with a costly white velvet, the 
handles being of plated silver were ex­
ceptionally large, covering the casket 
was ’a large Uqion Jack, while pinned 
on the breast of the deceased was a 
beautiful pink rose, the emblem ot 
purity, a fitting tribute to the soul of 
the young soldier. At the head of the 
casket on a special table, rested a 
magnificent wreath of red flowers, in 
the form of a cross, presented by the 
Red t Cross Workers of the St. John 
Ambulance Brigade, and on the top 
of the casket and arranged on special 
stands were some Ijpautiful and cost­
ly wreaths kindly presented by the fol­
lowing: —Officers of the . 2nd New­
foundland Regiment, members of A Co. 
2nd Newfoundland Regiment, Women’s 
Patriotic Association of Newfound­
land, Imperial Order of Daughters of 
the Empire, Mrs. W. J. Clouston, Mrs. 
W. H. Jones and Mr. Ernest Maunder. 
The cap, belt and side arms of the de­
parted soldier also rested on the top 
ot the casket and with a faint stream 
of light pouring through the Venetian 
blind the room wherein the dead sol­
dier lay presented a most impressive 
scene.

Shortly after 2 p.m. crowds started 
to gather at the junction of Queen’s 
Road and Garrison Hill, while another 
crowd equally as large assembled at 
the Parade Grounds and watched the 
maneuvers of the different sections of 
volunteers prior to the commencing of 
the parade. Headed by the C. L. B. 
Band the 2nd Newfoundland Regiment, 
650 strong, proceeded from the Parade 
Grounds along Harvey Road, Military 
Road and Rawlins’ Cross tqr Queen’s 
Road the front rank halting opposite 
Mr. Clouston’s house. The guard of 
honour with side arms, comrades of 
the same mess as the deceased, stood 
at attention and formed a square sur- 
hounding the hearse. By this time the 
swaying mass of humanity which had 
gathered from all parts of the city and 
nearby country places blocked the 
streets and filled to overflowing the 
v&cgnt space in front of St. Patrick’s 
Hall. Thé Rev. Mr. Brinton, Curate 
of the C. of E. Cathedral, who attended 
the deceased during his illness, was 
present and read the opening service 
for the burial of the dead, after which 
the pall-bearers, all volunteers under 
direction of Undertaker Carnell placed 
the casket on the hearse. As the re­
mains were being brought through the 
door the officers stood at salute and 
with one quick motion the whole bat­
talion came up to the attention whilst 
the great crowd of men, women and 
children looked silently on. The funer­
al parade, which was the largest of fts 
kind ever seen in tile history of St. 
John's, proceedied via Queen's Road, 
Theatre Hill, down Adelaide Street up 
Water Street to the Railway Station.

As the procession proceeded the band 
of the C. L. B. played the favourite 
hymns of the dead soldier: “Son of My 
Soul,” “Abide with Me,” etc., and at 
the Railway Station played the Dead 
March. After this the casket that con­
tained *lTthat was mortal of the late 
Private Maxwell Reeves was laid in a 
strong coffin covering and wnile the 
battalion again stood at attention the 
bugles sounded the Last Post. after 
Which the remains were placed in care 
of Mr. H. B. Curtis, Manager of the 
Keid-Newfoundland Express Com­
pany to be forwarded by this morn­
ing’s- train en route for St. Lawrence 
where the burial service will be con­
cluded.

The Regiment returned to Head­
quarters via Job Street, New Gower 
Street, ^Theatre and Long’s Hill, the C. 
L. B. Band discoursing music along 
the route of March.

The whole hearted manner in which 
the citizens of St. John’s turned out 
yesterday as a mark of respect to the 
memory of a fellow countryman and 
soldier will be gratifying news to the 
sorrowing parents and in some small 
measure we hope will comfort them 
in this their great hour of trial.
