Signs of Great Things

There are signs that

i great things will be doing

in Mesopotamia during

the next few months. To-

¢ day the news comes of a

force of Russian cavalry joining Cen.
Lake, British Commander-in-Chief, to
the South of the river Tigris. The
form of the message seems (0o carry
with it the information that this force
of Russians came either from Persia
or that portion of Asiatic Turkey to
the North-east of Mosul. The mess-
age says that the official communica-
tion issued on Saturday night brings
the welcome but astonishing iotelli-
gence that the party of Russian cav-
alry had suceeeded-in joining Gor-
ringe’s force on the South bank of the
Tigris. These words appear to ex-
clude the possibility of the Russian
cavalry having been transported by
the Siberian Railway and sea {o the
mouth of the Tigris just as the Rus-
sian forces were sent to France. As
no information has come of the Rus-
sians arriving at Mosul or its vicinity, ]

it may be that this force crossed to

the West of Mosul and - marched
through the midst of Mesopotamia,
passed Bagdad, and then-got in touch
with the British forees, but the jour-
ney is so long and perilous that it is
difficult to imagine that such a feat |
has been accomplished. It seems!
more probable that it is part of the
mobile force which had been operat-
ing in Persia to the East of Bagdad.
The difficulties of getting thence to

the South of the Tigris would also be |’

considerable as there would be diffi-
cult mountain passes to cross on the
borders between Persia and the pro-
vince of Bagdad. Later news Xrings
the intelligence that a very consid-
erable number of Austrian troops,
12,000 is the number mentioned, have
arrived at Bagdad, and that 4,099 Ger-
man troops are being sent to 2id the
Turks in Asia Minor. There is ulso
mention of a concentration of forces
near Alexandrette with a view of
frustrating the landing of Xntente
troops by the Navy. -Alexandrette is
to the North-east of Cyprus ia the
North-east corner of the Levant just
where the North Syrian coast line
turns ‘sharply to the West and forms
almost to the right angle. The rail-
way to Bagdad crosses close to the
coast here, and there is also the junc-
tion of the Syria railway which runs
towards the Egyptiarf frontier.

James J. Grace
Dies in Roxbury at
Age of 79.

Retired Bosten Millinery Merchant
Erected Several Downtown Build-
ings and Was Long Time Prominent
in Real Estate Circles—Came Here
in 1863. A
James J. Grace, a retired Boston
merchant, who far many years was
prominent in the millinery and real
estate business, died yesterday at his
home, 137 Hitchins Street, Roxbury.
He was 79 years old and died from a
complication of diseases incident to
old age.

He was the descendant of old Eng-
lish and Irish families, tracing  his
ancestry back to the year 1016. Hce
was born at St. John’s, Newfoundland,
in 1837, and, was educated in the
schools of that city, finishing his edu-
cation at Stonyhurst College, Eng-
land. In 1863, at the age of 26 he
came to Boston and was employed in
the dry goods houses of Gilchrist and
Sheppard Nenwell. He was offered:
the ‘command of a colored regiment of

troops which was recruited in Ngw'
York, but allowed the honor to fall!
upon a man of American ancestry. .
In 1867, he opened a millinery es-

tablishment on “ Washington street.

second store on Temple place. He
married Miss Margaret A. Costello,
who also conducted a millinery estab-
lishment, and the two places were op-
erafed together until his retirement in
1912,

At one time he own-
ed the Langham Hotel.

Rescue of the |
Tara’s Prisonets.

ROMANCE OF THE
(From W. T. Massey")

While on the Western Egyptian
front .last week, I heard full details
of the armoured car fleet’'s dash to
the rescue of the Tara prisoners from
four officers engaged in that daring
enterprise, in an absolutely urnknown
country, to succour nearly 100 starv-
ing Britons. It will stand as a classic
in motoring annals. In many ways
fortune favored us, but it was,only by
a . complete disregard of tremendous
difficulties and a display of high qual-
ities of courage and resource that the
expedition was successful.

The discovery of the place of con-
cealment was one of the romantic fea-
tures. When General Lukin re-
occupied Sollum he found that the
enemy had burnt the camp, ind the
German-owned munition factory at
Bir Waer, six miles south of the port.
Ten armoured cars, following up the
enemy’s tracks, came upon a remark-
able road, which, starting in the des-
ert, runs t> Tobruk, ninety miles away
in Tripoli. According to English no-
tions the road surface was execrable,
but the armoured car enthusiasts de-
clare it to be splendid. Over it the
motors had a speed of thirty-five miles
an hour.

At Aziza, nineteen miles from Bir
Waer, the cars suddenly came upon
the enemy, and dashed into a Turkish

‘mountain-gun and two machine-guns,

killing every gunner by maxim fire.
Then, without a halty they charged in
line over the boulders, stiff scrub,
sandy patches, and all the other traps
among the widely-scattering foe, who
were taking to their heels at the ap-
proach of the magical instruments of

the infidel. The charge continued for
seven miles, but the enemy,” thrown
into the wildest confusion, could not

age of petrol.

Many of the enemy were killed, and
three «field-guns, nine machine-guns,
'hundreds of rifles, spare parts, dyna-
\ mite, travelling work-shops, and a
quarter of a million rounds of rifle
| ammunition were captured.

Some of the camels, hit by our ma-
chine-gun fire, blew to pieces as if
struck by a high explosive, and then
burst into flames. It was found thal
the Arabs had loaded them up with
bombs and petrol.

Aral’s Long Memory.

On returning to Sollum, the Duke of
Westminster was informed that a let-
ter had been picked up in the ruins
of Bir Waer from Captain Gwatkin
Williams to Nuri Bey, complaining
that the Tara prisoners were starving
and ill, and suggesting that medical
comforts should be procured at Sol-
lum. The letter mentioned Bir Hak-
im as the place of the prisoners’ de-
tention. Every prisoner and refugeé
was interrogated, but none knew Bir
Hakim except a man who said he had
fed a flock there thirty years ago.
Subsequently another man, who had
been the prisoners’ guard, was dis-
covered, and the Duke asked permis-
sion to attempt a rescue. gvery man
in the batteries sat up all night and
next day tuning up the machines. The
batteries were reinforced by light
cars carrying guns, and all the motor
ambulances within travelling range
of Sollum were brought in.

By midnight on March 1€ there

‘cars with gans, light éars with sup-
plies, and the ambulances—forty-two
motors altogether. No tourist trophy’
cars were ever more caretul‘.v pre-
pared than these.

At three o’clock on St. Patrick’s
morning the column moved out of the

desert, until the Tobruk road was
picked up. ' Azizia, the scene of the
charge two days before, was reached
in darkness, and the force halted for
the first rays of the sun to light up
the sky behind them. The cars-then
hummed ahead, gathering pace as the
shadows disappeared. At sixty-five
miles a small party of Arabs were dis-
armed, but the men were set free, as
there was no room for prisoners.

For miles the tracks of a car had
been seen and at eighty-one miles we
captured a Wolseley belonging to the
Royal Naval Armoured Car Division.
The car’s engine was in good. order,
but one of the back wheels was buck-
led. It had improvised tyres.

A great quantity of sheet rubber has
been washed upon this coast, pre-
sumably part of the cargo of a tor-
pedoed ship. The Arabs had rolled it
up tightly, bound it with camel-hide,
and fastened it to the rims with wire.
An officer went out a few days later
for his car, and foufid that it had been
burnt. '
When the column got eigthy miles
on the Tobruk road the cars changed
direction, turning on the desert due
south. After fifteen miles rough-and-
tumble over desperately rough ground
the: party began to feel unceitain of
success. The two Arab guides were
arguing as to whether they were on
the right track; the man who had not
seen Bir Hakim since his boyhood
thought they were wrong. The other
Arab would not say much, although
circumstances proved him a 2zealous
guide. . He thought the pace-of tne car
was greater than it really was, and he
expected to arrive sooner.

The desert was now very stony, but
the going was fairly hard. A hun-
dred. miles went by, and then 105.
That was believed to be the limit of
the distance, but still there was not
the faintest sign of the Tara prison-
ers’ camp. At between 110 ard 115
miles nobody spoke, and the silence
suggested fears of failure. A mile
further on*the Arab became animated,
on seeing a sort of small mountain.

“Are We Free?”

A Ralt was called at two o’clock,
and the Duke sent forward the arm-
oured cars to attack. They raced up
to within 200 yards of the mound, and,
as one would expect, the first car was
that of Lieutenant William' Griggs, the
famous jockey, who regards this as
the biggest of the classic races ,in
which he has taken part.

- Before the relievers the prisoners,
were standing silhouetted against the
sky-line, absolutely motionless and
silent as statues, dumb with amaze-
ment at the appearance of the strange
throbbing fleet. At last one man
threw off the sack covering him and
faintly cheered, and the crowd stag-
gered forward in the rolling gait of
starved men, and swarmed round the
cars, crying, “Are we free?” They
could not be persuaded -to leave the
cars, and slightly hindered our ad-
vance to tackle the guards, all of
whom were subsequently killed. One
officer declared that the prisoners
were so excited that they “jawed like
blazes.”

Meanwhile the remainer o the
column, on seeing the prisoners leave
the mound, started a tremendous race
to the spot. They ran abreast, caring
not for obstacles or punctures, but
just tore forward -as fast as their
engines would propel them, and the
air was filled with the cheers of the
crews and the noise of the exhausts.
The prisbners’ condition was des-
perate. A heap of white shells show-
ed that snails had been ‘their staple
diet. Occasionally they had goat
flesh, but the amount served out was
reduced to the size of a skinned mouse
ome prisoner said.  Some parties had

These had been collected from.a wide
area, and as the ‘captives’ strength
diminished they made painful jour-
neys with small results. They think
that in five days their resources would
have ended. Some of them took {ree-
ly of the bread, milk, jam and Lully
beef carried in the ambulances, and
the cars were slowed down on the
homeward journey, Sollum being
reached on the following day.

The cars travelled 240 miles. Witk
the rescued prisoners were two mas-
ccts of the Armoured Car Division,
one being a parrot brought away from
Ypres, which cannot speak, but be-
trays it former home by making a
quaint noise like the flight of a shell.
A shop’s officer and a Greek interpre-
ter missing from the prisoners were
found safe. They went under escort
to Tobruk for food, the guards telling
the Italian authorities that the prison-
ers were starving and that the Eng-
lish- would pay. While food was be-
ing procured the Italians received a
wireless message announcing the res-
cue, and the two were immediataly re-
Jeased.

NEW. YORK, May 21.

A Rome despatch received here late
to-day says, that the Austrian Crown
Prince has arrived at Trent, and is di-
recting the campaign against Vicen-
za, on the northern Italian front.
Field Marshal Conrad Von Holtzen-
dorff, Chief of the Austrian General
Staff, has joined the array of gener-
als. It is reported here that General
Cadorna, the Italian Chief Command-
er, will move his headquarters to the
Trentino front: Though last: night's
statement from the Italian war office
admits furtheér retirements, there is
every confidence here that the Aus-
trian offensive:is about to come to a
halt. Despite the heavy sacrifices of
Jen and ammunition, the Austrians,
thus far, have crossed the talian
frontier at but one point, ih Astico
Valley. At no place do their lines
approach mnearer than twenty-twoe
miles. The important strategic posi-
tion of Vincenza is reported to Le the
goal of the present offensive. Be-
tween 200,000 and 250,000 Austrian
troops are engaged on the front lead-
ing eastward from the Adinge Valley.
It is admitted that losses on both
sides have been heavy; though no
figures arc available at the present
time. The reason for ‘the off ive is
believed to be that the Austrians hop-
ed to catch the Italians off guard,
while important Italian troop move-
ments were under way. After hold-
ing this region since the war began
the Italians were forced to relinguish
advanced positions on the first two
days‘of fighting. On the third day
