1917,

A Companson
of Taxes.

At the foot of this column

we publish a comparative

table of the income taxes

t recently imposed in Can-
! ada and the United States

and of our own business profits tax,
concerning which there has' been some

_ slight discussion. We shpuld have

quoted them before if they had been
available, but our readers will not find"
them any the less striking now. The
ratio of the last column to the two
“preceding it is eloquent enough to
speak for itself, which we will leave
it to do, since everything we say our-
selves is coloured by our “political and
capitalistic associations.”,

We will, however, anticipate one ob-
jJection. It will be argued that our
business profits tax is not an income
tax, and so cannot be compared with
the others. The answer to which ‘is
that the profits tax is nothing else thah
an income tax, since from the profits
must be derived the incomes of those
interested in the business.' But there
is this important point further to be
noticed. If an individual is the sole
proprietor of a business its profits will
be his income, and the table will ap-
ply directly to his case. If he is only
a.part proprietor, the tax he will pay"
will be actually higher than that giv-

en, by an amount proportiened to the}' =
number of shareholders in all To |

give a concrete instance—a man own-
ing a business that turns in $10,000
profits will pay a tax of $1,400; if he4
earns an income of the same: amount
($10,000) as one partner in four, he
will pay. $1,850. :Only a difference of
thirty* per cent between two persons
making exactly the same income!
The simple explanation of the mons-
trous injustice is the fact that where
there are more than one shareholder
the benefit of the $3000 that is allowed
before taxation is divided between
them; where there is only one he ob-
tains the whole of it. In arriving,
therefore, at a direct comparison be-
tween the Newfoundland tax and the
foreign taxes, we need only pear in
mind that the actual tax payable on
any Newfoundland individual income
may be considerably more, and will
never be less, than the figure given in
the last c¢olumn.. Another éffect of
the same disregard of an elementary
mathematical principle is seen in the
proportion of the taxes paid by differ-
ent incomes. Thus, reference to our
table will show that an income of
$7000, which is less than twice one of
$4000 must pay a tax four times as
great. Truly, an admirable system.
But the chief value of the table is of
course’ the comparison it presents o
our own with the Canadian and Am-
erican schemes. It will be seen at a
glance how closely the foreign taxes
resemble one another. Through the
whole scale there is hardly a difference
discernible that is of material size,
though it is worth noticing that the
Canadian is consistently larger than
the other. Anyone who is ccnversant
with the financial system of both these
countries and has folowed their hand-
ling of revenue questions will admit
that neither of them is likely to let
much money escape that can be rea-
sonably and safely appropriated, and
the graded tax exhibited in the table
probably represents the extreme point
to which the Government ir either
cage thought it wise to go. [f we take

$7000 as ah average income of busi-
ness men in this country we will pro-
bably be selecting a high figure, but it
will serve. Such an income pays in
Canada and the States $180, in New-
foundland $800! If it was selfish, un-
reasonable and unpatriotic of certain
merchants here to object to being tax-
ed when hundreds more, making the
same incomes, were exempt, perhaps
the champions of this admirable plece
of legislation will not find it imper-
tinent if they ask why they should be
compelled to pay four and five times
as much as their fellow merchants on
the continent. The answer, we pre-
sume, is because Newfoundland is four
or five times as wealthy as her neigh-
bours. We are very glad to know it.

A na-
val man who was in barracks.at the
time “gave the following account of
the' raid: “Most of us were asleep
in our hammocks, in the dormitory
which was in a large drill hall. We
had no warning of any kind. I have
been in some scrapes, baut I did not

hapben. Before we knew what was
happening the roof was lifted off the
ship, blown into the air and fell in a
thousand pieces among the men. It
was the flying glass, which was thick
and heavy, that did the damage. We
were dashed out of our hammocks
and all mixed up in broken glass. The
men on either side of me were killed.
Officers were on the scene in a mo-
ment and worked with us the whole
night getting the wounded to hospit-
als and the bodies to the gymnasium
which was used as a mortuary.”
Another man sleeping in a different
part of the dormitory said that he
didn’t wait to put on his shoes and
did not know that he was walking on
broken glass until long afterwards
when he found that his feet were
bleeding. Still another man with a
piece of glass in his head did not
know it, the shock of the explosion
being so great; and a man who was
blown across the parade ground, and
who alighted on his feet, declared he
did not feel any the worse for his ex-
perience, Some of the injured died
during the night and the survivors
complain bitterly about their com-

panions being killed without an op-

dream that anything so sudden could:

portunity to strike back. If we have
to die we want to die fighting, one
bluejacket said. Most of us have been
fighting, and we want another go at
the Huns. A remarkable feature of
the raid was that a comparative few
people in the bombarded area were
aware that there had been an attack
till they arose the following morning.
