conversion. It may seem odd that 
there are any empty houses to con­
vert, but as a matter of fact there is 
a very large number, usually large 
old houses that hare come down in 
the world and can no longer be let as 
they are, which would well rep îy 
conversion into flats. Hie owners of 
many of them will not consent to any 
interference with their property, but 
there are now legal powers to see 
that the public necessity overrides 
merely personal objections. I under­
stand that the cost of the alterations 
will be borne by the local authori­
ties, who will let the flats at an econ­
omic rent if possible. T^ie Ministry 
is at present examining the many 
Government hostels throughout the 
country that are now no longer want­
ed for war purposes, with the view of 
finding how far they can be used for 
housing families. If this can be ar­
ranged it would be a much quicker 
way of relieving the housing situa­
tion than altering empty houses 
Some of these hostels are very large 
places and could accommodate thous­
ands of people. Some of the biggest 
of the hostels are in London. Many 
of them, of course, which were put 
up to accommodate munition work­
ers are not suitably placed for hous­
ing people in peace-time.

BY CLOSING PRISON CAMPS. 
Ninety Thousand Germans Having 

Good Time At Govternment’s Ex­
pense, and Some Trouble Over Farm 
Laborers.
London, Sept 2.—One of the econ­

omies the government would like to 
effect is the closing of camps occup­
ied by 90,000 German prisoners of 
war stall in Britain. Until the Paris 
Allied Council gives the signal no 
start can be made with repatriation 
and considerable bodies of British 
soldiers who would otherwise he de­
mobilized are therefore retained as 
camp guards. 20,000 Germans are en­
gaged in agricultural work, but Mr. 
Churchill recently stated that the ex­
pense of maintaining and guarding 
them outweighed any advantage ac­
cruing from their labor. There has 
recently been trouble In several rural 
districts through Germans being em­
ployed on the land to the exclusion of 
British agricultural laborers, ywho 
were drawing unemployment donat­
ions, and In some cases it was'thought 
advisable to withdraw prisoners from 
their occupation. Under the most 
favorable circumstances complete re­
patriation of Germans cannot be car­
ried out before Christmas. Many of 
them having heard of conditions in

Horses and carts, or carriages, may 
bo either decorated or not, as compet­
itors please; they must be clean and 
smart In any case. The carts or car­
riages must be those ordinarily used 
in work. A reasonable number of the 
family of competitors may ride in 
their carriages or carte If so desir­
ed.

The Parade will assemble on the 
South side of Water Street at the 
various points as stated herewith :

Class 1, Division A.—Heavy draft 
horses—between General- Post Office 
end Beck’s Cpve.

Class 1, Division B.—Truck horses, 
owned and driven by truckmen—be­
tween Beck’s Cove and McBride’s Hill.

Class 1, Division C.—Truck horses 
not owned by truckmen—between 
McBride’s Hill and McMurdo’s.

Class 2f Express horses—McMurdo’s 
and Court House.

Class 3, Cab horses—between Court 
House and Mr. Cloueton’e tin­
smith shop.

Class 4, Farm horses—between 
Clouston’s and Telegram Office.

Class 6. Division A.—Ponies for 
hire express delivery—between Tele­
gram Office and Prescott Street

Class 6, Division B, Private ponies 
not used for hire, will assemble be­
tween Prescott Street and Militia 
Building.

Class 6, Private carriage horses not 
used for hire.—Militia Building to 
Harvey and Co’s Office.

Class 7, Old Horse Class—between 
Harvey & Co’e Office and the Custom 
House.

Class 8, Pairs of truck horses-^be- 
tween Custom House and Cochrane 
Street.

As soon as the Parade Is ready (3 
p.m.) all classes will proceed west in 
line to Queen Street, where a band

They 
will specify further and say, “Con­
sider human nature in writing your 
ad; do not forget human nature in 
drawing your illustration; make your 
slogan appeal to human nature; let 
your trade-mark be something that 
human nature is attracted by.”

Does Dictation
Make Novels?

Is it possible to test the dictum 
that dictation makes bad novels? A 
list of, say, fifty novels—twenty-five 
good and twenty-five bad—with au­
thentic information as to which of 
them were dictated and which pro­
duced direct by the author’s use of 
the pen, might help. Who will col­
lect the facts? And who will decide 
as to the quality of the novels? Was 
G. A. Henty a "bad novelist?” His 
practice was, as he stated, to "dictate 
every word,” smoking the whole time. 
He dictated in twenty days a story 
containing 140,000 words! He claimed 
that by dictation he obtained “larger, 
finer sentences.” Herbert Spencer 
dictated many of his works—in early 
years to amanuenses who wrote in 
longhand, later to shorthand-writers; 
and he was always watching the ef­

fect of the process on the quality of 
his literary product. He experiment­
ed. Of his essay, “What Knowledge 
is of Most Worth?” he dictated one 
half and wrote the other half. He 
afterwards asked “a competent Judge 
of composition” the question whether 
he could decide where the transition 
was made. The answer was that he 
was unable to do so. Spencer discuss­
es the topic at length in his "Auto­
biography.”

He laid no claim to be a literary 

novelist” He never gave himself 
literary airs. Frankly and unasham­
edly he wrote for the passing day, 
without so much as a tentative long­
ing glance at posterity. And he was 
as unlike the popular conception of a 
novelist as he well could be.

Five Novels a Year,
Tradition attributes to the novelist 

a long struggle with poverty before 
emerging into the limelight Mr. Gould 
with his first novel, “The Double 
Event,” achieved conspicuous success. 
It is a platitude to refer to the novel­
ist’s "usual novel a year.” Mr. John 
Long, his publisher, still has twenty- 
two of his novels In manuscript—un­
published only because of the war re­
strictions on paper. One usually 
thinks of a novelist as patiently 
Working out his plot before writing 
the narrative. Mr. Gould always as­
serted that, instead of troubling to 
work out a plot, he simply sat down, 
began to write, and let his pen run on.

In the School of Journalism.
He was born in Manchester sixty»- 

two years ago and drifted from the 
tea trade to farming before his in­
herent Journalistic Instinct asserted 
itself. After six years’ experience as 
a reporter for the Newark Advertiser 
he went to Australia, where he wrote 
for such papers as the Brisbane Daily 
Telegraph and the Sydney Sunday 
Times. Before all things he was a 
journalist. Even his success as ^ 
novelist' may be attributed to hie 
Journalistic experience; for it thought 
him to specialize. Haying determin­
ed to specialize in racing m alters he 
made himself thoroughly acquainted 
with the racing world. There is noth- 

i fng concerning the race-coulee, whe­
ther it be honest or underhand, that 
he did not know. He studied the 
training stables until he could repro­
duce their atmosphere with remark­
able fidelity. As a result he hççoméB 
one of the most widely-read novelists 
of the day.

He could write a good tale. He 
wrote a 150 of them, or thereabouts. 
Exactly how many Mr. Long, his .pub­
lisher for the last fifteen years, does 
not quite know. And no wonder. -His 
output was vast, yet he was by no 
means a. tremendous worker. He 
wrote four or five novels a year, each 
of about 65,000 words—less than a 
1,000 a day, and there was no type­
writer in. his beautiful home at Bed- 
font, Middlesex. He xyrote eon a pad 
in a large bold hand, and when he had 
finished bis book he would tie the 
bundle with tape and take the manus­
cript to Norris Street, in the Haymar- 
ket, London, and bandit personally to 
his publisher. And Mr. Long, with 
scarcely a glance at the manuscript,

: would Âand the author a cheque, and 
the two would go out and have a jolly 
good lunch together. This happened 
with the most perfect regularity four 
or five times a year. What a delightful 
business this selling a book was for 
Nat Gould!

On the Race-Course.
The last contract he made'with Mr. 

Long was, to quote the publisher him­
self, “To the end of time.” And be- 
tween-whiles Nat Gould occasionally 
went to racing meetings in search of 
material. When he sat down to write 
he knew that there was a great public 
waiting to devour every line. And he 
enjoyed the writing as much as his 
public enjoyed the reading. Apart 
from these visits to the race-course 
Gould lived the life of a country 
squire, rarely ever coming to town, 
except for these little business meet- 
tings with his publisher, and then he 
would attend a matinee performance 
at the theatre.^
