The Advocate Asks :
“WHY ARE NOT MORE MEN 

AT WORK?”
The above question which we 

have taken from the headlines 
of our contemporary, the Even­
ing Advocate, is in startling 
contrast to the following state­
ment taken from the Prime Min­
ister’s Manifesto:—

“I have succeeded in develop­
ing an industrial programme 
which will be put into effect im­
mediately, will restabilitate the 
financial position of the Colony, 
enormously increase the busi­
ness activities in the Colony, 
and will launch our people on 
the broad river of abundance, 
prosperity and success.”

Was there ever a promise 
more full of hope uttered? Was 
ever a question more expressive 
of helplessness written ?

Two months have passed since 
the reins of power were placed 
in the hands of the Government. 
Thousands of men are waiting 
for the message from the Hum­
ber, and they wait in vain. They 
receive instead through the pa­
per that voices the sentiments 
of the party in power a question 
indicating inability, inaction, or 
indifference. They ask for 
bread; they are given a stone.

In the Evening Mail of March 
31st appeared the following :— 
.. “Endorsement of this proposi­
tion now put to the country by 
Premier Squires and the Liberal 
Party means immediate work 
for men of all trades. Fobr thou­
sand men—carpenters, masons, 
bricklayers, handymen, men to 
work with pick and shovel will 
be required practically at once 
so that the Company can make 
the most of the summer and fall 
months to get its buildings 
ready so that interior work can 
be carried on all Aext winter. 
That huge army .of .workmen 
will be furnished with employ­
ment when the Electors endorse 
Premier Squires and his Gov­
ernment.”

The Opposition all through 
the recent campaign classified 
all such promises as political 
kite flying, and emphasized the 
impossibility of finding imme­
diate work for thousands in an 
enterprise in its infancy.

While the Advocate attempts 
to shift the burden of responsi­
bility to the shoulders of th» 
Armstrong Whitworth Com­
pany, at the same time it also 
tries to spur on the Government 
to fulfil its obligation. We are 
strongly in accord with our con­
temporary in this.

The issue, however, cannot be 
sidetracked.' The Government 
assumed the responsibility ; it is 
up to therp to find a way out of 
the difficulty. If they are incapa­
ble of protecting the people’s in • 
terests, they must give place to 
others who can and will.

The exhibition of wasteful ex­
penditure of public funds which 
has' been published during the 
past week has aroused a strong 
feeling of resentment. It ro* 
quires but little more to cause 
public opinion to demand a reck­
oning on the part of the party 
by whom they have been misled.

Truly indeed, Sir William, the 
felectorate expect someone to get 
k move on.

AMERICAN GOLFER’S BITTER AT­
TACK.

By FRANK M. CARR UTHER8.
Walter Hagen has clutched at 

straws to excuse hie failure to retain 
the British golf championship, and 
with an 111-grace that he has never 
previously shown, he has attacked 
the British sense of fair play. When 
he left Troon he expreeeed no griev­
ance beyond the legitimate one that 
the authorities had delayed too long 
the banning of the punched Irons. All 
he said was: "It has not been my year 
but I shall he here again next year*

No doubt his hitter attack wae only 
Intended for American ears, hut this 
does not make his position any better. 
Let ue see what Hagen’s criticism 
amounts to. First of all the Ameri­
cans found on their arrival at Troon 
a fortnight or so before the start of 
the championship that the back tees 
were not to use, and when they want­
ed to remove the sand-boxes they 
were refused permission..

The reason for this was the reason­
able one that the Troon Club wished 
the tees to be to the best possible con­
dition for the championship. Even 
the members of the Club had not used 
them for some considerable time.

Club House Popularity.
Then the Americans found that they 

were not expected to use the club­
house during their practice, bnt 
neither were the British competitor». 
The Club surrendered their home for 
a week to the professionals, and It

_too mnch to expect them to do so
tor three weeks. But as soon as the
championship started all the players 
had'the nee of the clubhouse and this 
wae the flint time to the history of the 
event that such facilities had been 
granted to the professionals. A year 
ago, at Sandwich, the only rest the 
men could obtain between the rounds 
waa by lying" down on the grass on 
the side of the course. In these cir­
cumstances, when the clubhouse was 
opened to the competitors, the Ameri­
cans refused to enter. - ^

A Regrettable Incident
During the play, there was Just one 

Incident that was regrettable. When 
It wae seen that Hagen’s ball had run 
Into a hunker at the last hole—as he 
was making his desperate effort to 
obtain a three to tie with Havers— 
a small section of the gallery raised 
a stifled cheer. It was unpardonable 
behaviour, hut It waa patent that it 
was not Hagen’s blunder that wae 
being cheered, but the tact that the 
cup had at last been rescued.

As Hagen walked off the green to 
receive generous recognition for his 
lion-hearted fight, an official apolo­
gised to him tor the conduct of the 
spectators. He said, however, that 
he ha# not heard the cheers, and ad­
ded: "It would not have made any 
difference If I had. We get that sort 
of thing to American-only worse— 
and we do not take any notice of 
ft."

There still remains the barring of 
the punched irons. The writer had a 
long talk with Hagen on this ques­
tion, and he told me Just how the 
clubs came to be used to America. 
"We have very heavy dews," he said, 
“and If the face of the club Is plain 
and smooth, the hall skids off out of 
control. To prevent this we started 
to put a few punch marks on the 
Irons. Then It was found that these 
checked the run of the hall from the 
bounce, and more and more marks 
were added. In this way, I admit 
that we have gone to the extreme.”

Punched Irons Ban.
When I offered to show Hagen the 

rule barring these clubs, which has 
been In force two years, he replied: 
"Yes, I know all about It" Of course 
he did. He was here last year when 
he and Jock Hutchinson filed down 
the punch-marks to bring their clubs 
Inside It

Finally, Hagen told me: "I am 
glad the clubs have been barred. Our 
chances of winning the championship 
have been Improved. The difficulty 
at Troon Is not to stop the ball, but 
to get up to the hole, and so we shall 
continue to play for the flagjn the 
usual way and get there, whereas 
with the punched club, we should of­
ten have been short”

Stealing a March.
I also spoke to Sarazen and Diegel 

on the matter. At first they thought 
that they would have to scrap all 
their Irons, and they were greatly up­
set; but when I explained to them 
that they would only have to file down 
the rough edges of the punch-marks, 
they were satisfied. Then I read 
them the rule, and Diegel remarked: 
"I am sorry that I ever brought the 
clubs. The British public can only 
think that we have been trying to 
steal a march on the home players."

Hagen s outburst has naturally 
created a very had Impression, and 
it Is to be hoped that it will he pos­
sible tor him to deny the statements 
attributed to him. The obvious ques­
tion to be put to him Is: "Why, 
knowing the punched dub was Ille­
gal, did he Intend to play with It In
