He
was, he said, in no way connected with
its original inception or construction. In
these there might have been great mis-
takes, but every man, nevertheless,must
admit that the Grand Trunk had been
productive of immense advantage to Ca~
nada. Without the Grand Trunk Rail-
way, Canada would not have occupied
the position she did to.day; and he be-
lieved they would all agree with him,
that without the continued existence of
that Great arterial highway, Canada
would never be able to rise to that posi-
tion which he believed she was destined
to fill. He then contrasted the position
of the Grand Trunk to-day with what it
was seven years ago, when he assumed
the management. Only a few months
before that period, a commission ap-
pointed by the Government had declared
the expenses of working~®he railway,
during a period of three years, exceeded
its receipts ; that its credit was impaired,
and the wages of its labourers months in
arrears. Scarcely a merchant in Mon-
treal at that time could sell goods to the
Company with any feeling of certainty
that he would be paid. There was such
a feeling of distrust through the country
that it seemed a matter almost impossi-
ble to be avoided that that great highway
should be closed to the commerce of the
country. What was the position to-day ?
It was true they had not been able to
pay those suffering shareholders whose
money had made this railway and this
country what it was, the interest they
were fairly entitled to, at any rate they
had been able to place the company
in a pogition, where its credit stood
as good, he believed, as that of an
merchant even in the city of Montreal.

mercial interests of Canaia, and to open
up for its produce markets which were
denied to them on the American frontier.
During the year about to close,the Grand
Trunk has transferred from the produec-
ing portions of this country upwards of
400,000 barrels of flour, its great product
to the Maritime Provinces, which used
to find a market in the United States.
Canada had derived enormous collateral
advantage from the existence of the
Grand Trunk,to which she has contribut-
ed something like one-fifth of the cost of
its construction. In return for that ex-
penditure, she had seen the growth of
such great cities as Montreal, and her
sister city, Toronto;she had seen the
value of her lands increased enormously,
and had obtained markets for produce.
He pointed out that all the expectations
which had been anticipated from the
organization of the Company in 1862,
have been disappointed maifily in conse-
quence of the American war, which in
five years had abstracted from the profits
of the Grank Trunk no less a sum than
one million pounds sterling. The result
has been a feeling of dissapointment,

Registration of Births, Deaths and
Marriages.

After several attempts to frame a
law providing for the proper registra-
tion of births, deaths and marriages,
a bill has at length been drawn up so
satisfactory in its provisions that it
has received its second reading in the
Local Legislature, and will in all
probability pass the remaining stage
and become the law of Ontario on the
first day of July, 1869. Every person
is aware that such an act is of no less
importance in this Province than
similar ones have been found to be in
other countries, where the properly
certified record of one or more of the
three great events, two of which are
common to all, and the third to the
greater part of humahity, have proved
of much moment, We propose, there-
fore, to summarise as briefly as possi-
ble, the provisions of the bill.

The Provincial Secretary is to be
Registrar-General of the Province.
Each county, or city or town with-
drawn from the jurisdiction of the
country shall be a registration dis-
trict, and the Clerk of the Peace ghall
be District Registrar,

Again, each township, incorporated
village, town, and every ward in cities
shall be registration divisions, and
the Clerks of such municipalities
shall be the Division Registrars. The
latter will be obliged to make their
returns on or before the 10th of Jan-
uary of each year to the District
Registrars, and these in their turn
shall transmit them to the Registrar
General before the first of each Feb-
ruary. The father or mother of any
ohild born in the Province, or in case
of their death or inability, then any
person standing in their place, or the
nurse or apny person present at the
birth, shall give notice within thirty
days to the Division Registrar, paying
ten cents, and answering the following
queries;: When born ? "Name ? Sex ?
Name and surname of father ? Name
and maiden surname of mother?
Rank or profession of father?  And
there will be entered at the same time
a description of the informant with
signature and residence, the date of
registry and the name of the ac-
coucheur. Although births should be
registercd within thirty days, nothing
shall prevent their subsequent regis-
tration within one year.

In the saume manner, deaths are to
be reported by some one of the per-
sons residing in the houses in which
they take place, or by any one who
was present; but if the death has not
occurred in a house, then by any
person who has any knm\lcdbo of the
circumstances attending the demise,
The report is to be made before inter-
ment, 1f possible, or ten days after.
Answers are expected to the following
questiens: Name and surname of de-
ceased? When died? Sex? Age?
Rank or profession? Where born ?
Certified cause of death and duration
of illness ? Name of physician, if any?
Religious denomination ? The othér
entries arc the same as in the case of
births. Physiciahs are required to
report births or deaths at which they
have attended professionally.

Ministers and all persons authorized
by law to celebrate marriages must
report to the Division Registrar
within thirty days, paying twenty-five
cents, which the happy bridegroom
will be supposed to have previously |
forked over: Information is required |
on the following subjects: The name,
age, place of birth, residence, condition
and profession of the contracting par-
ties, together with the names of their
parents, and the religious denomina
tion or denominations to which they
belong  Also, whether thL lady is a
spinster or a “lrln“, and whether the
authority for the marriage has been a
license or the publishing of banns.

All persons shall have a right to
search these records, and to receive,
for the sum of fifty cents, extracts
duly certified by the Registrar Gen-
eral, which shall be evidence of the
entry certified, and prima facie evi-
dence in any Court of Law or Equity
in this Province, of the facts therein
stated. Registrars neglecting their
duty may be fined fifty dollars for
every offence, and parties neglecting
to report births, deaths or marriages,
may be fined any sum between one
dollar and twenty dollars, the prose-
cution in all cases to be a summary
one before a magistrate.
