Messrs. John I. Mackenzie & Co., of
Hamilton, have furnished the Hamilton
Times with some interesting information
with regard to the crops in several sec-
tions of the Provinee, which they oh-
tained by sending ecirculars to reliable
correspondents at the points named. We
give the returns from a few of these
places :—
Gararraxa,—Fall wheat, poor average,
15 to 20 bushels per acre ; Spring wheat
good, 20 to 25 bushels ; hay, good erop ;

mark ; turnips, prospects gecod—not far
advanced yet; peas, good crop ; clover
seed, none. Splendid crops all around
here—every farmer seems to be well
pleased in this loeality.
Havron Counry.—Fall wheat, 5 to 25
bushels per acre, average 18 ; bpring
wheat, not much sown, but good ; hay,
barley and oats, average crop ; potatoes
and tarnips, look well at present ; clover
sead, not much gathered.
