Berlin, Feb. 4.—A - phonographic rec-
ord of Emperor Wililam’s volce on met-
al matrices will be the first deposit made
in the phonetic archives that are to be
kept ‘at Harvard University, the Con-
‘gressional Library and the National
IMuseum at Washington. The Emperor,
upon applicatien of Dr. Edward
Scripture of Yale University, through
the United States ambassador, has giv-
en two examples of his voice for per-
imanent presentation. Dr. Scripture,
\describing the meaning of his requests,
said: ‘“The phounetic archives are to in-

presumably have permanent historical
interest for America., The importance
of the undertaking can be estimated
by counsidering. what would have been
the present value of voice records of
Demosthenes, Shakespeare, or Emper-
or ‘William the Great.

I wish to
record His Majesty’s voice as the first
Eurepean record- deposited in the ar-
wehives.”

| In spite of tnis, 1 note that the ar-
bitrators have charged their costs, viz.,
#$4,927.20, against the government, on
the ground .that: “The said supervis-
ing architect, being the recognized agent
of the government, and having been the
icause largely of the present state of
affairs.”

Any ordinary man would have eup-
poseu that the cause of the arbitra-

ing $29,085.75 when $19,408 was all
‘he is emtitled to, even according to the
arbitrators’ own valuation.

{ Hegarding the arbitrators’ bill of ®1
927.20 for valuing some $19,498, I pre-
fer not to report upon the circumstaunces
except to point out that the echedule
‘professional charge would be 2% per
‘cent, or $487.45.

T note with the greatest surprise that
after the arbitrators have made their
award, and thus fulfilled their entire
duties for which they were appointed by
the submission to arbitrators, that they
continue: ‘““We desire respectfully to di-

| Should you accept this award in its
present shape with these charges at-
tached, the whole will appear, when
icalled for in the House, as a verdict
agdinst ‘me, arrived at under oath, by
imparitial and unprejudiced arbitrators.
+ Thus, even if subsequently disproved,
the result would necessarily be to in-
jure my reputation beyond recovery.

I emphatically deny the charges made,
and on my part claim that they are
slanders, maliciously and knowingly
made by the arbitrators, for the pur-
pose of discrediting me in the eyes of
the governmeut and the people of Brit-
ish Columbia.

. It the award should be received, I
shall, of course, commence an action to
vindicate my character. I am advised
that it is doubtful whether these re-
flections upon me, so published, are
privileged.

Interesting Address Delivered By
Hon. R. 6. Tstlow in
Afternoon.

(From Friday’'s Daily.)

The Dairy and Live Ntoek Associa-
tion met again yesterday morning at
10:30 o’clock in the department of agri-
culture to continue busimess, President
{Weuis taking the chair.

{ The detailea statement of the finances
for the year was read and ordered to be
filed. It showed a shortage of some
$800, which the association had incurred
some years ago and carried forward
from ome year to another. A short dis-
‘cussion also came up re the question of
importing stock from the East, and sev-
eral addressed the meeting. A vote
‘was taken and it was unanimously de-
‘cided mnot to continue the practice ex-
‘cept in case of private orders. The
‘meeting adjourned until 2 p. m. 3

' At 2 p. m. the meeting was again
called to order, all the members being
preseut, also Hon. R. G. Tatlow.

' Mr. Trapp explainea 1o tne meeting
‘that during the year they had run be-
‘hind some $2,000, owing principaily to
the importation of stock. = A -short dis-
cussion ensued, Mr. Ladner, Mr. Urqu-
‘hart, Mr. Wells and Mr. Trapp taking
‘part. At this juncture Hon. Mr. Tat-
dow arose and addressed the meeting,
as follows. He said: “I am indeed
‘pleased to be here with you today, and
regret exceedingiy that owing to other
business and the House sitting I have
not been able to spend more time with
you. It appears that during the pass
year there has been a loss of nearly
$2,000. During the past year, however,
if the object of the association has been

SUPREME COURT ACT.

Mr. Cameron presided: at the adjourned
committtee of the whole on the Supreme
Conrt Act.

Mr. Macdonald (Rossland) 'disputed Mr.

[He thought it a false hypothesis to say
that judges were liable to bias from their
habit as_ barristers of taking sldes. He
contended that all judges desired to be
known as strictly fair and impartial. He
pictured the case of a young and Inexperi-
enced lawyer pitted against & man of great
experience and ability, and argued that it
was the judge’s duty to put the essential
facts before the Jury.

Hon. _Mr. Wilson intended to vote for Mr.
Bowser’'s amendment, He was unable to
agree with Mr, Macdonald’s picture of a
perfect judge. If Mr. ‘Macdonald held these
principles, Hon.  Mr.- Wilson hoped some
day to be able to address him. as “My
Lord,” He had no particular awe for a
law because it was merely anclent. If it
were proven to be mseless he wonld favor
its abolition. He hoped that the practice
of some judges of practically taking a jury
by the throat and bullying them into giv-

a cerain kind of verdict.
Juries today were men of intelligence and
education, and the ‘‘verdict-getter’s” day
was done; the eloguent pleader ‘had mno
longer the power to sway juries as in the
Past. Juries looked with suspiclons on the
€locution of counsel. A very eminent judge
had said he had no knowledge of any fairer

PROVINCIAL ELECTION ACT.

Mr. Henderson resumed the adjourned de-
bate an the Provincial Blections Act (Mr.
Clifford), and asked that Mr. Clifford with-
draw the bill until further information can
be obtained. He had consulted a number
of coasting captains In the matter.

Mr. Clifford objected to derlay, and sald
he also bad consulted many coasting sea-
men and was convinced that they 'desired
the passage of this bill. He refused to
withdraw the bill.

Mr. Bowser said the bill should be very
carefully considered before it received its
second reading. It proposed to change the
election system of the province In a very
radical manner. He did not know what
the proposed amendments of the hon. mem-
ber in charge of the bill was golng to make,
but he hoped great caution would be exer-
cised. The fact that seamen might be
away from port at election time applied
also to passengers. ‘He ridiculed the idea
of taking a ballot box to enable any par-
ticular crew to vote; there couid be mo
scrutineers, no check of any kind. A cap-
tain was supreme on board his vessel and
he might exercise-his power in a very mal-
eficent mantier. The captain, might compel
the voters in his créw ‘to vote as he wish-
ed. "It would be disastrous to Introduce
such a dangerous thing as politics aboard
vessels ‘at sea. Rallway men ‘were also
deprived of .their vote when. they - had to
£0 on dutyon:their runs. ~It was said_this
sea-voting was in_vogue in Australia and
New Zealand: he did not care -about that;
Australasia had some very: good legislation,
and also some very foollsh. Theé conditions
there might be different. Then, again,
crowds of ’longshoremen and others could
be emploved for corrupt purposes at elec-
tion times. Mr. Bowser -counselled the
House to move very cautiously in this mat-
ter. (He instanced the case of the Em-
presses plving between Vietoria and the
Orlent, and sald he.could not see why the
voters aboard thase ships should not en-
Joy the same privileges as the coasting
seamen.

Mr. Houston, . believed the Intention of
all laws was that mo man should be de-
prived .of a right; every. man whose name
appears on, the voters’ lists should have a
chance to exercise his right. Could any
good reason be advanced why the qualified
voters employed on the ceasting vessels
should not vote? Miners were as much un-
der the power of the mine superintendent
a8 Seamen-under theit captains.. He knew
of mo case of coercion or intimidation. The
object of this bille was fair, and the House
in committee could place such restrictions
as it saw fit to prevent corruption.

Mr. Oliver also spoke.

Mr. Clifford in answer to Mr. Drury, said
passengers. shonld not be allowed to vote
aboard a coasting vessel.

Hon., Mr. Wilson pointed out that the
amending bill would restore the Act to its
condition in 1898. He would like to know
the reason why the change was made in
1899.

Mr. Wells said that the amendment would
bring the Act within the scope of the On-
tario Act,

Hon. Mr. Green eald the change in 1899
was made at ‘a time when strikes were
prevalent in the province, and the govern-
ment thought it would be wise to limit
contracts within the grovince. The Act
had worked well. He thought it would
be wise to vote down the amendment.

‘He held that to issue a deed in
fee simple to those settlers was to place
this provinee in a false position and mis-
leading ourselves; issuing a document
which says one thing on its face, and yet
may mean something very different. His
whole sympathy was with the settlers.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite condemned all this
as a mere legal quibble, and said it was
€vident that he had not made a proper
study of this question. The wholg question
hinged on the right of the settler to a
Crown grant in fee simple or not. This
bill purports to give them that and nothing
more or less; nothing in the bill could pos-
sibly mislead the settlers. The B. & N
of course, would fight this matter to the
bitter end, employing the best counsel avail-
able. The terms of union provided that
those reserves of land for railway purposes
should be open to pre-emption; he asserted
that such reserves had been placed in the
B. & N. belt and that the settlers went
upon the land under the protection of the
law as Jjt stood at that day. Why should
the House go behind the Statute to de-
prive those men of their rights? Such a
deed ad the hon. member for Rossland sug-
gested would lead to endless litigation;
what the government proposed to do would
once and for all settle this vexed question.
Mr. Macdonald continued his considera-
tion of the ma'tter from its legal standpoint.

Hon. Mr. Wilson said that te bring those
men  into court without some proper
grounds for their claims would be absolute-
ly useless. It had been thought better as
a4 means of reinstatement to grant them a
Crown grant /iIn fee simple. Then the
matter would have to be determined by
the committee; that was the object of the
‘governmént, 7 e "
Mr. Macdonald said it was impossible to
give to those settlers what the province
had not to give them, namely, a fee sim-
ple. He could not eonceive of the Attor-
ney-General- putting forth in ‘a court of
justice the arguments he had just laid
before the House. The settlers were ask-
ing for bread and the government was giv-
ing them a.stone. The settlers wounld come
back to the legislature and ask why they
had' been deceived.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite wanted to- know
what the difference was hetween a quit
claim that meant nothing, and a Crown
grant in fee simple that, as Mr. Macdona'd
claimed, also meant nothing. The govern-
ment of past days had neglected their duty
in this matter; the present government had
determined to do its duty to the utmost of
its power, Mr. Macdonald said the pro-
posed Crown grant might mean compensa-
tion: he (Mr. Hawthornthwaite) hoped that
it might do so. If an act of injustice had
been done to these settlers it was the gov-
ernment’s duty to see It put right, If it
turned out that the grant camnnot be up-
‘held by the!courts, then compensation
shouid be “granted. A quit claim deed
would result in the settlers being deprived
of all appeal and compensation should the

1 quit Blaim deed fall to the ground. ‘

Mr. Macdonald defined the differenc
between the two propositions; contending
that a Crown grant in fee simple was sim-
Ply a case of seif-deception as the province
had no power to grant it. :

Mr. McInnes thought it was not of very
great importance to the beneficiaries under
this Act what style of deed they got, He
had been impressed by the Attorney-Gen-
eral’s remarks, and thought them right.
An ordinary Crown grant in fee simple
Wwould” be very much better in the eye of
the law, as a means of claim to the land;
it would be much stronger than the other
grant. He did belleve the province gave
every guarantee of title when it issued a
Crown grant. If 't turned omt that the
province ‘eould not convey these lands then
it would become a matter for compensa-
tion. Mr. McInnes then discussed the rela-
"tive merits of the quit claim deed, and
showed that it really did mot matter very
much whether the settler received a Crown
grand deed or a quit claim deed; it did
not make a great deal of difference, except
that a Crown grant deed might give the
settler a better standing did his case
come up in ecourt.

. Mr. Macdonald’s amendment on belng put
to vote, was. lost.

Mr.  Macdonald challenged section 4,
which provides for the assertion and ‘de-!
fence of the settlers’ rights, and asked the
Premier for particulars, which were cheer-
fully given, the Premler explaining that
the Attorney-General’s . department. would
have the supervision of those test cases.
The government ‘was trylng to right what
they felt was a wrong. The Premier sald
that the leader of the opposition need give
himself no excessive anxiety or apprehen-
sion in the matter. All the :different
clauses of the case involved would be fully
considered. . .

Mr. Macdonald moved in amendment to
eection 4 that onlyy test cases shall beé
‘taken up and dealt With at the expemse of
the Crown. ’

The Attorney-General suggested that this
conld be met perfectly well by adding to
the section that a ceria.ln number of test
cases shall be seleote : :

The Premier scathingly criticized Mr.

Elacdonald’s conduct in quibbling dver
finieal legal minutiae and falling to grasp
the main question. - He had been led to un-
derstand that Mr. Macdonald was sinecere
in \Wis aseertions that he was desirous of
seeing right dome to those people; but he
must doubt that hon. gentleman’s assey-
erations on ring him split hairs. in this
manner. 'He asked Mr. Macdonald to with-
draw his objections and let the section go
through as printed. *
_Mr. Macdonald said he had merely been
trying to prevent the province béing land-
ed into an abyss of litigation. ‘He held that
the section was mot clear enough, as it did
not show whether the settlers or-the Crown
should - institute proceedjngs. All he sug-
gested was that the Attorney-General
should ‘select a few test cases from: the
number. -

Mr. Macdonald’s amendment was put
to_vote and lost 16 to 19,

Mr. McInnes’ amendment in addition . to
section 5, to the effect that all applications
for Crown grants should be deemed to be
made under this Act, was carried.

Mr. Macdonald objected to the inclusion

of the following paragraph In the pre-

amble of the bill: ;

“And whereas al] of said settlers are en-
titled to peaceable and. absolute posses-
slon of said land occupled by them and
title thereto in fee simple, in aceordance
with the Statutes of British Columbia at
the time existing governing the disposal
of publis lands.” :

He asked Mr. Hawthornthwaite If he
would object to the elision of this clause.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite indignantly replied
that he would not, and severely criticised
Mr. Macdonald for his hair-splitting and
carping and then begged that gentleman
to adopt a broader view of things. Th.ve
settlers had suffered horrible injustice. He
ridiculed Mr. Macdonald’s dread of of-
fending the proprieties. The dill was a
straightforward attempt to give those set-

tiers their rights. Why could not the lead- a

er of the opposition come out in a manly
way and fight the bill and not take shelter
behind mere legal technicalities and ethi-
cal finicalities. A grievous injustice' has

done to those settlers, and why should
the House waste its preclous time In petty
quibblings fit only for a law court. There
was a broad principle here which Mr. Mae-
donald was sad!y missing by his passion for
minutiae and paltry details, This was mo
time for taking the decisions of judges and
courts. of law of this country in this matter.
there were certain rights to which those
settlers were entitled and the legislature
should give them; the government by its
bill, declared that those men have a right
to those lands.

Mr. Macdonald in reply, said that mno
more wunpopular stand could be takemn by
any public man than to defend the rights
of the E. & N. railway and those who own-
ed it. If a public man stood up for justice
to that corporation or the Dunsmuir he was
immediatelv" held up to the execration of
the populace as a defender of that family
and corporation. He appealed to the House
as to whether it was reasonable to sup-
pose that he as leader of the opposition,
could take such a stand. He then went! on
to ‘charge various members of the House
with inconsistency, the members mention-
ed having, he alleged, changed their minds
on this matter. 'He mentioned also the
Speech. delivered by the hon. member for
Nanaimo on-this subject, and his pamphlet
on the same, which had failed to have the
effect intended. Al that he contended for
was to keep the position of the province
Derfectly clear, and held that this was the
Proper statesmanlike procedure.

The Attorney-General could not regard
this portion of the preamble, as in any
Sense a reflection or attack upon the tri-
bunals of the country. This was the high-
est tribunal in the province, and acting
in the best Interests of the people. There
could be no harm in asserting what the
House believed to be the truth, that those
people were entitled to the land upon which
they had settled.

Messrs. Drury, ‘Henderson, Oliver and
Munro took strong exception to-the inalu-
sion of the section mentloned, and also
to one immediately preceding it, which
is as follows:

‘“‘And whereas certain of the settlers
within the Esquimalt & Nanaimo Raflway
Land Belt were evicted in 1895 at the In-
stance of the Esquimalt & Nanaimo Rail-
way Company. on decision of the courts
that the land was not open for settlement.”

The committee reported the bill complete
with amendments. Report fo be consider-
ed next sitting.

SUPREME COURT ACT.

The report of the Supreme Court Act
was considered and the following amend-
thents were submitted:

By Mr. Bowser, to amend section 66,
lines five and six, after the word ‘law,”
by stricing out the words “and as to the
evidence applicable to such issues,” and
inserting the words ‘“but the judge shall
make no on the.evid ’* Lost.

The Hon. Mr. Wilson moved to strike out
section 100 and insert the following:

100, The costs of every appeal to the
Fall Court and of the trial and bearing of
every cause or matter shall follow the
event: Provided that nothing herein con-
tained shall deprive an executor, sdminis-
trator, trustee, or mortgagee, who has not
unreasonably instituted or carried on or re-
sisted any proceedings, of any right to
costs out of a particular estate or fund to
which ke would be entitled according to
the rules hitherto acted upon; except:

“(a.) Where the title to real estate, or
some interest therein, is in question:

“‘b.) Where the validity of a patent or
franchise is concerned:

‘‘(c.) Where'the matter In question re-
lates to the taking of annual or other rent,
custemary or other duty or fee, or a like
demand of a general or public nature af-
fecting future rights:

‘“d.) As provided in the ‘County Courts
Act’ respecting appeals in actions or suits
where the amount claimed or counter-
claimed or the value of the subject-matter
of the action of suit is less than one hun-
dred -dollars.”” Carried, . .

A general discussion took place on the
question of a resident judge, all the Upper
Country members taking part, some urging
Nelson, others Rossland, the majority fa-
voring Nelson as the more suitable point.

Mr. Macdonald’s amendment to strike
out the words “City of Nelson,” and sub-
stituting ‘“‘County of Kootenay,” as a resi-
dence for the judge, was lost.

Peters appeared before the magistrate
yesterday afternoon and the case was
remanded until today. Omn the way to
,Kuper, where [Peters lived at school
with his wife and family, the constable
picked up a canoce with a cap in it,
both of which Peters later identified ae
the property of Jackson. There is noth-
ing beyond Jackson’s disappearance ‘o
lead to the supposition at first enter-
tained that he was also a vietim. In-
deed the police are mnot sure that he is
wot still alive. As Jackson was one
of the last two men known to have been
with the Wilsons, the crime practically
rests between. him aud Peters.

. Peters lived at Mission and bore an
excellent reputation. Jackson was
known as a bad Indian. The crime is
attributed to the hatred and fear of the
whole tribe of Wilson, who was a med-
icine man and held responsible by the
superstitious members for the deaths of
relatives and sickness of themeelves.
