but contents himself with asserting that
the idea of & Canadian republic ‘under
British protection would be . impossible.
Mr. Norris gives particulars of our weakness
in the matters of treaties. *‘ The difference
between us and the Americans is tha no one
but an American can be chief magistrate
of thelUnited States, while any one but a
Canadian can be chief magistrateof Canada.”

|THE ANGLICAN SYNOD.

THE OPENING SERMON AND THE
BISHOP'S 4 DDRESS.

Obituary—Stipends of Clergymen—The Cathe-
dral System—Election of Oficers—General
Business—Interesting Nojes.

Yesterday was opened the thirtieth synod
of the Anglican church in the diocese of
Toronto, being the third held uader the
Presidency of the present bishop. The
opening service took place in St. George's
church yesterday morning, and was con-
ducted by the bishop, the archdeacon of
Peterboro, and Revs. J, D. Cayley, Pearson,
and A. J. Broughall. The sermon was
preached by the Rev. C. J. S. Body, pro-
vost of Trinity college, who took for his
text 8t. John xviii., 36 : My kingdom is
not of this world.” In the early history
of the church its acquisition of temporal
power, while conferring many advantages,
was also attended with peculiar perils aris-
ing out of the necessarily close connection
with the world’s spirit.  There was then
danger lest the demon which she was striv-

ing to drive out of civil .society should
take refuge within her own bosom, and
that she would W prond, heartless
and cruel. An this danger was
rot an imaginary one. In looking back at
her history we find that every great disaster
which has overtaken her has been due to
her yielding to the spirit of the world’s am-
bition. In our own church the separation
of the Methodist body was caused by the
cold unsympathetic worldliness of the Eng-
lish bishops of the day, who, for the most
part, with some honorable exceptions, were
the servile creatures of a half hostile gov-
ernment. Whenever the church has been
faithful to her own light she has'come ont
victorious. When she has stooped to ﬁht
with the weapons of this world disaster has
followed. Such a danger as this does not
now threaten the church, bat " ‘there
is danger from the temptations which beset
the apostolic age—divisions, strife, conten-
tions. Due allowance should be made for
different casts of thought, and the Church
of England had been so careful ‘not to
crush out these natural diversities of opinion
that she had incurred the reproach of the
lax of fixity ; a reproach which she might
very well bear in view of the fact
that it might also be brought ' against the
scriptures from which we drew support for
very diverse doctriues,

. After the sermon holy communion was
celebrated by the bishops assisted by the
archdeacon of Peterboro and the Rev.
Provost. Body and A. J. Broughall. The
number of communicants was large,

OPENING OF BUSINESS,

The synod assembled at 2.30 p.m. in the
school house, with a full attendance of de-
legates. The opening grayer appointed for
the occasion was read by the archdeacon of
Peterboro.

The committee appointed to examine the
certificates of the lay representation present-
ed their report, which was read by Mr. F.
D. Barwick. Rev. J. D. Cayley and Seg-
timus Jones, Dr. Snelling and Messrs. G.
M. Evans and Huson, W. M. Maur-
ray were appointed by the bishop
a committes” to conmstitute the court
on contested seats. Rev. W, C. Pinkham
of the diocese of St. Rupert’s Land and
Rev. Canon Carmichael of the diocese of
Niagara were invited to take seats on the
floor of the house.

THE BISHOP’S CHARGE.

His lordship then read his opening ad-
dress. It contained obituary notices of
Rev. 8. 8. Strong, Rev. Canon Saltern
Givens, Rev. Wm. Arthur Johnson
and Rev. Charles W. Paterson.
Besides these there had been a loss of three
clergymen by removal. There had been an
accession to the ranks of nineteen, and the
result was that there. were eleven more
clergy and nine more priests, and missions
served them daring the preceeding vear.
During the year his lordship had ordained
six students f rom Trinity college, six from
the Protestant divinity school and another
to the order of deacons and one deacon to
the order of priest ; had held eighty-eight
confirmations in the diocese; confirmed
1631 candidates ; consecrated seven churches
and three burial grounds, and opened three
new colleges ; preached seventy-eight ser-
mons, and deiivered ninty-six addresses ;
administered the communion forty-six times
and Laptized nineteen  infants and two
adults ; and attended sixty-two meetings.

One important matter to which he al-
Iuded was the support of the clergy, and he
gave statistics showing that the amount
contributed annually for ministers’ stipends
by sixty-four different churches was $27,-
717.98, or an average of $433.10 for each
clergyman. One congregation contributad
as low as $18.50, one %5?0, one $50, and one
$70—the highest being $1200. Adding to
this a missionary grant of $200, the maxi-
mum salary of forty-eiﬂ:t clergymen would
be $800, and even the highest grant of $400
would leave 32 in the same condition.
This condition of things was commented
on by his lordship, who said that they
could not expect the best men to come
into the church with such tproupectp.
He advocated the introduction of a cathe-
dral system, in which the titles of canon,
etc., should be something more than mere
names. i

GENERAL BUSINESS.

The following officers were re-elected
without oppesition : Clerical secretary,
Rev. John Pearson; lay secretary, J. G.
Hodgins, LL. D. ; secretary-treasurer, W.
P. Atkinson. Rev. J. P. Lewis, Rev.
Richard Harrison, Mr. W. T. Boyd and Dr.
Lett were appointed scrutineers to receive
the vote on the members of the executive
committee. On motion of Rev. W. S.
Rainsford a committeé was appointed to
confer with the present committee on the
see house.

The various reports- were presented and
the synod proceeded to consider the report
of the executive committee. A resolution
arising out of a recommendation in the
report, that the resolution of r-lyt.kim passed
in 1872, providing for the payment, out of
the general purposes fund, of the expenses
incurred by members of the various stand-
ing committees, in attending meetings of
the same, is hereby rescinded, was lost
after considerable discussion. A resolution
was moved to the effect ' that the secretary-
treasurer should be appointed by the execu-
tive committee and that he should devote
his whole time to 'the -business.
The - latter clause was considered
by many aimed at the present occtipant df
the office, who -is allowed to attend to his
legal business, and a lively discussion en-
sued. At lengthtan amendment was moved
by Ald. Boswell and carried, to the effect
that the secretary-treasurer should take his
instructions from the executive committee.
The earrying of this amendment, of course,
was a defeat of the original motion.

SYNOD NOTES.

The provost’s sermon gave unfeigned
pleasure to the low church party. The high
churchmen chiefly admired the dexterity
with which the preacher steered clear of
any disputed points. Broad inclined to low

RAILWAYS AND RATES.

THE G. T. R. FARES ADVANCED.
Cuicaco, Oct. 81.—At last the Grand
Trunk has become attacked with the serious
malady which made all the other eastern
through lines advance their passengerrates
last week. Itis fortunate, however, that
_theattach is a mild one,. and it is te be
hoped that it will not catch it as severely

 as some of the other roads, becanse, not

having as strong a  constitution assome of
its older brethren, it might suffer mote
severely from the consequent, falling off. in
business. It was intimated last wéek that
the Grand Trunk was anxious to make an
advance in freight rates provided the other
roads could be induced to join it in the
establishment. of uniform rates. As-the
other roads, however, could not be induced
to enter into negotiations for such a purpose,
the Grand Trunk people announced that
they , would continue the rates to
the east at $5 to Boston, New York and
Buffalo until the other lines would come to
terms and agree upon some arrangement
for' the maintenance of - uniform rates.
Since that time, however, their backbone
seems to have lost some of its usual rigidity,
and the announcement is made that, com-
mencing on Monday morning, the Grand
Trunk will also charge highar passenger rates
to the east. The new rates will be as follows
from Chicagn : To Boston, gross rate, $16;
rebate, $8 75; net rate, $7 25. To New
York, gross rate, $15; rebate, $8 75; net
rate, $6 25. To Buffalo, $10, without re-
bate. To Boston and return, good for
thirty days, gross rate $24 50; rebate, $10,
net rate,, $14 50. The sale of tickets to
Buffalo and return will be diseontinued.
The Grand Trunk in making this advance
remains quite consistent and adheres to the
position it has heretofore taken. 1t has
always demanded a differential rate to Bos-
ton of $2 less than charged by the more
direct lines.  As the Vanderbilt roads now
char;ge & net rate to Boston of $18 25, and
to New York of $9 25, it can consistently
change $7 25 to Boston and $6 25 to New
z;rk,' gs thereby its rates are still $3 lower

n the lowest charged by its competitors,
and the advance, therefo{e, will have but
little effect on its business. .

- What are the true relation of the Pacific
railway syndicate and the commonwealth
of Canada to each ether? There is a cer-
tain view ese relations which has not
yet been mooted, but which should be
seized upon by the press, and kept before
the Canadian public until they are thorough-
1y «incated up to it. It seems necessary
tv add—the independent the
wiew to,which we refer is one that the party
‘organs on both sides respectively, will be

press—for

sure to regard with suspicion, as something
guite uusuitable for party purposes. On
one side the orthodox party view is that
the government, in its dealings with the
syndicate, has made so good abargain for
the country that to think of anything
better having been obtainable would be
preposterous. On the other side party
orthodoxy dictates the view that the
bargain is one of the very worst ever made

by any government, that infact it amountsto |

a costly and disgraceful surrender of the
country’s interests to the syndicate. On
beth sides the bargain, good or#bad as it
may be, iz considered irrevocable ; and,
further, it is taken for granted that the
written letter of the act of last session, and
of the syndicate contract, to be ==
literaly interpreted as a contract be-
tween any two private individuals
would be in a cburt of law. If either party
makes any claim to which the other objects,
the case isto be argued and decided upon
just as one between John Doe and Richard
Ro3 would be, by the letter of the statute.
Not that disputes arising under the contract
are expected to come into court, but merely
that in negotiations for settlement of dis-
putes the principle of literal interpretation
“is to apply, precisely as if the contract were

He argues for what lawyers ¢all the right
of ““eminent domain,” which is vested in
the nation, and can at any time be asserted
against private owners if the nation’s in-
In his-view a railway line
is substantially the same as the ‘ king's
highway" in old English common law, and
is private property in only a limited sense.
Over all private rights in highways of
travel and transportation the rights of the
commonwealth ave supreme. These ua-
tional rights are positively indefeasibleé ; by
no charter or act of state legislature or con-
gress whatever can they be alienated, sur-
rendered, or given away, either to indi-
viduals or corporations. Railway companies
are merely. the temporary agents, for a cer-
tain pablic purpose, of the commonwealth,
which may any day take the control into
its own hands if the public purposc for
which the charters were granted be not
fulfilled. This is the national view of pri-
vate ownership of railways, as limited by
the supreme and indefeasible rights of the
commonwealth.

We come now to the point where it may
be said : apply this view to the Canadian
Pacific railway question, and interpret the
contract with the syndicate by those old-
t me principles of public right which Judge
Black would apply to the charters under
which Gould and Vanderbilt divide with
president and congress the government of
the country. As far as the American rail-
ways are concerned, we may content our-
selves with saying ‘‘ ditto” to Judge Black.
But with respect to our own Pacific railway
we advance a new argument, and one based
on stronger ground even than his. If
Gould and Vanderbilt merely hold their
charters subject to the condition of fulfilling
a certain public purpose is eof the very
essence of the contract, mmch more is the
Canadian syndicate held and firmly bound
by thesame principle. For, if ever there
was a railway company chartered anywhere,
clearly and unmistakeably for a definite
public and national purpose, the syndicate
is that -company. The enterprise is a
national one if ever such a thing was. The
Dominion, having begun and in part buily
a great public highway, intended for
national purposes to be carried through
from- ocean to ocean, hands the un-
completed work over to a com-
pany. But not by any means fee simple
or absolute ownership ; the company is
virtually the agent as factor of the govern-
ment for certain well-understood national
purposes. Not in the case of any ruling,
either Englislg‘or American, is the common-
‘wealth’s cl:anir:li,\'L founded on ‘*public pur-
pose,” half so clear -or half so strong as it
is in the Canadian case. Beside the Do-
minion’s great railway case, that which
Judge Black makes out against Vanderbilt,
for instance, is weak in comparison. If
the latter be just strong enough to stand,
then the former is o fortiari as stable as the
pyramids. This is the special view which
we argue, in addition to the general view
laid down by Judge Black. <It is for the
independent press to educate the people of
Canada up to this view, which is not likely
to find much favor with the party organs
on either side.

But does all this mean that a capricious
majority of parliament, moved, perhaps,
by some sudden mind of popular passion,
may any day come down on the syndicate
break faith and cancel tne contract? Cer-
taicly not. What it does mean is that if
at.any time the policy of the syndicate

-| should be such as to defeat or even hinder

the great public purpose contemplated,
then the ‘‘higher law,” which in this case
is also a good old English law, can be ap-
pealed to and entorced. This it is within
the right and the power of the common-
wealth to de, but still the thing may not
be done except for cause—and the better
understanding the country has of this power
behind the letter of the statute the less
danger will there be of any serious infrac-
tion of its spirit.

DRB. WILD'S PROPHECIES,

A Correspondent on the Doctor’s Views—He
Thinks His Reasoning Bad and His Prophetic
Vision Untrustworthy.

Tre WorLD': Since Dr, Wild has ' been
bold enough to publish his sermon on
“Parncll and the Prophetic Destiny of Ire-
land,” it cannot surprise or shock him if it
evoked some criticism. "

Dr. Wild’s liberal method: of interpreting
scripture-must be somewhat  discouraging
to those who are not quite certain that
they aré of the ‘‘children of Israel.” 'If
everybody’s inheritance was. still to give
way to.the right of these ‘‘children of
Israel,” isu't it just a little hard on the
peaceful inhabitants who may have culti.
vated that inheritance for centuries till it
hasgot to be worth coveting? But of
course practical questions of right and
wrong such as these cannot be expected
to intrude upon the mind of
one. who = possesses the true pro-
phetic fire and insight. If there is
‘‘some one in that inheritance who should
be in some other place, as naturally as the
Indian dies before the advance of .the
white man, as surely must they die, be
killed, or emigrate, if they are not of Israel
and on the gline of providential intent.”
These words.are quoted from the published
report of the rev. doctor’s sermon. They
coolly justify a murderous war of exter-
mination, and throw all the responsibility
for it upon the divine word.

No one could suppose that Dr. Wild has
logical faculty enough within him to per-
ceive this corollary since he exhibits a total
absence of - all reasoning powers in his open-
ing sentences, where, in disputing the cor-
rectness of the evolution theory, he alleges
that nature coyld not prcduce so wondrous
an effect as man. although he admits *‘she
can continue within certain limits and
lines, by co-operation, to propagate human-
ity.” This latter assertion is equivalent to
saying that although a watch could not
make itself because its parts consist wholly
of matter, still after a watch is made and
set a-going it can keep itself going, and by
co-operation propagate other watches. It
is quite as rational to suppose that the
matter of which man’s body is composed
can propagate other similar material struc-
tures. This is te allege that' matter is life
and the source of iife, and spirit a dead re-
sult emanating from matter. As a heresy
this is far ahead of Dr. Thomas, and quite
ona par with Heeckel. The rev. doctor is
doubtless quite unconscious of the meaning
of his words; but then his logical faculties
are not active, while his prophetic ones are
abnormally so.

Having thus established a ‘‘divine right”
to wipe out the Celtic race in Ireland, the
rect is easy. By a natural trausition he
shies gracefully into the assertion of another
‘“divine right,” to deprive them of the
form of worship they have chosen, viz. :
the gorgeous and imposing ritual of the
Romish. church, mourns over the wealth
which that institution has drawn out of
Ireland, and its rsluctance to refund the
same in aid to her struggling people. The
two latter positions may be quite tenable,
and may be legitimately set forth ; but
however desirable it may be that Ireland,
and every other nation, should put a power-
ful check upon priestcraft of every kind, it
is utteriy against the spirit of gospel light
and liberty that this should be done other-
wise than from, and with, the free will of
the people. It may be true that ‘‘the old
Jew, Beaconsfield,” were he still at the
head of affairs, would have had faith
enouth in the right of the Israelites to wipe
out or oppress a people who had somehow
got hold of the wrong inheritance, by wiping
out first their religious freedom and then
themselves, if they loved freedom more than
self ; but some of us take leave to doubt
that Beaconsfield was so thoroughly unwise,
Be that as it may, certain it is that the
liberal government of Ergland, led by Glad-
stone, has for its aim, not to crush, but to
preserve and maintain liberty. The object
of all its legislation for Ireland has been to
make life, growth, and expansion possible
among the people, by removing impedi-
ments ; so restoring to the people liberty of
choice in things temporal, assured that the
more that is secured, intellectual liberty
will the more fully assert itself and
make itself felt in the choice of a religion
and the practice of those formuls it enjoins.
If it be uncharitable to impute to Dr. Wild
the advocacy of measures of forcible de-
privation of rights to Romanists in Ireland,
it- is at least justified by the abscnce of all
other suggestions ‘on his part. His propo-
sitions have at least the coolness of those
icebergs which he drags in towards the
close of his discourse as a bewildering illus-
tration of the coldly inevitable march of
fate when directed by a God of his crea-
tion who cares only for ¢ Israel.”

Truth to tell, the rev. doctor totally
misses the true spirit of all Scripture teach-
ing through the ‘‘ wild” prophecies he at-
tempts feebly to confirm from its literal
words. God is the father of all living ones.
All men are His children and He cares for
all. He has no peculiar people, save those
who are ‘‘Israelites indeed in whom is no
guile.” It is the very acme of self-conceit
for any race or individual to suppose that
they are the specially favored children of
the Almighty. If, indeed, there be any
such people or individual, the proot of it
will be Found in the fact that they will be
the most useful in serving their fellow-men
and fellow-nations ; for in such service is
the one and only path to holinegs—the path
which Jehovah himself trod on earth, and
still treads; for He now, as ever, never
slumbers and never sleeps, but is caselessly
active in His divine providence within man
and within nature to serve and bless the all
of humaanity. If we join him in that ser-
vice we gradually, but unconsciously, be-
come like Him ; for we cease to be vain
in robbery and oppression of = others
in self-assertion and denial of the free
right of choice of each in all matters
in which each individual may think or act
without restraining the similar liberty of
his neighbor. We then come into sympathy
and conjunction with our fellow-men. We
reach those hearts of theirs outof which are
the issues of life. We can then lead them
by their free will out of error into truth,
out of eyil into good. This is the cure, and
the only cure, for all disorders and dissen-
sions- either in matters religious or matters
political. Charity (i e love)unites ‘* faiths”
separate. Justice infused into law and en-
forced firmly, but never wrathfully, will be
welcomed by any people, so soon as they
feel the love which alone can create and
give forth justice. That will come in Ire-
land, for Gladstone’s measure is a measure
of justice, though necessarily imperfect.
When its spirit begins to be recognized, and
its practical capabilities ascertained, the
warm-hearted Irish people will respond to
the liberal kindliness and promise which
lives within it. The way thus opened to
sympathy each to each on the natural plane
of daily avocations, will'do more tor the
dissemination and growth .of true doctrine
on the mental or spiritual plane than any

ible dissemination of eold, abstracs, icy,
intellectual, transparent, though coacrete,
doses of doctrinal instruction drawn from
the mere letter of the word deprived of its
spiritual warmth and light, such as Dr,

ild, at a safe distance, showers upon a
distant land, many of whose sons are now
knit to us by the brotherly ties of a com-
mon Canadian nationality.

Dr. Wild should keep a tight rein on his
prophetic talents, and let his rt come to
the surface a little to keep them i; (:It:nll;rol.

MORE BOOK SEIZ UBEH. &

: e gl B
Old Charges Ooming Up—Prootor’s Lectures on
Astronomy—The Napanee Town Hall Case.

TaE WorLD : The Mail of the 19th,inst., |
under the caption ‘‘Legal Aspegt of the Inde-
cent Literature Discussion,” refers to the de-
cision in queen’s bench in re the * Napanee
town hall case,” and quotes from the judg-
mentof Chief Justiee Harrigon to show that
Christianity is a part of the common law in
Canada, thus attempting to justify the re-
cent seizure of heretical books in the To-
ronto custon house. But the Mail omits
to state that the judges who gave judgment
in that case heartily contemned the bigoted
and obsolete law which they felt compelled
to follow because it stood on the statute
books, and because the case before them
was an action for damages. The Mail itself,
in its issue of June 3rd, 1878, reported
the remarks made :by ome of the
judges during the argument on the Napanee
town hall case, as follow : *‘ In the course of
the arguament Judge Armour remarked that
1f Christianity were true there could be no
possible harm done by discussing its doc-
trines, and in this age we were just stand-
ing upon the threshold of great discoveries in
nature, and that it would never do to muz-
zle those people who were engaged in
such investigations because their discover-
ies did not agree with the pre-conceived
notions of :some so-called religionists.”

. It will thus be seen that the learned
judge thought that ‘‘if Christianity were
true there could no possible harm be done by
discussing its doctrines,” and that those who
did so or do so should not be **muzzled.”
But our custom-house * pope” and the
Mail would tain apply the muzzle and insti-
tute a sixteenth century index expurgato-
rius, They pretend that the confis-
cated books were seized because of
their ‘‘indecency,” and not because of their
heresy. - But this is the flimsiest sort of
subterfuge for bigotry to hide itself under,
of which I have ample evidence. A year or
two ago some books I had ordered from a
New York publisher, consisting of ** Proc-
tor's Lectures. on Astronomy,” Graves’
‘“Twenty-seven Divine Revelations,” and
some other works were confiscated in the
custom house at Napanee-by order of the
same Ottawa offizial, when it was abso-
lutely and morally certain that the books
were seized because of their rationalistic
character, and not because they were im-
moral or indecent, for no right-minded man
would have the hardihood to claim that
they are ‘“‘indecent.” The simple fact is,
our present minister of customsis a religious
bigot, and consequently unfit for a position
where he can ex officio dispense his bigotry
to the public. Through his ultra-orthodox
spectacles every book controverting his
“doxy” is, forsooth, an ‘‘indecent” or
‘‘immoral” book, and forthwith goes down
in his little private index expurgatorious.

¢xperienced was' when beating along the
coast of Labrador. Many of them had come
upprepared for the rigors of a northern
winter. ‘As ' ‘they  slowl made
their way northwagd the - ycolrl in-
creased - in  intensity, and their
sufferings were terrible, August had near-
dy come when they sailed into Hudson bay,
and the mouth was well spent when anchor
was dropped at the head of the Churchill
river. In the primitive conveyances of the
company, known as buffalo-carts (made en-
tivély of wood without a  piece of iron in
their construction), they made their way to
Fort Garry, then an old wooden stockade
with corner watch-towers, which~ still
stands in almost the centre of Wirnipeg.
Round about the fort the company allotted
them land, and they immediately began
making preparations to meet the severe
winter. Although Lord Selkirk had made
what he imagined to be full provision for
them for one .season, the stores fell short
long before the spring. Several of the old
g‘eople died and were buried in the snow,
hese events had a distressing effect upon
the struggling colonists. The noble lord,
to whom they looked for gnidance and ad-
vice, had gone back to the old country for
the purpose of bringing out other emi-
grants, and they never saw his face again.
THE GENTLEMEN ADVENTURERS.

The Hudson Bay company of ‘‘ geatlemen
traders,” as designated in the charter of
Charles IIL, had the royal warrant to trade
in fars and natural products over all his
majesty’s possessions in British America,
exclusive of the Canadas. It was one
thing to give{awn.y half a continent and
ano'gsr touphold the * gentleman traders”
i their possession. Jn entering upon their
holding the'company relied solely upon the
moral support of the inhabitants of that
vast region. The directorate was safely
housed in London, and their servants, who
bore the brunt of the struggle, were princi-
pally chosen from Scotland. The discipline
of the company , was severe, the term of
service long and not very remunerative,
while promotion yvas slow. Fourteen years
was the period of wpprenticeship, and many
who went out did no¢ return to civilization
For twice that peri if they returned at
all. So completely were they under the
sway of the company /that even their wives
were chosen for them/ by the directors “ at
home” and - shipped | to  the officer like a
domestic commodity.\ But ancther power
came into the field anxious to dispute the
title of the ‘‘ gentlemen tnder?‘\&mn’ela
arose with the French Canadian voyageurs
and their Indian allies and the contest was
at fever heat when the Scotch settlers
arrived.

ON THE MARCH.

The French were impudent and pugna-
cious, while the Scotch, always conservative,
avoided a collision. They suffered many
hardships during the winter,and the armed,
savage-looking men frightened them so
much that they decided to depart for settle-
ments in Western Canada, where they
would at least find civilization, So,collect-
ing such effects as they could carry, amd
under the guidance of four friendly Indians
they struck into the wilderness. They
crossed the Red River a little below Fort
Garry and travelled to the head of Rainy
Lake over patches of prairie, through mus-
kegs, across lakes and rivers, After a
month of toil through a trackless wilder-
ness, two of the number sank exhausted
and were buried where they fell. During

" the second month a new life was ushered

into the world. By patient toil they pass-
ed south of the Lage of the Woods and
into the intricacies of what is now known
-as the Savanne Swamp. The days were
now growing short and the cold weather
had begun. The most stl;:l‘{ were anxious
to push on, but sickness claimed many
andp it was impossible to make rapid
marches. The October tz.fyl :::ind t;l‘llem still
al trudgin, tiently with a per-
ﬁmty pig:lhgn Scoteh a the north
shore of Lake Superior. One of their num-
ber, Angus Gunn, now living, broke down
one day, and at his own request was left to
die beside a forest stream. Five days
afterwards he overtook the party. e
them north
of Lake Huron, but the Indian guides who
thad proved faithful, showed them how to
escape the snow to the windward, make
«couches of pine boughs and sleep in a circle
with their teet towards the fire.
REST FOR THE WEARY.

The war of 1812-13 had just drawn to a
elose when the little’band found their way
into northern Canada. The British gov-
ermnent, in order to carry munitions of
war to-the upper lakes, had built a military
road from Holland Landing to Penetan-
guishene(now knownas the Penetanguishene
road), The weary emigrants struck into the
militarv road, the firstevidence of civilization
they had seen for fifteen weeks. They halted
at Holland landing (named after Lord Hol-
land.) The Canadian government being ap-
prised of their plight made grants of land to
them in the Holland river valley and sup-
pliel them with provisions, clothing and
farming implements for one year. They
turned the valley, which was thickly wood-
ed into the finest farming land in Canada,
and their descendants now enjoy the fruits
of their industry.  The principal families
are the Macbeths, the Sutherlands, the
Gunns, the Sinclairs, and the Frasers. On
the other side of the Scotch line settled the
Stoddards, an Irish family. The descen-
dants of the Selkirk settlers rank among
the most - prosperous farmers in Ontario
Some years ago Dr. William Macbeth of
Galesburg, Michigan, made an effort
to recover from the Canadian government
the land which the Hudson Bay company

ranted to his father, onelof the emigrants,

gut the government refused to consider ‘hhls
claim as, owing to certain provisions, the
Macbeth title %md long lapsed. Had the
family secured their claim they would have
come into possession of the greater part of
the city oé Winnipeg, for part of it is built
upon the Macbeth grant. Till within a few
ears ago Mr. Macbeth, the snbject of this
sketch, delighted in recounting the inci-
dents of that long tramp. The remains of
the old gentleman were laid in the grave-
ard adjoining the Presbyterian church near
radford. The only known survivor of
that eventful journey is Mr. Angus Gunn,
who resides with a daughter in the county
o&Midd]esex, near London, Ont.
