Astoris, Ogn., Jan. 31—The British
ship Ferndale, coal-laden, went ashore
Friday morning five miles north of the
entrance to Grays harbor; 20 of the crew
including -Capt. Blair were drowned.

Charles Haddon Spurgeon was born at
Kelvedon, Essex, June 19, 1834. le father
and grandfathers were preachers in the
Indepeudent denomination. At the age of
16 besbecame an usber at Newmarket and
subsequently at Cambridge. Not long after.
going to Cambridge he connected himself
with a lay preachers’association there, and
before he was 18 became pastor of a small
Baptist  congregation at ‘Waterbeach.
In 1853 he was called to the New
Park-street Baptist Chapel in Southwark,
London, to which his preaching attracted
such crowds that the congregation re-
moved first to Exeter Hall and tken to
Surrey Music Hall. In 1861 a new cbapel
capabla of seating between 5000 and 6000
was completed fcr his congrezation in New-
ington Butts,, Mr Spurgeon bas received
more than 43,000 persons iuto bis charch,
and has erected 47 chapels in London, sup-
plied with ministers- trained in a college of
his own founding.” He has published numer-
ous works. ,

The blow caused,her
brain to reel, and she poisoned herself with
cyanide.

The wife had been dead but a few days
when her husband, hearty and well as when
he left her, made his appearance and was
told of his wife’s death. He asserted that
it was a former lover of his wife who sent
the telegram, and threatened revenge.

It is pro-
posed to allocate to the peasants vast tracts
of land under conditions similar to those of
serf tenuge. One-third of harvest is to be
stoved in the communal magazines for the
support of the peasants; one-third is to be
sold by the Governméent for the payment of
local debts to state, and one-thitd is to be
retained for payment of Government taxes.

The Banutering Diplomat and the Rash
Gambler—This is a Trial When Poli-
tics Demands 1ts Victims Marked by
KEvents—The roly Sco Warns Electors
to Vote Against the Ex-Premier.

Rome, the diplomatic organ’of the Vatican,
in its last issuespublishes@ leader of the
highest importance bearing upon the po-
litical situation in Quebec. ~ This journal is
published in French and is ‘accepted as the
organ of the anthorities of the- e o LS.
expressions carry gréat- weight,- especially
witl the members of the ¢lergy. = The ar-
ticle in question may be taken as expressing
the views of the church in the present
crisis.

The article opens with general considera-
tions on politics in Canada, aud, especially
in Quebec, and claims that' in the present
crisis all the honest and disinterested por-
tion of the population, including the clergy,
will side with the Conservative party.

It then culogizes the Canadian clergy,
which does not as a rule. take part in poli-
ties and remains aloof from “‘the - political
fray.”

‘The Moniteur continues :  ‘‘Certain
uewsp‘agers have to compromise the cause
of the church by associating it with the dis-
missed nrinistry.

The residents in the neighborhood protested
ngainst the establishment of a pest ‘house
there and applied to the courts to restrain

“the Board from doing so.” The injunction
v(ould most assuredly nave been granted, as
ob investigation it was ascertained that the
building to be used as a contagious
digeases hospital was less than 150

~teet from the nearest dwelling, in con-
travention of the statute. A compromise
was, however, aryived at. The applicants
for the injunction agreed to suspend action,
provided the Board of - Health would, as

early as - possible, begin the erection of a
permanent contagious diseases hospital on a

!’ site which would be entirdly ‘unobjection-
able. A site was located far from human
_dwellings, yet moderately convenient of ac-
‘pess. Plans were got ready whose execution
would have entailed an expenditure of some
four thousand dollars. r =

The time has now arrived for providing

the funds for carrying out ‘theso proposals,

but the new board is not of the same mind as
its predccessor. It would 'be inconvenient
and expensive, itis urged, to have the pest-
bouse separated from the (eneral Hospital.
The advantage of management by the hospi-
tel trust and the oversight of the medical
superinteudent can be readily admitted. But
let there be no misunderstandings about this
* foatter. - Wherever the institution is  estab-
lished it must be in reality an isolation bos-
pital, not alone for diphtheria, but also for
‘even more malignant disorders,such assmall-
