FUT BER BABY UNDER A STONE FILE

A Pusliucli Girl Charged With Infanticide 
and Concealment of Birth.

Guelph, May 21.—A few days ago infor­
mation wu laid before County Crown 
Attorney Peterson of the death under sus- 
picious circumstances of a new-born child, 
the mother being Margaret Loker, daughter 
of Hiram Loker, farmer, on lots three and 
four, in the Gore of Pualinch, on Sunday 
lut.

They also had grave 
doubts of the statement made by the mother 
of the child that the brother was the father 
of the child.

BILLIARDS.Too Much Shop-Keeping.
The owners of property in actual and 

prospective business streets ought to study 
the present situation in Toronto. The re­
tail business of the city is undergoing* 
changes which the wise will recognize and 
act upon. To begin with we have too many, 
shops, far too many of them. Toronto is a 
city of storekeepers more than anything 
else. A well-known architect in the city 
credits Toronto with a greater store front­
age than any other city * of its size in 
America. Of a total of 251 miles of streets, 
he reckons 27 miles of shop frontage. An­
other estimate places our shop frontage at 
20 miles. Whatever the frontage may be 
in actual measurement, we all know it is 
much greater relatively than that oi Buffalo 
or Detroit and much greater than it should 

An actual count of the buildings in 
Yonge street from the bay to the tollgate 
was made last week. It was found that 
the street contained 915 houses, almost all 
of them intended for business places, 
and of those 137 were vacant, or 14 per 
cent, of the whole. The percentage of 
vacant stores above Wellesley-street was 
found to be 28. It drops to 12 per cent, 
between that street and the bay. The 
average of empty stores in Yonge-street is 
one in seven, and the same thing must pre­
vail in Queen and King-streets.

Owners of business property ought to 
learn a lesson from these statistics and de­
cide to put up no more store buildings for 
years to come. For not only have we 14 
per cent, mere stores than are occupied, 
but we have 50 per cent, more stores than 
are necessary. There is a weeding-out 
process going on, and the weaker places are 
putting up their shutters one after, an­
other. We have stores enough in Toronto 
to serve the retail business for ten years to 
come. Citizens who are interested' in the 
growth of Toronto should not invest their 
money in store properties, 
them put it in manufacturing enterprises, 
which are the real wealth producers. The 
fewer the number of men engaged in the 
retail trade the better it ie for the 
munity. On the other hand 
have too many engaged in industrial pur­
suits.

Important Alterations
Board of Control.

The following changea have been made in 
W»e racing rules at adopted by the Board of 
Control: Rule 18, in regard to the registra­
tion of horses, is amended so as to apply 
only to horses foaled in 1892 or thereafter. 
Rule 29, in regard to entries and déclara- 
tions, as revised, provides that declarations 
as well at entries made by telegraph shall 
,0e binding. Rale 41, as-to proof of transfer 
of engagement», is amended by omitting 
the last clause in the old rule, whioh read 
aa follows: “ Sales to parties debarred from 
racing on the racecourses under the juris­
diction of the Board of Control shall have 
the effect of a declaration a» if made in the 
defloration date last preceding the sale; the 
forfeits then due must be paid by the ven­
dor, who shall give immediate notice of 
roch sale to the secretary of the 

t where the race is to be run.”
Rule 44, with regard to the liabilities of 

Nominators, as amended read» that everv 
horse shall be considered as having started 
and be liable for whatever is dus for so 
doing, “when its jockey has been weighed 
and its number displayed.” Rule 30 read» 
that after a horse is in the hands of the 
starter, any subsequent change must be 
sanctioned by the Executive Committee in­
stead ot by the judges as formerly. In 
Rule 51, the gelding allowance of 3 lbs. is 
restored. Rule 56, as to signale for the 
start, is changed to read that a second 
bell will be rung when the horses shall 
have started, instead of at the time for 
the start as formerly. New rule 56 pro­
vides that the pœitions of horses when 
starting shall be determined by lot, that is, 
% numbered ball shall be drawn from a 
bottle by the clerk of the scales when the 
jockeys weigh out. Rule 57. as revised, pro­

vides “that a jockey shall not be allowed to 
dismount except to set rights insecure 
equipments, and then only with the per­
mission of the starter.” A clause is added 
to rule 59 about declarations to win, which 
•tntes that a jockey riding a horse with 
which his owner has not declared to win, 
must not stop such horse, except in favor 
of bis stable companion, “and then only 
wheu it is evident that liis stable companion 
tan win.’"
. A clause is aho added to Rule 60 in re­
gard to jostling or crowding, as follows: 
<^‘But nothing in this rule shall prevent the 
judges taking cognizance of foul 
riding.” The rules governing selling 
races have been changed in important 
respects. Under the new rule (72) fif­
teen minutes is allowed for the payment 
of a horse sold at auction, and owner* 
can claim horses for their own account 
only. “Every claim muet I» made in 
writing to the clerk of the course or the 
clerk of the scales not later than a quar­
ter of an hour after the winner has 
passed the scales, and must be 
panied by the purchase money,it required.” 
Revised Rule 73 provides that any person 
who shall attempt to prevent another 
son from bidding on the winner of a se 
race, or claiming any horse in such race" 
shall be ruled off, instead of warned off as 
formerly. Under the revised rules (84) 
racing colors must be filed with the Board 
of Control, instead of with the clerk 
of the course. Revised Rule 87 pro- 
videe that no owner or trainer shall engage 
any discharged attendant who has not a 
written discharge from his last employer, 
‘‘which discharge shall Hot be captiously 
refused.” »

In the rules relating to the regulations of 
the course only one change is made, which 
provides that only one attendant shall be 
allowed to assist a jockey dismounting. 
The only change made in the rules on bet­
ting is that when the number of a horse 
has been exhibited all bets on him stand. 
The old rule read, ‘ ‘unless otherwise order­
ed by the Executive Committee.” The 
changes in the rules, especially those re- 

. lating to selling races, have long been need­
ed, and will undoubtedly meet with the an- 
proval of horsemen.

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CWAHY CONTRACTS AWARDED. ONTARIO LEGISLATURE.

A Short and Unlmportsot Seeaioa Batur- 
— de» Morning.

A considerable portion of the two hours' 
session at the Legislature Saturday morn­
ing was devoted to the discussion of thé 
properties of the chamber acoustic and op­
tical.

The Commissioner of Crown Lands com­
plained of an inaccurraoy in The Mail Mr. 
Whitney took up the gage for the press gal­
lery. Any inaccuracies, he thought, were 
due to the deficient acoustics of the cham­
ber, especially as to the portion behind the 
Speaker’s dais.

The Commissioner of Public Works de­
fended the work of his hands. He praised 
the chamber as a model of acoustic perfec­
tion. No matter how strong, how impas­
sioned the voice of the orator there was ab­
solutely no echo, no reverberation. He re­
minded the members that they were in a 
chamber four times as large as the old one 
and 35 feet wider than the one at Ottawa. 
They should remember that they were not 
addressing their constituents in a little 
country school house. It was not necessary 
to raise the pitch of the voice but to in­
crease its volume, and Mr. Fraser instanced 
the artistic voice production of tho singer:

Mr. Campbell attacked the light. He 
was fearful for the visual organs of the 
members. He pictured them in alternate 
rows with blue and green eye-glasses. He 
suggested stained glass windows and color- 

- «d lights. Let there be light, had said Mr. 
Fraser, and there was light and plenty of it.

Mr. Fraser said that as soon as suffi­
cient power had been obtained the quality 
of the electric light would vastly improve.

Dr. Ryerson ventured a professional 
opinion. As far as acoustics were concern­
ed he agreed with Mr. Fraser, but as for 
the cross lights from beneath the gallery 
they were disastrous to the eyesight.

Mr. Meredith suggested that a drapery 
be suspended beneath the press gallery, 
thus preventing the sound waves from los­
ing themselves before they winged their 
way upwards.

Then the House settled down to business. 
On special resolution Messrs. Porter, Car­
penter, Fell, Gibson (Huron), G. B. Smith, 
Wood (Hastings) and McCleary 
granted their sessional allowance, although 
absent through sickness and other causes.
