Little that was new and little that 
was startling was brought out at the 
fourth day’s session of the trial of the 
Hyams twins at the York Assise Court 
yesterday. When the court opened, Mr.
Osier announced that Mrs. Harry Hyams, 
who fell in a fit of hysterica from/ the 
witness chair on Saturday evening, 
was too ill to appear and continue the 
evidence. He added that Dr. Riordan, 
the physician who was attending the 
Lady, had expressed the opinion that she 
would be able to attend court and give 
her evidence on Tuesday morning.

The day was taken up with the evi­
dence oi Uriah Jones of Pickering, the 
uncle of the alleged murdered boy, and 
of Joseph Fox, the expressman who was 
the first man in the warehouse on the 
day of the tragedy, after the arrival 
of Dr. King. Fox gave hie evidence 
in a manner that was calculated to con­
vince the jury that he was anxious to 
tell the truth; but his testimony differed 
In many respects from that which he 
gave at the preliminary examination.
The fact that he was on intimate terms 
with the accused twins and naturally 
had a kindly feeling towards them may 
In a measure explain this circumstance.
There was little that was new brought 
out in Fox’s testimony; but there was 
one feature of hie evidence that caused 
a sensation in court. That was with 
reference to a request made to him by 
Dallas Hyams that he should ask Under­
taker Humphrey to keep his month shut 
in reference to a certain matter. It ap­
pears tat a man named Sullivan,who was 
at that time either proprietor or mana­
ger of the Oriental Laundry, called upon 
Fox and told him that unless the Hyams 
brothers “ let up ” in their efforts to

Harry Hyams told Martha Wells that 
Fox assisted him to lift the weight off 
her brother’s head.

The rope 
which should be attached to the weight 
was not in sight in the cellar. He re­
membered seeing a chisel and hammer 
in the cellar, but would not like to say 
whether there was an ax there or not. 
The stove was generally going, but he 
could not say whether the cellar was 
warm or cold that morning.

Fox swore that the spectacles of Willie 
Wells were on his face. The right eye­
glass was broken, but the left whole. 
“ I took them off his face and handed 
them to Mr. Harry Hyams.”

“Can you produce those spectacles ?”' 
said Mr. Osier, turning to the counsel 
for the defence.

Continuing, witness said he could not 
remember whether the frame of the 
spectacles “was steel, gold, brass or 
anything else.” Neither could he give 
any further description of the glasses. 
Young Wells was very near sighted. He 
could not see an object three yards 
away without glasses. The Crown
claims that he would not have thought 
of going near the elevator without his 
glasses on. These glasses have been 
missing since the accident. It was im- 

any portant for the defence that these glasses 
should be accounted for. Fox swore
they were on Wells after his death.

Proceeding, Fox testified that he went 

to the Colborne-street warehouse about 
10 o’clock on the morning of the tragedy. 
He first tried the east door and found 
it locked. He then went to the west 
door. It also was locked. He had 
turned away and crossed the street half 
way when Harry Hyams unlocked the 
door and called, “ Hello Fox,” and ad­
mitted him. Harry Hyams appeared 
agitated, and his hands were bleeding.'

Fox proposed to go down and see 
him, but Harry told him not to go down 
until the coroner came, with the remark^ 
that “The coroner wouldn’t hurt him.’1 
Fox proceeded to the basement.

Then Mr. Osier questioned the wit­
ness with a view of contradicting the 
story told by Harry Hyams to Martha 
Wells.

Witness swore that Wells was in the 
habit of bringing coal up on the elevator, 
and when doing so wore the gloves which 
were on his hands when Fox saw the 
dead body.

Witness would not swear whether the 
rattling he heard in the casing on the 
day he found the weight off was caused 
by the weight going down or the rope 
and hook going up. What he heard was 
not like what he thought would be made 
by a 200-pound weight falling down.

In the 
center of each such clearing is a hole 
which serves as a gateway, opening 
into the subterranean formicary. There 
are several species of these ants, how­
ever, and at least one of them constructs 
a conical mound, which takes the place 
of the clearing. So widely distributed 
arc the farms that they are" found in the 
very streets and gardens of Austin.

At the time of the harvest one or more 
of the roads leading to the formicary 
may be seen on any fine day to be 
thronged with workers, marching to 
and Iro in a double column, one going 
and one coming. Tho pathway is trod­
den hard by their feet. Those coming 
are heavily laden, each carrying a seed. 
They do not gather the seeds irom the 
grass tops, but pick up those which have 
ripened and fallen. For these they 
search on the ground in the forest of 
grass stalks, feeling for them with their 
antennae. Having secured one the 
worker ant lifts it, adjusts the burden 
so as to be carried most easily and finds 
her way back to the road, along which 
she trots homeward, finally disappear­
ing through the gateway.

Within tho gate is a vestibule, from 
which a passage way leads downward 
at a slant to the rooms beneath. Some 
of these rooms are nurseries for the 
rearing of the young of the colony, 
while others are granaries in which the 
seeds are stored. Usually the rooms 
are shaped somewhat like a horseshoe, 
the walls and floors being neatly and 
smoothly finished with plaster, for 
which suitable eartlr is brought from 
above and made adhesive with the 
saliva of the insects. There is apt to be 
one grand storeroom two inches or so 
in height and three or four inches long, 
the other apartments being somewhat 
smaller. All of them are formed with 
domes.

The seeds before being stored in the 
granaries, are husked. All refuse, in­
cluding husks and imperfect seeds, Is 
carried out and thrown outside the 
limits of the formicary. Nothing is 
permitted to remain on the clearing. 
Anything that falls upon it is cut to 
pieces and taken away, 
tummblebug rolls its ball 
bidden territory it is driven away, or if 
it refuses to retreat is promptly killed. 
The workers possess very formidable 
stings, which are used with effect upon 
too inquisitive human beings. The 
poison seems to be quiet poweriul, caus­
ing a good deal of inflammation and 
sometimes nausea. However.the insects

Ess It Really s Germ Like the Mump» or 
tUe Measles f

A few years ago an Italian bacteriolo­
gist proclaimed that he had discovered 
the “germ of old nge.’’ The idea was 
scouted by all scientific men, but there 
may be something in it, after all. At 
any rate there seems to be good ground 
for believing that germs, if not a speci­
fic germ, are at least one of the most 
important influences which bring on old 
age.

It has long been known that tho 
ptomnlus or toxic substances produced 
by microbes are capable of sotting up 
various degenerative processes. De­
generative changes in the joints, liver, 
the kidneys, and other organs, hare 
been directly traced to this cause.

The writer has for some time held the 
opinion that the degenerative changes 
incident to advancing age are due to 
the same cause : namely, the toxins ab­
sorbed from the alimentary canal. 
These toxins are constantly present in 
greater or less quantity, according to 
tho extent to which fermentative and 
putrefactive processes prevail in the 
stomach and intestines. These pro­
cesses depend, first, upon the integrity 
of the digestive processes in the indi­
vidual, and, secondly, upon the charac­
ter of the substances introduced into 
the alimentary canal as food. . . .

These considerations suggest at once 
the thought that while all human beings 
must necessarily be constantly subject 
to the influence of toxic substances gen­
erated in their own alimentary canal, 
and consequently must grow old and 
sucgpmb sooner or later to the de­
generative processes of old ago, these 
processes may be greatly accelerated by 
subsisting upon a diet which favors the 
production of toxic substances in the 
alimentary canal.

If this theory is correct, we should ex­
pect to find the greatest longevity 
among those animals and those men 
who subsist upon the simplest and 
purest diet, other conditions being equal. 
It would be impossible to find a sharper 
contrast than that which exists in this 

pect between carnivorous and vege­
tarian animals. Contrast, for example, 
the dog, which grows old, becomes 
rheumatic and infirm in eight or ten 
years, with the donkey, winch lives a 
useful life to 40 or 60 years, and the ele­
phant, which is still active and useful 
at 100 years.

TUe same is true among men. The 
greatest number of persons now alive 
above 100 years are to be found among 
tho Russian peasants, who rarely taste 
meat. These people have been" pricti- 
cal vegetarians for so many centuries— 
perhaps from the earliest ages—that 
anatomists have noted a distinct differ­
ence in the length their ailmentarv 
canals as compared with those of the 
flesh-eating Germans, whose ancestors 
were cannibals.

Rheumatism in its protean forms is 
one of the most constant and distressing 
disorder of old age. The relation be­
tween English roast beef and the gout 
and rheumatism, which prevail so ex­
tensively among Englishmen, was clear­
ly pointed out by that distinguished 
physician and essayist, J. Milner Fo- 
thargill.

The above considerations, if not con­
sidered absolutely conclusive, are cer­
tainly worthy of thought — Modern 
Medicine.

ANTS THAT KEEP FARMS-
PROFESSOR M’QEE VISITS THE AGRI­

CULTURAL ANTS OF MEXICO.

They Plaht Fields ef Grals-And Reap 

Their Rarveit Regularly Whes the Sea- 

•on Arrives-Wide Region» In Which no 

Green Thing b Seen Except en Their 

Ferma

Professor W. J. McGee, of the gov­
ernment scientific corps, recently paid 
a visit to some very remarkable lar- 
tners in Sonora, Mexico. These are the 
so-called agricultural ants, which plant 
fields of grain and regularly harvest 
their crops. Upon the latter they de­
pend wholly for food. In fact, if the 
crops should fail, they would perish of 
famine. On tho other hand, the cereals 
which they grow have been specialized 
by cultivation, like the wheat and rice 
of the human husbandman and would 
quickly disappear if the attention of the 
insects was withdrawn.

Tho fields of the farmer ants cover 
scores or square miles in Sonora,a large 
part of which is quite densely populated 
by them. The home of a colony is 
marked ordinarily by a circular clear­
ing from five to thirty feet in diameter, 

which nothing is permitted to grow. 
This serves as a sort of parade and ex­
ercise ground. Around the clearing is 
a ring of luxuriant grass from three to 
twenty feet wide. On the seeds of this 
grass the insects subsist,planting it every 
spring and garnering the crop in the 
autumn. Across the rings which 
round the formicaries run turnpikes a 
few inches wide, connecting farm with 
farm for many furlongs.

In the region described there is prac­
tically no vegetation except the grasses 
cultivated by these ants. The latter 
appear to keep down and exterminate 
all other ptants, such as cacti, grease- 
wood and mesquite. The plants natur­
ally prevailing in that part of the coun­
try are entirely absent from the most 
thickly-settled farming districts. In 
short, these insects have developed an 

of agriculture peculiar to them­
selves, have made conquest of the land 
for their needs, and have artificialized 
certain cereals as thoroughly as maize 
and barley have been artificialized by 

“Thus,” says Professor McGee, 
“the rigorous environment of the desert 
has developed one of the most remark­
able intelligences; and, incidentally, 
an animal and a plant have come to bo 
mutually dependent upon each other for 
existence.

The agriculture of these ants seems 
to be far more extensive in Sonora than 
in Texas, where their farming opera­
tions have been exhaustively described 
by Henry C. McCook. On the flat 
tablelands of the Lone Star State their 
farms are plentifully scattered. These, 
like those of Mexico, are mostly flat and 
circular clearings, from which comma-

of ultra-fashionable society, male and 
female, are invested in the ranks of the 
cycling fraternity. Royalty is also well 
represented, and the desire on the part 
of those not possessing a wheel to share 
the health-giving pleasure of their more 
fortunate friends Is what Is causing 
the unusual flurry In wheel manufac­
turing circles.

The chief reason that the makers are 
incapable of readily supplying the ever 
increasing demand is directly attribut­
able to their inability to procure the 
seamless steel tubing from which the 
frames of the machine are constructed. 
In years gone by this article was only 
obtainable from Europe, for that mat­
ter a large percentage of it is still got­
ten from the old country. The trouble 
Is that the tubing mills of the United
States are wholly unable to supply the 
demand. As the duty on imported tub­
ing places a prohibitive price upon it. 
American manufacturers are loth to 
buy it at an increased price. Still they 
arc willing to do this at present if they 
could obtain it ; that they cannot do 
so is owing to the fact that the older 
countries have made little provision to 
ward caring for American trade, as 
they, too, are limited as to production.

The scarcity of the other component 
parts of cycle construction is also ap­
parent Is also apparent in every branch 
of the industry, and it begins to look as 
if there was to be a veritable wheel 
famine.

Did the exponent of fads ever hear of 
a dearth of roller skates 7 Emphatical­
ly not.

The ultimate result of all this rush 
and inability to fill orders is liable to 
revert to the detriment of many a cycle 
maker. The time Is not far distant 
when those who have not possessed 
themselves of an up to date model will 
content themselves to await the com­
ing of those of ’96, and will pedal along 
on their old “ crock."

It was ever thus, and this season will 
prove no exception to the rule. Taking 
this into consideration, It is very pro­
bable that many a maker will fall into 
the fault of overproduction, and will 
lay himself open to the assistance 
of people other than regular dealers for 
the disposal of his superfluous stock. 
Verily, this has been the greatest year 
in the history of the bicycle, the most 
exhilarating and pleasure-giving vehicle 
ever devtoed In the brain of human.

It is to be hoped this temporary short­
age will be speedily remedied, and all 
those desiring wheels may have their 
demands satisfied, and when this Is done 
may they go on converting captious 
cynics to the blessings only bestowed 
by health, augumented by the bicycle.— 
Chicago" Times-Herald.

COMPETITION IN ELECTRICITY.
Ah the day for voting on the electric 

light bylaw approaches the Toronto Elec­
tric Light Company deems it necessary 
to advance some arguments why the pro­
position to establish the civic plant 
should be defeated. Speaking in the col­
umns of The News last night the com­
pany says that the establishment of such 
a plant means the destruction of a quar­
ter of a million dollars worth of ma - 
chinery in which local capital is invest­
ed and the throwing out of employment 
of at least twenty men. The establish­
ment of a civic plant will do nothing 
of the kind. Even if it were true that 
one plant would be wiped out, it is equal­
ly true that another and better plant 
would take its place. Although the wip­
ing out of the company’s plant might 
prejudicially affect the shareholders of 
the company, yet the establishment of 
a plant by the city would beneficially 
affect the whole community. But, we 
contend, the Toronto Electric Light Com­
pany would suffer very little, if anything 
at all, by the establishment of a civic 
plan*. Toronto as yet has had practically 
little benefit from the discovery of the in­
candescent electric light. Outside of the 
stores and public buildings incandescent 
lighting is a rarity in this city. It js 
not found in any of our dwelling 
iAnd yet thib light is the healthiest and 
beat light known, and it should be the 
cheapest. We find in the smallest towns 
and villages that the electric light has 
taken the place of coal oil and gas. Gas 
light not only contaminates the air and 
increases sickness, but it is actually dé­
fit tractive of human life by reason of its 
deadly nature. Several times this winter 
we have had to record the deaths of 
strangers in hotels, and even in private 
houses, through the escape of gas. The 
burning of gas lights in an inhabited 
house is a piece of barbarism when we 
know that the much more healthy incan­
descent light might be procured at an 
even less cost than the other.

At present one single company, operat­
ing a plant that has been declared (to 
be obsolete (by the best electricians, 
and confining its operations to the 
down-town dristrict, is the only con­
cern from which it is possible to pro­
cure this kind of light. What we need 
more than anything else is the benefit 
of competition in electric lighting, and 
there is no better opening for any com­
pany than that afforded by installing 
the latest incandescent system and ap­
plying it to the city of Toronto. If we 
erect onr own civic street lighting plant, 
we will compel the Toronto Electric 
Light Company to become an active 
competitor of the Incandescent Light 
Company. As long as the Toronto Com­
pany has been able to make $50,000 a 
year out of its contract with the city, 
it has had no inducement to extend its 
business. As a matter of fact the one 
condition which has prevented it from 
undertaking incandescent lighting is 
the fact that the Incandescent Light 
Company has refrained from tendering 
for the street lighting. The civic street 
lighting is the very' thing that has caus­
ed the two companies to come to an 
agreement to avoid competition, 
erect our own plant we take away the 
bond of union between the two com­
panies and compel them to fight like all1 
other competing companies for business 
and for dividends. The Toronto Electric 
Light Company needs to exercise 
common business ability, and it will be 
able to pay dividends to its shareholders, 
even 
tract.

The question is even more far-reach­
ing than we have outlined. When our 
houses are lighted by electric light, as 
they ought to be, the day of gas as 
au illuminant will be practically over. 
Its utility will be confined to the kit­
chen, where it properly belongs, and to 
.which it should be relegated as fast as 
possible. There is no difficulty in pro­
ducing gas for heating and fuel pur­
poses at from 20 to 30 cents per thou­
sand. If we do away with gas as an 
illuminant, then the company will adopt 
the system of distributing fuel gas alone. 
In this way the lighting and fuel pro­
blem will be effectively solved. Houses 
will be lighted with electricity and 
heated by gas. An electrical exchange 
just to hand points out that things are 
repidly tending this way. A renewal 
of our contract with the Toronto Elec­
tric Company will postpone such a de­
sirable consummation for many a year.

THE «RAND TRUNK'S FUTURE POLICY.
The policy of the Grand Trunk Rail­

way for many yeiare back has been chief­
ly concerned in the handling of through 
freight. Its capital has been greatly in­
creased by the acquisition of lines that 
.would give it a connection between Chi­
cago and the seaboard^ There is no 
doubt that an immense amount of traffic 
moves along the great route that the 
Grand Trraok has built up, but, on the 
o'thelr hand, there! is so much competition 
for the handling of this freight that the 
Grand Trunk has not been able to pro­
fit as largely as it expected. The prin­
cipal plaint of the shareholders at their 
annual meetings has been in regard to 
the lines that the Grand Trunk has ab­
sorbed in order to make itself strong ae 
a through route. There are evidences 
that the new board is going to adopt 
a hew policy in the conduct of the road. 
The rumor that they are about to locate 
the headquarters of the company in To­
ronto would lead us to believe that they 
intend giving more attention to local! 
traffic. As we pointed1 out yesterday, 80 
or 90 per cent, of the Grand Trunk sys­
tem lies within the Province of Ontario, 
and, although the Grand Trunk has got 
Its reputation from the fact that it is 
a great through line, yet the bulk of 
its bueinese originates in this province. 
That business, large as it is, might have 
been made considerably larger if the 
company had cultivated the interests of 
Its patrons, The neglect of the directors 
towards local interests has proved high­
ly detrimental to the company. Until the

Serious Reports of the Hsvec Made In the 
Niagara District-Early Carden Sass a 
Total Loss—Eleven Inches of Snow In 
Michigan—A Blizzard Raged In Mil­
waukee.

Few people not actively engaged in 
agriculture know how extraordinarily, 
early vegetation has been this year, ow­
ing to the abnormally high thermometer 
which prevailed in the first ten days of 
the month, but it is better to trust 
the calendar than the thermometer. The 
World has been favored with a view of a 
farmer’s diary, kept for many years past. 
As a general thing grass was not high 
enough to turn out horses or cattle bn 
it till May 20 and in some years May

On May 14, 1888, there was snow, and 
a heavy frost on May 20; pasture late. 
On May 23, 1880, there was sharp frost 
and another on night of 28th.

In 1890 there was heavy frost on May 
17 and a slight one on 20th.

In 1891 there were severe frosts on the 
nights of May 17, 19 and 22.

From this partial record it is manifest 
that it is. still good policy not to( aban­
don winter flannels before the Queen’s 
Birthday, and not to believe it is summer 
because vegetation gets an early start. 
There was snow in many parts of On­
tario on Sunday last, whereas the ther­
mometer was between 80 and 90 on 
the -preceding Sunday. Monday morning 
revealed icicles and as yet it is impossible 
to guess the amount of damage done. It 
must be enormous.

The Frost Was «encrai.
Grimsby, May 13.—All fruits except 

apples and pears badly damaged. Grain 
very little.

Meaford, May 18,-Very severe frost 
in this section. Grapes all gone, straw­
berries damaged very materially. Can­
not tell extent of grains.

Chatham, May 13.—Not yet able to 
ascertain extent of damage by the frost, 
but it is feared the loss will be serious.

Oakville, Mav 13.—Heavy frost last 
night, ice 11-4 inches thick.

The Chairman said that 6 whisky 
license would be less objectionable than 
a wine and beer permit, as children knew 
whisky was an evil to be shunned, but 
wine and beer were seductive and the 
starting point with all drunkards.

Havoc in the Niagara District.
St. Catharines, May 13.-The ther­

mometer, which ranged between 85 and 
90 degrees most of last week, took a 
sudden drop on Sunday morning, and 
during Sunday night and Monday sad 
havoc was wrought in the Niagara dis­
trict.

Hundreds of acres of grapes just burst­
ing into' leaf were burned black. Peaches 
are also probably ruined.

There is hope that many of the grapes 
may put out shoots again, but the 
worst is feared.

But Spain Objecte to Japan Occupying 
Formosa.

London, May 13. — A despatch to the 
Central News from Toklo says that an Im­
perial decree has bqpn issued, setting forth 
that the envoys of Japan and China have 
completed the task entrusted to them of 
negotiating a treaty of peace between the 
two countries. The decree, after stating 
the conditions of peace agreed upon, says 
that Russia, Germany and France advised 
Japan that the permanent retention by 
her of the Liao Tuing Peninsula would not 
conduce to lasting peaoe in the Orient 
and urged the retrocession of that terri­
tory to> China. The decree then continues: 
“We have always been anxious to estab­
lish and maintain peaoe. 
the recent war was. to 
peaoe. We believe- that Rusiiq, France 
and Germany are embued with the same 
feeling. Therefore, we will not insist 
upon the retention of the Liao Tung Pe­
ninsula. We do not wish to raise fresh 
trouble* increase the calamities of our 
people, or to obstruct the expansion of 
our country by deterring a restoration of 
the blessings of peaoe. China has shown 
retgret for the breach of friendship, thus 
justifying before the world Japan’s ac­
tion. Japan will comply with the desires 
of Russia, France and Germany. The man­
ner In which the Liao Tung Peninsula will 
be restored to China will be arranged by 
China and Japan.

“Now that the treaty of peace has been 
duily ratified, and the ratifications ex­
changed, our former friendship with 
China Is restored and the ties attaching 
us to neutral countries are made closer. 
Let our officials and people keep this 
steadily in view.”

The despatch adds tha<t Admiral Ito has 
been appointed chief of the Navy Depart­
ment, In room of Admiral Viscount Kaba- 
yama Sukonori, who has been selected to 
go to Formosa to formally annecc the is­
land of which he will be the Viceroy. Ad­
miral Kabayama will be accompanied to 
Formosa by Mizuno Jun, Chief Secretary 
of the Lower House of the Japg^pe 
who has been appointed head of^SB3 
administration of Formosa.

A despatch to the Central News from 
Madrid says it is understood that Spain 
has sent a note to Russia, France and Ger­
many, contending that as the Japanese did 
not hold Formosa wheta the treaty of peace 
was signed, their right to occupy the is­
land In face of the opposition of its inhabi­
tants is indisputable and is a suitable 

pretext for further intervention.

ASSIGN AiKNTS TO CREDITORS 6 LADY’S DOCTOR W. A. MURRAY & COImpartant case to tlemters of Fraternal 
Associations.

A case of great importance In con­
nection with fraternal societies and 
the benefit certificates issued by them 
was tried yesterday at the Court 
House by Mr. Justice Meredith without 
a jury.

Michael McCabe, an undertaker at 286 
Queen-etreet west, was a member of 
the Order of Chosen Friends, and held 
a benefit certificate for $2000, payable 
in favor of his wife, Ellen McCabe. He 
died on Nov. 8 last. He had been large­
ly indebted for supplies to Mr. Henry A. 
Rider of 60 Welliugton-street east, and 
on Jan. 26, 1898, Mr. McCabe and hie 
wife had assigned the benefit certificate 
and given a joint note for $2000 to 
Mr. Rider. The rules of the Order (as 
is the case with most fraternal societies) 
prohibit assignments of the certificates 
in favor of creditors. The assessments, 
129 in all, had been paid by Mr. and 
Mrs. McCabe and the receipts seat to 
Mr. Rider.

Upon Mr. McCabe’s death the solicitors 
for Mr. Rider put themselves in communi­
cation with Mrs, McCabe, with Dr. Og­
den, who had been secretary of the Order 
in Çanada, and Mr. Elias A. McCarthy, 
the secretary of the Local Council. It 
seemed likely there would be difficulty 
if a claim was made to the Supreme 
authorities in Indianapolis on behalf of 
the assignee, and the benefit certificate 
was handed to Dr. Ogden, and this letter 
sent to Mrs. McCabe :
