Poison-Ivy.

Many persons in Ridgetown and
vicinity are reported to be suffering
from-poison ivy. Dr. E. 8. MeKae,
writing in the Pacific Medical Journal,
tells of his own personal appearance as
a sufferer from ivy-poisoning on two
occasions.

The common  poison-ivy or
ivy or poison oak has three leaflets and
may thus be distinguished from the
Virginia creaper or the American ivy,
which has five. Speaking of his own
symptons Er, McKee says :

“The relentless burning and itching
put me about as near the crazy line as
I care to get. My hands seemed poi-
soned, and everywhere they touched
me the disease would spread or aggra-
vated.

After trying various remedies he
found that a solution of 53 per cent.
of alcohol and 47 per cent. of distilled
water in which enough acetate of lead
was dissolved to make a saturated so-
lution, was the most useful in stopping
the burning and itching and
checking the spread of the disease.
The doctor states if he were poisoned
again he would wash his hands as soon
as possible in diluted alcohol to dis-
solve and remove the poison.—Ridge-
town Dominion.

Important Directions Regarding Dried
Apples.

As it is not generally known that with |
very little extra trouble apples can be dried
so a8 to retain a nice white color, we give
the following directions and feel sure a trial
will give results entirely pleasing to you.
ard assuring highest prices for your prc-
duct. Directions :—Fill an ordinary sized
pail about half tull of water into which stir
a handtul of common salt. As eoon as each
apple is peeled cut into quarters, trim, and
throw quicklyinto the salt water—as soon
as a sufficient quantity is ready, drain off
the water, which can be used again and dry
quickly over the stove. Please bear i
mind that apples should always be cutin
quarters. Do not dry on strings, but use a
wooden tray made of narrow slats. 1o not
allow your apples to go to waste, ‘as dried
apples are always saleable.

A prosperous
and contended people kave no desire fcr
bloodshed and strife, and mneithar invi‘e
or provoke trouble’ with their neighbors,
Situated as we are there is only the re-
motest possibility of our country ever be-
coming involved with other nations, and,
should that occasion unfortunately arise
our best defence will be found in the
stout hands and loyal hearts of our citi-
zens, The tramp of marching hosts and
the trappings of war may well be left to
the swash bucklers who glory in butch-
ery and destruction.

Something About Furs

We often hedr the remark made that
coon hides are good any moxuth that has
an R in it. If such was the case furs
would be improvifig during the latter part
of August and have some virtue: left in
them the first days of May leav-
ing but two months in the year that coon
furs are intirely worthless. Now the fact
of the matter is this, furs do not be-
gin to get good till it becomes cold
enough |at nighta to freeze ice, .Cold
weather| makes furs grow just as the
sun makes the grass grow, A’ good rule
to go by in coon hunting is not to begin
till after the fall of the leaf. It has then
been cold ensugh to make the hidesfairly
good but not yet prime, The fur on a
prime coon hide is so thick and long
reaching near to the tops of 'the guard
hairs, the flesh side 1s white, with a pink-
ish shade, and unprime, or No. 2 and 3
hide is blue on the flesh side. The

hairs appearing through the' hide which
has not yet gained it’s proper thickness.
The fur season is supposed to begin the
first of November but a good deal depends
on the weather. There is an unwritten
law among the trappers of this latitude
that says ‘‘do no _lput your traps out till
after October.” The red fox does not be-
come prime till some time in December,
the muskrat until later, not getting his
winter coat till January. There is a close
season for the muskrat from the first of
May till the first of Jan., the only fur bear-
inganimal that is protected. At the rate,
coon are being exterminated I think the
people of Ontario should demand a close
season for them also. We hear of pro-
tection for birds in order to destroy.the
insect pests. Now there is no greater in-
sect destroyer than the skunk, his princi-
pal food is black beetle or bug that we
see running in the stubble which is the
parent of the wre worm ‘one of the worst
insect pests that the farmer has to con-
tend with

With the exception of Queen
Victoria, whose image was engraved
on every coin of the British and In-
dian empires, Mrs, Keen was first in
the number of her metal photographs.

It is usually assumed that the face
on the head side of the copper is that
of an Indian, but a close look will re-
veal a Saxon profile.
