ORYS CARRY REFERENDUM 
ON LIQUORJMPORTATION
THIRTEEN CITIES VOTE DRY 

ELEVEN HAVE WET 
MAJORITY

The vote in Ontario on Monday on 
the importation of intoxicating 
liquors was only about 60 per cent, 
of a full vote. There was no organi­
zation of the Wets outside the cities, 
and many of the voters did not seem 
to take much interest in the question. 
Watford gave a majority of 277, the 
vote being 386 Yes and 109 No. The 
figures for the county are as follows;

WATFORD HORTICULTURAL 
SOCIETY

On Tuesday, Aprif 12th, a meeting 
of the Watford Horticultural Society 

( was held in Taylor’s Hall for the pur­
pose of completing their organization 
in order to comply with the Ontario 
Horticultural Act and be officially 
recognized by the Provincial govern­
ment. Over one hundred of those in­
terested in Horticulture were pres­
ent. The Society was very fortunate 
in securing the services of Mr. 
Hartry of Seaforth, a director of 
Ontario Horticultural Society, to 
address them and conduct the organ­
ization.

Mr. Hartry explained the purpose 
of the meeting and called for nomin­
ations for the various offices. The 
election resulted as follows :

Directors, elected for two years— 

Mrs. T. G. Mitchell, Mrs. Pritchett, 
Mrs. McKercher, Mrs. Kinneil and 
Miss Mae Reid.

Directors, elected for one year— 
Dr. Sawers, Dr. Howden, Mr. Mahon, 
Mr. Connolly, Rev. Mr. Irwin.

A financial report was also sub­
mitted showing total receipts as 
nearly two hundred dollars and ex­
penditures of approximately one 
hundred and fifty with a membership 
of seventy-six paid up.

Under the capable direction of the 
new President, the business was soon 
put through, the main item was the 
appointment of a Federal Square 
Committee consisting of the Presi- 
den, Mr. Brown and Mr. Swift, the 
results of whose activity you will 
soon see.

The members then listened to an 
able and instructive lecture from Mr. 
Hartry on Roses, Gladioli, ajid tuber­
ous Begonias. Many valuable hints 
were given and all questions satis­
factorily answered. At the conclusion 
Mr. Hartry was tendered a very 
hearty vote of thanks for the capable 
and efficient way in which he con­
ducted his part of the evening’s pro­
gram. Mr. Hartry also addressed the 
pupils of the High School prior to 
the public meeting.

The Society has room on its mem­
bership roll for a hundred more 
names and its usefulness is limited 
only by the support you give it both 
financial and otherwise. The plans at 
present are to improve the Federal 
Square, assist in the school garden 
project and provide shrubs, bulbs, 
etc., for the members at reasonable 
rates. Catalogues are still at Mr. 
Brown’s store and orders for Can­
nas, Dahlias, Roses,'Gladioli will be 
accepted for a short while longer. 
Those members who have not receiv­
ed an option are reminded that they 
may procure one for Fall delivery 
should they so desire.

The two dozen cities of Ontario 
divided as follows :

Wet—Toronto, Hamilton, Windsor, 
St. Catharines, Fort William, Port 
Arthur, Kitchener, Welland, Sault 
Ste. Marie, Kingston, Ottawa, total 
11.

Dry—London, Chatham, Wood- 
stock, Stratford, Belleville, Galt, 
Owen Sound, Niagara Falls, Peter- 
boro, Guelph, Brantford, St. Thomas, 
Sarnia; total 13.

With hardly an exception the 
Western Ontario counties contribut- ' 
ed a thousand or two to the dry ma­
jority. Ridings in Essex and Waterloo 
were the only ones to vote “no," and 
only two cities, Windsor and Kitch­
ener, are to be found in the wet col­
umn. On the other hand some of the 
Western Ontario cities did as well as 
any in the province, from the stand­
point of the drys. Chatham, for in­
stance, gave a “yes” majority of 
nearly 1,000, and the whole County 
of Kent contributed nearly 6,000. 
Tilbury was the only town in Kent to 
vote wet.

Lambton rolled up a fine dry ma­
jority, but its record was dimmed- 
somewhat by the fact that Point Ed­
ward, alone in the county, went wet 
by 11 votes.

Dunnville, one of the towns on 
which the eyes of the province were 
focused, following disclosures regard­
ing the moist condition of the cellars 
went dry by 172 votes.

The County of Huron and the 
County of Elgin both acheived a 
clean slate, not a town or township 
voting wet. Elgin’s arid wastes ex­
tend even to Port Stanley, which 
turned up a “yes” margin of sub­
stantial size. Bruce would have been, 
similarly situated if it had not been 
for Lucknow and Mildmay, which 
gave small wet majorities.

North Waterloo lived up to its. 
reputation by giving a wet majority 
of 2,500. The same riding in the ref­
erendum of 1919 voted wet on all 
four questions. South Waterloo, on 
the other hand, went dry by 500.

Toronto gave a wet majority of 
over 5,000.

In East Lambton there were- 
only 6578 votes polled. At the vote 
in 1919 for prohibition there were 
8616. or over 2,000 more votes 
polled.

RESULTS OF TE2 DRY VOTE
Having voted “ Ves" on the refer­

endum regarding the importation of 
liquor for beverage purposes, Ontario 
now awaits the order of the Domin­
ion Government giving effect to the 
expressed will of the people. There 
will then be three measures operating 
to make this a “bone dry” province.
The Dominion enactment Making the 
importation of liquor from any other 
part of the country or anywhere else 
illegal; the Ontario Temperance Act / 
itself, and the provincial measure 
popularly known as the “Sandy Bill.”
The last is designed to prevent what 
is known as “short circuiting.” This 
is the method by which orders for 
liquor placed in Quebec Province for 
Ontario customers have been filled 
by the breweries and distilleries in 
Ontario. With importation made 
illegal the shipment of liquor into 
the province will be hedged around 
with difficulties that will make the 
profession of rum-running far more 
perilous than it has ever been. Out­
side of Quebec and British Columbia 
Canada will now be practically a pro­
hibition country.

This act 
gives l the Cabinet power to make 
regulations for the grading of butter, 
cheese and other food products man­
ufactured from milk, when these 
are intended for export. Heavy fines, 
running from $60 to $200, and a 
term of imprisonment not exceeding 
three months are provided as penal­
ities for infraction of whatever reg­
ulations are issued under this new 
act. . x

The high cost of building material, 
the rapidly increasing population, 
and the enormous annual destruction 
of dwelling houses, in which there 
were 5,644 fires last year in Ontario, 
have combined to make the housing 
problem one of most serious and 
acute proportions.

Ontario is noted for its extrav. 
gance through unnecessary fire waste 
which is nothing short of an econ­
omic crime, caused (Chiefly through 
our careless habits and indifference.

Statistics show that 64 per cent., 
or practically two out of every three 
fires which occur, are in our homes; 
eighty per cent of which are pre­
ventable.

The Ontario Fire Prevention Lea­
gue, in affiliation with the Fire Mar­
shal Department, has inaugurated a 
Province-wide publicity campaign for 
the purpose of conserving our homes 
as well as our lives from destruction 
by fire. The bdys and girls of the 
Province will be called upon to assist 
in this most desirable and patriotic 
movement. Through the principals 
and teachers of our schools, the 
League will distribute 250,000 coptes 
of a “Home Inspection Blank” so 
that the pupils with the help of their 
parents, may answer the questions. 
The primary object is to clean-up 
attics, cellars, back yards and re­
move hazardous conditions. Thq un­
derlying thought being to prevent 
fires by removing the cause and thus 
save our homes.

shave on the Sabbpth Day." No one , 
shall cross a river on the Sabbath but 
an authorized clergyman,” “No food 
or lodgings shall be offered to a her­
etic.” These Connecticut blue laws 
of two centuries ago are far famed; 
but they were .by no means limited to 
the Colony. Down in Virginia where 
the Colonists consumed so much mint 
julep that to this day the mint grows 
out of the graves at Jamestown, the 
rules were iust as strict. In 1682 a 
woman was indicted for shelling corn 
on Sunday! Indeed, the very first 
General Assembly in the old Domin­
ion passed a law requiring every citi­
zen to attend church on the Sabbath, 
and if a freeman disobeyed he was 
compelled to pay three shillings, and 
if a slave he was flogged ! And going 
to church, mind you, meant in those 
days going to a particular kind of 
church. For in 1632 the Virginia 
Assembly passed a law punishing all 
dissenters from the Church of Eng­
land, in 1662 passed an Act banish­
ing all who refused to have their chil­
dren baptized in that church, in 1741 
issued a law making life uncomfort­
able for Presbyterians, and in 1746 
created further statutes aimed at 
Ü9ravians and. Msthodists.

Those grave old churchmen ot 
Massachusetts and Connecticut pass­
ed stem regulations about one’s 
cuffs, ruffles, ribbons and bands. 
There should be, for instance, no 
“short sleeves whereby the naked­
ness of the arms may be discovered.” 
but, on the other hand, “no sleeves 
must be more than “half an ell long” 
It was a nerve-racking time for tail­
ors and, dressmakers! If ^rou did not 
go to church you were simply “be­
yond the pale.” “No one,” declared 
the old laws, “shqll be a freeman or 
have a vote unless he is converted 
and a member of the churches allow­
ed in the dominion.” And, moreover, 
if you failed to attend divine service, 

"the town watchman saw to it that 
'time hung heavy on your hands. No 
one was allowed to leave town on the 
Sabbath ; no one must come to town 
except for church attendance. No 
work was permitted on farm, in shop 
or on ship. A boat could not be used," 
except when absolutely necessary in 
getting people to “meeting house.” 
Using a horse, an ox, or a wagon was 
unlawful if the church were within 
reasonable walking distance, and 
“reasonable” was in this case a most 
expansive word.

Then, too, the odor of cooking 
food on the Sabbath was an abomin­
ation, while to smoke or chew tobac­
co near a meeting house on Sunday 
meant a seat in the stocks instead of 
a church pew! Indeed, this use of 
“sotweed”, as tobacco was called, 
was a most sinful habit on any day. 
“None under 21 years, nor any not 
previously accustomed to it, shall 
take tobacco without a physician’s 
certificate. No one shall use it pub­
licly in the streets or in the fields or 
the woods, except on a journey of at 
least ten miles, or at dinner. Nor 
shall any one take it in any house in 
his own town with more than one 
person taking it at the same time.”

Nor did one dare for a long time 
to make mince pies, or play any 
musical instrument, “except a drum, 
a trumpet or a jew’s harp!” Card 
playing was absolutely forbidden ; 
whoever brought cards into the do­
minion was fined S5! And as for 
dancing—the thought was unbear- 

, able. Says old Judge Sewall in his 
j famous 17th century diary: “After 
’ the Ministers of this town (Boston) 

come to the Court and complain 
against a Dartcing Master who seeks 
to set up here and hath mixt Dances, 
and his time of Meeting is Lecture 
Day (Thursday).” A little later 
Sewall joyfully records that the 
dancing master has fled town, be­
cause of debt—“several warrants out 
for him.”

IRELAND’S YEAR OF BLOOD i
---- -

Startling figures of outrages at­
tributed to the Sinn Fein during the 
year ending March 31 were given by 
DWis Henry, Attorney-General for 
Ireland, in the House of Commons 
today in reply to a question.

The figures showed a steady in­
crease in the number of killings and 
woundings of police and military 
forces, quarter by quarter.

In the last quarter of the year 
there were 2,246 outrages, Eighty- 
eight policemen were killed and 156 
wounded, while 44 soldiers were kill­
ed and 84 wounded.

The total outrages of the whole 
year numbered 10,894. The police 
killed totalled 243, and the wounded 
3,810. The soldiers killed numbered 
90, and the wounded 202 .

bers of the Technical and Industrial 
Committee. The architects were 
authorized to prepare an agreement 
with Second and Sons for general 
construction work.

Rhea Whitley, four year old 
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Thomas L. 
Whitely, Sarnia, was painfully burn­
ed about the body late Saturday 
afternoon. While playing around the 
house she secured possession of a 
match which she ignited setting her 
clothing on fire and burning them 
practically all off before the blaze 
could be extinguished. A portion of 
her hair was also burned but her 
face escaped the flames. But for the 
prompt action of her mother on see­
ing her plight, the child might have 
been burned to death.

The death occurred at the home of 
her son-in-law, Dr. McMurchy, North 
Glencoe, Friday, of Mrs. Isabella Mc- 
Tavish, daughter of the late John 
McCallum, of Ekfrid. The late Mrs. 
McTavish, who was one of the pion­
eers of Glencoe, was in her 76th 
year. Her brother, Duncan McCal­
lum, died on July 4, 1920. Mrs. Mc­
Tavish lived in Glencoe practically 
all her life, and was a member of the 
Presbyterian church here. She is sur­

CHILDREN WHO FORGET

It is to be hoped that ' Mr. Mc­
Namara’s Bill to compel children 
who forget filial obligation to sup­
port their parents—when by reason 
of age, disease or infirmity the latter j 
are unable to maintain themseives—' 
will be as well received in the coun­
try as it Was in the Legislature. 
Cases, come to the surface not in­
frequently where sons and daughters 
who have gone out into the world 
and prospered forget the old folks at 
home who “invested" life’s little 
savings in providing their children 
with well-nourished bodies and well- 
educated minds. The Legislature has 
approved of a measure that will give 
the neglected fathers and mothers 
some return on that investment.

There will be no indiscriminate 
prosecution of children who forget. 
Only after the Crown Attorney of 
the district has been satisfied that 
there has beert neglect or evasion of 
duty sufficiently great to1 warrant in­
vestigation will those in default be 
summoned before a Magistrate. The 
law will not be invoked very often. 
Few offenders will have the hardi­
hood to face the shame of public 
exposure. Children who forget will 
be fewer in Ontario after the Mc­
Namara Bill is given the Royal 
assent.—-Globe.
