Thieves ‘Again Visit
~ "P. Dodds’ Store

< BIG HAUL IN SHOES

About $700 Worth of Beet Shoes
in Stock Taken from the Store
on Sunday’ Night.

P. J. Dodds’ general store was vis-
ited by thieves for the second -time
within two months on Sunday hight,
when they succeeded in getting away
with over 125 pairs of shoes.

Entrance was gained by remov-
ing the pane of glass from the cellar
window under the hardware depart-
ment and removing the hinge screws
on the cellar door leading to the
hardware, from which they walked
through to the shoe department.

Only the best lines of ladies shoes
and pumps, men’s fine shoes and
large size boy’s shoes were taken.
The thieves apparently knew what
they were after and selected boxes
here and there throughout the stock.
The shoes were all removed from
their boxes, packed in bags and the
empty boxes left in a huge pile in
the centre of the floor to greet the
eye of Mr. Dodds when he opened
the store Monday morning.

Nothing was taken from the
hardware dept. but a handful of
jack-knives and scissors and a few
boxes of cartridges which were pro-
bably picked up as an afterthought
while leaving.

The whole job was done so system-
atically and thoroughly that indicat-
ions point to an °~ organized gang
who knew just where to come, how
to get in and just what to take.

Police in surrounding cities were
notified on Monday morning, but as
yet no developments have been
made.

This is the second time within two
months that thieves have visited the
Dodds store. It was ‘entered the
last night of Old Home Week in
August while the celebration was at
its height in a neighbering block
and considerable money removed
from the till.

We shortened the working
day to eight hours, with Saturday
afternoon off for most of us. That
seemed like cutting down production
and adding to the cost of living.
Then we began to investigate a bit.
We found that production was not
being cut down. The workers were
turning out as much work in eight
hours as they did in ten. One day
we had occasion to make a trip to
another town. In Old Timer’s day
we would have jogged across country
in a buggy drawn by the old grey
mare. It would have taken the en-
tire day to make the round trip and
transact the business in the other
town. Today we jumped into an
automobile, flew over the roads at
thirty miles an hour, transacted the
business and was back in our town
office an hour before lunch time, with

spare. Our new methods of doing
business and getting about have sav-
ed us hours every week. We used to
go to the well and draw water, now
we turn a spigot in the wall and the

stream pours forth. We wen% on
long -errands; today the telephone
carries the message in the time it

took us to find our hat. In Old
Timer's day it took an hour every
merning to clean the old coal oil
lamps and trim the wicks; the elect-
ric light bulb needs no attention for
months. ;

And so it is, if you’ll only stop to
think. Of course people don’t work
long hours as they once did. - They
don’t have to. But the fellow who
uses his brains is the fellow who is
getting ahead. And today, as al-
ways, the brain wins the victory over
brute strength. and old methods.
Don’t worry about what the world is
' coming' to. ‘Think how you can get
the most out of the brief span that
is allotted to you. “Do your work
with your brain and let the Old
Timers worry.

Put Your Contract in
the Body of the Note

OR YOU MAY BE SORRY

A Smooth Fraud Revealed in Wel-
land, Whereby Twelve Merchants
Lose $2,160 Under Notes Given
For a Contract that was
Never Fulfilled.

The" following story from the
Welland Tribune-Telegraph will
probably be of general interest, but
more particularly to business men
who are often confronted by smooth-
talking stranger-salesmen of various
goods or services who pick out a
few towns in each district to stage
their game.

There is a valuable moral in this
story. Here it is: Never give a prom-
isory note for goods that you are to
receive or for services you are to
receive for if the person to whom
you give the note is worthless, he can
fail to deliver the goods or the ser-
vices, he can dispose of your note to
a third party—and then you must
pay. Your only protection in such a
case would have been to embody all
the terms of your agreement or con-
tract in the body of the note itself.
Where the agreement or the contract
is on one sheet and the note on an-
other the note stands on its own feet
and means no more nor no less than
the words on the face of it.

These observations are occasioned
by a most interesting and most un-
usual case heard in Division Court
here on Thursday. In the decision of
Judge Livingstone, a Welland mer-
chant must pay $180 for a dead
horse, for a violated contract. Lock-
ed in his gate is the fate of eleven
other Welland merchants who will
be touched for a like amount. Two
thousand, one hundred and sixty
dollars in all is lifted out of the city,
and no value in return.

The story beging a year and a
half ago, when an organization
known as the Free Travel Bureau
hit the town. They had a scheme. It
was this: The merchant was to give
coupons to each cash customer to
the amount of 3 cents on the dollar.
These coupons could later be ex-
changed for railway tickets to Port
Robinson, Portadown or Porto Rica
or, if the customer preferred, the
coupon .could be exchanged for cash.

Each merchant was to pay $180 to
the Free Travel Bureau and in re-
turn for it he was to get: 1. The
idea; 2 Store and window displays
advertising the idea; 8. Local publi-
city to the value of $300; 4. The
necessary coupons and other par-
aphernalia of the scheme.

All these things were embodied in
a contract and one of the conditions

After securing the notes thg Freé-:
Travel ' Bureau lost interest in the-
matter. The local publicity stopped’
abruptly, when a height of $$22.57"
had been reached—and the whole
thing fell through. The Free Travek'
Bureau went up the spout. The Gra-
ham-Rite Company which handled!
the publicity for the Free Travel
Bureau went up the spout, too. The
only thing about the whole affair-
that did not go up the spout was the
notes. These passed to a gentleman
whose name has a dim suggestion of -
Scottish origin—Neil Campbell Cam-
eron., Mr. Cameron invited all and
sundry to step forward and pay, an
invitation which was heartily scorn--
ed.

Hence the Division Court.

The story as disclosed in court
was this: Neil Campbell Cameron was-
the inventor of the Free Travel
Scheme. He sold the idea to the Free-

and got them. The Free Travel Bur--
eau could not, of course, recover on
the notes, because they had violated
the contract. Neil could. So it was-
a highly desirable arrangement from
all angles—except that of the mer-
chant.

*T he historic past oi the Nootka section of the West Coast was recalled
recently when Licutenant-Governor Walter C. Nichol, of British Colum-

bia, unveiled and dediczted a monument commemorating the explorations of

the=e great English navigators, Captain Cook and Captain Vancouver.

The monument was built under the auspices of the Historic Sites and
Monuments Board of Canada which is placing similar memorials across the
Dominion on sites hallowed by interesting chapters of Canadian history.

A large party travelled on the Canadian Pacific S.8. Princess Maquinna
for the ceremony and left the steamer at the cannery wharf, boarding
launches for the short run to Friendly Cove. The party included Lieut.-
Governor Nichol, H. J. 8. Muskett, his secretary, Judge Howay and Mr.

Vancouver and Quadra met
here in August, 1792, to determine the land to be restored under the con-

The miserable pest, the corn borer,
has, according to Government reports,
damaged thg corn crops of Western
Ontario this year to the extent of a
million and a quarter dollars. No won-
der drastic efforts to eliminate this
pest are being undertaken, Concerted
action is necessary, for it is of no use
for one farmer to battle single-hangl-
ed, s0 corn growers must unite ' in
the struggle. Splendid work in t!lis
direction has been done in this vicin-
ity this year and there will be no
quarter shown next year. The Gov-
ernment is helping all it can and is
continually seeking more effective
measures.
