Churn often if you mt your bnthr llll-
‘edged.

The cow to make good butter needs good
‘blood.

Good feeding is the fountain of all profit-
able dairying.

The best of butter will loose much of its
first rich aroma if kept a long time.

It is less trouble to wean the calf at the
start and feed it than allow it to suck and
wean it in the end.

The dairy farm should grow continually
richer and it wi ) so very readily if pro-
per management in glven.

The milk organs must be developed the
first time that the heifer is in milk if she is
to prove a good milker afterward.

If the cow is not free from disease care of
the utensils will not prevent the germs of
disease from entering through the milk.

In making butter for the best market it is
essential to secure unitormity in color, in
texture, in salting and in packing, leaving
no salt in the butter,

It is by no means a question of thorough-
breds, as all fairly good cows will make good
cream, from which good butter can be made
when care and conditions are right.

An overfed cow will not digest all of her
food, aud in this way her milk and the but-
ter made from it will be injured. To secure
the best results good digestion and assimila-
tion are very essential.

Good care of the dairy cows must com-
mence with the calves. No calf given scant
care until she becomes & mother will make
as good a cow as she would if proper care
had been given from the start.

Do not put off a churning on any account.
A few hours will sometimes cause over-ripe-
ness and a lot of butter off flavor. This will
injure your reputation and perhaps lose a
good customer. Both hard to regain.

Do not leave the butter exposed to the air
after it is made. Print or pack it at once
and put it in a cool place until it goes to the
market or to the customer. Deliver every
week.

It costs as much to keep & cow that will
make one pound of butter a day as to keep
one that will make two pounde. Life is too
short to spend in such a way.

Where a back farm or distant pasture land
is owned the driving of the cows back and
forth morning and night has been found to
detract serionsly from their productiveness.
A better way is to carry cans and milkers to
the pasture and draw home the milk.

How to Keep Apples.

On the subject of keeping apples Mr. O.
W. Hawden, of Worcester, Mass., in a re-
cent address, said: * If apples are expected
to keep well they must be picked from the
tree and handled carefully. Barrels and
boxes are found the most convenient pack-
ages for apples, but should be washed and
thoroughly cleansed and dried before using:
care should be taken that no nails protrude
through the staves. The fruits should be
ocarefully placed in the barrels and gently
shaken and pressed into them and compactly
as possible to prevent any motion of the
frait after the barrels are headed; each
sort should be marked and placed where the
temperature is low and uniform, if possible.
If apples are to be stored for winter or late
keeping the sooner placed in a cool and uni-
form place the better. A fruit house or cel-
lar made with a view for the purpose is best,
but most growers usually have to resort to
their cellars. The chief requisites for the
preservation of fruit from October to May or
June following are a uniform low tempera-
ture, which in autumn may be obtained by
giving abundant ventilation on cool nights,
to be closed when the atmosphere is warm.
Fruits should be maintained or kept in as
pearly as possible its condition when gather-
ed. The gradual ripening process, or the
fermentation of the juices premonitory to
decay, should be checked and kept in a dor-
mant condition. When maintained nearly
at freezing point the mellowing or ripening
process in the fruit nearly ceases. Fungi
and mildew, the primary causes of decay, do
not germinate under these circumstances;
the bést late keeping results are promoted
thereby. The prices at which apples are
sold differ very materially between October
and June and are often as one to five; thus
the growing price in the cellar is of fully as
much importance as the growing fruit in the
orchard.

To Butter Makers.

Don’t wrap up your sweet-scented, pret-
tily printed butter in old rags, suggestive of
worn-out sheets and pillow-cases, for it often
hinders the sale of the best of butter. I like
to purchase my butter wrapped in nice, clean
white paper. [ notice that the butter at
our country stores from the creamery, sells
at 25 cents, while farmers butter will bring
only 15. One farmer hereabouts, has taken
the hint, and wrapped up his butter in the
same nice, clean way, and gets 25 cents for
it, too—proving that many farmers’ com-
plaints are due to a carelessness and a lack
of neatness on their part.

Whatever is worth doing at all is worth
doing well, and much of the comfort and
happiness of families depend on good butter,
for butter comes next to bread.

In many cases skimmed
milk is better borne than that with the
cream. Buttermilk is useful for a change.
Indeed, it is much lauded by German phy-
sicians in the treatment of dyspepsia, one of
whom says: * When the patient is hungry
let him eat buttermilk; when he is thirsty,
let him drink buttermilk.” Patients tire of
buttermilk more readily than they de of
sweet milk, however, and it is rarely that
one will consent to use it long. When milk
in any form is the only food, it shovld be
taken in quantities of six to eight ounces
(about half a pint) every three hours. Oane
thing to be borne in mind in taking milk is
that it should be treated as food, and not as
a drink, hence it should be sipped very
slowly.

—In diphtheria and scarlet fever the con-
tagion is conveyed by the emanations from
the body, and especially the saliva. Every-
thing the patient touches may be a means
of communicating the disease.

Never let playthings or clothing leave the
sickroom in these diseases, without provision
for their immediate purification by burning
or boiling.

It is impossible to trace the unnumbered
deaths which have been directly caused by
ignorant parents putting away clothing or
playthings, which, perchance, were sacred
with the memory of a darling who had been
taken away by one of these diseases, and
then after months of waiting, giving them
to some dear friend or to their other children.

Measles, of course, belong to this same
class, but the contagion. is so mild in this
country that it is not guarded against so
strenuously.

To Brighten Shabby Lace.

Black lace which looks shabby can be re-
vived by being washed in strong tea, which
should be tepid; squeeze the lace well in the
tea, then rinse it in fresh tea, and let it re-
main for about an hour; then remove and
carefully squeeze the lace; spread it evenly
on a cloth and beat it between the hands to
abstract the moisture. Spread the lace out,
right side downward, on a sheet of common
foolscap paper, placed on the ironing sheet;
carefully pull out the points of the lace with
a pin, then cover with more paper, and iron
until perfectly smooth and dry. If it is
necessary that the lace should be slightly
stiffened, add a little gum arabic, which has
been previously dissolved, to the tea.

—_———

To Prevent Tarnish on Brass.

An excellent tarnish preventive for brass
bedsteads and other articles is made as fol-
lows: Take a quarter of an ounce of shellac
and a quarter of a pint of methylated spirits,
place these ingredients in a glass bottle and
cork. Shake the bottle well, and keep it in
a warm place for a few days. Poor off the
clear Auid and apply it to the brass with a
camel’s hair brush. The brass should be
well cleaned, polished, and also, if possible,
heated before the varnish is applied.

—A good way to destroy cockroaches is
to place a deep vessel with perfectly smooth
sides in the middle of their run, and put
some sweet cake in the bottom. Then place
a lath or two from the floor to the top of the
bucket, on the outside. The roaches will
run up the laths to get to the sweet cake,
and, dropping over, are unable to get out,
and are at your mercy.

~The woman who will persist in washing
oilcloth in soap and water hasn’t the first
instinct of y in her mak Both
water and soap eat out the oil and rot the
cloth. Use buttermilk or skim milk and a
clean cloth. It will take very little, and
will save you dollars. The little dribs of
milk that are left over will do as well as
anything if saved, no matter if sour.
