Washington, May 18—President 

Wilson tonight directed that 
peditlonary force of approximately a 
division of regular troops, under 
command of Major-General John J. 
Pershing, proceed to France at as 
early a date as practicable. General 
Pershing and staff will precede the 
troops. Colonel Roosevelt will 
he permitted to raise Ills volunteer 
expedition to carry the American flag 
against the Germans in France.

On signing the war army bill to­
night, President Wilson Issued a 
statement saying that, acting under 
export advice front both sides of the 
water, lie would be unable to avail 
himself, at the present stage or the 
wav, of the authorization to organize 
volunteer divisions.

IN UNITED STATES 

Washington. May 19—Pershing’s 
26,000 and the call of the President 
summoning the nation ,to arms gave 
Washington a real war thrill today. 
On June 6th all men of the country 
between 21 and 30 yeals of age will 
answer the call for selective service. 
The first mobilization of thè 
power of the nation will 
that date, 
that the first army of 609J)00, that 
will be chosen from the millions that 
will answer the call, will not be 
nounced before September, but the 
official announcement of the inten­
tion to despatch a division command­
ed by General Pershing, to the fight­
ing front, at the earliest possible 
moment, makes It certain the Amer­
ican flag will be seen on the firing 
line long before the selective service 
army Is ready for action.

BUY-AT-HOME*' CAMPAIGNH
CONSCRIPTION IN CANADA sent In

Mr.Ottawa, May 18—Premier Borden, 
111 his Important speech In the House 
of Commons this afternoon, announc­
ed "compulsory military enlistment 
on a selective basis" for at least 60,- 
000 men. Conscription will apply to 
the reinforcements 
front In order to keep up Canada’s 
present army of four divisions. The 
Premier ill his speech said:

"Hitherto we depended upon volun­
tary enlistments.

These facts are considered indica­
tions of a retreat, being similar to 
those which preceded the last retire­
ment, in which the Germans left 
vast area of devastation.

“All citizens are liable to military 

service for the defence of their coun­
try, and I conceive that the battle for 
Canadian liberty and autonomy is be­
ing fought today upon «the plains of 
France and Belgium. 1 venture to 
think that, if this war should end in 
defeat, Canada in all the years to 
come woùld be under the shadow of 
German military domination.

“I have had to take these matters 
into consideration, and 
them my consideration. Therefore, it 
is my duty to announce to the House 
that early proposals will be made, on 
the part of the Government, to pro­
vide by compulsory military enlist­
ment on a selective bas.is such rein­
forcements as may be necessary to 
maintain the Canadian army today in 
the field as one of the finest fighting 
forces in the Empire.

NEW METHOD OF ATTACKING 

GERMAN U-B0AT8
London, May 20—Kennedy Jones, 

director of food economy, expressed 
the belief that the German submar­
ines were beginning to be mastered, 
in an address delivered at Edin­
burgh last night on the necessity of 
food consumption.
"We have been able, thanks to the 
Ingenuity of the Admiralty and the 
courage and skill of our sailors, to 
make attacks by a new method on the 
German U-boats, which so far have 
been attended by success, 
that success will continue. It would 
trump another trick, and might pro­
duce an earlier termination of the 
war than those in high command al­
low themselves to hope for."

We didn’t get it easy, of 
course, and I lost some good pals;

Well, I was on the Somme, and at 
Y pros, and at Festubert; and this 
show was a million miles away from 
them. We all went over as cheery as 
chipmunks, we’d got that wonderful 
lino of lightning in front to show us 
the way. I didn’t like the wait for 
the start. Your throat got kind of 
queer, you know, as if you’d a ball of 
sawdust In it, but once you get go­
ing in such a perfectly managed show 
as this it’s just great. Even after I 
was hit I was picking off Boches as 
nice as nicely, though I never got a 
chance with my bayonet. Seems 
queer, but really I was beginning to 
half enjoy that show."

spirits of that influx of bandaged 
warriors was affected by the novelty, 
to them, of the great work in which 
they had been engaged; by the juy of- 
breaking loose in glorious summer 
weather from the long-endured mon­
otony of semi-subterranean life. The 
newness of all that had been happen­
ing was as sparkling wine to those 
enthusiasts.

But the keynote to the spirit, and 
demeanor of all the men I have seen 
who have returned from the Arras- 
Lens advance is calm certitude and 
easy confidence, 
campaigners, these men. 
masters of their Job; and tfieir train­
ing and knowledge of all our prepar­
ations are strikingly comprehensive 
and thorough. They do not hope, or 
fear, or wonder, or speculate—they 
know. They are absolutely satisfied 
lrom all that they have seen, we have 
got the measure of Germany’s maxi­
mum military efficiency and strength, 
and can beat it.

A Canadian corporal who 
wounded late on Easter Monday a'ftci*- 
noon when on Vimy Ridge, said .

"About noon the weather suddenly 
cleared, the sun came out, and we 
could sec ahead of us a great plaii 
stretching away like the pnflries at 
far as your eyes could see. We coulc 
plainly see the shells from our heav­
ies dropping in all the villages of the 
valley. Right and left, down below 
we could sec our boys going forward 
with our barrage marching before 
them—a wall of smoke and fire miles 
long. We could see it stop suddenly 
over a line of trenches, and then, 
later, march on again like a grcai 
wave. Then our boys would drop in­
to the trench—v/hat was left of Ku­
wait there, cleaning up stray Bochet- 
in dugouts, till the barrage lifted 
again, and then go on.

"But it was in a way the finest 
thing you ever dreamt of, because sc 
exact, like steam hammers or trains 
You couldn’t see who pulled the 
strings, but you could see that who­
ever did it made no mistakes; not so 
much as a yard. We could sec some’ 
of our boys were falling, hut wonder 
fully few. '*

"Just about thtih we spotted a big 
Boche ration party, loaded to the 
ears, straggling uf> a ravine In front 
of us. Our officer detailed half a 
dozen to go round each flank of this 
gang, and that, way, without, a shot 
fired, we rounded up 180 Boches, with 
their stores. They had been told tc 
find some Boche regiment, and had 
just got lost, wandering around dodg­
ing shells. They told us my raids 
each night had rattled them badly.

ground, but the outpouring of the na­
tion’s blood, the willing sacrifice of 
thousands of the best and most virile 
of the race, has caused the apparently 
lost seed to germinate, and there are 
ndw prospects of an abundant har­
vest. Had we looked after our infant 
life during the last forty years there 
ought to have been today between the 
ages of 18 and 40 another 1,300,000 
men available for the fighting forces. 
In other words, we have allowed, 
through our blindness, thousands of 
men to die in their infancy, male 
babies born often healthy and in all 
respects capable In due time, if pro­
per attention had been given them, or 
if their home conditions had been bet­
ter, of growing up and doing their 
full duty to the nation as our splen­
did sons today are doing in the bat­
tlefields of the world, 
ignorance which is curable, because 
of Improper conditions around them 
which are removable, thousands of 
these fellow citizens of ours whom 
we shall "too late" wished we had 
saved, now die within twelve months 
of their arrival In the world.—W. H.

PROSPER FERGUSON.For the benefit of thosç who have 
left school and entered into service 
m farms, etc., I am publishing the 
following extracts from a circular 
letter sent to me by the Superintend- 
iiit of Education:

“The National Service Certificate is 
the only document to he issued to 
those not taking the regular exam­
inations, hut it will be accepted for 
all purposes as.the equivalent of an 
ordinary High School pass certificate 
of such grade as the teacher certifies 
the pupil to be qualified to pass.

A pupil wlio is not qualified lor pro­
motion to a higher grade may he just 
ns competent for National Service, 
and his certificate for National Ser­
vice will be equally honorable as an 
evidence that “he had done his hit."

When any high school examination 
can be taken, it should be taken. II 
will only enhance the standing of the 
pupil and the merit of his National 
Service Certificate.

The pupil must present to the 
teacher on or before the 29th of June 
a certificate of the .employer certify­
ing to the number of days employed, 
when and where,' which days have to 
be entered into the school return as 
the pupil's school ^attendance."

I wish to call your attention es­
pecially, to this last clause, as it is 
necessary before you can obtain your 
National Service Certificate.

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SCHOOL GARDENS AND 
EXHIBITIONS

Prof. DeWolfe, M. Sc., of the Nor 
mal College, desires to make this the 
banner year in the matter of school 
gardens and exhibitions. He wishes, 
in the next Rural Science Bulletin, to 
give full particulars, and asks all 
teachers who are attempting any­
thing of the kind to inform him be­
fore the 20th inet. It will -not be 
sufficient for them to say that all the 
children have gardens. The number 
and the combined area should also be 
given. The gardens are necessary to 
increased production, so loudly called 
for. and the exhibitions are an incen­
tive to care and diligence.

He desires not only that the echo 
lars shall have exhibitions, but alsc 
that they should send specimens of 
their work to the several County Ex 
bitions. as well as the Provincial Ex 
hibitlon which opens on Septembei 
12th. The only farm products which 
are not to he sent to the Provincial 
Exhibition are live stock, but these 
will have a place in the County Exhi­
bitions, and any boy or girl who wine 
a prize at the latter for a pig, a calf 
a lamb, or a pen of chickens, will 
have a tionus of $5.00 from the Edu­
cation Department.

A girl who wins a first prize in 
garment making, cooking or' canning 
subject to the regulations announced 
in the Rural Science Bulletin, will be 
granted a bonus of the same amount 
from the same source.

Mr. George E. Graham, General 
Manager of the I). A. R., has offered 
prizes to the amount of $45.00 foi 
garden work in the Kcntville schools. 
This should be a stimulus to similai 
offers for other schools.

The following certificate shows 
what one boy accomplished last year: 
"This certifies that the potatoes 
grown by Stanley Reid have yielded 
five hundred, fifty-.one and seven- 
tenths bushels per acre."

tubers are filled from the starch 
which is formed in the cells of the 
leaves during the daytime, 
starch travels down through the stem 
>f the plant during the night and lo­
cates itself in thé t plier, bo that the 
Jeaves in the early morning are com­
pletely freed of all starch, 
plant has ample food, the weight of 
the potatoes formed on plants of 
equal inheritance is exactly equal to 
the leaf area exposed to the sunlight. 
Therefore, when bugs eat off the 
leaves, or blight injures them, the 
leaf area is decreased and the yield 
of potatoes proportionately reduced.

Bug and blight can best be con­
trolled by spraying with arsenate of 
lead and Bordeaux mixture, all to­
gether and put on at one time. The 
Bordeaux mixture controls the blight 
and the arsenite of lead kills the 
bugs. This mixture is washed off the 
leaves fairly easily by a rain, so that 
if the hugs are numerous, spraying 
will have to be done after every rail, 
to control them completely.
