The percentages for wheat,
rye, . barley and. oats represents the
promisé . of yields per snpcﬁn
to the Bix year average in the case of
spring ‘wheat and barley by three per-
cent, and of rye by ene percent,
equal to the average in the case of
oats, and one percent inferior in the
case of fall wheat.

A journalist who has worked for
{years in the foreign service of the
Associated Press has given expres-
sion to his views of Canada in the
Tacoma ‘‘Ledger.”’ Among other
things, the report says, ‘“‘Everywhere
he noted what to him seemed to be
a total want of nationgl ideals and
standards.

Premier Borden's proposal to appro-
priate Canadian money for the Brit-
ish navy met with bitter ‘opposition
from all quarters of the Dominion.’”

Canada is ' Provincial. As a people,
we are divided into great groups by
natural  ggographical barriers, of .
